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Capture a Village on Stavok Tribu-
tary of the Stockhod.

By Specail Wire to the Courier,
Petrograd, Aug. 4, via London.—
Russian troops have captured the vil-
lage of Rudka-Miryinskaia on the
River Stavok, a deft tributary of the
Stokhod, it was officially dnnounced
to-day by the Russian war depart-
ment. Rudka-Mirynskaia is 19 miles
east of Kovel.

The text of the Russian official
statement follows:

privates Forrester anhd Martin went
ahead of the others and by one
o'clock had eut a four-foot path
through the wire entanglements.
Nineteen of the party entered the
German front trench without meet-
ing any of the enemy. Our men then
atten:pted to reach the. German sec-
ond line but were held up by heavy
wire entnglements. By this time the
presence of our men had been dis-
covered and a bombing encounter
took place in which one of the eneny
was shot and killed. Our party then
retired.

Toronto Men In It
One wmorning in co-operation with
the artillery a daring and most suc-
cessful daylight raid was carrvied out
by a Toronto battalion. During: the
preceding week a careful reconnais-
sance of the ground had been made
by Lieuts. Cooper and Burnham.
Shortly before day light the enemy
wire was cut through by Pte. Hea-
don and Pte. Rule. A covering party
of machine gunners and snipers un-
der Lieut. Burnham and Sergt. Jack-
son, took up positions from which
they could command the trench
which it was intended to attack. At
nine o’clock the raiding party, con-
sisting of Capt. Kilmer in command,
Lieut. Pepler and eighteen other
ranks, left our lines and crawled to
within forty-five yards of the enemy
parapet. This distance was covered
with a rush, and our men were able
to jump into the German trenches be-
fore being  discovered. ;

Kight of Garrison Shot.

Eight of the garrison Wwere shot.
Two parties of five men each. under
sergrant Hoek and corporal Brisbin
then bombed their way to right and
lefit, “corpotal “Lynch aifd Hive dther
men remaining in support. Bonibs
were thrown into four lange dug-
outs crowded with Germans.

Our party remained in the trench
about four minutes, inflicting cas-
unalties upon the enemy estimated at
fortv. Two hostile machine guns
were put out -of action, one by
hombs and one by a direct hit by our
high explosive shell.

Rescued Their Captain

Having given the order to retire,
Capt. Kilmer was himself the last
to leave the German trench. In
schambling over the parapet he was
budly wounded in the ankle but
managed to crawl into a shell hole
eight yards in froft of the hostile
lines. A rescue party consisting of
TLieut. Burthman, Lance Corporal
Wilson, and Private Newton Wwas
quickly organized and in spite of
heayy rifle and machine gun fire
Girected ,upon them by .the enemy
ciicceeded in reaching Capt. Kilmer
and carrying him back to our lines.
In . this raid our only - casualties
were three wounded.

Artillerv Stonned Them.

Rarly one night a very large mine
was exploded by the enemy north of

minute of the explosion our artillery
opened a furious fire on the German
lines opposite and heavy machine
gun and. rifle fire was -also brought
to bear upon them.

Barnsdale was dead. His Worship
passed away in a Buffalo hospital on
Wednesday evening at 11 o’clock,
and news of his demise shocked and
grieved all who learned of it, as the
late Mayor was genuinely popular.
Mayor Barnsdale became ill in the
late Winter, and it was then fearsd

the coming of warm weather hope
was again raised that the city’s chief
magistrate would regain his wonted
strength. For the past two weeks he
has been at his summer home in Fort
Erie, and on Monday last underwent
a serious operation, from which he
never rallied. The late Mayor Barns-
dale was born' near London, Eng.,
and was 67 years old. ° Of these 67
years 45 of them were spent in Strat-
ford. He first located at Whitby, but
later moved to Buffalo, and in 1871
he came to this city, where he has
gince resided.

An experience in his boyhood days
that the late Mayor recounted with
just pride was his apprenticeship as
a naval cadet on the same ship as
the Duke of Connaught. A Britisher
to the hilt, he was always ready to
take part in patriotic work and often
expressed the wish that his Yyears
were less numerous, so that he could
fake his place in the ranks.

As a business man Mayor Barns-
dale was very successfulk The late
Mayor’s ' civic record is unequaled,
serving on school boards for 24 years,
water commissioner, and for many
years in the -city council, and in
1915 became Mayor.

Italian People Enthusiastic

“There have been immense chan-
_ges within the Monarchy since July,
1914, and the country is enthus-
ijastic. The people thought that Ser-
bia and possibly Russia would be
the only two nations whom the
united might and military prepared-
ness of the Central Powers was to
fight. They felt that France did
not count and that England certain-

England would reap the benefit at
the end without sacrificing a single
man of her army or navy. There
was no doubt that Germany would
finish the war in a few months.-

At First was Overconfident

«“This was the general opinion im-
pressed on everyone by Germany’s
systematic methods. ‘Within three
months disenchantment followed and
ever since then it, Italy, has borne
the burden and curse resulting from
overconfidence. Germany’s successes
in 1915 made it possible for the war
party to continue the struggle and
obtain money, otherwise the war
would have ended.

Did Not Count on England
“The greatest miscalculation ‘was
that England would not enter this
war. This brought disaster, and will
finally settle the'issue. The German
atrocities in Belgium brought disil-
lusionment. The Hupgarians are al-
ways chivalrous in war or peace, and
never has a nation suffered more
from war.”

| Brilliant Success

London, Aug. 4.—The French
counter offensive northeast of Ver-
dun yesterday reached its climax in
a powerful blow which has resulted
lin the complete recapture of Fleury
'and the whole system of highly or-
{ ganized defences from southeast of
{ Thiaumont to the Froid Terre ridge.
i After a series of almost uninter-
‘rupted attacks during the night and
lin the forenoon on the four mile
front from the Meuse to the woods
{west of Damloup, the French yester-
iday afternoon concentrated all their
! power in a tremendous thrust on the
{one mile Thiaumont-Fleury line.
They smashed forward on this point
for a distance of about a quarter of
;a mile through the most powerful
field works on the western front.
{Last night they had counted more
than 650 prisoners.

The village of Flery was attacked
from two sides, the northwest - and
southeast. In previous rattacks the
French had advanced as far as the
ruined railway station against furi-
nus resistance. Then -after the big
guns had been given time to clear a
path the infantry again swept: for-
ward, this time to complete victory.

All the gains made by the Germans
in their attacks of Tuesday have been
swept away. In an attack simultane-
ously with that on Fleury the French
in the Chenois sector drove the Teu-
tons from the trenches they had seiz-

ed in this, wooded region, capturing
more prisoners. Berlin previously
had admitted the loss of ground re-
cently taken in Laufee forest.
Captured 1,750 Prisoners

In the last three days the French
have captured more than 1,750 un-
wounded prisoners; They have also
taken a large quantity of military
supplies, but from all indications to-
day they have done: far more than
that. With the descent of the lull on
the Somme the Germans seriously re-
sumed their operations against Ver-
dun. They had large forces at their
disposal and all of their powerful ar-
tillery. But before they could get well
under way the French launched their
counter offensive. 'In other words,
they ‘“beat them to the punch.”

The French have regained a foot-
ing on two of the most important
heights which look down on Verdun-
Pepper Hill and the Froid Terre. The
crest of the former is a No Man's
Land, constantly swept by shell fire.
But from the latter the Germans held
artillery control of the heart of Ver-
dun. They made much of the capture
of Froid Terre, declaring it the most
important position on the northeast-
ern front. Now the French are work-
ing their way up to the crest again.
The eommunique last night from the
war office at Paris reports that the
French troops are fighting at the
edge of Hill No. 320, one of the
heights of the Froid Terre ridge.

He succeeds Sir
Douglas Colin Cameron, whose term
of office expired some time ago.

Sir James Aikins was born in Peel
County in 1851, educated at Toron-
to University and was admitted to
the bar. From 1879 until 1896 he
was cousel for the Justice Depart-
ment; in 1880 he was one of the
Royal Commissioners to investigate
and report upon the administration
of justice in the North-West Terri-
tories, and in 1900 was appointed
counsel for the Manitoba Govern-
ment. He has been solicitor for the
Canadian Pacific Railway in Winni-
peg, and for many large corporations
and banks, loan companies, etc., in
Western Canada, and is also a direc-
tor of many of them. He was elec-
ted for the Federal constituency of
Drandon in 1911, but withdrew from
Dominion polities last year, when
the Manitoba Provincial elections
were held. In becoming Lieutenant-
Governor of Manitoba, Sir James
kolds a position which was once fill-
ed by his father, Hon. James Cox
Aikins, in 1882.

Germans Are Blunderers
The First Lord contends that the

ed.”
“The illegality of their folly,” he
continues, ‘“was of a different kind.
1t flowed from a different course.
They knew that Capttain Fryatt was
doing his duty, and they resolved at
all costs to discourage imitation.
“What blunfierers they are! They
know how to manipulate machines,
but of managing men they know less
than nothing. They are always
wrong, because they always suppose
that if they behave like brutes they
can cow their enemies in behaving
like cowards. Small is their know-
ledge of our merchant seamen. I
Goubt whether one can be found who
has not resolved to defend himself
to the last against piratical attack.
But if there is such a one, depend
on it, he will be cured by the last
exhipition ‘of Lerman civilization.
And what must neutrals think of all
this?
“The freedom of the sea means to
Germany that the German navy is to
Lehave at sea as the German army
behave on land. It means that nei-
ther enemy civilians nor neutrals
may possess rights against militant
Cermany: that those who don’t re-
cist will be drowned, and those who
do will be shot.
«“Already 244 neutral merchant-
men have been sunk in defiance of
law and humanity, and the number
daily grows. Mankind, with the ex-
perience of two years of war behind
it, has made up its mind about Ger-
man culture. It is not, I think. with-
out material for forming a judgment
about German freedom.

A homesteader may live within nine
miles of his homestead on & farm of st
least 80 acres, on certain conditions. A
habitable house is reqguired except whers
residence 18 performed in the vicinity.

In certain districts a bomesteader Ia
good standing may pre-empt s quarter-
ection al ide his h tead. Price §3.00
per acre.

Duties—8ix months residence in each of
three years after earning homestead pat-
ent; also 50 acres extra cultivation. FPre-
emgtlon patent may be obtained as soon

A settler who has exhausted his home-
stead right may take a purchased home
stead in certain districts. Price §3.00 per
acre. Dutles—Must reside six months in
each of three years, cultivate 50 acres and
erect a bouse worth §300.
