MR. GLADSTONE'S SPEECH,

Mr. (ladstone spoke as follows in o
olear, strong and resonsut voioe : I may,
without impropriety, remind the House
that the voices whioch usually pleaded the
cauge of Irsh self goveroment in Irish
pfairs have within wal's during the
last seven years been almost entirely mute.
I returan therefore, to the od of 1886,
when & proposition of this kind -was
submitted on the part of the Govern-
ment of the day, and I beg to remisid
the House of the position then taken
up by all the p of these

‘e said that we had arrived at & point in
our transactions with Ireland where the
two roads parted. You have, we seid, to
ohoose one or the other. One is the way of
Irish autonomy, according to the concep-
tions I bave just referred to ; the other is
the way of coercion. That is our conten-
tion. ell, what has been the result of
tae dilemma, as it was then put forward on
this side of the House, and repelled by the
other ? Has our contention that the choice
lay between sutonomy and coercion heen
ustified or not ? (Liberal cheers.) -What

become of each and all of these im-
portant schemes for giving Ireland self-
government in provinces, and giving
even a central establishment in Dublin,
with limited powers? All vaniches into
thin air ; but the reality remains. The
roads were still there—

AUTONOMY OR COERCION.

The choice lay between them, and the
ohoice made was to repel autonomy and
embrace coercion.  You cannot always fol-
low i in an absolutel ift
method. In 1886, for the first time, coer-
oion was impused on Ireland in the ahgpe
of a permanent law added to the atatute
book. This stste of things constituted an
offence againet the harmony and traditions
of self-government. It was a distinot and
violent breach of the promise on the faith
* of which union was obtained, - The perma-
nent system of repression inflioted on “the
country @ atate of things which could not
continue to exist, It wsaa imposeible to
briog the inhabitents of the country under
,coercion into sympathy with the coercion
power.” s

¢ Coming to 1832, when the resurrection
of the prople began, and thence down to
1880, Ireland could present here only a
small muority in favor of restoring to
her something in the nature of consti-
tutional rights and practical self-govern-

‘ ment. n 1886 there were 85
Natioaalists, or more than five-eighths. Let
ua look at the state of the case as it now
stande, There are but 80 out of 101, that
is to say, the wishes of Irelund for Irish
self-government in Irish matters are repre-
gented only by four-fifths. (Laughter.)
Hon. gentlemen seem to have no respeot for
such a majority as that. Do they recol-
leot, sir, that never in Eogland has there
been such a mnioritﬁy? (Cheers.) No

Parliament of the last ears has come
within measurable distance of it. Un-
bappily at the sucoessfutinstigation of those
whose plot it was to divide the people of
Ireland when they were united at the close
of the last century, through the medinm
maiuly of Orange lodges and through re-
ligious animosity, there was an altération
of!ulin ; but the Protestsnts of Ireland,
daring &- period of the independent Irish
Parlisment, were themselves not only will-
ag b ut zealous and enthusiastio snpporters
o?lnlh pationality,. We who have seen
them alter, not through their own fault, are
pot ready to be persuaded that they will
not alter back agsin to the sentiments of
their own anocestors—(cheers)—and with
their own blood and their own people form
one in noble, glorious unity.”

Alludiog to Eoglish feeling towarde Irish
homse rule, Mr. Gladstpne said he would
refrain from urging that England would
flod herselt exhausied and her work made
impracticablé by resistance to Iri-h de-
mande. He could well' conceive England
maintaining, if so minded, resistance to
irish demands, but England’s conversion
to home rule had been rapid. In 1886
Eogland’s majority adverse to home rule
was 211. 1t 'had mow declined to 71. In
tace of such a fact who would guarantee
the permanence of the opposition of the
remainder ? (Cheers.)

AN ACCOUNT OF THE BILL.

He would now ask the patient indulgence
of the House while giving an account
of the Bill. It would be remembered
that the Bill of 1886 had laid down five
propositions, as cardial frinoiplen, to
which he had endeavored oclosely to
adhere. Change there was, but not
» trenchant change, from the principles of
1886. The object of the bill remained as
in 1886 —to establish a legislative body in
Diblin for the conduot of both legislation
and administration in Irish, as distinct from
Imperisl, affairs. (Cneers.) . *‘ The limit-
ing conditions which were then observed,
and have since, so far as we have been able
to do so, been sedulously snd olosely
served, were these: We were to do
nothing inconsistent with Imperial unity.
Of this I will say, that so far as our con
victions and intentions are concerned, they
would be but feebly stated by being couched
in the declaration that we do not mesn to
impair it We wish to stiengthen it.
(Obeers.) We wish to give it greater
intensity than jb has ever yet

., Furst, then, Imperial unity
observed, and the equality of all
is observed. Becondly, the equality of all
the kingdoms would be borne ‘in mind.
Thirdly, there would be eguitable repar-
tition of Imperisl oh-rgeu.ﬁmnhly. any
and every practicable provisi® for the pro-
teotion of minorities would be included.
Eropond ought to be such as to
prosent the necessary characteristics of &
real and continued settlement.

THE IMPERIAL SUPREMACY.

“ In the first place, we have made it
o desire to meet what we thought was
no ble d d, for the exp!
mention of the supremscy of the Imperial
Parllament, There were two methods in
which that might be dome. It might be
done b; ol-nu’ it might be done in the
preamble.

THE LEGISLATIVE OOUNOIL.

Next as to the legislative council, Mr.
Gladstone said he did pob think they

THE ASSEMBLY.

Regarding the Legislative Assembly, these

the power of the Assembly will be
Iimited by the deolaratory Act to the
effeot that due regard must bs had to dis-
tribution of population.  The bill must in-
clude a provision for meeting what is called
adeadlicok. In a case where a bill has
been adopted by the acsembly more than
once, and where there is an interval of two
yesrs beiween the two adopticns or a dis-
solution of parliament, then upon its second
adoption the two assemblies may be re-
quired to meet, and the fate of the bill is to
be decided in joint assembly. (Cheess.)

¢ Next, all appeals shall be to the Privy
Council alone, not to the council and lords.
The Privy Council may try the guestion of
the invalidity of any Irish act—that is, try
it judicially and with reasonable judgment,
under the ivitiative of the viceroy or secre-
tary of state.

THE VETO POWER.

Then there is & clause in'ended to cor-
respond with the colonial validity law, the
effect of which is that if the Irish Legis-
lature should pass any ect in any way con-
trary to aote of the Imperisl Parliament
such law shall be good except in so far as it
is contrary to the Imperinl enactment.

Two exchequer jidyes shall be appointed
under the authority of the crown, mainly
for financial business. Besides the exchequer
judges it is provided that for six years ail
judges shall be appointed as now.

TO MEET IN SEPTEMBER.

The month of September is probably the
most convenient month for the assembly to
meet. Therefore a clause provides that it
shall meet on the first Taesday in Septem-
ber. (Prolonged Irish cheere.)

Certain clauscs secure the initiative in

THE IRISH CONSTABULARY.

‘“ We are now coming to the important
question of constabulary. We propose a
gradual reduction and the ultimate dissolu-
tion or dissppearance of that force, with
the discharge of every obligation towards
them in such & way ss will not adversely
affect the interests of that honorable force.
During the period of transition they are to
be under the control of the viceroy. It is
contemplated they will ke replaced by a
force owing ita existence to Irish authorities
in local areas.

IRISH MEMBERS AT WESTMINSTER,

On the important subject of the reten-
tion of Irish 'members n the Imperial
Porliament, I do not regard, and never
have regarded, it as touching what are
sometimes called the fine principles. of
the biill. There are strong arguments
which may be alleged in defence of the
retention of Irish members in Parliament,
but there is one argument I must put aside
as & most dapgerous argument and initeelf
quite untenable, the argument of those wh
eay, ** Un'ess you retain the Irish member
there is no parliamentary supremacy over
Ireland.”

$56,310 ; so that the tetal decrease in cus-
toms amounts to $16,208, so far as these
goods are concerned, Therefore, as regards
the increases snd losses which were esti-
mated, the revenue has gained less from the
impositions upon the msits and spirite, and
we have lost more than was estimated by
taking off the duties upon sugar on aocount
of the increased comsumption. It is very
probable that in taking off the duties upon
raw sugar we have remitted to this country
upon the actusl necessa'y consumption of
sugar in the neighborhood of $4,000,000
during the past year.

I come now to speak for & few moments of
the expenditre during the past year. The
estimated expenditure of March of last year
was $36 600 000, the actual expenditure was
$36,765,804, an 1 over the preceding
year of $422,327. That is, the actual ex-
penditure on consolidated fund account last
year, when taken from the total revenue of
last year, left & small, but at the same time
conven'ent, surplus to the amount of
$155 077.  About three or four years ago 1
predicted that we had arrived ab a period
when we should call & halt to an increase
of the debt, That prophecy was literally
fulfilled up to the past year. It ocould not

/AUTONOMY OR COERCION.

The choice lay between them, and the
ohoice made was to repel autonomy and
embrace coercion.

* ment. n 1886 there were
Natioaalists, or more than five-eighths. Let
ua look at the state of the oase as it now
stande, There are but 80 out of 101, that
is to say, the wishes of Ireland for Irish
self-government in Irish matters are repre-
sented only by four-filths. (Lavghter.)
Hon, gentlemen seem to have no respeot for
such a majority as th¥t. Do they recol-
leat, sir, that never in Eogland has there
been such a mﬂoritﬁy! (Cheers.) No
Parliament of the last fifty years has come
within measurable distance of it. Un-
bappily at the successfulinstigation of those
whose plot it was to divide the people of
Ireland when they were united at the close
of the last century, through the medium
maialy of Orange lodges and throngh re.

AN AOCOUNT OF THE BILL.

The bill must in-
clude & provision for meeting what is called
adeadlcck. In a case where a bill has
been adopted by the acsembly more than
once, and where there is an interval of two
yesrs bet ween the ‘two adopticns or o dis-
solution of parliament, then upon its second
adoption the two assemblies may be re-
quired to meet, and the fate of the bill is to
be decided in joint assembly. (Cheers.)

¢ Next, all appeals shall be to the Privy
Council alone, not to the council and lords.
The Privy Council may try the queation of
the invalidity of any Irish act—1that is, try
it judicially and with reasonable judgment,
under the iuitiative of the viceroy or secre-
tary of state.

THE VETO POWER.

TO MEET IN SEPTEMBER.

The month of September is probably the
most convenient month for the assembly to
meet. Therefore a clause provides that it
shall meet on the first Tuesday in Septem-
ber. (Prolonged Irish cheere.)

THE IRISH CONSTABULARY.

“ We are now coming to the important
question of constabulary. We propose a
gradual reduction and the uliimate dissolu-
tion or disappearance of that force, with
the discharge of every obligation towards
them in such a way ss will not adversely
affect the interests of that honorable force.

IRISH MEMBERS AT WESTMINSTER.

“On the important subject of the reten-
tion of Irich 'members 1n the Imperial
Parlisment, I do not regard, and pever
have regarded, it as touching what are
sometimes called the fine principles of
the bill. "There are strong arguments
which may be alleged in defence of the
retestion of Irish members in Parliament,
but there is one argument I must put aside
as & most dangerous argument and in iteelf
quite untenable, the arghment of those wh
eay, ** Un'ess you retain the Irish member
there is no parliamentary supremacy over
Ireland.” I entirely decline to admit that
srgument. [ say that if you do admitit at
a stroke you shatter parliamentary
supremacy in this country. Al hough I do
not at all admit that parliamentary
supremacy depends upon the ietention of
Irish members, I yet quite admit that the
retention of Irish members has a direct
practical importance, because it visibly ex-
hibite that supremacy in & manner iotelli-
gible to the peopte. Besides, it gives Ire-
land a voice, and a full voice,inall Imperial
matters, (Hear, hear.)
