| from reliable seedsmen and get seeds
of the best guality even if they cost
more than ordinary seeds. It is folly
to try to grow profitable erops of cer-
taio vegetables with cheap seed,

Plant the garden for ease in culti-
vation. Grow the vegetables in rows
rather than in beds. If horse cultiva-
tion is to be employed place the rows
lengtbwise of the plot and from two
to three feet apart. If the cultivation
is to be by hand the in many
instances may be closer, say from 14
to 30 inches apart, depending on the
kind ol crop and the ricbness of the
soil.

Piof, B'a'r. of the Experimental
