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Highly bred hor.es, pigs, dozs,
chickens and cattle are fed with the
utmost care and thcugit—their fnod
being usually prepared with striect re-
gard to the best physical rezults, Do
you not think that your childre. are
éntitizd to an equal cca:ideraticn?

It is safe to say that not one motaer
in a hundred, understands, or makes
any effort to u'ldergla'.d. the proper
mettods of feeding her children.

And it is because of this fact that
there are so many scrawny,
size and enemic children.

A strong, robust and sturdy child
—up to the rigit size for its age—.s
a rarity, and the reason is, that
childrep are given either mot eaough
to €at or tco much of the wroag kiad
of fcod.

A child may be a
yet, if its food be nomn-nourishing or
Indigestible, its health will decline
even faster thana when it is underfel.

If you would have your children
grow up to be usaful men and won:en,
you must give sericus thougit (o
HOW, WHEN and WHAT they eat
and be willing to go to the trouble of
preparing their foods according'y, for
it is your duty to develop their bodies
as wdl as their minds.

A normal, h.aithy child of ten or
twelve years, fhould eat, i1 quantity,
as much as ap adult, for the reason
that it has to not only rebuild the tis-
sues, expenied in abnormal, daily
exertions, but it3 daily growth must
also be provided for, by wholesome
and strictly nutritious foods, and cer-
tainly this cannot be accomplished if
you starve them, or permit them to
stuff themselves, at all hours, with
unsuitable fonds. I have selected the
following foods (ad randum) a3 be-
ing the most suitable, and of which it
is safe to allow children to eat all
they want.

War Films Have
Been Cut Out

Militta Department of Dominion
Fears War Films Will
Affect Recruiting.

Not satisfied with the mamner in
which the various Provincial picture
censors have becn handli-g various
war pictures, the Domdnion Militia
department has sent an order to the
Censor Boards in every province of
the Dominion that war pictures be
condemned en masse. The result is
that the Ontario Board of Censors
have tent the following letter to all
exchanges and manufacturers:

“You are hereby notified that after
Feb. 15 the following standard of c~2n-
soring war pictures will bz adopted:

“All war pictures will be condemn-
ed entirely. No eliminations will be
made.

“Any topical films, such as scenes
of devastation, ruins, military camps,
equipment, naval vessels and etcetera
of the Allied Nations as are shown in
the weeklies will not be passed. This
standard will be enforced until the
war is over and you are hereby re-
quested to govern  yourself aocord-
gly.”

This is the first order which has
been sent out by the Dominion au-
thorities and covers the whole of
Canpda. While the Onmtario censors
put into force early in the war a rul-
ing that no pictures of actual fighting
should be shown the new regulation
's much more drastic and sweeping.
According to G. A. Armstrong, chalr-
man of the Oatario Board, it covers
not only war dramsas showing acted
battles, but real fighting scea*s, In
fact anything that shows the horrors
of war and would tend to turn public
opinion against the war and so hinder
recruiting, will be coademned.—
Moving Pictur- World.
