SPEAKING PEOPLE
Four men prominent In world poli­

tics, addressing , the California bran 
ch of the English-Speaking Union, 
recommended the aims of the Union 
in seeking to bring the English-speak 
ing nations into closer harmony with 
a view toward fostering an interna­
tional spirit of good will.

The flour—William Howard Taft, 
chief justice of the United States and 
former president, Lord Shaw, of Dun­
fermline, member of the British 
House of Lords; George W. Wicker- 
sham, former attorney general of the 
United States and John W. Davis, 
former ambassador of the United 
States to Great Britain are here for 
the convention of the American Bar 
Association which opened today.

Lord Shaw expressed a desire for 
wider understanding among Eng­

lish-speaking people. “When we stop 
troubling about our poorer qualities 
and find the best ones we will all 
understand,” he said. “That is what 
England has tried to do in Ireland 
and it is succeeding so well that to­
day I believe that Ireland is on the 
crest of a wave that will send it on 
to splendid achievements.”

Mr. Davis said that ‘solution of the 
Irish problem and elimination of the 
jealousies aroused through the naval 
strength of Great Britain have remov­
ed two of the major threats which 
beset world peace.”

He declared that the "liberation of 
Ireland did more to assure the world 
ihnt freedom was not a mockery than 
any ether ag< r>cy in ages.”

Michigan’» Forests Gone — 
Imports Lumber

X

Michigan’s wood-using industries 
are now paying the economic piper 
for the State's quarter century timb­

er debauch, according, to a state- 
ient Jssued by the Forest Service of 

the Aited States Department of Ag­
riculture, experts which are engag­
ed in a study to determine the eff­
ects of forest devastation on popelar 
tion, agriculture, industry and econ­
omic life in that State.

The forests of Michigan, the state 
ment continues, are now so greatly 
depleted as a result of devastating 
fires and reckless cutting that they 
produce chiefly fuel wood and other 
minor forest products instead of high 
grade lumber on which the State's 
main industries depend. The building 
trades and the automobile and furni­
ture industries of Michigan must 
largely1 import their ' supply of high- 
grade lumber from other States in­
stead of growing it at home.

For the most costly classes of 
woods, such as those used for auto­
mobiles, furniture, and buildings, 
Michigan goes as far South as the 
Gulf of Mexico and as far West as 
the Pacifici It Imports, all told, a lit­
tle more than a billion board feet of 
lumber and timber annually, of which 
400,000,000 feet come from the Gulf 
Coast region and yearly 180,000,000 
feet from the Pacific Northwest.

New Brunswick is an important 
part of the Atlantic seaboard of this 
section of the British Empire. It is 
one of the stepping stones into Can 
ada from the Motherland. Since 1783 
it has been one of the leading inter­
preters of British sentiment in Can­
ada. It is the possessor of one of 
Canada’s leading national ports,—a 
gateway through which British and 
international commerce should flow, 
at all seasons oft the year. It has 
settlement lands that should be peo 
pled by British. It has natural re 
sources that contain great' possibilit­
ies. Therefore, vigilance and co-op- 
i;ttIon on the part c ? all loyal citi­

zens are necessary in order that they 
should add strength to the imperial 
arm in the expansion of Canada’s 
world commerce, and the develop­
ment of her maritime interests.

“Keep Watch”—lest we fprget 
what the British Navy means to us, 
what it has done for us and for the 
world,, and what we have done to the 
men in the Navy and of the Mercan­
tile Marine who made such great 
sacrifices and displayed such Indomi­
table courage during the war. It Is 
to the British sea forces that we must 
look for continued protection, in the 
future, and it must be injpressed up­
on Canada that it is her 
duty to render every pos­
sible assistance and co-op­
eration in this. connection. Canada 
nn st f'par her share of responsih l- 
ity in this matter.

While on this point it might be 
added that the Executive of the Bri­
tish Navy League, in explaining re­
cently the new policy of the League 
to the British people, e stated that 
they do not question in any way the 
agreements reached at Washington, 
tout that the position of the British 
Empire, so far as its geographical 
situation and its sea communications 
are concerned, has in no way chan­
ged, since, with the development of 
the submarine and aerial warfare, 
the question of getting food supplies 
in time of war will be even more 
difficult than in 191M8. x This was 
Impressed upon his Washington col­
eagues by the Earl of Balfour.

T^e Navy League of Great Britain 
(as is also the Navy League of Can­
ada) Is, says the Executive, “a vol­
untary* patriotic association of Brit­
ish peoples, entirely outside party 
politics, desirous of rendering the 
greatest service of which it is cap­
able to the Empire, particularly in 
connection with all matters concern 
ing the sea. It upholds as the funda­
mental principle of National and Im­
perial policy, complete naval protec­
tion for British subjects and British 
commerce all the world over.” The 
same spirit and purpose are behind 
the Navy League of Canada.

“Kepp Watch.” See to It that 
our Province Is developed along 
lines,—that we emula.e the lofty 
spirit embodied In the principles of 
British citizenship,—that wo lose 
no opportunity to impr ;n upon oi r 
children and upon a«l new citizens, 
no matter from* whcuci they come, 
that we are living under the aegis of 
the British Flag, which it is their 
duty to respect and to defend, and 
that we endeavor to stimulate an 
active interest in whatever tends to 
the develo^hent of British and Can 
adian sea-power nationally and com 
merdally.

VtÇeep yratch”. see Jo it that oar 
efforts are directed toward a closer 
affiliation with British ports the 

rid over; And that we strive to

build up a national as well as an in­
ternational ocean commerce that the 
ocean ports of Canada are developed 
and utilized for the handling of the 
traffic in winter as in summer, and 
that they be given preference over 
foreign ports. Trade must follow 
the flag.

“Keep Watch”, in order that the 
sailors of the Navy and the Mer­
chant Marine shall be properly shel­
tered and protected at our ports, and 
that a spirit of comradeship toward 
them is shown; also that all that per 
tains in any way to our association 
with the Motherland and to the sjren 
gthening of our British connections 
receives due attention from us.

These are the objects that the 
Navy League of Canada stands for 
and the.V afford a reason why the 
Daughters of the Empire and other 
patriotic organizations are so closely 
affiliated with it. Each community 
in New Brunswick should lend its 
loyal sympathy and support to the 
Navy League of Canada.

This does not entail any spirit of 
unfriendliness toward our neighbors, 
but rather the reverse, as whatever 
strengthens the ties of friendship on 
Canada’s part serves to strengthen^ 
Britain’s ties.

Tills w^s made clear from state­
ments publicly made by American 
experts who attended the potato field 
day at the Fredericton Experimental 
Station last Friday. These gentle­
men declared that the potato grow­
ers of the Southern States were com­

pelled to use Northern grown seed, 
and#the economic aspect of the sit­
uation made it necessary for them 
to use only seed known to be free 
from disease. They take no man’» 
word for it but .club together and' 
send experts to the potatoe growing 
regions of the north and examine anti 
purchase the growing crops of pota­
toes. They claim that there is a 
market for hundreds of thousands 
of barrels of seed potatoes of the 
right quality in the United State» 
each year, and can see no reason why 
growers in this province should not 
reap the benefit of it.

The hundred or so of potato grow­
ers representing different sections of 
the province, who gathered at the 
Experimental Station in Fredericton 
on Friday, to participate in the pot­
ato field day, were greatly impressed 
with the excellent program carried 
out. The speeches of the American 
experts was a very pleasing feature,, 
and it was made clear that if thfr 
farmers of New Brunswick can pro­
duce potatoes free from disease, it 
will take something more than a hos­
tile tariff to keep a goodly propor­
tion of them from finding their way 
into the Southern States each year.

United Organizations 
After Mayor’s Scalp

The executive of the St. John Uni­
ted Organizations have decided to 
proceed immediately with recall pro­
ceedings against Mayor McLellan, 
on the ground that he had betrayed 
the trust reposed in him by the elec­
tors, and to demand that all of the 
commissioners place themselves on 
record, not later than today, as to 
their attitude on the acceptance or 
rejection of the Bodell offer. The 
account of the meeting herewith 
presented is that given out by the 
President of the United Organiza­
tions after the meeting.

The meeting was called to hear re­
porté from the organizations, as to 
how they stood on the acceptance or 
rejection of the Bodell offer, present­
ed to the city council by Mayor Mc- 
Leltan, and the reports all backed 
up the pt Vcy of the Unite-! Organiza­
tions in standing out for a civic dis­
tribution system.

It was moved and carried, that the 
United Organizations strenuously op­
pose the acceptance of the proposi- 
ition of Mr. Bodell, as placed before 
the citizens by Mayor McLellan. i

It was then moved that, in view of 
the fact that Mayor McLellan had 
acted, contrary to the mandate of 
the people, as expressed in the elec­
tion be instituted. This carried un­
animously.

A motion was then passed that 
each commissioner be asked to state 
definitely and publicity, not later 
than tbday whether he would sup­
port or oppose the acceptance of Mr. 
Bodell’s offer to the city; whether

he would support the immediate sig­
ning of the contract with the New 
Brunswick Electric I^ower Commis­
sion for hydro, and also support ac­
tion to provide, without delay, a muni 
ci pally owned distribution ^ystenj.

Nonneman and John Flood, Jr.; Citi­
zens Committee, G. F. Anderson, G.

THE GOVERNMENT’S 
CONVERSION SCHEME
The attention of the holders of the 

five and a half per cent war loan 
bonds maturing December 1, 1922, is 
directed to the offer of the Minister 
of Finaitc^ to renew the loan on fav­
orable terms. The last Canadian 
loan was placed in New York at a 
satisfactory price. The Minister is 
making his present financial opera­
tion entirely a domestic one by offer 
ing to exchange the maturing bonds 
for new bonds bearing the same rate 
of interest, running for either five 
years or ten years as the bondholder 
may prefer.

The 
terms offered are decidedly favour­
able to the investor and it is probab­
le that a large part of the maturing 
loan will be renewed. Arrangements 
for the exchange of the bonds can 
be made at any branch of the chart­
ered banks. Holders who do not 
wish to reinvest will be paid in cash 
on the 1st December.

ANTHRACITE COMING
Within the next week or ten days 

9,000 tons of British anthracite coal 
will be on its way across the Atlantic 
in Canadian Government Merchant 
Marine ships. The steamship 
Canadian Conqueror is to load in Bri­
tain some 4,000 tons within the next 
few days and steamship Canadian 
Mariner Is scheduled already to car­
ry five thousand tons. It is possible 
that this tonnage will be increased 
before sailing date. Other ships of 
the Canadian Government Merchant 
Marine trading to British ports will 
probably load British anthracite for 
domestic consumption in Canada 
when cargo space permits.

Arthur Griffith president of the 
Dai I, died in Dublin on Saturday of 
influenza.

Mr. Griffiths has been known as 
the founder of the Sinn Fein move­
ment, which, originally, had no con­
nection with politics. With the fail­
ure of the Home Rule party to achie­
ve results Sinn Fein came to the 
front as a people’s party, and in time 
won supreme control in Ireland. Mr. 
Griffiths, through his newspaper writ 
ing, furnished the chief inspiration. 
He was arrested more than once. He 
was elected to the British parliament 
in 1918, but never took his seat. He 
never joined in the military move­
ment In Ireland, but was a power be­
hind the fighters and led in the pro­
ceedings which ended in the forma* 
tion of the Irish Free State. He was 
leader of the Dail. His death 'will be 
a severe blow to the moderate party 
in Ireland. Mr. Griffiths was born in 
Dublin, was educated in the Chris­
tian Brothers schools and was 50 
years old. < ; .

Canada's Wheat Crop 
20,000,006 Bushels 
More than Last Year

Canada's wheat crop this year is 
estimated at 320,968,000 bushels, or 
slightly more than twenty million 
bushels larger than the final esti­
mate of last year’s crop by the Dom­
inion Bureau of Statistics. This es­
timate is based on conditions pre­
vailing throughout Canada at the 
end of last month, and is arrived at 
by compiling data received from 
crop correspondents of the Depart­
ment. The estimated yield of oats 
Is 509,752,000 bushels, as compared 
with 426,232,900 bushels last year, 
and of barley, 64,881,000 bushels, as ! 
against 759,910-100 bushels in 1921,

IN SWAMP
The new stamp tax regulations 

£ v- apparently not yet understood 
by many persons, as business men 
complain that they are receiving 
checks inadequately stamped.

Some persons seem to think that a 
2 cent stamp is sufficient on a check 
up to $i00, whereas the tax is 2 cents 
on each $50 or fraction of that 
amount. Thus a check for $50 calls 
for only 1 2-cent stamp, but a check 
for $71 calls for 4 cents in stamps 
while a check for $101 requires 6 
cents in stamps. The tax is graded 
up to checks for $5,000 on which the 
stamp tax is $2, this maximum tax 
being placed also^ on all checks ex­
ceeding $5,000.

On drafts not exceeding three days 
or eight the tax is the same as on 
checks. On notes and drafts of lon­
ger term than three days the tax is 
not restricted to $2, on $5,000 but 
is 2 cents for each $50 or $2 for each 
$5,000. On promisory notes payable 
cl demand if •.ran.-:erred to a innk 
as security for an advance the tax 
is 2 cents.

Toronto Globe: The statement hav 
ing been made that the new Premier 
of Manitoba, Mr. Bracken, at 39 is 
the youngest man to be appointed 
Provincial Premier, except Sir Ric­
hard McBride,, the Regina Leader 
puts in a claim for Mr. Dunning, of 
Saskatchewan, who became Premier 
of Saskatchewan at the age of 36. 
Sir Richard McBride was under 33 
when he became Premier of British 
Columbia. His record is beaten by 
Sir Louis Davies, now Chief justice 
of the Supreme Court, who became 
Premier of Prince Edward Island at 
31.

Two others who attained to this 
position when under 40 were Hon. 
Edward Blake and Hon. W. S. Field­
ing.

Robert Dollar head of a great trans 
Pacific steamship line, business 
magnate, and Christian statesman is 
one of the striking instances of the 
triumph of industry, honesty, and 
pluck over many obstacles to suc­
cess Like Dr. Graham Bell, he was 
born in Scotland (Falkirk), in 1844, 
so that he is now 78 years of age. 
"In the World's Work, in giving sème 

account of trade across the Pacific 
he tells some interesting things 
about himself. He says “I was four­
teen when my father brought his fam­
ily from Glasgow to Quebec on the 
sailing ship Anglesia, a passage 
that occupied five weeks. Two 
years earlier I had taken my first 
job in a machine shop feeding a 
lathe, at the rate of half a crown or 
about sixty cents for a week’s work* 
and sixty-five years after that job, I 
find the following note written on 
the last page of my 1921 diary:

“I closed this year by putting in a 
full day’s work, and went home sat­
isfied that I had done my best during 
the year. Not that I have done well 
nor that I have accomplished all 
that I might have done, but by per­
sistent hard work I can safely say 
that I have given the best that was 
in me for the cause of Christ, and in 
my business I have striven to in­
crease and develop American for­
eign commerce.”

“From 1858 (when 14), when I se­
cured a job in a Canadian lumber 
camp—or shanty, as we called it 
then—at ten dollars a month until 
1888. I was continuously engaged in 
lumbering in various parts of Canada

In Westmorland County the haying 

season has been delayed beyond that 
in the rest of the province." The up 
land hay there was -cut in fine condi­
tion and the farmers are now at 
work on the marehlands.

Root Crops Promise Well 
With grain in great condition root 

crops also promise wèll. Potatoes 
have escaped rust or blight except in 
isolated places. The cool nights are 
responsible for escaping the blight 
which made a sporadic appearance 
some weeks ago but has done little 
damage. Turnips are looking well in 
all sections. The present year should 
be one of the best for agricultural 
production ever experienced in this 
province.

But instead of the un­
broken forest there- was a beautiful­
ly cultivated field. Thé forest had 
disappeared and It was difficult for 
me to realise the tremendous change 
that had taken place. The country 
was dotted with farmers’ homes, 
There was an automobile road where 

hen I was a boy we carried onr 
bags of clothes on our backs and 
màrched Indian file 
woods trail.”
