The Afghan Revolt.
A Cabul despatch gives the follow.
ing scheme which the correspondent
thinks will probably received conside

cration at Loodoa and Calcutta. The

British troops will immediately with-
draw to Jelalabad, and a proclamation
be issued stating that vengeance for
the massacre of the DBrtish Embassy
at Cabul being satisfied the army
withdraw to Jelalabad, leaving the
Afghans to live under such Sovereign
as they may select. Untill such Svo-
ercign be established the Queen fore-
goes her right uonder the Treaty of
Grundamulk, to place an envoy at Ca-
bul, all cummuuications withithe Cas
bul Government being in thlx means
time conducted by the Queei®s speei-
al agent pending the peacefnl settle-
ment of the country, Jelalabad® and
Candahar will be occunied by British
troops. The Queen will insist that
the communications of the Afghan
ruler with foreign Governments shall
be held subject to her approval.

A Capul despateh says : Matters
here are very unsettled and an out—
break is possible at any time, and is
almest certain to oceur as soon as the
snow melts.” Mahmoud Jan is very
popular among the Afghans, who will
willingly follow him again when
called upon. They do not admit their
defeat, und say they wereouly dispers:
ed because they had no cdnnen
to dislodge the British from Shirpurg
but the next time they will bring canonp
Shirpur has been greatly strengthens
ed, but it is too iarge for the present
garrison of 3,000 Europeans andl 4800
natives to hold, and at the same time
take the offensive against a combina-
tion of equal strength with the last.
I'he Kohistanis continue to {reat, but
they cannot be relied on to keep
quite when disturbances recommence.
Two influeutial Sirdars of Wardak
have come in, and it is hoped otheis
will follow, The excitement at Ghuzni
and Logar continues. Mahomoud
Jan is actively preparing for another
rising. The uncertainty whether
the British intend to hold or abandon
the country prevents the influential
chiefs fiom cordially comoperating
with us, or preparing a government
to succeed us. Nothing can be done
antil our poliey is known. Itis be-
lieved if' the Aighans are left to
choose an Ameer, they would choose
Ayoob XKhan, the commander of
Herat, who is avowedly hostile to
the British and friendly to the Rus-

sians.

Loxpon,Jan. 26.—A despatch from
Cabul referring to the scheme for the
withdrawal of British troops to Jel-
alabad was probably inspired by the
[ndian Government as a feeler, with
a view to observe its effect.

Earthqualie in #Eavana,

On the night of January 22nd, for
the first time in the recollection of
living residents, Havana was roused
by earthquake shocks that shook hes
massive buildings to the foundations.
The halt moon shone brightly in a
elear cloudless sky, when suddenly a
sound was heard like a strong wind
biowing through pine trees, and then
an unmistakable subterranean moan;
while the earth shook with three uns
steady sickening oscillations., The
whole population was in a state of
frantic fear, the cathedrals were
thronged with worshipers, while the
negroes brought forth their wretched
idols, images and charms, It was
not till late on the following day that
the people recovered from their ex-
citement and alarm which this unusu-
al event had aroused. Accounts from
Vuella Abako indieate that the earth-
quake was severely felt there and
much damage was done in buiidings,
especially at Sam Crtstobel. " These
shocks were oscillating from eastand
west, It is supposed that there has
been a heavy earthquakeo somewhere
in Centtal America.

Parnell’s Carecer.

Charles Stewart Parnell, although
an lrish agitator is, curiously enough
says an impartial writer, not an lrishs
man at all, orone only limited to a
certain extent. He is American by
s mother’s side, his mother being a
daughter of an admiral in the Uunits
ed States Navy, and his father comes
of an old English family, origirally
frgm one of the Midland counties.
“I'do not know at what date the
Parnells settled in Ireland, but it
must have been a very long time
ago, for the grandfather of our Mr.
Parnell wus the last ehancellor of the
Exchequer of the Irish Parliament,
and a bitter opponent of the Union.
Previous to 1875 neither Ireland wor
dngland had ever heard of Mr. Par-
nell. His father was a quiet unob-
trusive man of no mark at all exeept
that he was once Hizh Sherifi for the
country Meath, in which the family
properiy is situated. Iis first appear-
ance on any stage was when he made
his bow to the speak r of the House of
of Commons in April, 1875, with the
return for the county of Meath in his
pocket. A tall, thin, fair, studious
at nive and tweenty at the time, no-
body then suspected in him the future
leader of a “ party of cxasperation.”
He had not long finished his studies at
Cam!ridge, and politics were practical-
ly an unknown field to him, his chiet
article of faith being “home rule.”
That session, af'ter the maunner of most
pew members, Mr. Parnell was mute.
Now, few ien have the temerity to
brave the House of Commons. Ninety
nine members out of a hundred, finding
tnat they can’tget a hearing, are content
to accept the inevitable. Not so with
Parvell, Uuder a slim and almost ef-
feminate exterior be has an iron will.
He refused to be putdown. The more
the House would not listen the more he
would talk, even although he could not
be heard more than a coupie of benches

insurgents with twentyssix stand of

off, and his persistanee gradually at-
tracted the support of the sywmpathetic
Bigzar and one or two kindred spirits
in the same direction. By aud by he
began to retaliate by talking when he
had nothing to say, and so during the
sessions of 1877 and 1878 the merits of
obstraction as an engine for oxtorting
councessions from the government gra-
dually dawued upon him and his faith-
ful adherents, whose appearazce in the
character of financial and administra—
tive eraties the House reseated in pret-
ty much tbe same way as hiy owo.
perhaps Mr. Paruell possessed in some
degree the oratorical thculty the House
would have ticated him more kindly.
But he has a harsh monotouous voice,
which at once destroys all sympathy
between him and his hearers, and bis
manner is stiff and, so to speak,
wooden. Since he has been mn Parlia-
ment he has ‘never spoken upon aony
question of gencral poiitics except flog-
zing and that he took up wmore, per=
haps, for rbstructive puposes than on
conscientious grounds. The political
creed which he asks the country to
support is therefore a Ym-ely negotive
aond distructive one.  ln persenal ap-
pearance Mr. Parvell is a standing
wouder even to his friends.  Calm, cool,
bloodless, he is a man whom nothing

can move, Q’Counnor Power grows

savage under the exasperating treat—
ment of the House, and O’Doonel: hiss
ses his words through his teeth with ills
disguised resentment. But  Parnell
remains invariably imperturbable, A
contest between him and the House is a
comedy initself. * Mr. Speaker ” eaid
Mr. Parpell, rising to his feet, amid
overpowering eries of “’'Vide! "Vide!”
Then comes a lull, in which Mr. Para
nell edges inthe words, I rise,” which
is followed by another ontburst, In
this way he eontrives, bit by bLit, to
proceed wich his speech, the House uns
consciously serving his purpose by fore«
ing him to pause at every word.
I'hcugh a mau of this resolute and uns
bending stamp, he has, in personal ins
tercourse, the mildest and most gentle
conceivable. e is almost womanly,
and Sir Willrid Lawson has long since
noted that he is an inveterate water
drinker,

There is a belief abroad that Pareell
i3 a wealthy man. This is a mistake.
tis propety does not bring him in more
than £1,500 a year. 1tis a question
of some importanee how a man of this
stamp stands in popular estimation.
Mr. Paruell is at preseut the mest popus
lar man in Ireland. e is almost wors
shipped by the masses. By the mems
bers of the home rule party hLe has
never been cordially -liked. He was
never on any but bare speaking terms
with Mr. Butt, and the relutious exista
ing between him and Mr. Shaw, the
present leader of the home rule party,
arc very similar.  Mr, Parnell has ass
serted that with twenty men he could
stop the entire Jegislative machine, and
that he will do his best at the ; next
zeneral election to secure supporters
there is no doubt.

Avother writer thus deseribes "the
agitator: ¢ Mr. Parpell is the res
verse in appearance to ouc’s ideal of an:
Lvish political demagogue. Young,
tall, slender—and selfspcssessed in his
mapuer —he looks what indeed he is.
acknowlelzed to Le even by the most
virulent of his critics, a perfect gen-
tleman. He is not by any means gift-
ed with the eloguence of a Demosthenes
or the accomplishments of a Cireero.
Ie lacks the brillient poetic fancy
that lent such charm to the magnificent
orations of Richard Lalor Sheil aud,
later on, to the lofty, and eloquent
utterances of Thomas Francis Meagher.
Still less is he possessed of the marvele
lous intellectual attainments of O° Con=
pel. On the contrary, Le is, at least
to the superficial observer, cold ard
passionless.  But he is resoluteness
perscoified. Ike is one who will both
dare and do. He does nct, iu language
of magniloquent hyperbole, dwell on
the past misgovernment of Ireland. He
has taken to heart the lesson of Longs
fellow, that it is the duty of man to
actin the living present, rather than
indulge in useless and empty denunciay
tions f the irrevocable past. From the
time he rises io speak until he sits
down he arrests your whole attention .
You see at a glance that he is no mero

rading politician. He is not onc of
those who would .swim with the popular
tide for a time but sell their patriotism
on the first longed.for opportunity that
preseuted itself in the shape of a situa-
tion as junior lord of the admirality or
treasury, or any other snug berth thag
would put mouey in their purse. He
is no poliitieal share b:oker, anxious to
purchase a reputation in the cheapest
market and sell it in the dearest. No
snug volonel appointment would tempt
him to stray from what—he at least
considers it to be—the straight path
of duty. He is po hungry politician.
e is no emasculated political or social
rouc. Ie, on the other hand, prefers
the wellare of'the people to the aggrens
dizewent of a elass. You may doubt
his wisdom—his worldiy wisdom—but
it is impossible to doubt that heis ins
spired by patriotic acd even. the most
chivalrous motives.’

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‘A Remarkable Operation.

According to the New York Post
and as alre.dy briefly told in our
telegraphic despatches, a very remarke
able operation is proceeding at Bellevue
Hospital in that city. The patientisa
.young man, tweaty one years old, who
Jost his nose through what is known as

a lupoid ulcer, the result of a blow from
a club; and the operaticn will resultin
the replacement of that useful organ,

or rather the substitution of a part of

ope of the sufferer’s fiugers tor the
missing feature. The first step, which
was taken some weeks ago, was toremove
the nail from the middle finger of the
patient’s left hand, Two deep incisions
were then made at the base of the nose
and pieces of flesh were brought down
to cover the opening caused by the
destruction of the nasal bones and
cartileges. Next, incisions were made
at the upper extremity of the nose to
form a pocket for the reception of the
end of the finger to be trapsplanted.
The vext step was to open the finger
from the geeond joint to the tip and to
place the finger in position of the
paticot’s face, securing the flaps by
silver satures. This was done five
weeks ago and the surfaces have united
admirably. The next operation will
be the amputation of the finger at the
first joipt when the bones of the transs
planten phalanges will serve admirably
to replace the nasal bones. A trian-
gular flap of skin will then be brought
down from the ferehead to form a uni-
form surface for the new nose, and the
job will be completed.

Terrible Voyage from Bell’s
Cove to Liverpool.

From a late number of the Grees
nock Telegraph we take the follcwing
graphie account of a terrible voyage
across the Atlantic: —

The steamship Behera, from Bett's
Cove,Newfoundland, to Livdrpool, with
2,000 topos copper ore, put into Queens-
town on New Year's Day. She reports
having left the former place on 19th
December with a strong north-westerly
gale blowing, accompanied by “blinding
slect and svow, the cold being so
intense that the heavy seas which cons
stantly broke over the vessel soon ens
veloped her sides ard deck in a coating
of ice from two to three feet in thickness.
On the evening of Sunday, 21st Decems
ber, the gale had iocreased so much
that the ship was unable to run before
it, and bad to be hove to. At this time,
while the captain and six men were ses
curing the after steering gear, a tremen-
dous sea broke over the ship, smashing
enginesropom and saloon skyiights,
carrying away Nos. 3 and 4 boats, and
severely injuring the captain and one
of the men—the former being rescued
with difficulty, whilo the latter was
washed overbord fortunately washed
back again by a subsequent sea. The
gale had now assumed the proportions
of a most terrific burricane, blowing
the sails out of the gaskets., while sea
after sea made a clean breach over the
ship, smashing the bulwarks and saloon
compapion, and carryicg away the
ramaining boats and funnel shrouds.
The engineers and firemen haa been
battened aown for 30 hours without
food or water; and uow, in spite of all
precautions, large volumes of water
found their way to the enginesroom
and stokesho'e, putting out the lights,
and coming in coutact witk the boilers
and heated machinery, raised clouds
of steam, which severely scalded the
engincers on duty. The water was
gaining in the stokeshole, and the

fircmen could hardly stand to their

posts ~when the engineer reported
through the ventilator that the pumps
were choked. Some hours of intense
suspense elapsed, during which all on
board considered the foundering of the
ship, inevitable; but the gallant ex-
ertions of the engineers were at length
rewarded with success, and the pumps
being started, the water was gradually
reduced, The gale abating to a cons
siderable extent, the ship was again
put before the wind, and damage repairs
ed as far as possible, The fore-deck
was foupd to be started; beums, bulks
heads, and stanchions twisted; the
seams of the deck opened cut, allowing
. large quactities of water t. pourinto
hold, engine-room, and saloon, coms
pletely destroying bedding, clothing;
and furgiture, and rendering ¢very place
uninhabitgble. The gale contiuued
from west to nortliswest, with heavy
sea running till Galley . Head light was
sighted at 5 p.m.on 3lst December.
- Noreliable. observations could be obs
tained during the entire voyage.
Oftcers and men bave all suffered
gevercly from exhaustion and exposure

In accordance with the proclama-
tion published in the Royal Guzette,
the collective wisdom of the colony
meots to-day for the despatch of husi
ness. We are not at present aware
what subjects are likely to engross
the principal attention of the legilas
ture during the Session now about to
open, but we presume the efforts of
honorable gentlemen on both sides
of the House will be directed, during
its progress, to the enactment and
perfection of measures tending to. the
promotion of the best interests,and to
the future progress and advancement
of their common country. We also
trust, that the time so. legimately
due to the consideration of public ins
terests, may not be wasted in useless
recreation, but oun the contrary, may
be zealously and patriotically devoted
to the perfoamance of those duties
incidental to the position of popular
representatives. Amongst the vari
ous subjects likely to come before the
legislature during the ensuing Sess
sion, we know of none that should
command its most earnest attention,
than that of making provision for, or
opening up new sources of Industry
for the employment of its surplus
population. Foremost amongst the
sources referred to, there is one,
which speaking from the experience
of its salutary influence upon the ins
ternal interests of other contries could
not fail, if prosecuted extensively, to
contribute similar satisfactory re~
sults to this colony. We refer to the
subject of agriculture, one which als

thcugh not unknown to our people, |
whose efforts in that direction have, |

we may say, been hitherto attended
by pretty general success, is still
compsratively in its infancy, agrical
tural enterprize nob having as yet
penetrated. any further than some
miles. beyond. theé sea-coast. That
after so long a period in our colonial
bistory, such. a state of affairs should

ces which are so well known to exist
in this colony, is to us indeed 'a mat~
ter of no little surprise, more partis
cularly, as those resources hare from
time to time been made known to the
public on the most incontestible au~
thority. Notwithstanding the delay
which has occurred in their develope-
ment, we certainly believe that the
time has at leogth arrived when we
can no longer afford to shut our eyes
to the value and importance of those
vast resources, which without doubt,
have been destined by an All Bounte-
ous Providence forthe support of our
own people. As the first step towards
the practical utilization of the extens
sive agricultural resources referred
to, the first and indispensible preli-
minary is the construetion of a good
and perfect system of roads, witheut
which, all efforts, no matter how ex-~
tensive or well directed would be
comparatively useless, The initiative
in this important work,we are happy
to observe, has already been taken by
the Government, more especially
during the past season, which has
witnessed the construction of ‘some
splendid lines of road penetrating
the interior of the country, and opens
ing up the further colonjzation and
settlement, valuable tracts of lanp
which though 1ich in natural resours
ces have been hitherto permitted to
remain a howling wilderness. It is
most earnestly to be hoped that dur:
ing the ensuing session this important
subject may command the serious at-
tention of the legislature, the result
bemmz more extensive operations in
the same direction during the coming
season, as the pioneer to the establish-
ment of agriculture as one of the
leading industries of our people, and
a source of futare wealth and ads
vancement to the colony.
