Hew Contractors Bought the Govern­
ment Inspectors- the County Paid tor 

Work that was net Pwtormed.

Ottawa, July 21. In the privileges and 
elections committee to-day C. N. Arm­
strong, brother-in-law of Langevin, gave 
evidence respecting his connection with 
the Baie Chaleurs railway job. He had 
bought out Robert McGreevy’s share in 
the contract for $76,000, and payments 
were made to Robert out of the govern­
ment subsides.

Martin Connolly, bookkeeper for Lap­
kin, Connolly & Co., and still employed by 
the Connolly brothers, contradicted Nicho­
las Connolly's statement as to his (Mar­
tin’s) going away from Kingston at the 
time committee wanted him. Nicholas 
swore that Martin left of his own accord,

had been .dismissed without cause. He 
went to Toronto and Buffalo from Kings­
ton, and in Buffalo received a telegram 
from Nicholas Connolly requesting-him 
to return. Examined as to entries made 
by himself in the books of the firm of 
Larkin, Connolly & Co., Martin’s memory 
seemed very defective. Questioned aboti# 
the entry “ $25,000 B. C. dock is to be di­
vided ” — which Murphy says represents 
money paid to Thoe. McGreevy — Martin 
said he could not explain what the entry 
meant Pressed for an answer he said he 
supposed the money went for “ charity ” 
or “ donations.” He could not remember 
who told him to make the entry as it was 
found. . As to the entry in March, 1887, 
“ $50,000, Three Rivers,” Martin said he 
had entered the amount that way because 
he understood from a conversation he had 
overheard that the money was sent to 
Three Rivers. He bad been instructed to 
charge the amount by Nicholas Connolly.

Question — Did he tell you to whom he 
gave the money ?

No. From conversations I overheard I 
understood that this particular $6,000 had 
been spent in the Three Rivers election.

Martin said that cheques and stabs made 
by ..the firm between April, 1886, and April, 
1887, were missing. He was unable to 
give any information as to the entries 
showing large payments with nothing to 
indicate that the money was used. He 
read entries showing that $72,000 had been 
divided between the partners at the con­
clusion of the British Colombia contract, 
less $17,000 disbursed. Each partner re­
ceived $9,360, 1ère $1,640, the amount re­
quired to make up $5,000 needed to repay 
Nicholas Connolly $5,000 paid out by him 
from private funds as “ donations.” That 
$5,000 might represent the amount sent to 
Three Rivers. He had not been told that 
the $5,000 in question was given to La- 
force Langevin (Sir Hector’s son), but 
knew that Laforce Langevin got $600 from 
Nicholas Connolly to build a fire ladder. 
He did not recollect saying to anybody 
that Nicholas Connolly told him to charge 
to expenses $10,000 paid by Nicholas to 
Sir Hector or his son.

To Mr. Lister, Martin told an extraordin­
ary story about his disappearance. He 
had been summoned to appear before the 
committee before he was discharged by 
the Connolly brothers, but had gone 
away although he knew wbat he was 
wanted for. He denied having any con­
versation with the Connolly’s about his 
discharge. His wanderings to Toronto 
and Btiffalo were described in & very hazy 
way. He had gone away after receiving 
a telegram to appear before the committee.

Questioned by Mr. Geofirion in regard 
to payments by contractors to govern­
ment inspectors bn the Quebec harbor 
works, witness at first refused to give any 
information, but being ordered to reply 
explained that certain entries in the 
books represented payments to Pelletier, 
Brunelle and Germain, three government 
inspectors on the works. • The payment 
to the several inspectors from time to 
time were entered as “ donations re dredg­
ing.” The inspectors were in receipt of 
“donations” from 1885 until the com­
pletion of the works, and the books show 
that they received various sums every 
month. A number of original entries in 
the books showed telegraphic characters 
indicating to whom the money was paid. 
The telegraphic characters will be inter­
preted later on. Martin admitted having 
paid money to the inspectors himself by 
instructions from members of the firm. 
He knew the inspectors made returns of 
the work done upon which the con­
tractors received payments. He believed 
the inspectors were paid to induce them 
to make returns of work which was never 
performed. The system had been going 
on for years. Nicholas Connolly would 
sign a cheque for the amounts to be paid 
to the inspector and he took the money 
to them without asking any questions. 
Pelletier received in 1889, $2,100 ; Pru­
nelle, $900; and Germain, $350. Some 
receipts for money paid to inspectors were 
destroyed after the enquiry had been 
ordered by parliament, but he denied that 
his masters had ordered him to do so. 
He wanted to save the inspectors from the 
consequences of their conduct. The 
practice of making entries in telegraphic 
characters, Martin said, was adopted for 
the purpose of concealment. On one 
occasion Pelletier received $800 in one 
sum. (Pelletier is Sir Adolphe Caron’s 
nephew.)

To Mr. Osier, witness said he liad made 
same erasures in the books of hie em­
ployers at the same time that he had des­
troyed the receipts showing payment to 
inspectors, because he considered them 
records of improper transactions.

Witness was then ordered to go through 
the books and prepare a statement of all 
irregular or improper transactions re­
corded therein. The inspectors received 
percentage upon the returns they made of 
work done. It was also ordered that the 
inspectors mentioned by witness be sum­
moned to appear before the committee at 
once.

The examination of Martin Connolly 
was then resumed, and he gave some 
startling evidence. He identified some re­
ceipts given to Larkin, Connolly & Co., 
for payments made to government inspec­
tors. Two inspectors named Milne and 
Richard were under pay of the contrac­
tors, in addition to Germain, Pelletier and 
Brunelle. Martin was then asked to. ex­
plain a number of entries made by him in 
the books of the firm, and he startled the 
committee by stating that shortly after 
the publication of Mr. Tarte’a charges, last 
summer, he had gone carefully through 
the books of Larkin, Connolly & Co., and 
carefully erased every name or initial let­
ter likely to indicate the parties to whom 
money were properly paid. In one case 
the name of a party to whom money was 
paid was erased and the word “ gratuity ” 
substituted. This, he admitted, was done 
to shield somebody and in the interest of 
the firm. He went through all the books, 
making erasures, but denied that he had 
been instructed to do so. The books 
showed loans to certain parties whoee

names had been erased. He pretended 
that he could not recollect the names 
which he had scratched out, but in some 
instances he admitted that the erased was 
donations. In one case the name of Hon. 
t’eter Mitchell had been erased by mis­
take, as the entry in which his name was 
mentioned was regular and proper, refer­
ring-as it did to a business matter in which 
Mr. Mitchell and one member of the firm 
were interested. Some of the names 
erased were those of government inspec­
tors appointed to certify to the progress of 
the work. He had gone through the 
books more than once and erasures. One 
entry shewed $2,000 forwarded to Ottawa, 
but the name of the person who got the 
money was erased. One entry showing a 
payment of $22,000 for donations and ex­
penses was doctored so as to conceal the 
names of the parties who received the 
money and the real nature of the tran­
sacted.

THE OTTAWA SCANDAL.

• Evidence Being Carefully Followed 
by the Members - Prospects of 

Another Scandal Ahead.

{Montreal Star], ,
Quebec, July 20.—Talking with mem­

bers on both sides of the house about the 
recent revelations before the two scandal 
committees, one cannot but be forcibly 
impressed with the encouraging fact that 
there has now come to the public cons­
cience an opportunity that is almost a 
crisis. Not since confederation has there 
been a time when politicians of all classes 
watched so eagerly for the verdict of the 
public judgment. The death of Sir John 
Macdonald has relaxed party loyalty on 
SI hands, for there was much of Macdon- 
itldism and anti-Macdonaldism in our 
politics. Both parties are more on trial 
than ever, and the jury is much freer 
from prejudice and from the thrall of a 
name or a hatred. The blind faith and 
the equally blind distrust of many a man 
is buried beneath the Cateraqui Pines, 
and to-day Canadian politics have a plas­
tic quality that they have lacked for 
years.

Thus it comes that the politicians study 
the lightest glances of the jury. Both 
parties mean to win. It is a mistake to 
suppose- that either party elevates cor­
ruption into a principle and is prepared 
to go out of office for it. No man is cor­
rupt when he can get as much for being 
honest; he is corrupt only when it pays. 
And it pays only when the pure element 
of the community will tolerate the pur­
chase of the corrupt element For in­
stance, no party manager would “ deal ” 
with the Murphys and the Connollys, if 
that transaction would lose him enough 
of the moral vote to turn the election 
against him.

This is the opportunity of the public 
conscience. All parliament is qui vive to 
know what the people think ; and if the 
people remain silent and apathetic

when the public contractors pocket fabu­
lons profits and the civil servants draw 
pay for fancy names culled from the 
directory. —__

The hottest fighting will evidently be 
about the minister of public works. It is 
pretty generally conceded here that the 
McGreevy out-post has been taken ; and 
yet it must not be forgotten that the de­
fence ig" yet to be heard. Mr. McGreevy 
declared in the house that the letters held 
by Tarte were forgeries, but the evidence 
of Messrs. Valin and Chabot will make 
that position hard to establish. The 
liberals already claim that there is 
enough evidence against Sir Hector to 
hang him if the charge were murder; 
while the conservative members rejoic­
ingly assert that so far not a spatter of 
mud has reached him: They are ipclined 
to think that “ Uncle Thomas ” was much 
too ready to talk about his influence with 
the minister, and point out that this little 
habit was a failing of the “ polite letter 
writer,” of the Cypress Hills as well. 
But that there was any ground for his 
boasting, they deny. Murphy they dis­
pose of as a peijurer, Thos. McGreevy as 
a blow-hard, and Valin as a spiteful mal­
content.

The- liberals, on the other hand, say 
that while Murphy may not be a good 
candidate for a Sunday school teacher- 
ship, his story is obviously true; and 
that it was endorsed by Nicholas Con­
nolly every time he forgot to forget. The 
positive denials of payments to Sir Hector 
made by Nicholas, they treat as Tarte did 
Curran’s aspersions in the lobby. On top 
of this, they quote Valin and wonder how 
Sir Hector braves it out.

Another element is the joy felt by a 
certain number of good orange conser­
vatives that the

The coming week will be a very im­
portant one in the Tarte enquiry.

Here liv­
ing waters flow. Here fountains of grace 
and truth reveal themselves to seeking 
thirsty souls and salvation is dug out of 
their wondrous depths. The church is 
not a building ; not a grand towered and 
turretted building. We seem to think 
that the higher the steeple, the bigger the 
bell, the grander the nave, and the more 
magnificent the structure, the more of a 
church it is.

But indeed you will 
look higher than the highest steeple for 
it. The unseen Jesus is back of all this.” 
The reverend gentleman then made glow­
ing reference under the second head of 
his sermon to “the necessity of Zions 
Springs ” and continued with “ the bene­
ficial character of the Zions Springs.” 
He concluded an excellent sermon by 
saying, “ Here, then, you are to come as 
the days go by for refreshing, and you 
will not come in vain.

Here Your Tears will be Dried.
Here difficulties will be swept away. 
Here clouds will break and through the 
rift will beam upon you God’s sweet sun­
shine, the light of love. Here hope will 
spring, heaven seem near, Jesus will meet 
with you, and you will rejoice with a joy 
unspeakable and full of glory. Here is a 
flood spring ; get down on your knees and 
drink of the water of life. Believe in 
Jesus yonreelf. He will save. Come and 
sit in these pews. Come and hear the 
word spoken. Come and sing the hymns 
arid pray the prayers.

STANLEY AND HIS WIFE.
The Explorer it Is Said to Live Apart 

From His Wife.

New York, July 20.—A cable to the 
World from Lucerne, Switzerland, says: 
The famous African explorer, Henry M. 
Stanley, is now stopping at Murren. If 
fie goes to the Engadine again he will 
have a chance to examine a family of 
dwarfs who are just as small and ugly as 
the race of pigmies found in Africa. 
These came from Sannaun and are now 
being exhibited at Chur, in the Canton 
of Grisons. The family consists of a 
brother, his two sisters and two cousins, 
making a total of five, of whom Susannah, 
a brunette of nineteen summers, measures 
one metre high and weighs nineteen 
kilos. Julius, who is eighteen, is only 
88 centimetres in height and turns the 
scale at twelve kilos. The other three 
are sixteen years old and weigh eleven 
kilos each. They are well formed and 
intelligent little bodies in spite of their 
unprepossessing facial appearance.

The suggestion of the dwarfs and the 
association they bring up of the name of 
Henry M. Stanley, calls to mind a rumor 
which seems to come from a reliable 
source, that the famous traveller and his 
wife, formerly Miss Dorothy Tennant, 
have separated. He left London about a 
fortnight ago and, after going to Paris, 
came here. He proposes to extend his 
trip to Australia, where he will remain 
several months. As it has been already 
announced that his wife would not ac­
company him but would stay in London, 
it is probable that they desire to attract 
as little attention as possible to their 
separation. The cause of this-is said to 
be due to the positive nature of both 
husband and wife, which, owing to the 
many years they lived alone, renders it 
difficult for them to conform to the pecu­
liar views of each other.

BRITISH POLITICS.

The Conservatives said to be Afraid of 
Woman Suffrage — Dissolution.

London, July 18.— Nothing has re­
cently excited the inner conservative 
circles so much as Lord Salisbury’s declar­
ing that female suffrage ought to form 
part of the coming electorate reform 
The election agents of intending candi­
dates besiege the executive of the con­
servative association, demanding to know 
whether this is an essential part of the 
government program. A host of members 
of the house of comrqpns have warned 
the executive that a female vote plank 
would not be accepted by an influential 
section of the party without a protest. 
The premier had long been known to be 
inclined to concede the right of suffrage 
to women as a probable counterpoise -to 
the democratic tendency to the principle 
of manhood suflrage, but now for the 
first time he has tried to commit the 
party to this momentous change of 
franchise.

The council of the conservative associa­
tion at an informal meeting to-day decided 
to intimate to Lord Salisbury that the 
party was so divided on the question that 
it would be unwise to recognize it as a 
conservative principle. In spite of Lord 
Salisbury’s allusion that the life of par­
liament will not expire until August, 1893, 
electoral agents are preparing for dissolu­
tion in the spring. The conservative 
platform upon which candidates will 
begin their canvass without delay is now 
definitely cast. Apart from the Irish 
local government bill, in the consideration 
of which the ministeralists desire such 
obstruction as will justify dissolution in 
the spring, the platforin will include a 
reform bill amending the distribution of 
seats by reducing the Welsh and Irish 
representation, slightly increasing the 
Scotch and giving large advantages to the 
English representation. Other planks 
will be: The maintenance of the free­
hold franchise, the maintenance of the 
residential safeguard against personation, 
the abolition of the illiterate vote and 
legislation securing old age pensions and 
for the creation of workmen’s boards of 
arbitration. _____________

SEARCHING FOR JAMES THE 
SECOND’S CROWN.

A LOCK OF HAh
A Racy English Breach of Promise Case 
■ — Although the Courtship Had Term­

inated Seven Years Previously.

[From the London Times].
A romantic story comes from the pretty 

village of Triel. There, it is said, James 
II. buried his crown and the valuable 
relics of hi» family, and for more than 40 
years all over the neighborhood, from 
time to time, people have dug for the 
buried treasure. Nearly half a century 
ago a mysterious woman appeared at 
Triel. She bought a house and lai-ge 
estates, and went up and down the vil­
lage, having no dealings with the in­
habitants and arousing great curiosity ; 
but after a time some neighbors made her 
acquaintance and learned that she was in 
search of the crown of James II. Legend 
and romance soon took root in the soil 
upturned by this odd woman’s mysterious 
diggings on her estates, and rumor 
finally said that the-lady, Mme. Deville, 
was a daughter of George IV. and Queen 
Caroline, and in proof thereof the Fleur 
de Lis, as everybody knew, was on her 
shoulder. Moreover, in her bedroom was 
an ancient bed adorned with crowns on 
escutcheons. Lord Palmerston was said 
to have visited her. Finally she died, 
but the legend did not die with her. The 
land was sold to a person who had her 
confidence and who continued the quest. 
This successor is a Parisian shopkeeper. 
The digging still continues and still the 
crown with its priceless stones remains 
undiscovered.

WHAT TO DO WHEN PEOPLE 
CHOKE.

This is an accident liable to happen to 
hungry persons eating hastily, or to chil­
dren and calls for the greatest self-control 
and presence of mind on the part of those 
who are present. The substance which 
causes the choking may either be at the 
top of the throat, prompt action will often 
remove it, either by thureting the finger 
and thumb into the mouth and pulling 
the obstruction away, or, if it cannot be 
reached so as to pull it away, a piece of 
whalebone, a quill, or even a penholder— 
anything at hand—should be seized and 
pushed, down as a probang, so as to force 
the substance down the gullet. Tickling 
the back of the mouth with a feather, so 
as to produce sudden retching, will some­
times dislodge it, or a sudden splashing of 
cold water in the face, which causes 
involuntary gasping. Should the patient 
become insensible before relief can be 
afforded,it must not be assumed for certain 
that death has taken place, and such 
remedies as dashing cold water in the 
face and on the chest, applying ammonia 
to the nostrils, should be continued till 
medical aid arrives.

The 
course was between Hutchin and Wis- 
beacb, England.

At the Cumberland assizes London, be­
fore Justice Wright, Ellen Elizabeth 
Wood, daughter of a retired innkeeper at 
Bowness-on-Solway, sued John Lawson 
Irving, a Cumberland “ statesman,” re­
siding in the neighborhood, for breach of 
promise of marriage, damages being laid 
at £1,000.

Mr. Gully, in opening the case, said the 
plaintiff was a young woman 28 years of 
age; and the defendant was now .a 
“statesman,” with property worth about 
£300 or £400 a year.

Ellen Elizabeth Wood, the plaintiff, de­
poned that early in life she had become 
acquainted with the defendant. Her 
parents at that time kept a hotel, and the 
defendant lived with his father. In 1880 
she visited the royal agriculture show at 
Carlisle, and the defendant arranged to 
marry her in the following August. Her 
dresses were got ready for the marriage, 
and the defendant said he would ask his 
father for the money. The defendant 
afterwards told her his father had been 
cross, and the wedding was consequently 
put off, defendant saying he thought his 
father would give in presently. He told 
her many times he would marry her 
either when it was convenient or after 
his father died. Her child was born on 
September 25,1880, at which time defend­
ant was staying at her house, his father 
having turned him out. Defendant had 
stayed there about six weeks, and then 
his father sent for him to go home be­
cause his mother was broken-hearted 
about him. After this plaintiff and de­
fendant met in secret ; and he often said 
to her “ he would have her and nobody 
else,-” and that he would have her after 
his father’s death. In May, 1888, she 
went to Carlisle to look after her aunt, 
and while she was there, defendant wrote 
her several letters. In one of these he 
said, “ Oh, my darling, I can’t get any 
rest at night for thinking of you. Be sure 
and write to me to-night, and I will look 
for a letter to-morrow. Write to Arnison 
and he will give me it. I got the other 
letter from him. My love and many 
kisses.” In another letter defendant 
wrote, “ Dear Lizzie, try and get your 
parents to give us more chance to live to­
gether, and you will never me it. Do so, 
then, for my sake ; if not for my sake, 
then do so for both our sakes.” Before 
she went to Carlisle the plaintiff received 
the following from the defendant :

. TRUE LOVE.
The blush I see 

Upon thy cheeks 
Of thy true love 

So gladly speaks.

My heart I lay!
Upon thy shrine, 

Accept my love 
And I will be thine.

In a letter dated from the Red Dog, Bow- 
ness, the defendant, asks the plaintiff to 
meet him the following night in Carlisle, 
and informed her that he had seen her 
father and mother, and they would say 
nothing about them getting married. In 
his next letter the defendant said, “If 
you love me, as I think you do, you will 
get their (the parents’) consent before a 
week come Saturday, as I mean you to 
marry me then.” In another letter the 
defendant wrote : “ I may very easily be 
in Carlisle this week yet, as I have had 
another row at home. If I do come you 
must be ready to marry me, if you have 
not got another by this time.” [Laughter.] 
Witness proceeded to say that she went 
away to serve in London and in Wales. 
Before she went away the defendant told 
her to keep -true to him. She replied 
that there was the child to keep them to­
gether. After hearing of defendant’s 
father's death witness returned home to 
Bowness. She went to defendant, who 
insulted her and swore at her. This was 
in 1888. She said she had Waited seven 
years and would wait another seven to 
bring him to justice it he did not fulfil 
his promise. Two years later the defend­
ant got married.

In cross-examination, the plaintiff said 
the first promise to marry was in 1878. 
The defendant many time promised her 
marriage before he seduced her. She 
took out an affiliation summons against 
him, and the sum of 3s 6d a week had 
been paid by the defendant’s father dur­
ing his lifetime, and the defendant had 
himself paid the money since the event. 
When he met her at Bowness after her 
return from service, she told him “ she 
had been in a cage.”

Re-examined: The defendant 'gave 
her a lock of his hair. (Laughter.) [The 
lock was produced amidst much laughter.]

Other witnesses having been examined 
in support of the plaintiffs case, Mr. Leese 
opened the defence. He admitted the de­
fendant had in 1880 promised to marry 
the plaintiff, but he denied that he ever 
had promised to marry her on the death 
of his father. Notwithstanding the 
promise made in 1880, the plaintiff had 
exonerated and discharged the defendant 
from his obligations by her. conduct. 
There had been no communication be­
tween them for seven years, and it would 
be intolerable if, under such circumstances, 
the contract was binding. The plaintiff’s 
taking out an affiliation order was not the 
action of a woman who was looking for­
ward to living for many years with the 
defendant as her husband.

John Lawson Irving, the defendant, 
said the total rental of his property was 
£225 a year, but part of that was mort­
gaged, and his full income, after paying 
all charges, was £110 a year. He said 
that a few weeks before the birth of [the 
child he had promised to marry the plain­
tiff, but no mention was made of the date. 
He quarrelled with her at Carlisle about 
paying for the child, and after that (1881) 
he had had no communication with fier. 
At the end of 1880 he had refused to 
marry the plaintiff in the presence of her 
father and mother.

In cross-examination the defendant 
said the fetters were written to the plain­
tiff when shewas in Carlisle. He had 
broken ofr with her then. The poetry 
he had sent was not his own; it had 
been copied. (Laughter.)

Other evidence having been taken, the 
jury, returned a verdict for the plaintiff, 
damages £250.

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THAT C. P. R. STOCK.

It now transpires that Sir John Mac­
donald owned stock in the C. P. R. which 
was held in trust for him in the names of 
other parties. The amount is variously 
stated at from $40,000 to $250,000 the 
actual sum held in that way not being yet 
discovered. This fact was intended to be 
concealed from the public and with this 
object one of the clauses in Sir John’s 
will was suppressed when the copy was 
given the press for publication. The sup­
pressed clause has now come to light and 
it leaves no room for doubt on the subject. 
The clause in explicit terms disposes of 
the C. P. R. stock held in trust for him in 
the names of other persons without stat­
ing the value of the shares so held.

There were the strongest reasons for 
concealing these damaging facts from the 
public. It has always been the boast of 
the conservative party that whoever 
among their leaders may have gone astray 
in a “ moment of weakness,” Sir John 
remained amidst all temptation “poor 
and incorruptible.” This can be said no 
longer. That Sir John was not poor we 
know. An estate admitted to be of the 
value of $104,000 represents a rather snug 
and handsome accumulation for a person 
who spent all his life in politics and did 
little in the way of his profession of the 
law. That he was not incorruptible we 
fear can no longer be affirmed. It strikes 
with dismay all reputable people, 
as well conservative as liberal, to learn 
that it was possible for their great 
leader to accept a direct personal gift from 
a company having such relations with 
the government as those of the Canadian 
Pacific. Every man in the face of such a 
disclosure is led to ask the question : are all 
public men and is the public life of our 
dominion totally and irremediably un 
sound? As the holder of a block of the 
shares of the C. P. R., Sir John, when 
he was giving the company their millions, 
and was pushing through parliament a 
guarantee of three per cent interest on the 
C.P.R. stock, he was putting money in his 
own pocket and was directly enhancing 
the value of his own shares. In what 
condition was the government of Canada 
under such circumstances to hold the 
scales between the people and the great 
railway corporation in its incessant de­
mands upon the public treasury. There 
might not have been so many Canadian 
Pacific millionaires to-day if less of its 
stock had been held in trust for the bene­
fit of leading statesmen of Canada.

There is no doubt that one great ob­
stacle presents itself to our lawmakers 
why the change should not be made. 
That obstacle is that the I. C. R. has al­
ways been operated at a heavy annual 
loss, which it is feared would only become 
heavier by consolidation. This is a real 
difficulty, but it is one that has no more 
right to exist now than it has had in the 
past There is no earthly reason why the 
running of a road with the mileage and 
traffic business of the Intercolonial should 
be attended by an annual deficit. If the 
road was managed on business principles 
it is the opinion of railroad experts that 
It would be one of the best paying pro­
perties in America. The mismanagement 
of the government itself ought not to be 
utilized by the government as a reason 
why the reasonable wishes of the people 
should not be complied with.

Having discovered that C. P. R. stock 
was donated to the premier of Canada, 
because in no other way could he 
have become possessed of it, either 
to conciliate his good will or in recog­
nition of favors already granted, the 
country will insist upon knowing how 
many more blocks of C. P. R. stock has 
been placed where it would do the most 
good, and who the other cabinet ministers 
are (if any) who have had their zeal 
quickened in behalf of the trans-contin­
ental railway development of Canada. It 
will be believed that the late premier was 
not the only recipient of Canadian Pacific 
bounty, other ministers would be con­
sidered equally entitled, and if equally 
lavored, the country oughtto know it.

The Langevin investigation is develop­
ing new and startling information from 
day to day. During the last week Nicho­
las Connolly and Robert McGreevy have 
given evidence part of which will be 
published in another column. It will be 
found to substantially corroborate that of 
Murphy and Valin. It is not now sur­
prising that the government party were 
so well provided with munitions of war 
in the elections, and- were able to win 
victories in the light of these revelations. 
The treasury of Canada was emptied at 
the bidding of the contractors and the 
contractors responded liberally at the 
call of the cabinet ministers. Of how 
many millions the people .have been bled 
in this way it can never be known.

A most indefensible feature of this 
scandal investigation is the payment of 
the lawyers for the defence by the gov­
ernment. Sir Hector Langevin, McGreevy 
and others charged have several counsel 
employed and the country is paying them 
$200 each a day —$1400 a day it costs the 
tax payers of Canada to provide lawyers 
to defend these men — It not only 
seems ludicrous but it seems to be an 
outrage for the country to be paying 
thousands to prevent the truth from being 
brought out. We say Mr. Thomas 
McGreevy and Sir Hector should pay 
their own lawyers’ fees as any private in­
dividual would have to do who may be 
charged with a breech of trust.

THE L C. R. FEEDERS.

Consolidation is the order of the day in 
railroading. It means efficient manage­
ment and better accomodation for the 
public. It meant increased facilities for 
freight and passage traffic. It may also 
be feared that it means in the end a grind­
ing monopoly and extortionate charges, 
but in practice this evil has seldom re­
sulted and is one that may be easily 
counteracted by legislation. A railroad 
corporation ,, which would levy unjust 
rates upon the people would defeat its 
own object. Most people who travel are 
not obliged to travel and they will not 
travel if it costs them to much to do so. 
Those who have goods or produce to ship 
will be unable to ship them if the rates 
are excessive.

One of the most important questions af­
fecting the interests of New Brunswick 
pow before the Dominion parliament is 
that of the proposed consolidation with 
the Intercolonial railway of the private 
branch lines which serve as its feeders. 
The project is not a new one but has now 
assumed more prominence than hereto­
fore, because the maritime province mem­
bers, liberal and conservative, are almost 
a unit in its support. From a business 
standpoint there can be no doubt that 
the change would immensely benefit the 
public. Such has been the case with the 
numerous local lines throughout Canada 
which have been absorbed by the C. P. R. 
and Grand Trunk. Many roads, formerly 
profitless, so united with the great systems 
have yielded handsome dividends. They 
are now managed by men of great experi­
ence and ability, who recognize that while 
business makes railways it is equally true 
that railways ought to make business. 
The public get the advantage of through 
rates and are thus brought into more im­
mediate contact with all the great centres 
of trade. The company secures greater 
profits than would be possible under the 
old system, also from the reduction of 
staff officials and the cheaper rate at 
which money can be borrowed.

The blue book containing the railway 
returns for the year ending June, 1890, 
shows that there was then in Canada 14,- 
004 miles of completed road, besides 1679 
miles of sidings, the number of miles in 
actual operation being 13,256, or a trifle 
over 600 miles more than were being 
worked in 1889. To-day our railway 
mileage is almost six times what it was in 
1867, and more than double what it was 
thirteen years ago. Of course this favor­
able showing would not be made but for 
the very large grants made by the domin­
ion and local governments in aid- of rail­
ways. A great deal of money has been 
squandered on useless roads, but- on the 
whole the advantages to our people 
have been immense, and the policy of 
thus opening the country has been a wise 
one. The following figures will show how 
steady the advance has been :

The Moncton Times is greatly exercised 
over the failure of. a prisoner charged 
with an assault to appear at the West­
morland circuit, and charges the attorney 
general with having fixed the amount of 
bail low purposely to enable the prisoner 
to escape without making it too expen­
sive for the bail.

The Swiss have adopted a very demo­
cratic method in their government. On 
the 5th of July by a popular vote they 
adopted the system of giving the masses 
direct legislative authority. 50,000-electors 
can now order a bill to be drafted on any 
subject, and can demand that it be refer­
red to the mass vote which rejects it or 
makes it law. This looks like dispensing 
with representative government. But the 
system has already been tried with good 
results in some of the provinces 
Switzerland.

LOOKING BACKWARD.

Signs continue to multiply that “the 
world do move.” From Halifax comes 
the information that on the 102nd anni­
versary of the fall of the Bastile, from 
which event French republicanism dates 
its birth, the British ships of war in the 
harbor rendered homage to the day by 
flying the tri-color and saluting the French 
ship La Blocheterie then in port. This is 
by no means the first official recognition 
on the part of England of the principles 
which resulted in the great French revo­
lution. The logic of events, alone has 
long since over ruled the dictums of Pitt 
and the decrees of the coalised monarch s 
of Europe. Nevertheless, to the student 
of history the Halifax episode calls up re­
flections of interest. He cannot but re­
flect upon the millions of lives and the 
oceans of treasure that were expended-less 
than a century ago by the allied nations 
of Europe out of sheer hostility to the 
principles now so freely and courteously 
recognized. He will remember how bit­
terly the crowned heads of Russia, Ger­
many, Austria and England resented the 
claims of France to govern herself accord­
ing to her own ideas, and how stubbornly 
they strove to crush to earth the dangerous 
doctrines of equality and liberty beneath 
their embattled hosts. Who can say what 
the history çf Europe from July 14th 1789 
to June 18th 1815 would have been had 
the rights of self-government now so gen­
erously conceded to all nations been as 
generously admitted then? Would the 
blood and fire illumined pages of war 
have shown the awful pictures of Auster­
litz, Hobeijinden, Wagram, Jena, Borodi­
no, Moscow, Salamanca, Badajoz, Water­
loo and a thousand other scores, no less 
dreadful of human hate, and bestiality and 
woe ? Would the pantheon of feme haye 
been inscribed with the names of Wel­
lington,Napoleon and Nelson. Would Tra­
falgar and Copenhagen have been fought ? 
Such inquiries are fruitless if their object 
is merely idle speculation. They teach us, 
however, the fallibility of men though of 
the most exalted genius to gauge truly the 
direction and the force of the tide of 
human thought and aspiration in its ma­
jestic onward flow. Posterity is the final 
court of appeal of the deeds of men and of 
nations. Who can doubt that in that 
court many of our own most cherished 
judgements are destined to a rude awak­
ening.

Forewarned is forearmed. Thrice 
armed is he who hath his quarrel just, 
but four times he who gets his name on 
the list. Let every liberal in the County 
of York, who wishes to exercise his fran­
chise in the next dominion election, take 
pains to see that his name is included in 
the revision. Hundreds of those favor­
able to the liberal cause were unaccount­
ably left off in the last revision, and in 
the effort that is being now made to pre­
vent a recurrence of the blunder every 
friend of the party should heartily co­
operate.

The defeat of Mr. Parnell’s candidate in 
Carlow bears out the opinion expressed 
by The Herald in a recent issue that the 
great dictator would soon cease to be a 
factor in Irish politics. The victory of 
the McCarthy champion was a most de­
cisive one. If, as the Pamellites freely 
assert, the Catholic clergy in Ireland are 
really opposed to home rule, it may not 
be-tongjjefore changes of a most radical 
nature are exhibited in Irish politics.

.It is not unreasonable to assume that a 
very small percentage of the jobberies 
practised at Ottawa ever come to light 
The misuse of the public funds is still an 
offence sufficiently grave in Canada to 
cause those guilty of it to resort to every 
possible means of concealment. Never­
theless the list which has been brought 
home to our patriotic government is be­
coming quite respectable in its magnitude.

THE PUBLIC TREASURY ROBBED 
FOR ELECTION PURPOSES.

The process by which our .beautiful 
world was formed was undoubtedly one 
of vast duration. Changes are taking 
place all the time in the topography of 
the earth, but they are for the most part 
very gradual and only perceptible by 
close observation and comparison. A 
grand object lesson in geology, however, 
is now being exhibited for the benefit of 
mankind, compared with which all mani­
festations of the, kind "within historic 
times are of trivial scope and meaning. 
A mighty earthquake on the western 
coast of America a week or two ago rent 
the mountains in twain, and where for­
merly stretched the Colorado desert with 
its miles of burning sand, now rolls the 
waters of a great salt water lake that it 
every day increasing in surface and depth. 
The benefit to science of so astounding a 
phenomenon can hardly be over-estimated.

AN OLD-TIME GEORGIA MONSTER.

In August, 1812, a party of hunters 
found in a mountainous region now known 
as Rabun county, Georgia, a being nearly 
eight feet high, covered with bluish hair 
and having a human face adorned with 
immense ears resembling those of an ass. 
Tlje creature was stone deaf, and on that 
account seemed to be wholly unconscious 
of the approach of the men. This mons­
ter seems, from old accounts, to have been 
seen upon several occasions during the 
next four years.

In 1816 a number of adventurers from 
Virginia, most of them surveyors work­
ing up the unexplored portions, of Geor­
gia and the Carolinas, formed themselves 
into a party for the express purpose of 
capturing the uncanny being, if possible. 
They scoured the hills and valleys for 
several days, and at last returned unsuc­
cessful to the starting point The learned 
Joseph Earle, then living at Culpepper, 
Va., wrote the following in a letter to 
John Bishop of Boston, Lincolnshire, 
England.

“An awful creature, half animal and 
half man, of gigantic statue and fierce 
mien is known to inhabit the wild regions 
to the south of us. Some think that there 
is a race of these monsters hiding in the 
hills and mountains of Georgia, the place 
where it or they have been the oftenest 
seen. Of the few people which inhabit 
this wild country, not a "soul which we 
have approached doubts that the creature 
is all that it is represented as being. 
Indeed, sir, one poor planter, who guided 
us a great distance from the fells, is con­
vinced that he saw him face to face not 
more than three weeks since, an asser­
tion my adventurous companions were 
only too ready to believe.”

The many tales told of this extraordi­
nary being seems to have created quite a 
stir all along the Atlantic coast. A printed 
circular issued by a land company in 1815 
says: “The climate of Georgia is ex­
ceedingly mild, the soil productive, and 
the danger of attack from uncouth beasts, 
which are represented as being half beast 
and half man, are feiry tales not worthy 
of consideration.”—St. Louis Republie.

BANISHED TO SIBERIA.

Omaha, Neb., July 24.—-According to a 
letter received here by Abe Goldstein, a 
well known citizen, S. Gerber, who has 
lived in Omaha for the past five years, has 
been exiled to Siberia by the Russian 
authorities. Gerber went last March to 
Myszyuca, near the German frontier, his 
native town in Poland, for the purpose of 
returning with his family, who had re­
mained in the old country. His appear­
ance in the little town ^excited suspicion, 
and his arrival soon reached the ears of 
the authorities. Fearing arrest, Gerber 
fled across the frontier into the neighbor­
ing province. The authorities of the 
German town in which Gerber had taken 
refuge turned him over to the emissaries 
of the czar, who took him in chains to 
Myszyuca, where he was tried on a ctfarge 
of running away to America.

Gerber claimed to be a citizen of the 
United States and showed papers proving 
that he was a naturalized citizen, but in 
spite of this he was sentenced to prison 
for one year in jail at Lomsey, the capital 
of the province, and afterward to be ban­
ished to Siberia for five years and his 
property to be confiscated. Gerber had 
intended to return to Omaha with his 
family and set up in business.

In the privileges and elections commit­
tee this morning Mr. Moore, of Portland 
wrote that he would, if possible, appear 
before the committee, but would prefer to 
be examined by a commission.

Letters were put in by Julien Chabot, 
in whose name the steamer Admiral was 
run. These letters furnished full proof 
that Thomas McGreevy was the owner of 
the steamer Admiral. Thomas wrote that 
the mortgage for $30,000 on the steamer 
was made at his request. James G. Ross 
wrote in November, 1884, to Chabot as 
follows : —

I hereby acknowledge that the mort­
gage given to me for $30,000 by you <s 
holding the interest of the steamer Ad­
miral for Thomas McGreevy, and I will 
not hold you responsible.

The following letter was put in : —
2nd February, 1888 

Julien Chabot : I desire to sell the 
steamer Admiral to Robert JL .McGreevy 
in my behalf and at my spécial instance 
and request.

(Signed). Thomas McGreevy.

Also the folldwing : —
July 8th, 1889.

Julien Chabot : I hereby acknowledge 
that the mortgage given to me this day 
for $25,000 is for Thomas McGreevy’s ac­
commodation.

(Signed). N. H. Connolly.

In a foot note to a power of attorney 
given by Robert to Thomas, Thomas ap­
pointed Chabot manager of the steamer.

From what could be extracted from this 

very reluctant witness and from the docu­
ments Mr. Tarte produced, it appeared 
that an even division of $7,595 to each 
was figured out by the bookkeeper’s hand. 
Ont of this a sum of $400 was deducted 
from each to make up a sum of $2,000 
which was charged to the insatiable “ ex­
pense account.” Certain other sums were 
deducted from Robert’s share for indebt­
edness of theirs to the firm. The lawyer 
spent an hour trying to find out who got 
that $2,000, but the witness professed ig-' 
norance.

Mr. Geoflrion produced one of the Aim’s 
documents, dated April 26, 1889, men­
tioning this $2,000 and with the words 
opposite, “ Paid to Michael,” erased. 
Then there was an entry in March, 1888, 
showing that Nicholas Connolly had been 
reimbursed out of the firms funds for a 
sum of $2,000 drawn from his private 
fonds on account of British Columbia 
dock “ as agreed.” Mr. Osier assisted in 
trying to get the facts out of the witness, 
and called on him to produce Nicholas 
Connolly’s private cash book. He did 
not know that he had it.

The examination of Robert H. Mc­
Greevy, one of the principal witnesses in 
the case, was then commenced. He 
stated that he became partner in the firm 
of Larkin, Connolly & Co., when the 
dredging contract was awarded in 1882, 
receiving 30 per cent interest in that con­
tract, although he provided no capital and 
was not asked to furnish any. His brother, 
Thoe. McGreevy, M. P., knew of his part­
nership in the firm when the contract 
was awarded. Before going into the firm 
he (Robert) had seen Sir Hector Langevin 
at the request of his brother, and Sir 
Hector said there was no reason why he 
should not do so. He corroborated Mur­
phy’s testimony with respect to the pre­
paration of tenders for the cross wall con­
tract and described how three tenders 
lower than that of Larkin, Connolly & 
Co. were got rid of. Each low tenderer 
received a mysterious letter from Mr. 
Perley, chief engineer of the public works 
department, pointing out alleged defects 
or mistakes in their tenders, and by ar­
rangement each made corrections or 
changes which placed them higher than 
Larkin, Connolly & Co. One man, Peters, 
adhered to his original tender, but he was 
“ figured out” The cost of the dredging 
work done in 1886 was $38,000, while the 
amount they received from the govern­
ment reached $87,000. The profits in 
other yeaia were equally large. His 
brother also was aware of his interest in 
the. dredging contract, and Robert pro­
duced a letter from his brother to himself 
written in 1883, informing hlhfthat engi­
neer Boyd would furnish him with his re­
port upon tenders for the cross wall con­
tract, before it was awarded. Shortly 
afterwards he met Thomas in Montreal 
and received from him a memorandum 
containing the promised information.

Thursday’s Proceedings. 
At this afternoon’s meeting of the com­

mittee the examination of Robert Mc­
Greevy was continued. He said his 
brother lived with Sir Hector Langevin 
when in Ottawa during the years between 
1883 and 1889, and whenever he wanted 
to communicate with Sir Hector he did so 
through Thomas. Several improper pay­
ments had to be made to secure changes 
in the contract for British Colombia grav­
ing dock contract in which he (Robert) 
had one-fourth interest. He gave his 
brother $5,000 in January, 1887, during 
the election campaign. The money was 
his own, but was refunded to him by Lar­
kin, Connolly & Co. Before that $4,000 in 
promissory notes were given to Thomas 
McGreevy by the firm and charged to the 
expense account. The item of 1)17,000 
charged in the expense account of Esqui­
mau dock in March, 1887, included $10, 
000, which Micheal Connolly reported 
having paid to Sir Hector Langevin, $6,- 
000 given to Thomas McGreevy and $2,- 
000 paid for jewelry for Perley. These 
sums were charged regularly in the books. 
In the spring of 1887, Murphy, one of his 
partners, told him Nicholas Connolly had 
ped away $10,000. He (witness) saw 
Nicholas, who said he paid the "money re­
ferred to because it was very inportant. 
Witness blamed Nicholas for recklessness, 
but the latter said he could not help him­
self, as “ Sir Hector spid he must have the 
money.” After some discussion the part-

British Columbia graving dock. By doing 
that bis (Robert’s) share of the outlay 
would be $2,000, whereas, if it was charged 
to the Quebec harbor works it would be 
$3,000. Martin Connolly, the firm’s book­
keeper, gave him some information that 
he heard Atom Nicholas. Martin knew 
that the money went to Sir Hector, and 
he understood from Nicholas that the 
money had been given to Laforce Lange­
vin (Sir Hector’s son) for his father. He 
(witness) was a pretty active member of 
the firm, but it was considered good policy 
that he should not be seen upon the works. 

He did a good deal of negoti­
ating for his partners. At the final divison 
of profits upon the Esquilmalt dock $400 
was retained out of each partner’s share, 
making $2,000 altogether fora donation to 
Mr. Perley, chief engineer. The partners 
arranged this among themselyes, the Con­
nollys suggesting it A report was after­
wards made to the firm by Micheal Con­
nolly to the effect that he had visited Ot­
tawa and given the $2,000 in question to 
Perley’s son. This was not the same $2, 
000-used by Murphy in buying jewelry 
for Perley, but a different donation.

It is stated that Perley’s son is now en­
gineer on the Kingston graving dock, for 
which Connolly & Co. are contractors.

To Mr. Mulock witness said he under­
stock that the $10,000 given by Nicholas 
Conholly to Langevin was for election 
purposes. "He thought it was for Lange- 
vin’s own election in Three Rivers. The 
payment was made daring the election 
campaign. On March 28, 1887, $5,000 
were paid to Thomas McGreevy by Lar 
Kin, Connolly. & Co., and charged to the 
Quebec harbor improvements. Three 
thousand dollars had also been paid by 
the' firm jn 1888 to enable Chapais, Sir 
Hector’s son-in-law, to buy out Le Cour­
rier de Cauda, a Quebec newspaper. He 
corroborated Murphy’s evidence with re­
spect to bringing of the tenders from 
Perley’s office to Thomas McGreevy’s 
house for examination by himself and his 
partners, before the contract for the 
wall was awarded. Large amounts were 
given to Thoe. McGreevy by the contrac­
tors to help the conservatives at the pro­
vincial election in Quebec in 1886. Wit­
ness was a conservative candidate i 
Quebec west in 1890, „

Friday’s Proceedings.
The examination of R. H. McGreevy 

was continued at to-day’s meeting of the 
privileges and elections committee. He 
explained his connection with the Baie 
des Chaleurs railway job. He corroborated 
Mr. Riopel’s story of haw each stock­
holder paid for his shares with promissory 
notes which were taken up with money 
afterwards obtained by the company, 
He owned 500 of the original shares and 
Thoe. McGreevy transferred to him 1,600 
shares in 1887. These shares were worth 
nominally $75,000, for which the brothers 
were to receive from Mr. Armstrong, the 
contractor, $50,000 in cash and $25,000 in 
bonds. They were to receive their pay 
oat of the subsidies granted by the do­
minion government. Of this sum he had 
received so fer $32,000, all of which he 
"had paid over to or for Thoe. McGreevy.

Robert then explained his connection 
with the steamer Admiral. .The vessel 
was nominally in his possession for some 

ie, bat Thoe. McGreevy was the real 
proprietor. All the government subsidies 
earned by the vessel were either paid 
over to Thoe. McGreevy or used in pay­
ment of debts due by him. Witness got 
no profits obtained by his brother out of 
either the Baie des Chaleurs railway or 
the steamer Admiral.

He did so, and the account foAarded was 
accompanied by the following letter :

Dear Thomas,—I enclose you the ac­
count amounting to $78,484, less $20,939, 
received on your account, leaving a balance 
of $57,545 without the interest. I may 
say nearly all was paid you within three 
years. To give you some idea of the 
amount of money I have, for speculation, 
let me shew you what it has cost me since 
1883. It takes $4,000 to pay premiums on 
life insurance, $5,0Q0 per year cost of liv­
ing, which includes the building society, 
$2,000 per annum to pay the Union bank 
and other interests — in all $55,000, I pay 
$10,000 out on the I. C. R. claim. I have 
paid Banque Nationale (including note 
due to-morrow) $7,650 ; in all $73,000, 
which, with amount paid you makes 
$130,000. I received from Larkin, Con­
nolly & Co. about $135,000 — something 
under that I believe. You-received from 
me out of this $135,000 or thereabouts 
$58,000, beside $117,000 paid direct to you 
from Larkin, Connolly & Co.’ and still 
you are not satisfied. Lhave to pay be­
tween this and August $10,000 to the 
Banque Nationale to clear them up. I 
intend to reduce and pay up the Union 
bank and all I can to you. If this rea­
sonable program does not suit you, then 
break up the whole thing, and wind it 
up at once. I have no desire nor interest 
in being the medium of conflict between 
those contractors and you and of trouble 
and turmoil to myself.

(Sgd) Robert H. McGreevy

At this afternoon’s session Robert Mc­
Greevy stated that while his brother 
Thomas was a member of parliament in 
1873 he was a partner in an Intercolonial 
railway contract. His further cross-ex­
amination was postponed.

Hammond Williams,an engineer,testified 
that while he was sessional clerk here 
daring the session of 1885 Thomas Mc- 
Greévy told him to apply to Mr. Perley, 
chief engineer, for a position as engineer 
in British Columbia graving dock in place 
of Bennett. Williams went to see Mr. 
Perley and on learning that it was in­
tended to dismiss Bennett refused to ac­
cept the position and was subsequently 
appointed chief engineer of works on the 
north Saskatchewan.

A witness named Cluney was called but 
would not answer.

Mr. Davies then drew the attention of | 
the committee to the feet that Thomas 
McGreevy had not- complied with the 
order of the committee calling upon him 
to produce his books, papers, etc., for in­
spection, and that he had defied the 
authority of the committee.

Sir John Thompson made some kind of 
an excuse for McGreevy, and he was given 
farther time to produce his books, though 
Mr. Geoflrion stated that if they were not 
produced at the next meeting of the com­
mittee he would endeavor to prove their 
contents by secondary evidence.

The committee then adjourned.
It is -reported to-night that Thomas 

McGreevy has thrown up the sponge so 
fer as he is concerned. He will admit 
that he has forfeited his right to sit in 
parliament, and that he obtained large 
sums of money from contractors for elec­
tion purposes. But so far as Langevin is 
concerned, McGreevy will endeavor to 
foiget everything he knows which would 
corroborate the testimony already given 
against him. His lawyers have cited the 
course pursued by the Prince of Wales in 
the Mordaunt divorce case as a precedent 
for him. • _________ _

The news that Mr. Coleman of the Barker 
House, Fredericton, had received a despatch 
from • ex-president Cleveland, engaging 
rooms for himself and party on Wednesday 
last, was welcomed in the celestial city with 
a spirit of enthusiasm that one sees mani­
fested only on important occasions, such as 
a meeting of the legislature or when there 
seems to be a turn in public sentiment giv­
ing rise to hope that the Scott act will be 
repealed.

Enquiry as to the authority on which the 
announcement was made, set all doubts at 
rest, for Mr. Coleman said there was no - 
need for concealment and he, therefore, al­
lowed the despatch in question to be in­
spected by the class of doubters, who, not 
knowing his well established reputation for 
veracity, appeared to think the news too 
good to be true.

When the regular trains were all in and 
the expectant crowds failed to see Cleveland 
amongst the arrivals,* Coleman was asked 
what he meant by getting up such a story, 
but Mr. H., a knowing St. John newspaper 
man who had just “ come off” from a con-' 
fidential interview with him, took charge of 
several of the enquiries, while Fred, himself, 
explained to- the remainder that gentlemen 
of Grover Cleveland’s position didn’t travel 
on regular trains, and would arrive late in 
the evening on a C. P. R. special. As the 
special had not come by eleven o’clock and 
there was uncertainty in reference to the 
hour of the expected arrival, the crowd 
thinned down to the last man shortly be­
fore midnight.

Here’s Ellis 
away fishing at the North Shore and I have 
the whole coast clear to down the Globe 
on the biggest yankee that ever came to thé 
province, and' you spoil my chance of an 
interview by your forgetfulness.”

“ Easy, my dear fellow : he's not going 
until six in the morning and you can see 
him them and still be in time for your paper ' 
of to-morrow."

And, so it was arranged that H. was to 
be called at 5.30 next morning. He appear­
ed a little before six,' and Coleman was 
moving about the office, like a man who 
had just discharged important duties to his 
own or some other country. Nevertheless 
he wished Mr. H. good morning with a 
childlike blandness and in return,. “ Is he 
up yet? "—was anxiously fired at him. 
Fred leaned over the office counter and, 
after a pitying glance at his journalistic 
guest, said : “ Yes, and I’ve been up since 
two.

Paris, July 23rd.—Horrible scenes 
have been witnessed during the past week 
about the place de la Roquette, where 
criminals are executed by the guillotine. 
Crowds of the lowest class of people have 
assembled there every evening and have 
passed the. night in the vicinity eagerly 
waiting to witness the execution of the 
murderess Berland and her accomplice 
Dore. last Saturday morning a large 
crowd had gathered about the place de la 
Rbquette in the expectance of seeing these 
people executed, but the execution was 
postponed on account of the marriage of 
the executioneer, Deibler’s eon and assist­
ant, to the daughter .of a provincial exe­
cutioneer. Since that time, Sunday morn­
ing excepted, low women and their con­
sorts as well as a certain number of people 
of the better class have gathered each 
morning about the prison and execution 
place, singing, shouting, fighting and us­
ing obscene and profane language. This 
morning the crowds were more riotous 
and offensive than usual. The conse­
quence was that the police were compel­
led to charge the crowds, making many 
arrests rod somewhat clearing the air of 
the neighborhood. The gargottes, cafes 
and other public resorts of the neighbor­
hood have throughout the week been do­
ing a booming business as a result of this 
bloodthirsty, expectancy and when the 
police had charged and cleared the streets 
the officers had another and quite a live­
ly task in dealing out the most disorder­
ly of these drinking places. Here again 
many arrests were made and hideous 
drunken men and drink-sodden women, 
yelling and fighting, were escorted to the 
police stations, soiling the very air by

The old schoolhouae at McKeen’s Comer, 
Keswick, which has been used for the past 
four or five years only as a hall for temper­
ance and other gatherings, was burned to 
the ground early Wednesday morning.' It 
had been the cause of much disputing and 
its horning is supposed to have been the 
work of an incendiary. The building was 
worth about $500.

On Wednesday, Patrick Lucy of Hains- 
ville, a brother of Daniel Lucy of-this dty, 
lost his house by fire. Mr. Lucy was away 
from home at the time, and the occupants 
of the house were unaware of the fire until 
warned by a girl who noticed it from an ad­
joining field. The house was completely 
destroyed along with furniture, _ kitchen 
utensils, bedding etc. The fire originated 
from a spark from the chimney. No insur­
ance.

A heavy fire occurred at Gibson on Tues­
day night, by which a dwelling occupied 
and owned by Robert Neill was completely 
ruined. The occupants of the house were 
out at the time, Mr. Neill being in 8t. John 
and his wife at her father’s house. The St. 
Marys firemen turned out, and were the 
means bf saving from destruction by the 
flames several houses in the vicinity. It is 
not known how the fire caught. The 
house was insured with F. I. Morrison for 
$1,000, and the furniture for $500, which 
will fully cover the loss.

A most disastrous fire occurred on Thurs­
day evening about 10 o’clock, whereby a 
mill property, on the Woodstock road, a 
short distance above the city, owned and oc­
cupied by R. K. Jewett, was completely 
destroyed. There' were grave suspicions 
that it was the work bf an incendiary but 
this proved to be without foundation. The 
mill had been on fire during the afternoon 
but was extinguished by the men. Mr. 
Jewett had been at the mill about nine 
o’clock, but had returned home thinking 
everything was all right at ten o’clock the 
mill was in flames. The hose companies 
turned out, but were unable to retard the 
progress of the fire, on account of not being 
able to obtain any water. The mill was 
valued at about $5,000, and was insured for 
$2,500. Mr. Jewett lias the sympathy of all 
in his heaVy loss.
