Remedies—The following is condenscd
from the report to the Hon. Jno. Carling,
Minister of Agricnltnre for Ontario o |
1871, by Messrs. W. Saunders and E
Reed, both eminent Canadian entomol- |
ogists.

Arsenious acid, (arsenic): the quantity
suthcient to destroy the insect was more
or less destructive to the leaf, still the
zentlemen wereof opinion that when |
Paris green could not be obtained, the
above mizh* be used in the proportion

b
of one ouuce te one pound of tour, to
be coloured with charcoal or sume hiack |
powdar, so as to lessen the risk of acci- |
dent from its use.  Powlered cobidt, (Hy
poison), was used in the same prupor-
tion as the mixture aboye named, and
with about the same results, but is an
expeusive drug. Bichromate of putush,
used by the experimenters in the pro-
portion of two ounces disselvad in three
gallons of v ater, killed the insects effect-
ually, but also destrcyed “the plant.
The experiment was not however tried
with a greater dilution in water, and
therefare it mav yet, in a weakened
form, be practicable. Slight experiment
is needed to test this. Carbolate of lime:
the experimenters tried first an article
known as Douga'l’s but withont success;
subsequently an article obtained from
Lyman Bros., Toronto, a black powder
manufactured from coal tar, was found
effectual’on the larvae. This was more
expensive than Paris Green, but there is
in its favcur the fact-thay it is less poi-
sonous to the user than ghgletter article
Ashesand air-slacked lime 1n combination
was not satisfacterily tried, thongh used
by many facmers. We may, hewever,
say thaf reports on the subject, contain-
ed in American papers, haye spoken
highly of this mixture as a remedy ap-
plied by dredzing when the dew was on
the plant. We may alse mention that
sulphate of copper (blusstone), and helle-
bore were pronouunced useless.

The most effectual remedy is, doubt-
less that of hand-picking, which must be
persavered in daily, but, of course, is
only practicable en comparatively small
plots. Take a stick and knock the in-
sccts off the plant intoa dish of some
soit. . -

Amongst the natural enemies of the
plant are all the Lady birds (the dearest
friends of insect nature that the farmer
possesses);also therapacious, soldier-bag,
reduvius i aptatorins, of a light brown
colonr, which attacks the larvie, in its
the curaliz+, or carnivorous ground |
beetle ; the calosoma calidum; a beetle
very active in its movements, with shin-
ing black wing cases, an:dl with sir rows
of sunken coppery 'spots—found under
stones and logs in damp weather in May
and June; the Harpalus caliginosus, or
the murky ground beetle, of a dull, dark
colenr—and many other kinds of which
Mesers. Saunders and Reed. entertain
no doubt about discoveringintlfe charac-
ter of parasites to our enemuy. Whether
the colerado hasactually proved injuri-
ous te poultry that have attacked and
eaten them. the gentlcien above named,
from the conflicting evidenee obtained,
were unable te decide. The best -and
most effectual remedy yet tried is i
Paris GREEN ,(arscusie of copper.)
This is & deadly poison, and from its
pulyerized condition is very ianuidious,
and may be inhaled bythe person using
it, if not handled with greatcave. To ap-
ply it, mix one part of commercial Paris
Green by weight with ten or twelve
parts of flour, and with a flour dredger
reversed-and attached to.a longslanting 1
handle, and early in thé morning, wrm
the dew is on the potata plant, go down
the rows sprinkling your mixture on
the vines—but remember when yon are
dusting, se to walk thatthe wind shall
always blow from your person towards
the vine which you are sprinkling. -
