Widespread conspiracy exists 
amongst tradespeople in the United 
States to defraud customers by short 
weight, according to a writer in the 
Metropolitan Magazine, who declares 
it would take an encyclopaedia to de­
scribe all the tricks of tradesmen, 
even if the customer is shrewd 
enough to detect all the cheating that 
can be done with weights and meas­
ures before his eyes, the writer adds, 
he has only just begun to protect 
himself. You must reweigh and re­
measure on your little home outfit, 
especial y such goods as are not 
weighed and measured before your 
eyes. Fen* it is in package and.piece 
goods that fraudulent selling hi this 
country has reached its largest pro­
portions. j

The carpenter buys 10-inch rough 
lumber and finds that it is only 9% 
inches wide. The painter pays for 
12 Vo pound* 25 or 50-pound pails of 
paint, and they weigh much less than 
that, keg and all. Spools of thread, 
five yards short of what they are 
marked. Sheetings, pillow cases 
end linens are marked at a greater 
measure than their true one. Rubber 
goods are marked at a greater weight

or a greater capacity than the real

In Chicago. Cleveland and other 
cities, whose inspectors have recently 
been stirred to new activity, the num-. 
her of frauds discovered has leaped 
to ,more than double. In New York 
City the total number of seizures in 
1909 was only 1644. as against more 
than twice that number In but three 
months of last vèar. The inspectors 
reported violations involving fines 
which amounted to (50,790 for the 
three months.

Dr. Fritz Reichmann. superintend­
ent of weights and measures In New 
York State, found that complaints 
were pHing up in his office as to the 
short weight of print butter sold In 
the state. When he hauled up the 
guilty creameries they told stories 
about butter being susceptible of 
much shrinkage .betweeeu the time 
it was freshly moulded and the time 
it was sold. Some said it would 
Shrink in a month as much as 25 
per cent. Dr. Reichmann quietly 
caused to be visited 30 different 
creameries throughout the state, and 
had 252 prints of butter weighed 
while still dripping wet from the 
molds. Almost half, or 124, were 
foiktd to'he short of a pound!

to^jvas found also that the cream­
eries fully distinguish between prints 
put up for Massachusetts trade ex­
clusively and ill others. On the 
prints intended for Masachusetts 
where the law is most strictly en­
forced. there proved to be a net ex­
cess of one and six-tenths per cent 
on the total number weighed. On the 
total number of prints intended for 
New York and other states there was 
a net shortage of 1 per cent. The 
average shortage of all short print 
not intended for Masachusetts wa: 
three per cent, or almost an ounce. 
In one creamery there was an aver­
age shortage on prints weighed o: 
nearly two ounces.

The Indianapolis inspector states 
that in the last 4% years lie has con­
fiscated upwards of 13.000 fraudulent 
measures and scales front tradesmen 
The authorities in Harrisburg. Pa. 
last summer, made a special investi­
gation of small wooden berry boxes 
In the entire ciyktbey could not find 
t single box confining a toll quart.

910. his inspector visited 12,486 plac- 
s of business. They Condemned and

We notice that a let’er appeal's in 
the Daily News of this morning over 
the signature of Elijah Mercer, of 
Hay poherts m which the following 
statement appears:—
"Editor Daily News:

"Dear Sir,'—Will you please through 
your much esteemed paper, contra­
dict a false statement which appear­
ed in the Telegram of the 15th, saying 
that the Government paid me $,325 per 
month for the hire of my schooner 
on the Labrador last summer, erect­
ing the Marconi stations. This is a 
downright falsehood and misleading. 
The Government paid $225 (two hun­
dred and twenty-five dollars) per 
month for the schooner. There were 
three months and twenty-one days; 
they joined her the first of July, and 
they were paid off the 21st of October. 
That was the time, Mr. Editor.”

On the 15th ult. we published a copy 
of a financial statement made by the 
Minister of Marine and Fisheries, Mr 
Piccott, in answer to the following 
question of which Mr. Kent gave no­
tice in the following words:—

To ask the Minister of Marine anti 
Fisheries to lay on the table of the 
House a statement showing, in detail 
amounts paid for material, supplies 
hire of vessels, names of men employ­
ed, With amounts paid each, in con­
vection with the erection of Marcon 
Stations: also specifying number 01 
stations, and where each is situated at 
labrador, from January 1st, 1910, tc 
date.

Capt. Farquhar’s
New Steamer.

S. S. SEAL, LAUNCHED MARCH 22.
Messrs. Napier and Miller, Old Kil­

patrick, launched yesterday the steel 
screw steamer Seal, which they have 
built to the order of Capt. J. A. Far- 
quhar, Halifax, Nova Scotia. The di­
mensions of the vessel are: Length, 
175 feet; breadth 26 ft. 8 in'; depth, 
20 ft. 5% in., with a gross tonnage of 
about 520 tons. She has been built 
under the rules of Lloyd's Register 
for their highest class, and is rigged 
as a two-topmasted schooner. She has 
upper and shelter decks, water bal­
last in double bottom and aft peak, 
and has been specially strengthened 
for working in the ice when sealing 
off the Newfoundland coast. She is 
admirably suited for cruising in 
northern waters. The machinery, 
which is being supplied by Messrs. 
Aitebison Blair, Clydebank, consists 
of triple expansion engines and one 
large main boiler and donkey boiler. 
During construction the . vessel has 
been under the direction of the own­
er, assisted by Mr. Alex. Craig, con­
sulting engineer, Glasgow. The nam­
ing ceremony was conducted by Miss 
Bea Farquhar, daughter of the owner. 
—Glasgow Herald, March 23.

Gold Medal for Rescue at Sea.
The King yesterday received at 

Buckingham Palace a deputation from 
the Royal Humane Society, of which 
His Majesty is patron, and presented 
the society's Stanhope gold medal to 
Chief Engineer Frank Fraser, of the 
Aberdeen trawler Donside, for a gal­
lant rescue at sea.

The deputation was composed of 
Admiral Sir G. Digby Morant (chair­
man), Mr. A. Travers Hawes (vice- 
chairman), Lieut.-Gen. Sir William 
T. Adair, and Mr. J. H. Blackwood.

Heroism In a Gale.
The rescue for which Mr. Fraser 

was awarded the medal is described 
In the Court Circular aa follows: —

At 12.30 a.m. on August 27, 1910, 
the Aberdeen trawler Donside was 
titling on the VIking Bank, about 225 
.nlles north-east by east of Aberdeen. 
Although it. was blowing hard with 
a heavy sea running the captain de 
elded to shoot the trawl, and when 
he thought everything was clear 
shouted to let go, but unfortunatbly 
the deck hand, John “Fraser, was 
standing on a part of the net, and was 
carried over the side of the vessel.

“Hearing the shouting on deck the 
chief engineer, Frank* Fraser, rush 
ed up from below and instantly leaped 
overboard and managed to reach the 
man, both then drifting to windward. 
There being a light in the after rig­
ging the men cpuld be seen, and a 
rope was thrown which the c‘ief 
engineer succeeded in grasping, but 
his hands being greasy with oil from 
the engine room he had the utmost 
difficulty in retaining his hold and 
continually slipped back'.

“It whs only after fifteen minutes' 
patient work that both were got safe­
ly on board, the salvor being milch 
bruised from knocking against the 
side of the vessel. Extreme risk was 
incurred, the night being pitch darn 
and the sea very rough." — Daily 
Mail, March 24.

MON BY RT. REV. MON8IGNOR
ROCHE.
Right Revd. Monsignor Roche 

preached at Vespers last night. His 
text was taken from the first Epis­
tle of St. Paul to the Thessalonians, 
4 chap. 6th verse: "Let no man over 
reach or circumvent his brother in 
business." It was the ablest dis­
course on the Commandment "Thou 
Shalt not Steal," heard In the Cathe­
dral since the days of the Mission 
given by the Jesuits. The different 
ways in which dishonesty may be 
committed were recounted by the rev. 
preacher; first there was domestic 
theft whereby the wife stole from the 
husband and the children from the 
parents ; second, there is the theft of 
the employee who stole from his 
master; the other common cases in­
cluded defrauding insurance compan­
ies by casting away ships and burn­
ing down houses; the thefts in using 
false weights and measures; putting 
bad material into wo.rk contracted 
for; keeping money paid one by mis­
take; retaining goods belonging to 
others; getting goods from dealers 
and contracting debts beyond our 
means and refusing to pay for them. 
This was as b.ad as stealing or the 
work of a burglar. Too many people 
were dishonest on account of the 
craze for living beyond their means 
and a foolish desire to shine in fash­
ionable clothing. This kind of theft 
was as bad from a moral standpoint 
as any other when the persons coti- 
cerned took the goods of another 
without any Intention of paying for 
them. There was some excuse for 
those who were poor And stricken 
with illness in not paying tile debts 
promised that they had an honest in­
tention to pay for them when they 
contracted the debt. Almighty Gcel 
would not be hard on the poor. He 
forgave the poor man who oiv-d a 
debt in the Rilile parable whereas the 
rich man would not in turn forgive 
him. No scruples of having a poor 
tenant put out on the street should he 
not be able to pay the rent, and the 
rich man will distrain on the poor 
man’s furniture should lie fail to pay 
the debt. God does not expect ini 
possibilities but requires in the 
words of St. Paul; “That no man over 
reach or circumvent his brother in 
business.” Every man's conscience 
will tell him when he does this. It. 
is no avail to know it. however, with­
out applying the remedy, viz., restitu­
tion and resolving to sin no more. 
Now is the -time to do it while we are 
in life. Don't wait till, the grave 
closes over, us, depending on friends 
to do it; they may forget us. Thue 
is the Holy Season of Lent an accept­
able time, the day of salvation. Let 
every one pay his debts and make re­
stitution, resolving to live a straight, 
honest life in future, for even worldly 
philosophy avers that “Honesty is the 
best Policy,” and the poet says that

Ontario Murderer 
Confesses Crime.

Claiming Temporary Insanity.
Goderich, Ont., March 20.—Edward 

Jardine, aged 22 years, now confined 
in the county jail here awaiting trial 
at the spring Assizes next month for 
the alleged murder of Lizzie Ander­
son, has made a complete confession 
that he alone committed the deed. 
This confession was secured by Dr. 
R. W. Bruce Smith, inspector of pris­
ons and asylums of Toronto, who was 
here .Saturday. Chief Coroner Arthur 
Jukes Johnson, of Toronto, was also 
here to examine the sanity of Jardine 
and George Vanstone. The latter is 
awaiting trial On a charge of murder­
ing hjs six year old son here last fall. 
In the statement , said to have been 
given, Jardine admits that he enticed 
the Anderson girl from the Fair 
grr finds to the vacant building a 
Short distance away. After some al­
tercations, in which she threatened 
exposure, he struck her once with the 
jack knife and she died almost imme­
diately. This murderous attack, .jar­
dine alleges, was due to a fit of i ant-; 
porary insanity. Later, he returned 
and stripped the body off its cloth­
ing by slashing away each article with 
his knife. Insanity will be the de­
fence in the case of both Jardine and 
Vanstone.

After the City Club men had drunk 
a toast standing to the health of Am 
bassador Bryce, and'still standing had 
clapped hands for a'full two minutes 
Mr. Bryce began his speech. He said 

"The first point I have to note 
about our municipal system is that i 
is generally uniform. All our muni 
dualities consist of towns and cities 
There is no technical distinction hr 
tween a city and a town, for a city 
is merely a complimentary title give, 
to some of the largest towns. Tin 
system is a little different in Scot 
land, but the main features are simi 
lar to those of England. Our muni 
cipai governments are created by gen­
eral statutes, which are amended fron 
time to time by subsequent statutes 
which statutes lay down the outline 
or general structure of the govern 
nient, and show in a general way tin 
system under which the government 
is created. The form of our govern 
ment is everywhere substantially tin 
same. There is a council compose, 
of two classes of persons, councillor, 
and aldermen, and there is a mayo 
who is not elected separately, bu 
chosen by the council and aldermei 
generally from among themselves 
The elections as a rule are pure 
There is very little bribery ; there i- 
practically no personation or repeat 
ing. ■ ’ ,

“In the majority of our municipal 
ities the elections are nominally at 
least conducted upon party lines: that 
is to say a candidate avows himself 
to be a Liberal or a Tory, and the 
party organizations are called in to 
conduct his campaign, but in point of 
fact the elections do not greatly turn 
upon party lines. In other words, it 
is not felt that it is necessary for 
municipal purposes to keep a party 
organization always working and at 
full steam in the interests of the party 
generally, so little has party to do 
with the conduct of municipal affairs.
I have .known a parliamentary elec­
tion to take place immediately after­
ward which would completely belie 
the results that men had tried to de­
duce from a municipal election.

"There is little or none of the trou­
ble that is felt here in securing a re­
nomination. It is almost a matter of 
course to renominate a man if he bas 
been faithful to his party, in Parlia­
ment or in the Council, and if be is not 
personally objectionable. The Coun­
cillors are elected by wards. There 
are usually three elected for each 
ward and one is elected every year, 
the term of service being three years 
They are the directly elected mem­
bers of the Municipal Council. The 
aldermen are chosen by the Council 
each November, Immediately after the 
election, and the aldermen are chosen 
t0 Serve for six years instead of for 
three.

• The mayor Is not directly elected,

but is chosen by the council, not ne­
cessarily from among Itself. As a 
rule, I should say In the great major­
ity of cases, the enormous majority 
of cases, the mayor is chosen from 
the council. The mayor with us has 
not those important special functiqns 
which belong to the mayor here. He 
is merely the chairman of the coun­
cil, and he has no more influence than 
belongs to a chairman whose busi­
ness it is to see that the business is 
properly conducted.

“Very much depends up.on his per­
sonal quality. It is. however, a posi­
tion of dignity. He is always address­
ed as ‘Your Worship’ or ‘Your Hon­
or.’ He wears a gold chain ; the gold 
chain is often an object' of great 
beauty, and it comes down sometimes 
from somewhat distant antiquity, and 
these attributes mark out the post 
as a post to which some importance 
is attached and in which it is always 
an object to secure a man of ability 
and character, and if possible also of 
high social position. I suppose that 
there are very few mayors who art 
pot considerably out of pocket at the 
end of their terms of office by the 
expenditure to which they are put it’ 
sustaining the dignity of the towns 
by the entertainments that they give

“I may say that in general we havi 
apart from the councillors no elec­
tive officers. The • Government is ir 
touch with the people only througl 
the election of the councillors. Ev 
erybody else is elected and appointed 
by the council its^JL Therefore even 
council divides it&fïf into committees 
and the government of ttye borough: 
is practically vested in these com 
mittees. The committees are appoint 
ed not by the mayor but by the conn 
oil. We have no custom in England 
at all of leaving any individual per­
son to appoint a committee neither ir 
the House of Commons nor the Housi 
of lmrds nor in any county Conner 
nor in any municipal council do w. 
give so important a function as the 
appointment of a committee to an: 
single officer. These things are al 
ways vested in the body itself.’

I-ONDON, April 2.
The attitude of the Imperial Ger­

man Chancellor has not dampened 
British zeal over the Arbitration 
Treaty. The projected demonstration 
to be held in Albert Hall has been 
sbandoned in favor of a wider nation­
al movement, which took the form of 
nine hundred meetings being held 
yesterday and to-day in all cities in 
the Kingdom. Councils representing 
nineteen hundred Evangelical Church­
es passed resolutions supporting pro­
posed treaty and welcoming the idea 
of American Churches observing 
April 2nd as Arbitration Sunday, and 
copies of the resolutions were for­
warded Taft and Grey. News that ne­
gotiations had actually begun, was re­
ceived at the meetings, and “Arbitra­
tion” was the theme of the sermons at 
most churches. A great peace de­
monstration was held at Whitefield’s 
Tabernacle, where Lord Coleridge 
presided. Augustine Birrell was the 
speaker, and after quoting “There is 
a tide in the affairs of man," he said. 
"To-day there is a great tide and peace 
wave rolling across the Atlantic, 
that ought to be taken at the flood," 
Referring at length to Von Holweg’s 
speech, he said that in his opinion, 
"though it was below the grandeur 
of the theme, yet it contained pas­
sages of hope.”

MADRID, April 3 

The Cabinet of Premier Canalejas 
has resigned. It was formed in Feb­
ruary.
