Although they
fought bravely, the enemy were driven
back and meanwhile strong French re-
inforcements were rushed to the front.

“After a battle of five hours the
Germans retreated to their original
entrenched positions. The battle was
waged half a mile from the centre of
Arras, whese population of 3,000 lay
huddled in cellars while the trench
howitzers hurled melinite . shells,
weighing 150 pounds, into the town.”

Off Horses and
the Sword.

You have noted that unless the larg-
er horse of a team were driven on the
off side you are annoyed or even dis-
treszed? This is, of course, because
your heart is. on your left side. You
may say that it is because you are
used to that particular arrangement
of horses; but did you ever ask your-
self why the large horse is harnessed
up the right side?” Let us follow it
up; it is really very interesting.

It is because, not so very long
since, we had a_postilion to drive
for.us, who rode one of the horges. It
was his habit to. hitch  the .smaller
horses on the left hand side, because
it is easier to get on @ smaller horse
than on a larger one—and because it
was the habit to mount a horse from
the left side.

The habit of getting on a horse from
the left side. was formed because men
had the’habit of ‘wearing the sword
upon the left side; therefore to get
upQn a horse from the right side while
wearing the sword, was not practical;
one’s sword would get tangled be-
tween one’s legs. The habit.of wear-
ing the sword on the left side rather
than on the right was formed because
most men were right-handed habitua-
ally: and so could draw easier and
quicker from a scabbard on the left
The habit of being right-handed was
formed so- that the ‘heart might not

be so eapily reached by the opening |

Ask Government to Give Them Arms
and Ammunition and Allow Their
Officers to Take Real Titles.

London, Jan. 28.—England’s army of
two million “volunteers for defence,”
frowned upon by Earl Kitchener for
many weeks and at first derided by
“Tommy Atkins,” is now clamoring for
something more than mere official re-
cognition.

The volunteer army wants the Gov-
ernment to providg it with arms and
ammunition and permit its officers to
assume real titles.

The volunteers have had a hard row
to hoe. When they first asked Earl
Kitchener for official sanction of their

{ training corps, they were bluntly told

that if they wanted to drill the recruit-
ing offices were open.

Despite this the organizers plugged

away. {They bought. their own uni-
forms of grey-green-and some of their
own arms and-ammunition. They de-
hours to long
marches, rifle practice and drills.
Gradually they worked themselves in-
to a compact organization.
{ The ‘official recognition,” mnow
granted by the War Office carries only
a slight solace to the volunteers. 1t
would, however, save them from be-
ing shot down as “Franc-Tireurs” in
case Germany invaded England, as
they would be considered organized
soldiers.

The arrival of the second contin-
gent of Australians in Egypt and the
baptism of fire sustained by a detach-
ment of the first contingent serve to
draw attention to the forces provided

and being provided for active service

by this Dominion of the Southern
Cross, with a population less than
five million souls. In the first place
she sent an Expeditionary Force of
20,000 men who were landed in Egypt,
not very long after the war broke out.
This force has now been supplement-
ed by a second expeditionary force of
10,000 men, who. were announced yes-
terday to have been disembarked in
Egypt, and a third expeditionary force
is being got réady for the front. In
addition to this she sent a joint naval
and military force and captured Ger-
man New Guinea and other Pacific
islands held by the Germans. She
has also in active operation a small
fleet of mainly modern warships.
These consist of the battle cruiser
Australia, of 18,800 tons, completed in
1913, carrying eight 12 in. guns. Three
fast 2nd class cruisers of 5,440 tons
each carrying eight six inch guns,
one of which, the Sydney, distinguish-
ed itself by destroying the Emden, a
fourth completed in 1906 of 5,880
tons, carrying eleven 6 inch guns and
a light -cruiser of 2,200 tons with eight
4 inch guns. In addition to these,
Australia had at the opening of the
war a submarine, since lost, three
destroyers built and three building.
The Australian Navy did great service
in co-operating with the Japanese
Navy in clearing the Pacific of Ger-
man commerce raiders. Since writ-
ing the above, the ‘Australia’ is re-
ported to have sunk a German auxili-
ary cruiser off Patagonia on January
th.

The Soldier’s Test.

Most Terrifying Position is Silence
Under Fire.

Every one of us must have wonder-
ed how he would feel in battle for the
first time. We may get some idea of
how the average man feels in such
circumstances from a study of the
psychology of battle, just published
in Italy. Lieut.-Col. Mangiarotti, of
the 77th Infantry, carefully examined
more than 2,000 soldiers who first
faced fire in the recent waf between
Italy and Turkey, and he summarizes
their statements in the Rivista Mili-
tare. He question them one by one.
Out of 2,000 men 1,700 confessed
that their most trying moment in the
whol® campaign was when they first
heard hostile bullets whistle about
their ears. But almost all of them
said they were much less frightened
than they had expected to be, and that
the scare diminished with each bat-
tle.

The average soldier finds the most

ing motionless in the front rank, ex-
posed to the enemy’s fire without be-
ing able to reply. The order to ad-
vance or to charge with fixed bayo-
nets is then received as a release from
agony. Movement, even into greater
peril, distracts the mind and greatly
reduces the mental anguish.

Soldiers are seriously affected by
the trembling of their superiors. _An

coward in the eyes of the rank and
file, although the men know that many
military heroes—. IV., Turenne,
and Frederick the t, for instance
—itrembled on going into a fight.
Colonel Mangiarotti says that offi-
cers must understand this feeling.
This is especially true for lieutenants,
for this inquiry reveals the fact that
in battle all officers from captains up-
ward are non-existent so far as the
common soldiers are concerned. They
keep their eyes on their lieutenants
exclusively. This was brought out
when Col. Mangiarotti asked the men
what sentiment animated them when
the bullets were falling all around
them—was it love of country, relig-
ion, or their oath of fidelity to their
king? “I went ahead,” they replied,
almost unanimously, “because my lieu-
tenant went ahead.”

It seems that once the battie is on
and the first feeling of terror has
vanished soldiers feel as if set free.

Says Germany
Faces Hunger.

Paris, January 27.—In connection
with the discussion as to what there
is left in Germany to eat L’Informa-
tion published from its Amsterdam
correspondent, a letter alleged to have
been written by a young Germanto his
parents which threw some light on
the matter. Since then the paper has
received a second-letter signed by “A
German,”’ stating that the first letter
was a fake. However, since it is a
characteristic “German” letter fake or
no, a taste of it is worth giving by
way of example of what the French
press is printing. as “German” matter
about the war.

In the modest Leipzig restaurant
where eur young bachelor eats, he
writes fondly to his parents, prices
are on the way up and portions on the
way down. Before the war one might
eat all the bread one wanted for no-
thing at this restaurant. Later there
was a recommendation that one take
only what one really wanted to eat,
so that there be no waste -from roll-
ing bread balls and other idle amuse-
ment of the restaurant table. Finally
there came to be almost no bread. Po-
tatoes were served in quarters in-
stead of whole.

The quality of everything has gone
down, and even the bread is very bad.
There is no more meat to speak of,
not even beef. Of game there is lit-
tle, very dear and served in micro-
scopic portions, mostly bones., All the
fteers in Silicia have been killed for
the army which eats not only canned
beef, but canned horse, dog and cat.
The -government does not permit but-
chering of bulls or cows, for fear of
the future of the breed after the war.
There is even talk of the war’s lasting
so long-that several generations of
beeves will be raised and eaten be-
fore it is all over. The game will run
short pretty soon, and then Leipzig
will have nothing at all to eat.

Bill on Bea:a Trawling

IS INTRODUCED INTO THE U.S.
HOUSE OF REPRESENTATIVES.

U. S. Congressman Gardiner's bill
for an investigation of beam trawling
was submitted to the Bureau of Fish-
eries on Monday of this week. A
summary of the text reads:

“In a report on an investigation of
trawl fishing in the Atlantic, submit-
ted to the House to-day, Commission-
er Smith of the Bureau of Fisheries
urged that the United States with the
co-operation of Canada, Newfound-
land and France safeguard the futtire
supply of fish by restricting to cer-
tain definite banks and grounds  the
use of any Kkind of trawl drawn by
vessel except shellfish, by means of
