The Can Industry.

tecommended by Govérnment Analyst

The subjoined communication was
read at last night’s meeting of the
City Council. It was sent by Govern-
ment Analyst Davies and suggests the
opening up of a tin can industry, now
operated with such profitable results
in the Old Country.

“In pre-war days old tins
“shipped- from Britain to Germany at
“an average cost of £1 a ton. At
“least 30,000 tons were shipped every
“year.

“About one per cent of tin was re-
“ceived from the old tins, and the
“tin thus received was equal in value
“to the ar.nount paid by the Germans
“for the old tins.

“Phe steel received was employed
“in makihg useful steel articles.

“A company known as The Tinning
“Company has been formed at home
“with the object of utilizing old tins.

“On payment of Toyalty to the
‘company for the process, a company
‘ean erect works at its own expense
“and trade on its own account.

“] am under the impression a

Unadulterated
Theorism.

One of the leading Ger-

men newspapers calls

President Wilson an “un-

adulterated theorist.” It

is unkind, but for once
we are able to agree with our enemy.
The most superficial examination of
the speech that called forth the
epithet reveals how thoroughly it is
deserved. If the President really
wishes to effect anything, he must get
down from his lofty perch:.of ideal-
ism. The usage and language of
diplomacy demand often that the
realities of a case be winked out of
view, but even ¢iplomacy does not de-
mand it in a situation like this. If
Mr. Wilson imagines that this war is
going to be ended upon any other
basis, or through the operation of any
other agency, than the hard cold facts
of it, he makes a great mistake. Those
facts he has so persistently and so
completely ignored that we begin to
wonder if he knows what they are, or
has ever known.

It is not fair as a rule to isolate
statements from their context and so
attack them, but in this case we may
do so with jusfice, selecting a few sen-
tences that are the very foundation of
the President’s argument, if anything
so. illogical can be called an argu-
ment. He asks, “Is the present war
a struggle for a just and secure
peace, or only for a new balance of
power?” He replies himself further
on, “Fortunately we have received
very explicit assurances on this point.
The statesmen of both of the groups
of nations arrayed against one an-
other have said, in terms that could
not be mininterpreted, that it was no
part of the purpose they had in mind
to crush their antagonists.” Could
anything exceed the puerility of the
question or the deception of the an-
swer? A schoolboy knows that it
takes two to make a quarrel, and that
a struggle must have at least two
conflicting objects. ., If bbth sides
struggle for “a just and secure
peace,” is it conceivable that they
would go on struggling? The Presi-
dent shirks utterly the obvious fact
that the ideas entertained by the two
sides of the justice and security of
any peace are very different, and are
intimately involved in the alternative
“balance of power.” But both sides

have given their explicit assurances -

of their objects, and it appears to be
one of the qualities of neutrality, or

of Mr. Wilson's conception of it, to

believe both sides. We should prefer
to believe the facts. Both sides have
given these assurances, but when?
Most judges, we think, would estimate
the objects of a belligerent at the
time when it enters upon a war, par-
ticularly if it has itself provoked it,
and not when a previous course of
events has compelled it funda-
mentally to alter them. Germany

L\mu cotemptuously silent as’ to
her objects in ' August, 1914, Let
her acts speak for her. What did
they say? What the writings of Bern-
hardi, and Treitschke, and her other
miutary gospels? .What her confess-
ed violation of Belgium’s neutrality?
What the enormous avalanche of
troops upon Paris, upon a plan clear-
ly preconceived and into positions
almost actually prepared for them?
What these and a hundred other facts,
if not that her object was utterly to
crush France, to leave her after a few
weeks no more national existence, we
cannot say life, than the magnanimity

turning then: to the east, if not utter-
ly to crash, at lgast utterly to para-|
Iyze Russia? And, these accomplish-'
ed, to gather together her forces for
the final effort that was utterly to
crush Great Britain? There is no
need to answer these questions: they
have been answered already in Ger-
many itself.

If Mr. Wilson misstates Germany’s
objects he almost equally misstates
those of the Allies. He speaks
as though the peace at which
they aim is in itself a tangible .object
not to be expressed in any terms of
conquest: in fact his whole concep-
tion of it seems to be:strangely hazy.
The Allies do not aim at “crushing
their antagonists,” if by these we un-
derstand the nations at war ' with
them; but if instead we substitute
their real enemy, Prussia and her
ideals, it is not true. Those they in-
tend to crush, and to crush beyond all
chance of their resurrection in the
same form. This the Allies do not
deny. They have stated it in so many
words, and indicated that peace can
come in no other way.

©On these premises, which we con-
sider utterly false, the President’s
whole syllogism is erected. He de-
duces from this supposed unanimtity
of purpose of all the belligerents an
out-and-out draw as the only fitting
result of the war, and indicates, in-
deed, that he expects it. He goes on
to speak of an equality of nations,
meaning thereby an equality of rights
and not of power. This is not a new
idealism, but it is idealism. Much Bel-
gium’s equahty of right with Germany
availed to compensate her inequality
of power! What is wanted is not an
equality of rights—that is understood
and inherent—but an equality of re-
gard for them. That we shall never
have as long as Prussia retains any-
thing approaching an equality of pow-
er -with other nations, either actual
in herself or potential in her influ-
ence over other nations such as she
now exercises. This may be bad
theory, but it is good sense, founded
on actual indubitable facts. Mr. Wil-
son’s idealism is in many ways ad-
mirable, but his inabiMty is surpris-
ing to see the great stumbling-block
in the way of its realisation, and in
its removal the one paramount object
of the Allies.

More Revenue
For City Council.

Acting on the recommendation of
their Sanitary Supervisor, the Muni-
cipal Council Board have adopted a
new rule,  which, it is expected, will
benefit the city revenue from two to
three thousand dollars annually. In
his annual report the Sanitary Super-
visor stated that actually 270 indivi-
duals and public and private con-
cerns had ashes and offal removed
from their back yards, cellars and
furnace rooms by sanitary men, but
that the city received no returns
whatever for the performances of this
sort of work. A resolution, which
takes effect February 1st next, has
been passed stating that if anyone
wants sweepings, etc. done by city
employees they must apply to the
Secretary-Treasurer, whose rates are
$15 per year for factories and public
buildings, and $9 a year or 75 cents
a month for dwelling houses. Of
course if refuse is put out in the reg-
ular way it will be taken as usual,
without charge, but no Sanitary em-
ployees are allowed to enter \back-
yards, etc., after January 3lst )\ and
have been so instructed.

Newlonndla_gx_d Seam

Executed for Aecting German Spy.

Information has just reached this
city to the effect that a well known
young mariner, who sailed out of St.
John’s for several years, though he
claimed Catalina as his birth place,
had been executed quite recently in
the Old Country for acting as a spy
for the Germans. The exact character
of the offence was that he was caught
selling charts to the enemy. He was
court-martialled and sentenced to be
shot. The execution took place:in a
building in London. In ‘connection
with the foregoing it is noteworthy
that the seaman in question was on
a¢ vessel ‘which was submarined and
sdnk by the Huns last fall.

ANNUAL MEETING,

The annual meeting of the New-
foundland Bible Society was held: last
night at- th,e Methodist College Hall,
being not very well attended. His
Excellency the Governor occupied the

chair and was accompanied on the'
platform by Lady Davidson and ‘Cap-’
tain Riley, M.C. Following a reading
of Scripture and prayer by the Rev.
Gordon Dickie, Canon Bolt read a let-
ter from the Bishop regretting his
inability to be present, and spoke
sympathetically of his Lordship’s ill-
ness. He referred in eulogistic and
affectionate terms to the late Presi-
dent of the Society, Hon. H. J. B.
‘Woods, whose' passing was a severe
lo8s to the Society. He moved a re-
solution of sympathy and regret,
which was seconded by Mr. John
Leamon.

His Excellency, being moved to the
chair; also spoke warmly of the late
President, in whom he had found the
highest qualities of a man and a New-
foundlander. His regular devotion to,
and attendance at, the Sunday-school
for forty years, which denied him his
weekly rest from his arduous duties,
of itself stamped him as the man he
was. The Governor then read an ad-
dress to the Society treating of the
present war situation and the ques-
tion of peace, comparing it happily to
the days of the great Pitt and the Na-
poleonic struggle, when the first
statesman of Britain rejected the false
peace until the true should be won.
The eloquence and vigour of the ad-
dress evoked warm applause.

The Rev. W. H. Thomas, taking the
place of Rev, Mr. Sutherland, then
read the Report of the Society for the
past year. The report both showed an
excellent record and was itself a mas-
terly composition. The Society is for-
tunate in having its activities and en-
deavours so well summarised and ex-
pressed. Mr. R. A. Templeton pre-
‘sented the accounts, which were most
gratifying and encouraging, and were
received with applause. Hon. J. A.
Robinson in a short but eloguent
speech moved the adoption of the re-
port and accounts and congratulated
warmly the officers responsible for
them. He was seconded by Mr. H. A.
Winter.

The Rev. Canon Colley, who was the
speaker of the evening, then gave an
address, based upon the Bible, “the
divine library.” In striking lg.nguage
he told of the comfort he had ‘derived
from its pages in the isolation of many
outports and on lonely Labrador. He
pleaded, with many eloquent instances
from the lives of great men, for great-
er attention to the Bible itself and its
study, and less to its commentators.
He told how a great divine of Oxford
had advised an earnest student of
theology to study the gospels, to begin
at the beginning which all could read
and know. He had himself been im-
pressed by the want of vision of learn-
ed doctors. “Without vision ‘the peo-
ple perish.” The Bible provided the
light for such vision. It was the
Truth, and the truth the strongest
thing in the world. The whole ad-
dress was one of great beauty and
force.

Major Macpherson, seconded by Mr.
C. Henderson and adopted. The offi-

THE IMPERIAL PEACEMAKER.

PARIS, To-day.

L’'Oeuvre publishes a curious story
regarding a new peace move by the
Kaiser. It is vouched for by a friend
of the author of the famous German
War Book, “J’ Accuse.” The writer’s
identity is.known to only three Swiss
friends, one of whom furnished the
information in question. It is known,
says L’Ouvre, that this anonymous
writer has reliable sources of infor-
mation in Germany. He asserts that
the Emperor’s letter to the Chancel-
lor regarding peace proposals was
written subsequently to the Chancel-
lor’'s proposal and did not refer to it
but to a new peace move which the
Emperor contemplates making short-
ly, perhaps next Saturday on the oc-
casion of his birthday. The Emperor’s
proposals would .take the following
lines: “The Allies are posing as fu-
ture organizers of world peace. My
note was to prove my love for peace.
Since the Allies rejected my offer, but
all adhere to the idea of universal
peace, I will be the first promoter of
this peace and propose that all parties
meet forthwith to discuss the prim-
ordical article of war’s .ends namely,
the reorganization of future peace.
The Emperor, it is alleged, will on this
occasion cite Emanuel Kant, who said
“One day a jpowerful enlightened na-
tion will establish the basis of Feder- !
al Union and by the adhesion of other
nations will extend this union to other
civilized nations.”

FRENCH MEALS CUT DOWN.

PARIS, To-day.

France to-day followed the example
of England and Italy in restricting
meals in restaurants. Dinners in re-
taurants are hereafter restricted to
hors d’ ocuvre or soup, two dishes and
cheese or dessert.

LONDON, Jan. 25.

(Via Reuter’s Ottawa Agency.)—

vice and assistance in the coming de-
cisions about the conduct of the war

and negotiating peace. Australia

knows that I am no jingo, my record
contains no journeying into flamboy-

ant Imperialism, yet I regard this
Council as marking the beginning of
a new epoch in the history of the
Empire. The war has changed us,
Heaven knows; it has taught us more
than we yet understand. It has open-
ed a new age for us and we want to
go into that age together with our
fellows overseas, just as we have
come through the darkness together
and shed our blood and treasures tc-
gether.” It was obvious, says the
correspondent, that in Lloyd George's
mind the first duty of the Council
would be to consider the immediate
task of winning the war. *“The Em-
pire War Council,” continued the Pre-
mier, “will deal with all general
questions affecting the war. The
Prime Ministers, or their representa-
tives, will be temporary members of
the War Cabinet, and we propose to
arrange that all matters of first-rate
importance should be considered at a
series of special meetings. Nothing
affecting the Dominions, the conduct
of the war, or the negotiations for
peace will be excluded from its pur-
view. There will, of course, be do-
mestic questions which each part of
the Empire must settle for itself,
questions such as recruiting in - the
United Kingdom or home legislation.
Such domestic matters will be our
only reservation, but we propose that
everything else should be, so to
speak, on the table.” “Will the dis-
cussion include such matters as ‘the
fate of the German  colonies?” was
asked. Lloyd Georg: aid, “That is
one obvious question, but there are
many questions of equal moment. All
difficult problems connected: with the
making of peace, as was stated in the
Government’s invitation, will be
threshed out.' The war policy of the

Empire will be clearly defined, and of
great importance is, what I may call
preparation for peace. That will in-
volve not only demobilization, but
such after-the-war questions as the
migration of our people to other parts
of the Empire, settlement of soldiers
on land, commerce and industry.”
“You have not hesitated to depart
from precedent ?” “We certainly
have not,” answered the Premier, “but
in these days we can’'t hesitate, be-
cause we are breaking precedents.
The Empire has thrown itself heart
and soul into the war. We would be
failing in our duties if we did mot

Further, we are most anxious
that during the last and most trying
phase of the war, the British Empire
may present to the world an absolute-
ly and united front. Up to the present
the British Government has shoulder-
ed the responsibility for the policy of
the war, alone. It now wishes to
know that in its measures for prose-
cuting the war to a finish, in its ne-
gotiations for peace, it will be car-
rying out the policy agreed upon by
representatives of the whole Empire,

sitting in plenary council together.”
“What about after the war?” he was
asked. “If you mean by that, con-
stitution and reconstruction,” an-
swered Lloyd George, “I can only
say it's too soon to talk about ‘after
the war.” But I can say this, things
can never be the same after the war
as before it. Five democracies, all
parts of one Empire, cannot shed
their blood and treasures with hero-
ism and disregard of cost which has
been beyond all praise, without leav-
ing memories of comradeship and
great accomplishment which will nev-
er die. Of this I am certain, the peo-
ples of the Empire will have found a
unity in war such as never existed
before, a unity not only of history,

but of purpose. What practical change :

mean, I do not venture to
That it will involve some change is

certain. I believe all the statesmen

with these fundamental post-war
problems, but it may afford some in-
sight into the form they may take.”
“Then yoy are sanguine about the fu-
ture of the Empire?” “If we see the
war through, I certainly am,” the Pre-
mier answered. ‘“You do not suppose

CONTINUES UNABA-

TED.

NEW YORK, Jan. 25.

The big battle between the Germans
and Russians over the frozen marsh-
es southwest of Riga, continues un-
abated. Fufther progress for the
Germans along both sides of the river
was reported yeSterday by Berlin,
which claimis an advapce over a front
of about six miles and the capture of
Russian prisoners numbering 14 offi-
cers and 1,714 men, and 13 machine
guns. Petrograd admits that south-
east of the river the Russians have
had to fall back a third of a mile, but
says the attacks by the Germans' on
the marsh were repulsed. Aside from
this battle, fighting on various other
theatres continues to be ecarrfed out
mainly by artillery and small recon-
noitering raiding parties. In Rou-
 mania the extremely cold weather has

BIG BATTLE

virtually put ait end to operations for
the moment. Lively fighting has tak-
en, place on the famdéus Deadman
Hill, in Verdun region, in France, but
no details have been made public.
Reciprocal artillery duels, which have
reached considerable proportions at
some points, are being fought from
the Swiss frontier to the North Sea.
The British Treasury, under Defence
of the Realm Act, will shortly re-
quisition such foreign securities held
in Britain as may be required to
strengthen the country’s financial
position.

ON THE WESTERN FRONT.

LONDON, Jan. 25.

The British War Office to-night
made public the following: We car-
ried out a very successful raid at
noon to-day in the neighborhood of
Mullueh. Many of the enemy were
killed in their trenches and also in a
dug-out destroyed by us. We secured
some prisoners. Our casualties were
four men slightly wounded. Two
hostile raiding parties were driven off
last night east of Fauquissart. A
third party succeeded early this morn-
ing in reaching our trenches east of
Ypres, under cover of heavy bombard-
ment. The raiders were immediately
driven out and our position re-estab-
lished. The enemy’s artillery activ-
ity was most marked during the day
in Ypres sector. Our artillery also
effectively replied. We carried out a
successful bombardment of the ene-
niy’s trenches east of Neuville St
Vaast. There was much aerial activ-
ity yesterday' on ' bothe sides. One
enemy machine was brought down by
our anti-aircraft guns. In the course
of .the air fights four other German
machines were destroyed and three

more driven down damaged. Three
of our machines are missing:

AN OFFICIAL DENIAL.

LONDON, Jan. 25.
The following official was issued
to-night: In view of the repeated
allegations in German official state-
ments, it is necessary to state again,

Field Marshal Von
Hindenburg had the Grand Cross con-
ferred upon him by Emperor William
on Dec. 19th last.

THE ARMY VIEW.

LONDON, Jan. 25.

Te Arn;’s views of the peace dis-
cussions were expressed to the Asso-
cicled Press to-day by Major General
F. B. Maurice, chief director of mili-
tary operations at the war office, who
declared that the position of Britain
was closely analogous to that of the
Federal States in the American civil
war at its most critical phase, inas-
much as the British like the North
possessed great points of superiority
in blockade, man power, recources
and wealth. General Maurice said:
“I cannot say much about the actual
military operations as general winter
has taken charge on all fronts, even
‘in Mesopotamia where heavy rains
prevent operations; but I do want to
say something about the peace dis-
cussions again brought to our atten-
tion by President Wilson’s message
to the Senate. My comments are en-
tirely from a military standpoint. If
I am correctly informed by the ex-
tracts from the various American pa-
pers it seems that a certain section
of American opinion holds that with
traditional British bulldog obstinacy
we are keeping up a - hopeless war
without any chance of a favorable
termination. The Associated . Press
may recall the first interview I gave
it  after the Somme offensive began.
I was asked point blank by its cor-
respondent if the great push had be-
gun, I replied that if by the big push
Britain’s maximum effort were meant
my reply must be no, as in recalling
this I might say I was looking a long
way ahead. The condition of Britain,
if an historical analogy is followed,
may be compared with the position
of the Federal States at the critical

Un-
doubtedly a small section of our pub-
lic consider our chances of victory
so hopeless that they are willing to
make peace on almost any terms as
were certain groups in the Northern
States. If the idea that we are stub-
bornly fighting without hope of yic-
tory is at all prevalent, I am sure it
will be useful to call the attention
of your readers to the above civil war
analogy. Quoting a higher authority
than myself, from General Haig’s last
despatch, you can see that the army
would consider peace now as noth-
ing short of a crime.”

James Ram-
say MacDonald, a Labor member of
Parliament, and Mrs. Philip Snow-
den, wife of a ' pacifist member of
Parliament, who herself recently vis-
ited America on a peace errand, were
hustled off the platform by the sol-
diers, who, after\clearing the hall of -
all pacifists, turned the affair into a
meeting to push the war to a relent-
less end.

Mr. MacDonald, expecting to re-
serve for himself the opportunity of
closing the meeting with a speech,
allowed Mrs. Snowden to take the
platform first. She launched into an
impassioned demand for peace, while
Mr. MacDonald acted as chairman.
She was unable to say very much, as
the throng kept interrupting her,
while Mr. MacDonald banged on the
table, trying to keep order, so - that
she might be heard.

Mrs. Snowden was attempting to
reply to a woman in the crowd of a
thoysand who wanted to know why
she had been in America asking for
funds for prospecting a peace cam-
paign when suddenly through the
main doorway popped twenty-five sol-
diers in uniform. Looking as if they
meant business, they started through
the main aisle when a cry went up
| “Three cheers for Tommy!” Nearly
the whole of the audience rose and
cheered frantically, while others with
peace sympathies tried to howl them
down.

Mrs. Snowden stood with her face
livid and hands thrust in the pockets
of her jacket, regarding the soldiers
while Mr. MacDonald waved his arms
in the air, trying to restore quiet.
