Inter-Provincial
Conference.

UNIVERSITIES AND COLLEGES OF
MARITIME PROVINCES AND
NEWFOUNDLAND.

HALIFAX, N.S., Dec. 11—(By Can-
adian Press)—The third conference
of the Universities, Colleges and Gov-
ernments of the Maritime Provinces
and Newfoundland will open in the
Province Building here to-morrow for
the purpose of passing on a scheme
of University Federation which is the
personal judgment of representatives
of all the interests involved, and for-
mally chosen as such, is a workable
plan. Out of the conference and with
thiz plan as a basis, it is hoped will
grow a final scheme for submission
to the constituencies of the univer-
sities involved. The publication last
spring of the report of the Carnegie
Foundation Cemmissioners, Dr. 'Wm.
S. Learned aad Dr. Kenneth C. M.
Sills, following their investigation™ of

the situation as regards higher ed- i

ucation in the Maritime Provinces ex-

cited widespread interest among ed- j

ucationists other than those imme-
diately concerned with the problem
presenting itself in Eastern Canada.
This for the reason that the solution
recommended aimed at a mew treat-
ment of the problem presented in all
large universities in the United States
of the proper assimilation and direc-
tion of huge bodies of students. In
effect the report proposed that
various universities at present operaf-
ing, under tremendous financial
handicaps, in the Maritime Provinces
should move to Halifax, set up a cen
tral university qualified to receive
Government aid, preserve their own
names and identities by functioning
as constituent colleges, and with their
endowments unimpaired, be ‘further

relieved of the burden of teaching the | yi

more expensive courses. As regards
Dalhousie University, Halifax, which
with its present $5,000,000, plant and
endowment, would form the neucleus

of any scheme of federation, it was

suggested that it should hand over its
professional schools of medicine, law
and dentistry, already established, to
the central university, and function as
a non-denominational constituent col-
lege, or should give up everything it
possessed, save only its name which
should designate the new Central
University.

ENGLISH SYSTEM ADAPTED.

The plan, it was pointed out, was
merely an ddaptation of the English
system, obtaining at Oxford and Cam-
bridge which instead of attracting
men to the yvarious colleges, by the
traditions of each would draw them
on a, denominational basis.

‘' report to each member of the Con-

ference at least two weeks before the
next meeting of the Conference.” This
Committee subsequently met and de-
cided to invite the representatives of
each of the various institutions in-
volved to submit a plan of federation
judgment would be
workable. This having been done an
endeavor was made to consolidate the
various. plans and the resultant
scheme is the one which the Confer-
ence will be called upon to consider
to-morrow. While its provisions have
yet to be made public, it is believed
they will follow closely the plan con-
taiped in the originzl Carnegie re-
port. In the case of any one of the
constituent colleges this would mean
that it would come to Halifax and be
nrovided with ample residential and
class room accomodation. It would
teach roughly the first two years in
arts and a full course in divinity,
leaving the more expensive courses
to the Central University. It would
retain its .endowments and equipment
other than scientific equipment, but
all tuition fees would be paid into the
Central University, which would con-
fer all degrees, other than those in
divinity. It would share its library
with the other colleges.

A newspaper is not a phil-
anthropic institution, though a
great many people are under the
impression that it is establish-
ed for no other purpose than to
give space to all their little
grievances and sympathise with
them when the world hits them
a cold crack. Primarily a news-
‘paper is a source of revenue to
its management. If not its use-
fulness would cease with the
first issue. Contrary to the ideas
of a good many people, it costs
money to publish, therefore it |
needs must seek some returns. |
These returns are made up in
the sale of the paper—the cir-
‘culation—and ‘- by advertising.
These are the two chief sources
of revenue. If the circulation
fails, the advertising follows
suit, for the first question a
prospective advertising patron
puts to a newspaper is, what is
your circulation? Upon that de-
pends the volume of commercial
patronage. In order to create the
circulation, it is necessary that
a newspaper should publish ev-:
erything, in the shape of news, !
that is fit to print. For this pur-
pose it employs men to go abroad
in the community as news gath-
erers, and day after day the copy
procured ‘by these scribes,
known as reporters, is assem-
bled and printed, and thus the
diurnal happenings aye present-
ed to readers. News is “the first
and most essential compidera-
tion. Religious, Political, Social,
Marine, Genersal, Personal, For-
eign, Local, all phases must and
have to be covered. The newspa-j
per also reflects and in many |
cases directs, public opinion. It/
is the exponent thereof. It re-|
flects the opinion of the masses |
in its leading articles. It directs |
the expression of popular senti-
ment by opening its columns to!
all those who wish to offer an op- |
inion upon public matters, and
from the concensus thus
pressed it endeavours to guide
and direct the way toward im-
provement. No newspaper,
which has any respect for its
reputation, or is zealous for its
future, ever permits itself to be
run by any particular class,
coterie or clique. Public matters
engage its attention, and peo-
ple who step into the lime light
of public affairs must stand to be
criticised honestly, or praised
without flattery, as the case may
be. It is about as easy to dam the
flow of Niagara as it is to choke
off fair and just newspaper com-
ment, though there are, unfor-
tunately, a few nouveaux l'ich&‘
in the city of St. John’s who
think that they should be im-!
mune from criticism, and that a
newspaper should be.conducted
upon such lines as they approve.
Nothing could be farther from
the purpose of any newspaper.
Psople whe step in front of the.
f~utlights to -air their eloquence
or abstruse subjects, or to dict-
ate as to'how this and that must
be done, are open to fair critic-
'i8m, and their actions to press
comment. In its own domain the
newspaper is. absolute. Whether

to redress evils or right wrongs,
