diocese of Halifax was held here « 
July 7,' at the call of King's College. 
The conference elected the Chief Jus­
tice of Nova Scotia as Chairman and 
Mr. G. Fred Pearson as Secretary and 
as provided for the appointment of 
two committees, finance and constitu­
tion, representative of all the Institu­
tions involved, and charged with the 
task of ascertaining the cost of a 
workable scheme of federation and a 
consideration of the main constitu­
tional Questions Involved.

RESOLUTIONS PASSED.
A second conference was held in 

Halifax October 24. The Committee on 
Finance reported that a new Univer­
sity, mothering the existing Maritime 
Colleges removed to Halifax would 
Involve a capital expenditure of 
$1,000,009 and an annual outlay of 
$460,000. The Committee on Constitu­
tion, reported, endorsing the principle 
of federation, recommended the re­
moval to Halifax of the existing in­
stitutions while retaining each its 
ewn character and governing body 
and holding In abeyance its degree 
conferring powers, except in divinity. 
Growing out of the discussion of the 
above reports it was resolved "That 
each of the bodies represented at this 
conference be asked to nominate two 
representatives on a committee to 
consider and report further on the 
constitutional, academic, and finan­
cial aspects of the problems before 
the Conference and to submit their 
report to each member of the Con­
ference at least two weeks before the 
next meeting of the Conference.” This 
Committee subsequently met and de­
cided to invite the representatives of 
each of the various institutions in­
volved to submit a plan of federation 
which in its judgment would be 
workable. This having been done an 
endeavor was made to consolidate the 
various plans and the resultant 
scheme is the one which the Confer­
ence will be called upon to consider 
to-morrow. While its provisions have 
yet to be made public, it is believed 
they will follow closely the plan con­
tained in the original Carnegie re­
port. In the case of any one of the 
constituent colleges this would mean 
that it would come to Halifax and be 
nrovided with ample residential and 
class room accomodation. It would 
teach roughly the first two years In 
arts and a full course in divinity, 
leaving tie more expensive courses 
to the Central University. It would 
retain its .endowments and equipment 
other than scientific equipment, but 
all tuition fees would be paid into the 
Central University, which would con­
fer all degrees, other than those In 
divinity. It would share its library 
with the other colleges.

The American
Revolution.

The protracted struggle between the 
American Colonies and the Mother 
Country, caused by ministerial in­
capacity, and conducted with a plenti­
ful and continuous amount of blunder­
ing, came to an end formally on Nov­
ember 30, 1784, on which day articles 
were signed by the representatives of 
the British Government, of which the 
Earl of Selbourne was the head, and 
the American commissioners in Paris, 
who included Benjamin Franklin. The 
main points of the treaty were, in the 
first place, of course, the recognition 
of the independence of the United 
States, secondly, an advantageous 
arrangement of their boundaries, and 
thirdly the concession of the right of 
fishing on the banks of Newfoundland. 
Further, Great Britain recognized and 
satisfied the claims of the American 
loyalists to the extent of nearly ten 
million sterling for losses of real or 
personal property, and of £120,000 
per annum in life annuities as com­
pensation for the loss of Income In 
trades or professions. The treaty 
was received in England with very 
various feeling, but upon the whole the 
predominant sentiment was relief at 
the termination of a trying and even 
perilous adventure.' In June, 1785, 
George III. had an interview with Mr. 
Adams, the first accredited minister 
from the United States, a meeting that 
naturally occasioned not a little emo­
tion on both sides. But the *kihg re­
ceived the minister with entire frank­
ness and affability. It was his ^ish, 
he remarked, that it should be under­
stood in America, that, although he 
had been the last to consent to a se­
paration, yet he would be the first to 
welcome the friendship of the United 
States as an independent power. 
However, before his death, England 
and the States again were at war 
in 1812.

LONDON, (By Canadian Press)— 
The origin of the city of London-has 
not been penetrated by the historians. 
One of the oldest, Geoffrey of Mon­
mouth, ascribed the founding of the 
city to Brutus, who called it New 
Troy, but the earliest authentic re­
cord is that of Tacitus, who, writing in 
A.B. 61, described London ah a place 
“copia negotiatorum at commeatum 
maxime célébré”—rendered, liberal­
ly, “much frequented by a number of 
merchants and trading vessels.” Lon­
don's position, sixty miles inland, at 
the head of navigation of a deep tidal 
river, gave to it commanding advant­
ages^ a centre of distribution. To 
the end of the eighteenth century Its 
trade was carried on either at moor­
ings In the stream, by the aid of 
barges and lighters, or at wharves 
constructed on the riverside. There 
were no enclosed docks in that per­
iod, with warehouses where valuable 
cargoes might be stored in security. 
Losses by theft and damage became 
so serious that public opinion was 
aroused in the City of London, and a 
scheme was promoted and the money 
guaranteed by the leading merchants 
for constructing enclosed docks. As a 
result a bill was passed by Parlia­
ment In 1799 authorizing the con- j 
structlon of the West India Docks, the i 
beginning of the modern dock system I 
as It is to-day. The foundation stone 
was laid with great ceremony in the 
presence of Premier Pitt and his Cabi­
net in 1800, and the docks were com­
pleted and opened to shipping in 1802.

THE PORT OF LONDON.
So successful was this first venture 

that what would be called to-day a j 
“boom” in dock-creating enterprise j 
ensued, and further schemes In the i 
Port of London were promoted and j 
sanctioned by Parliament at short in- j 
tervals. Prior to 1909, when the Port ] 
Authority was created, the provision j 
of facilities and accommodation was ; 
in the hands of private undertakings, ; 
which had become impoverished by 
unwise competition one against the 
other, and consequently lacked the 
means to carry out the requirements 
necessary to keep the port abreast of 
the times. A state of inaction had ex­
isted for nearly thirty years, and this 
was becoming a menace to London's 
position as the world's centre of com­
merce. Then a Royal Commission was 
appointed to administer all the var­
ious dock undertakings on the River 
Thames. Lloyd George was then Pre-' 
aident of the Board of Trade and put 
through Parliament a Government 
Bill creating the Port of London Au­
thority, 1908, and this came^nto effect

Mr. Mews argued that all these things 
were acts which a buyer of fish would 
do.

I per drum is equal to five per cent, 

which is a most extraordinary com­
mission.
