The rocket that will be able to 
travel from the earth to the moon 
In less then elevetf hours may soon 
be a reality. It Is explained that 
though the rocket could easily reach 
the moon, it will not be called upon 
for so useless a journey, but will be 
employed In scientific exploration of 
the higher atmosphere, thus making 
available -invaluable scientific data 
from an almost unknown region. 
Prof. R H. Goddard, of Clark Uni­
versity, who has been carrying on in­
vestigations aimed at this result for 
the past fourteen years, has recently 
announced to the American Associa­
tion for the Advancement of Science 
that he is now near his goal. Says 
Science Service’s Daily Science News 
Bulletin (Washington) :

In early experiments under the 
auspices of the Smithsonian Institu­
tion, Professor Goddard used smoke­
less powder as a propelling force, 
but he has recently solved the prob­
lem of utilizing liquid' fuel, burning 
it continuously and gradually in pure 
oxygen without overheating the com­
bustion chamber. By this means it is 
possible to give the rocket a speed 
of 6.6 miles a second.

The average distance of the moon 
from the earth is close to 240,000 
miles. A rocket traveling at a rate 
of six and six-tenths miles a second 
would traverse this distance in about 
ten hours and five minutes, or about 
the time it takes mail planes to go 
from New York to Chicago.

A Roumanian professor, H. Ob- 
erth, in a paper published recently, 
suggests the possibility of some such 
overnight limited service to the moon; 
but Professor Goddard has only in 
mind the more modest and practic­
able plan of obtaining records of the 
intensity of the sun’s radiation, and 
of the composition, electrical condi­
tions, and temperature of the atmos­
phere at heights hitherto entirely 
inaccessible to man.

Dr. W. J. Humphreys, professor of 
meteorological physics in the U.S. 
Weather Bureau, and an authority 
on the earth’s atmosphere, said in 
commenting to Science Service on 
Professor Goddard’s scheme:

“It would be a great advantage to 
the meteorologist to know the com­
position and temperature of the up­
per atmosphere at heights above 
those already explored by sounding- 
balloons. On both these points ob­
servations and theories based upon 
meteors and auroras are in radical 
conflict with each other, and both 
differ entirely from the hitherto 
recognized • orthodox theories. The 
Goddar drocket gives promise of de­
finitely settling the question of con­
ditions at such high altitudes. It 
would he possible to construct appar­
atus that would bring down samples 
of the air at any desired height and 
at the same time register temperature 
and pressure without using the deli­
cate and expensive recording In­
struments now employed.

Knowledge of the upper atmosphere 
has come mostly In recent years 
from th use of sounding balloons. 
These are about three feet in diam­
eter and carry up a set of recording 
instruments which come down fas­
tened to a parachute after the balloon 
bursts. None of those balloons has 
reached a height much greater than 
twenty miles, while the Goddard 
rocket can easily go three or four 
times as high or even be driven off 
into space. Its location at a given 
point in its flight can be made known 
by an explosion of flashlight powder.

There is great diversity of scien­
tific opinion as to conditions existing 
in the upper atmosphere. Some think 
it contains frozen crystals of nitro­
gen floating in a temperature of 613 
below zero Fahrenheit or lower, while 
others believ^ that the temperature 
is not lower than about 60 below 
zero.

The velocity of the Goddard rocket, 
which is propelled on the same prin­
ciple as the familiar Fourth-of-July 
firework, depends on the velocity of 
the gases expelled, and on its altitude.
It starts slowly and increases In 
speed as long as the fuel lasts, for 
several reasons. It encounters less 
resistance In the thin uppe?"ktmos- 
phere or the enar-vacuum of inter­
stellar space, it carries less weight 
as its fuel is used, and it becomes 
less and less affected by the force of 
the earth’s attraction which decreas­
es in proportion to the square of the 
distance from its center of gravity.— 
Literary Digest .

port published in the Weekly 
edition of the Advocate were for 
outport consumption only was 
amply proved when the daily is­
sue of that paper made its ap­
pearance on the street.

S’nce the Terra Nova struck 
the whitecoats, 'the crew have done 
well, accounting for 6,600 on Sat­
urday, which now brings her total 
catch up to 17,500. Judging by the 
message received from Capt. Abraham 
Kean, very few of these seals have 
been hauled on board owing to the 
bad ice conditions, It is impossible 
for the ship to steam about and p’.ck 
them up.

THE GRAND NATIONAL.
Rnn At Liverpool On Saturday—Won 
By Sir Gallahad An 11 To 1 Chance.

LIVERPOOL, March 29.—Under
-ideal weather conditions the Grand 

National was won here to-day by Sir 
Gallahad 11-1. The field included 
thirty horses the favorites not show­
ing up to the mark.

The Grand National, like most other 
things, started in a modest way. It 
was inaugurated in 1839 by a syndi­
cate of sportsmen who desired to im­
prove the status of eteeplechlsing. 
During the first four years it was run 
on weight-for-age lines, but was then 
converted into a handicap, which it 
has remained ever since.

The “National” course covers four 
miles and 855 yards of formidable 
country, in which no less than 30 
Jumps have to be negotiated, the fen­
ces for the most part be fig larger 
and more difficult than those found 
elsewhere. The obstacles were not 
so stiff in the early days of the race, 
and the original idea was to restrict 
the event to amateur riders, but this 
intention was not adhered to.

Since its incept1'on the “National” 
has had an uninterrupted career, ex­
cept during three years of the war 
period, when substitute events were 
run at Gatwick, these being won by 
Vermouth, Ballymacad and Poethlyn.

London Letter
(By PANTON HOUSE.)

LONDON, Mar. 7—(Canadian Press) 
Canadians in London probably know 
only that portion of the Regent's Canal 
■which passes through Regent's Park. 
This waterway, constructed in 1812-20, 
which has an average width of 66 feet, 
curves through North London and 
joins the Grand Junction Canal near 
Paddington, which places it in con­
nection with a network of other can­
als navigable by barges. It carries 
every year to the various railways 
having yards on its banks about 700,- 
000 tons of heavy goods. A member 
of Parliament has just had the bril­
liant idea of converting the canal in­
to a 60-foot motor road, the middle 
40ft. being reserved for fast traffic, 
with 10ft. on each side for vehicles 
loading and unloading. Such a road, 
he believes, would carry at least 7,- 
000,000 tors of goods every year, and 
would materially relieve London’s ex­
isting roads of the great and growing 
press of traffic. The cost of turning 
the eight and a half miles of canal 
Into a road, with a bed of some 2% 
feet of concrete, is estimated at $14,- 
000,000 ; and this allows nothing for 
the purchase of the canal itself.

BUCKINGHAM PALACE.
Buckingham Palace is known to the 

public, by its east front, looking 
across a spac.ous forecourt at the 
Queen Victoria Memorial and St. 
James’ Park ; at no time Is its Inter­
ior accessible, save to the exceptional­
ly favored traveller. It was original­
ly Arlington House, built in 1674 and 
rebuilt in 1703 by John Sheffield, Duke 
of Buckinghamshire, who named it 
Buckingham House. George III. bought 
it in 1762, hut Queen Victoria was the 
first British sovereign to live in It. It 
was not known as Buckingham Pal­

ace until 1825, when it was remodel­
led by Nash for George IV. The east 
wing mentioned above, was rebuilt 
as recently as 1913. The royal apart­
ments are out of sight in the north 
wing. The palace has 40 acres of gar­
den such as might be found in the 
heart of the country.
WORLD’S CHAMPION DANCERS.
Two hundred and forty couples com­

peted this week at the Queen’s Hall 
for the title of World’s Champion 
Dancers and for silver challenge cups, 
presented by the London Daily Tele­
graph. For several weeks before­
hand the eliminating rounds had been 
taking place in dancing centres in Lon­
don and the provinces, and the 240 
were the best of an enormous entry. 
They were invited to show their paces 
in four dances—fox-trot, tango, waltz 
and one-step. As there were three 
classes, amateur, mixed and profes­
sional, with a separate championship 
tor each, this made twelve events, in 
each of which 20 couples competed. 
There was a large gathering of 
the general public to witness the finals, 
the spectators themselves “taking the 
floor’’ between events. The results of 
these competitions are important to 
professional dancers, as managers of 
big dance halls and hotels are al­
ways anxious to offer engagements 
to the winners.

COURTESY BY FILM.
On the whole, the men who work 

the lifts and the men who shepherd 
us on and off the trains on London’s 
Tubes (underground electric rail­
ways) are polite and patient folk. But 
Underground Railway authorities ap­
pear to think that there Is still room 
for improvement, for they have caus­
ed a film to be prepared, showing how 
to handle passengers.

Mention of the Chelsea Hospital re­

Built by 
Sir Christopher Wren in 1682-92, it 
stands In grounds which are, if any­
thing, more beautiful than itself, 
Charles II. was the founder, and his 
statue in the central court is still 
wreathed with oak each 29th of May. 
Legend will have it that Nell Gwynn 
inspired him to make this provision 
for old soldiers; history coldly asserts 
that the scheme was originated by Sir 
Stephen Fox, paymaster-general in 
the latter part of the 17th century. 
About 650 pensioners, selected from 
among the many thousands who re­
ceive pensions from the Army, are 
hoarded, lodged, clothed, nnrsed when 
ill, and provided with pocket-money.

Day, they wear picturesque long scar­
let coats.

Salvationists and
Secret Societies

GENERAL BOOTH AND THE U.S.— 
“ARMY” SPLIT POSSIBLE.

New York.—The dissemination of 
orders approved by General Bramweli 
Booth in London, calling upon all 
Salvation Army officers to sever their 
connections with any secret societies 
of which they may be members, has 
created a profound sensation in the 
United States. General Booth is now 
on the way to India. Consequently 
it is impossible for anyone in America 
to communicate with him except by 
wireless. Yet the issue which his 
orders'have broached is regarded as 
so important that it may not impos­
sibly result in the secession of the 
American branch of the Salvation 
Army.

The New York World, which main­
tains the closest touch with Salvation 
Army officers in this country, states 
that they interpret the general’s or­
ders as a renewal of the attempts to 
make the three great divisions of the 
army which are under the command 
of Evangeline Booth tributary to 
London. This interpretation is dis­
puted by Commissioner Eatill, of New 
York, who says that the association 
of officers with secret societies has 
long been a source of anxiety here.

The fact remains that a large per­
centage of American Salvation Army 
officers are either Freemasons or be­
long to the Elks or other societies 
which are described in the orders 
published In the Salvation Army Staff 
Review as. "openly worldly” and as 
condoning habits, such as the use of 
Intoxicants, which are “too often at 
variance with our teaching and 
standard."

These societies have been liberal 
contributors to the funds and work 
of the Salvation Army in America. 
During the war their co-operation was 
particularly close. Buildings which 
have been erected in nearly 1,000 
cities In the United States have been 
built with money largely raised by 
them.

American Salvation Army officers 
contend that to antagonize them 
would fatally cripple the operations 
of the army.

General Bramweli Booth Is spoken 
of with the utmost reverence in this 
country, but there is a widespread 
Impression that he falls to understand 
the peculiar problems of America, 
which are very different from those 
of England.

OTTAWA, March 24—(Can. Press) 
—That Trades' Schools must be es­
tablished in Canadian cities and the 
sooner the better to offset the effects 
of the collapse of the apprentice sys­
tem, is the emphatic opinion ex­
pressed by Dr. J. H. Putman. Senior 
Inspector of Ottawa Public Schools, 
in his annual report for the year 
1923.

Analysing the “immediate destin­
ation” of the 2,094 pupils who left 
grade classes in the Public Schools 
during 1923 and commenting thereon, 
D*. Putman remarks that “the number 
of boys who left school to learn skill­
ed trades is insignificant and its in­
evitable consequence alarming.” Dr. 
Putman instances some of the ob­
stacles he sees being put in the way 
of technical training and comments 
that what he wishes to emphasize is

that union , whether of professional 
men or artisans, will not solve the 
problems of society.

“Eventually," se says, “we come to 
■ a deadlock and our social organization 
; cracks. Every union, while it in- 
i crease the social ties of its own 
members, has in it an element that is 
anti-social. It carries within itself 
the seeds of it sown ultimate destruc­
tion. In the end only freedom can 
establish anything on a permanent 
basis,” says the Inspector. Human 
beings, he urges, must have houses, 
and houses cannot be built without 
carpenters, bricklayers, painters, 
plasterers, and plumbers.

They have seen them in exactly the 
same space and at the same distance 
as they now see Miss.Margaret Bond- 
field and Mr. Prlndle and Mr. Jack 
Jones. To the old men looking down 
does tt seem like looking down at 
specimens through a microscope?

“Then the Press Gallery Is a com­
pany like a ship’s crew (have they 
too, by chance, a pier-head jump or 
two?)—working closely together every 
day, changing watches like a ship’s 
company, acting and reacting on one 
another, talking professionally of the 
present voyage and Jonahs long ago. 
One almost sees the patent fog aft of 
them as they watch and- record and 
the ship of State sails on and on 
through new perils. How is it pos­
sible for this tremendously special­
ized, confined, and engrossing work, 
with its traditions and etiquette, not 
to leave its mark on its practitioners? 
Physically it does. No other white- 
handed class of men have this look 
of readiness and concentration that 
Gallery men have even at leisure. Be­
side them an ordinary journalist with 
his diversity of work and the ever- 
changing focus of bis eye, looks va­
gue and romantic. The faces of the 
Gallery men seemed to be fined down 
to their work. It one may use such 
a phrase, their faces seem more 
closely packed, with a suggestion of 
beeti e-brows, peering eyes, firm 
mouths, and firm cheeks, rarely run­
ning to flesh: an Extraordinary ap­
pearance of definiteness. Accuracy

is the reporter’s honor, and the sketch 
writer, who does not know his own 
mind (or in some cases his news­
paper’s mind) is in sorry case. Cur­
iously enough, despite the one atmos­
phere and the one interest, youthful­
ness surprisingly persists. (One man 
who, I was told, is qualifying for 
fathership of the Gallery looked so, 
young that you would swear his grey j 
beard was dyed grey!) In the end one 
came away haunted with the image 
that there was a perfect Gallery man 
somewhere whose image one knew 
well yet somehow could not connect 
with the Gallery.

Cheaper Insulin
Suggested New Methods of Treatment 

Research work on insulin in the 
treatment of diabetes will be greatly 
stimulated by the announced reduc­
tion of price from 12s. 6d to 6s. 8d. 
per bottle of 10 doses.

Efforts are being made to find a 
method of administering insulin by 
the mouth instead of by injection un­

der the skin, and already Dr. Ernst 
Salen, of Sweden, has met with some 
success in this method by mixing the 
insulin with olive oil.

Another method Is being studied by 
Dr. A. Wallgren, of Gothenburg. He 
rubbed the insulin, dissolved In water, 
on the skin of a number of diabetic 
children and found that some of it 
was absorbed, causing a reduction of 
sugar in the blood. The objection to 
this method is its expense, as about ten 
times as much insulin was found ne­
cessary as when given by injection.
