Runaway.—On Saturday afternoon, as

A Wonderful Pear Tree.—Our famous 
horticultural friend, Mr. G. J. Miller, of 
Niagara, when at our recent Exhibition 
in Guelph, related to us the history of a 
pear tree growing on his farm near Vir­
gil. The tree is at least 100 years old 
and at its base measures 10 feet 3 inches 
in circumference, but about 5 or 6 years 
ago a large limb, measuring some 20 
inches through, was broken off in a storm, 
and the rent then made in the trunk has 
been securely fastened by a strong ox 
chain. Mr. Miller’s predecessor on the 
farm, some 15 years ago, has asserted 
that he had picked 100 bushels of pears 
off the tree, and since Mr. Miller became 
proprietor, he has repeatedly in one year 
picked 20 barrels vf good fruit, and the 
tree having grown to a great height,some 
eight or ten barrels more have blown off. 
The tree is_ still in good bearing, was 
originally a seedling and a good one ; is 
now grafted, and some of the Bartlett 
pears grown thereon were exhibited by 
Mr. Miller at Guelph. There is also an­
other similar pear tree, but some ten 
years the junior of the other, and we un­
derstand is prolific with somewhat simi­
lar results.

The Andes Insurance Company.—A 
meeting of the directors and stockholders 
of the Andes Insurance Company was 
held on Saturday, in which stock to the 
amount of four-fifths was represented by 
directors. They reported the action of 
Superintendent Church in suspending 
the functions of the Company early last 
month as without the warrant oi law, 
but decided not to take action to resist 
his order before the annual-meeting next 
January. The directors reported a de­
ficit of $221,000, in excess of liabilities 
over assets, and the stock all gone. They 
resolved to postpçne further assessments 
until the January meeting.

Thx Hamilton Timet says all sorts of 
rumors are current as to the filling up of 
the actual vacancy in the Bank of Mon­
treal, caused by the resignation of Mr. 
King and the expected vacancy in the 
Government by the resignation of Sir F 
Hincks. For the Presidency of the 
Bank, Sir F Hincks, Sir John Rose and 
Mr Angus, the present Manager, are 
spoken of. For the vacancy in the Gov­
ernment, we have the names of Mr Gibbs, 
of South Ontario, who is said to be al­
ready electioneering in view of having 
again to go before his constituents. Mr. 
King, late of the Bank of Montreal, is 
also spoken of as the probable successor 
of Hincks.

Bay Verte Canal.—The St. John Tele­
graph says :—Mr. Keefer, the eminent 
canal and railway engineer, was in the 
city last week. It appears that the Go 
vemment have adopted the report which 
he made some time ago on the surveys of 
the Bay Verte Canal, and he is now about 
to have a new location survey of the line 
made, preparatory to asking for tenders. 
In a few days some twenty men will be 
employed on the survey under Mr. Kee­
fer’s directions. The Government are

Immediately after 
the adjournment on Monday a warrant 
was issued for his arrest, and though the 
detectives have sought diligently for the 
magisterial offender, he has succeeded in 
eluding them aud for the time being has 
escaped the grasp of the law. His ab­
sence from his home during the past 
week, however, proves beyond a doubt 
that the plea uf illness was trumped up 
to secure an adjournment of the examin­
ation until after the Grand Jury had 
completed its labors, and at the same 
time convicts the delinquent, so far as 
popular opinion is concerned, of the mis­
demeanor with which he is charged. It 
will be the duty of the examining magis­
trate, should Taylor ever appear, to send 
the case for trial at the next assizes, that 
the interests of justice may be subserved

The petition was referred to the Fi­
nance Committee. The other petitions 
were referred to the appropriate Com­
mittees.

Mr Massie presented the report of the 
Finance Committee, recommending that 
the account of the Chief Constable, for 
attendance, <fcc., at the Police Court, be 
laid, except the sum of $16.50 deducted 
or charges made by him in oases where 

he was not the prosecutor, and where 
there was no conviction. Also that the 
accounts of James and Thomas Lynch 
be paid.

In consequence of the difficulty the 
Committee have experienced in arriving 
at the Correct amount the Chief Con­
stable is entitled to receive on the fore­
going account, they recommend that the 
Police Clerk be instructed to furnish a 

full detailed statement, quarterly, of the 
convictions, giving the necessary infor­
mation to enable the Council to deter­
mine what fees the Chief and other con­
stables are entitled to.

There are about 150 non-resident lots 
in the Town, and the amount due on 
them is in all about $700.

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The Nissouri Murder
Trial of lhornas Coyle

London, Oct. 7.
The trial of Thomas Coyle for the mur­

der of George Campbell, in conjunction 
with Phoebe Campbell, them ife of the 
latter, at West Nissouri, on the 15th July, 
1871, commenced this morning before 
Chief Justice Hagarty.

Mr. Kenneth McKenzie, Q. C., with 
whom was Mr. Rook, Crown counsel, 
were for the Crown, and Mr. David Glass 
defended the prisoner.

The facts of the case are too fresh in 
the recollectioiy)f the public to need re­
capitulation. Phoebe Campbell expiated 
her crime upon the scaffold on the 20th 
of June last, after making a confession 
implicating Coyle. Since that time fur­
ther evidence has been obtained in the 
case, hence the present trial.

The Court was well-filled, and those 
present were much more orderly than 
upon the occasion of the trial of Mrs. 
Campbell.

Shortly after ten o’clock his Lordship 
took his seat upon the Bench, and the 
prisoner was pjaced at the bar. He ap­
peared to be much paler than when he 
gave evidence in the trial of Mrs. Camp­
bell, and exhibited a somewhat nervous 
demeauor, his eyes wandering restlessly 
over the Court. He kept his hand shad­
ing his mouth, his lips being tightly com­
pressed. He took up his position in one 
comer of the dçok, with one elbow rest­
ing on the rail, and scarcely stirred dur­
ing the day.

s The swearing of the jury occupied con­
siderable time, in consequence of then' 
having been two challenges on behalf of 
the Crown, and twenty on behalf of the 
prisoner.

Mi*. McKenzie then rose to address the 
Court, and in the commencement gave a 
brief outline of the "case, the facts of 
which have been before published. He 
pointed out that the case was not one of 
degree,and would uot'allow of any reduc­
tion to the crime of manslaughter. A 
foul murder had been committed, but it 
was their duty to give the prisoner the 
benefit of everything that appeared to be 
in his favor, but they would render a ver­
dict according to the evidence and not 
convict him unless they were, perfectly 
convinced of his guilt,

The examination was then proceeded

John Campbell, the father of the de­
ceased, was sworn, and gave evidence 
precisely similar to that given at the 
trial of his daughter-in-law, Pha-be.

Huon McWain, S. F. Peters, Drs. 
Moore and Foster, gave evidence, but 
no new facts were elicited by their tes- 
t.mouy.

Wm. Sutherland gave corroborative 
testimony as to the finding of the body; 
he also found the axe, the pistol and 
knife, and stated that the hammer of the 
pistol was down on the cap as if it had 
been snapped.

Martha Ann Johnston, a girl about 14 
years old, on being sworn said. she had 

'lived at MoWain’s since she was six 
years of age ; she proved that there was 
au intimacy existing between Phcebe 
Campbell and Coyle ; on two or three 
occasions, about two weeks before the 
murder, witness saw them go into the 
back room, shut the door, and remain a 
long time alone together ; Mrs. Campbell 
would be in the room singing and mak­
ing some noise to attract tho prisoner’s 
attention, and ho would go in ; when 
they left the door open they would stand 
near the cellar where witness could not 
see them, and converse in a low tone of 
voice ; they seemed to be on good terms 
with each other ; she first observed they 
were intimate some two or three months 
after the Campbell’s had been living at 
MeWain’s, to whose house they moved in 
the fall ; she often used to see them out­
side the house talking together in low 
tones ; on one occasion Campbell caught 
Coyle and Phœbe in the back, room to­
gether, and he was very much vexed ; he 
was always kind to his wife ; she (wit­
ness) was at MeWain’s on the night of 
the murder ; she did not hear1 Coyle get 
up, but he could easily have got 
out of the house, either by the 
window or the door, without awaking 
witness ; old McWain went to bed before 
witness that night, and she did not hear 
him get up again ; Mrs Campbell used to 
treat Coyle kindly after the ipurder, but 
witness did not see them alone together 
again ; witness washed Coyle’s, dirty 
clothes after the murder ; he had six 
shirts, but Mrs McWain told witness to 
say he had but four ; he* also had a brown 
derry smock. This was missing before 
the murder, and when asked about it, he 
said he knew nothing o f it. The cross 
examination was a rigid one, hut it did 
not shake the girl’s testimony in it* main 
points.

Wm. T Taylor, oi'St Marys, storekeeper 
swore that the pistol produced was pur­
chased from him about a quarter-past 
eight "o’clock on the evening of the 8th 
of July, and that he picked out Coyle 
from among a number of others at 
Thorndale, as the man who bought it. 

'He had on, when in 8t Marys, a broad- 
brimmed straw hat and a light coat.

In the cross-examination the witmss 
a lhored thoroughly to what he had stated 
iu his examination in chiefs

Wm Hessin, a barber living in St 
Marys, knew the prisoner by sight. On 
the Saturday night abouti o’clock before 
the murder, prisoner went into witness’ 
shop and got shaved and had bis hair 
cut. He hada little parcel in his hand 
which he laid down on a stool. He 
then dressed as described by the last 
witness.

( Tno.s. Chalmers dusposed tkat he saw 
Chyle on the night in question coming 
frvui St Marys about 11 o’clock, and that 
he said the 9 o’clock boll was ringing 
when he left St Marys.

The Coiut adjourned till Tuesday 
morning.
