Trail, !B. C., April 25—The tost pig 
lead, the product of ore mined, smelted 
and refined in Canada, has been pro­
duced by the lead refinery erected by 
the Canadian Smelting works, at Trail, 
arid early in May the plant will be ia 
full operation with sufficient capacity to 
refine ‘ all the present output of the 
works here.

‘It is the first and only silver-lead re­
finery in the Dominion, and its product 
is toe highest grade of manufacturing 
lead. The refinery will encourage the 
consumption 6f Canadian lead in Can­
ada, especially that consumed in the 
manufacture of paint.

At present Canadian lead is marketed 
abroad and manufactured into white lead 
about 8,000 tons of which are annually 
imported from Germany. After having 
about 12,000 miles of transportation, and 
the foreign labor of refining and con­
verting into white lead taxed against it, 
it is brought back to Canada and used 
in toe manufacture of paint. This is 
made possible by reason of the fact that 
there is only 5 per cent, duty on white 
lead. It is understood that white lead 
works will be established in connection 
with the refinery upon the supposition 
that the government may be induced to 
adjust the tariff.

SIt is a pleasure for once to deal with 
something which touches on politics but 
is not political. We refer to the duty 
of every public bodÿ and representative 
institution to hold up the" hands of Sena­
tor Templeman in his endeavors to-secure 
better postal facilities between British 
Columbia ports and the Yukon, and 
also between Victoria and the West 
Coast of“Vancouver Island Jty means 
of steamboat subsidies, to be granted by 
the Dominion government. We had oc­
casion a few days ago to refer to the ul­
timate relation between business and the 
postofflee as illustrated by the dear mag­
azine, postage between Canada and Great 
Britain as compared with the cheap 
magazine postage between Canada and 
the United 5,cates. When the question 
of facility of transportation enters into 
the discussion that relation becomes still 
more important and vital to the busi­
ness interests of the community. The 
difficulties under wÿich Canadian boats 
plying to the Yukon," as compared with 
American boats, labor are very real and 
very obvious. The Canadian bottom can 
take freight only to one American port 
while the American boat can take a mixed 
cargo for all American ports and collect 
return freight in the same way. This 
disadvantage in transportation has mili­
tated very severely against Victoria and 
Vancouver, and through thdm, Eastern 
Canadian cities in securing their due 
share of the Yukon trade. A mail subsidy 
will certainly help to mitigate the effects 
of this discrimination, and have a most 
beneficial influence in improving the com­
mercial relations between the two sec­
tions of Canada, an influence which will 
be increased by the better mail service 
thus procurable. The position of the 
West Coest of . Vancouver Island is rath­
er different, but nevertheless it is one 
wherein a mail subsidy will have even a 
more directly favorable result. This 
portion of the Island is in its initial 
stages of development. It has not yet 
provided a local trade sufficient to main­
tain a first class steamer service. At 
the same time, through not having a 
first class steamer service its develop­
ment is retarded. At such a juncture'a 
mail subsidy is exactly what is required 
to secure a better1 service and thus more 
rapidly bring about the time when no 
subsidy will be necessary. If Senator 
Templeman requires any assistance in 
pressing these considerations home upon 
the Dominion government it should cer­
tainly be accorded him by every one in­
terested in the fostering pf the trade and 
commerce of British Columbia seaports.
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RURAL FRBIE DELIVERY.

Mr. W. W. Sonthin, the pbstmaster at 
Ladysmith, ha's drawn our attention to 
the question of the free deliveiY of mails 
in rural districts and to an article of his 
on the subject which we reproduce with 
great pleasure, 
have thought of the matter. But Mr.

We know how rural free delivery stim- 
nltes the business of the enterprising 
merchant, and it.is evident from the ex­
perience of the United States that it 
has the same effect on postofflee busi­
ness.

It has long been understood and ap­
preciated that Vancouver Island is, eo 
far as the metallurgical industry is con­
cerned, the pivotal point on the Pacific 
Coast of North America. There is not a 

, metallurgist of any eminence on the 
continent who has ever given his atten­
tion to the question of sme'ting oh. the 
Pacific Coast, hut has recognized the 
paramount superiority pf Vancouver Isl­
and as a smelting centre. The reason is 
so apparent that he who runs may read. 
Vancouver Island has the fuel and the 
fluxes, has deep sea transportation to and 
from all points, and any number of 
land-locked harbors. There have been 
•certain causes which have militated 
against the establishment of this indus­
try on Vancouver Island. One of these 
was that métal producers in the protect­
ed market of the United States were un- 

-rier no inducement to ship ore out of the 
'United States for treatment; while, pos­
sessing a monopoly of the United States 
ore, the smelting companies there were 
able to attract scattered lots from Brit­
ish Columbia, Old Mexico and South 
America, on terms with which British 
Columbia could not compete. Another 
reason" was that while Vancouver Isl­
and was geographically central, the 
northern portion of the seaboard had 
given no indications of being an ore-pro­
ducing country. A third reason 
that while fuel and fluxes existed on 
Vancouver Island in abundance, there 
was no local supply of ore to form 
smelting base. We have been talking 
about superb prospects aud magnificent 
mineral resources for a long time past, 

„ some years, in fact.
prospects and magnificent resources will 
not feed a furnace which eats up several 
hundred tons of rock evêry day. With­
in the last year and a half these condi­
tions which prevented Vancouver Island 
from taking its destined place as a metal­
lurgical centre have -been changed.

BRITISH MACHINERY.
• .

In the United States it is accepted as 
axiomatic that Great Britain cannot be 
compared with the United States in the 
manufacture of machinery. Any proof 
to the contrary presented is met by a 
bland, reasseition et the original propo­
sition, a • prerogative hitherto recognized 
as the exclusive possession of the haugh­
ty Briton himself. The comparative 
merits of English and American loco- 
motives have received an exhaustive test 
in Rgypt oy Lord Cromer under instruc­
tions from the Imperial government. The 
conclusions arrived at in the length/ cor- 
respondence brought down in the House 
of Commons are thus summarized by the 
London Daily News:

The subject divides itself into four 
sections—-(1) price, (2) time required for 
construction, <3) quality, including cost 
of repairs, etc., (4) the consumption of 
coal. Under the -first of these heads, the 
comparison is not seriously against us. 
Indeed, the English firms were able to 
tender below the Amferican limit. The 
latter, however, owing to the advantage 
of standardization of type in America, 
quoted 19 per cent, below the British 
price for endues of a slightly different 
type from that specified. Broadly 
speaking, however, it seems that in the 
matter of cost there is not a great deal 
to choose between engines of British 
and American make. It is far otherwise 
when we come to the question of time. 
The expedition with which’ the Ameri­
cans are able to execute order's has al­
most a suggestion of magic in it, and it 
m this respect that they leave the Eng-
l,sb manufacturer at a standstill.

On two occasions ' to which refer­
ence is made, when British and Ameri­
can firms entered into competition, the 
former offered to complete orders in 48 
and in 90 weeks respectively. The Am- 
enean offers, on the other hand, were

The no­
torious superiority of the Americans in 
this respect, whether due to the methods 
of the employer, or to "the different atti­
tude of the employed, is a point which 
has been constantly brought home to us, 
tout never in a more flagrant way than 
in the present case. In respect of qual­
ity, English workmanship easily holds its 
own, and in one particular we have an 
advantage which almost balances our 
loss in the matter of time. The' Ameri­
can engines are, as coal-consumers, enor­
mously more costly than the English 
gtnes. The contrast in this case is as 
overwhelmingly in favor of England as 
the contrast in rapidity of execution is in 
favor of America. Trials made with 
both goods aud passenger engines show 
that in the case of the former the Am­
erican consumed 25.4 per cent, more coal 
than the British engines, while the" lat­
ter were drawing 14.2 per cent. ; 
load. In the case of the passenger 
gines the American consumed 50 -per 
cent, more than the British with the 
same average load. The latter differ­
ence being capitalized adds £400 to the 
cost of the American engine as against 
the British.

This does not took as though the ad­
vantages were all on the side of the Am­
erican locomotives by any means.

The 'imposition of an import duty on 
■wheat by the British government with­
out any discrimination in favor of the 
Co’.oaies was an Imperial disappointment; 
but it also contains an Imperial possi­
bility. The responses made to the home 
government upon the question of Imper­
ial defence were not altogether satisfac­
tory. Some Colonial governments, in­
cluding our own, declined to discuss the 
question at the conference. In defer­
ence to the public opinion of their .own 
countries, they will be obliged to raise 
the question of a preference to Colonial 
wheat. No one has ever, to our knowl­
edge, accused the Right Honorable 
Joseph Chamberlain of being a fool. A

Red Rock, which left Victoria on No-1 
vember 26, with 80,640 cases of salmon. 
That Which has now been found was 
marked “U P S” and was one pound! 
flats, with no label. The mark which 
was on the outside of the cases, was pre­
sumably the consignee marks. As the 
offices of the salmon shipping firms were; 
closed yesterday afternoon, the mani-, 
tests were not available, and the ship 
on which salmon marked in that 
ner was sent could not be learned.

The pieces of boats, compass, fog 
horn, etc., were not examined, and the 
number of the compass and any marks 
on the boats not obtained. The barrel 
of rum, which was found byVhe Indians 
of Goose Island, is probably from the 
lost ship Ernest Reyer, which went; 
ashore off the Quin alt river in Novemb­
er when carrying a cargo composed- of 
French liquors. Indians of Neah Bay; 
and Uelulet have already found punch-1 
eons of. the mm, and as the currents 
have drifted a Condor buoy as far as 
Skidegate, it is not. unlikely that the 
rum barrel would drift from the Wash­
ington river to Goose island.

Colonel Denison, who is here, urges 
that the British and Canadian govern­
ments to run a competing line, tax 
everything the trust vessels bring to 
Great Britain, letting everything that 
the Anglo-Canadian line brings enter 
free.

The Outlook says that it thinks the 
steamship business is most vulnerable 
to competition, and the worst industry 
that could be selected as the subject of- 
a trust.

The Saturday Review takes the mat­
ter of the steamship combine seriously, 
and makes it thexext of a long and bit­
ter anti-American sermon.

The first steamer 
entered on the register was the James 
Watt, 294 tons, built in 1821; and. the 
first iron steamer to appear there was 
the Sirius, 180 tons, in 1837. The «reat 
Britain, 2,084 tons, was built of iro#i in 
1816, and first exceeded 300 feet in 
length. The Great Eastern, 18,916 
tons, in 1858, was 660 feet iu length 
and was equipped with propeller anc 
paddle wheels. The Britannic, which 
exceeded 5,000 tons, was built in 1874; 
and in 1888 the City of New York ajic 
her sister ship, each‘of which exceeded 
10,000 tons, were fitted with twin 
screws. In 1899 the dimensions of the 
Great Eastern -were exceeded by the 
Oceanic, 17,247 tons, wMch was 704 
feet in length. In 1901 the Celtic, 
20,904 tons, made its appearance, and 
this vessel at present holds the record 
for size. In 1820 the total steam ton­
nage belonging to the United Kingdom 
was barely 8,000 tons. In 1868 the 
British steamers afloa-t numbered lees 
than 800, and registered nearly 150,000 
tons. At this period the United States 
owned about 5,000 tons more in ^steapi- 
ships than Great Britain. In 1901 the 
United 'States possessed 1,086 steamers 
with a totaJ gross tonnage of 1,704,156, 
against 12,053,394 .tons, made up of 
7,16* stêamers, belonging to the United

The construction of the proposed- line 
b>’_ th® V-, V. & E. is opposed by the 
Kettle River company on the grounds 
that it is a perversion of the purpose 
of the road as originally chartered, and 
that the charter rights of the V., Y. ”& 
E. company are insufficient to cover the 
proposed construction.

On the application of interested par­
ties injunctions have been granted in the 
bupreme court restraining the V., V. & 
B. company from continuing to build, 
and in an application at present before 
the court claiming the annulment of the 
V., V. & E. ehgrter and the restriction ot 
the company’s construction work, the 
Attorney-General has .by motion in the 
'Supreme court been joined in his official 
capacity with the plaintiffs.

The deputation asked the Hou. D. M. 
Eberts yesterday to withdraw in his offi- 
cial capacity from the action. Mr. Cow- 
rn, for the Kettle River cempany, strong­
ly objected to this course, arguing that 
the piiblic interest required thdt he 
should act for the province.

Hon. Mr. Eberts replied that, after 
considering the matter carefully, he had 
decided to apply to the court for per­
mission to retire from the case, and the. 
deputation departed well satisfied.

The solution of the difficulty now rests 
with the Supreme court, wMch the De­
puty Attorney-General will petition this 
morning for leave to remove the Attor­

The select committee appointed to in­

quire into the changes made by Mr. 
8awere against Mr. J. D. Graham, gold 
commissioner of Atlin, resumed its sit­
ting yesterday morning.

Mr. Sawere brought his case to a close 
with the evidence of Mr. James Stables, 
iM. P. P., and the case for the commis­
sioner was opened. In the absence of 
Mr. Belyea, Mr. Graham examined 
of Ms witnesses himself, but towards the 
close of the long cross-examination of 
this witness, he asked the committee to 
adjourn to the following day, when Mr. 
Belyea would 'be present.

Mr. Stables, M.P.P., corrected an item 
of Ms estimates given on the previous 
day, which reduced the estimate of the 
total cost of the buildings purchased by 
Mr. Graham to $480. He stated that 
Ms estimates were based on the price of 
•lumber and labor In 1600. It the price 
of lumber in 1801 was that stated by 
Mr. Sawer, the cost of the buildings 
would be reduced still further.

Mr. Sawere made a statement that he 
estimated the reduced cost to he about 
$406 for the two buildings according to 
Mr. Stables’ figures.

Mr. Sawere then closed Ms case. The 
questions which he would ask the com­
mittee to consider were: (1) Did Mr. 
Graham own either TO both of the build­
ings? (2) If not, had he any interest in 
them? )3) Were there other suitable 
buildings procurable in Atlin? If so, at 
what price?" (4) Was it advisable to pur­
chase these buildings, or any? (5) Did 
Mr. Graham state that he was lending 
the 'buildings for hospital purposes ? (6) 
What was the fair market value of the 
buildings at the time of their purchase ?

William Vickers, examined by Mr. 
Graham, said that he was in Atlin in 
the early part of ’99. He was the ori­
ginal owner of the two buildings in At­
lin, one of wMch was the larger of the 
two buildings purchased for jthe jsoia- 
tion hospital. These buildings cost Mm 
rather more than $900 to have erected. 
They were about the same size. -In the 
fall of ’99 he sold both . buildings for 
$1,120, or thereabouts. The price in­
cluded the squatter’s right. He took the 
first scarlet fever patient to the hospital; 
the other people were scared of the job. 
He was present at an interview between 
Mr. Graham and Dr. Lewis, the medical 
officer. Dr. Lewis, at that interview, 
said that a tent would be too cold for the 
fever patient, ‘He wanted a warm 
building. Mr. Graham asked witness to 
look round the town for a suitable build­
ing. and he made some inquiries. A Mrs. 
McKenzie, who owned a good, large 
house, iwanted too big a price, $2,500, 
or more. He was present at another in­
terview a few days later between Mr. 
Graham, Dr. Lewis and Dr. Young. Dr. 
Lewis still persisted that they should 
have a warm building for the patients, 
hut Dr. Young thought that a tent would 
do very well, and this was eventually 
agreed to. The building purchased was 
a good one, and he did not know of any 
other suitable building in Atlin that was 
available at the time.

By Mr. Garden—The purchaser of the 
two buildings he had sold in the fall of 
’99 was IMr. Graham. ,<

Cross-examined by Mr. Sawere, the 
witness stated that the sale was partly 
a cash transaction. He had owed Mr. 
Graham a considerable snm of money, 
which Mr. Graham had put up for Mm 
in the Kootenay country, and some of 
this was deducted from the purchase 
money tor the buildings. He had been 
acting recorder and acting chief consta­
ble at Atlin. He was not a carpenter 
and could not give estimates in regard to 
the cost of his buildings, hut he remem­
bered that they took sonee 4,500 feet of 
.lumber. The roughest lumber cost him 
$100 per thousand, and for some lumber 
used he paid from $120 to $150 per thou­
sand. He had heard Mr. Wilkie’s evi­
dence. He did not know Mr. Wilkie at 
all, but he thought that the statement 
of that witness that there were lots of 
suitable buildings vacant was untrue. 
He knew about most of the buildings in 
Atlin, so that he did not actually have 
to examine them when he looked round 
the camp for-a building for the hospital. 
There were a number of little shacks va­
cant, hut they were only about fit for 
dogs.

Mr. Sawers then cross-examined wit­
ness in regard to Ms place of abode "n 
Atlin, and where he was in the habit of 
taking his meals.

I.allies hydranlicing its creeks has re­
fused an offer of one million dollars for 
their property. About two years ago a 
young man with a resolute countenance 
walked jnto the office of Senator William 
Mason, in the " Home Insurance build­
ing at Chicago and coolly informed him 
that only $100,000 was needed to con­
vert a mountain of dirt in the Atlin, B. 
C.,’ country into gold. At first the Sen­
ator was amazed at the man’s appear­
ance and statement, but-a brief conver­
sation caused him to make an investiga­
tion. The result was that the money 
was forthcoming and today mining im­
provements have been made in the vicin­
ity of the mountain to an extent that an 
offer of $1,000,000 for the property was 
refused.

Senator Masoq,’s visitor was Albert A. 
Johnson, a former common councilman 
of West Superior, Wis. He was at one 
time worth $100,000, hut met with re­
verses and lost all Ms money in real es­
tate deals in the panic of 1893. Then 
he went to the North to redeem Ms 
fallen fortunes. His success is attested 
by the fact that he found an oppor­
tunity in Atlin, B.C., proved the advan­
tages df investment to leading financiers 
of the country and secured the capital 
necessary to the fulfillment of Ms plans 
and has now built a hydraulic plant in 
the British Columbia gold, field.

Johnson will leave Seattle" today on 
the Humboldt for Atlin. In an inter­
view given in Seattle, he said:

T went to Alaska in 1898,” he said, 
‘Svifh four jnen and ah outfit, intend­
ing to cross the Valdes glacier and get 
into the Copper River country. We 
wandered around for four months, threw 
our packs away long before reaching 
Tanana river. Without finding gold. 
When we got hack to the coast scurvy 
and rheumatism had reduced me almost 
to a skeleton.

“Then I strucK into the country 
again, this time alone, and went 
south from Lake Atlin. I took out some 
gold and as fast as men got tired of 
working in the flooded country and left, 
•I bought their claims and hired men to 
work them. I sent out of the country 
for books on geology, of wMch science 
I was entirely ignorant, and studied 
hard. Study and prospecting told me 
the monntainons sides of Spruce creek 
must contain gold in large quantities. I 
saw that water would have to he piped 
over cunyons and carried on trestle 
work for two miles. I acquired title to 
a mountain of dirt aud went to Chicago 
to see Senator Mason.

“He interested capital iu the project 
and an engineer was sent to investigate. 
The engineer reported that there Was 
plenty of gold there,' but that it would 
not 'he possible to get rid of the tailings 
by hydraulic wasMng and that the mas­
sive machinery requir&d could nut he got 
in over the mountains. I beat the en­
gineer to Chicago and saw Senator Ma­
son first. He concluded to make a trial 
and gave me the money to take in 150 
tons of machinery.

T finally managed to get the people 
building the railway over the White 
Pass to construct a special scow for 
Lake Atlin. 
contractor, pnt in nine miles of narrow- 
gauge track for me. Some of the tubing 
for the pipeline was 40 inches in diam­
eter and all the joints 17 feet long. We 
had to straighten a trail for nine miles 
from Atlin to get the machinery aud 
material on the ground.

“Now we have 4,200 feet of flnme 
constructed, part of it on trestle work 
40 feet high, 1,600 feet of ditch dug and 
2,350 feet of pipe laid down to the 
1,000-foot sluice box laid at 
the mountain. A water plant has been 
installed to generate electricity for 
handling the derrick and to furnish light.

When I touched the lever and turned 
on a six-dtich stream, driven with a force 
equal to 1,800 horse-power,' last October 
1. the noise made as the side of the 
mountain was tqrn away was about as 
great as anybody ever heard in that re­
gion. We own 300 acres in that dis­
trict now, and I have been selected as 
general manager of the concern known 
as the Columbia Hydraulic Mining com­
pany. It is. incorporated under the laws 
of the state of Washington. One of the 
noted capitalists now interested is Peter 
Kimberley, the iron magnate,- of Scran­
ton, Pa. ;

“An offer of $1,000,000 for the proper­
ty has been refused. During the com­
ing season the intention is to put in an­
other plant above the one now in oper­
ation. I expect so much money td be 
taken out of the property this season 
that I would not care to name it. Peo­
ple would say I was exaggerating for

RUSSIAN CONSPIRACY.

Letter in Murderer’s Pocket Points to 
Larger Plot.

St. Petersburg, April 24.—While Bal- 
ascheff, the man who assassinated the 
minister of the interior, M. Sipiaguine, 
on April 21, was recalcitrant through­
out the preliminary examination, his tes­
timony developed the significant fact 
that in his pocket he had a sealed en­
velope addressed to M. Pobiedonosseff, 
the chief procurator of the holy synod. 
It is inferred from the finding of this 
envelope that had M. Pobiedonosseff 
gone to the ministerial office on April 11, 
the day Mf Sipi&guine was assassinated, 
he would have been killed instead of the 
minister of the interior. It is a fact that 
the chief procurator of the holy synod 
was to have gone to the ministerial of­
fice that day and that only chance pre­
vented his doing so. The discovery of 
this envelope is considered as confirming 
the theory that conspiracy against vari­
ous Russian officials existed.

ARGENTINA AND CHILI. .

Report of Trouble Pending Between the 
Countries.

Buenos Ayres, April 24.—The Argen­
tine government has received informa­
tion that Chilian military engineers are 
continuing the construction of strategic 
roads in the territory in litigation be­
tween Argentina and Chili, in the Ar­
gentine province of Chubul. The news­
papers here are protesting against the 
doings of the Chilian engineers, which 
they déclare to be a violation of the pro­
tocol. The Tribuna is especially vehe­
ment in this respect. It is stated that 
the new Argentina minister to Chili, 
Jose Antonio Terry, iwho reached San­
tiago de Chili on April 22, is the bear­
er of a strong protest from hie govern­
ment with regard to the alleged con­
struction of these roads.
