Refinery at Trail Tumns Out
First Finished Product of

Trail, B. C., April 25.—The first pig
lead, the product of ore mined, smelted
and refined in Canada, has been pro-
duced by the lead refinery erected by
the Canadian Smelting works, at Trail,
and early in May the plant will be im
full operation with sufficient capacity to
refine” all the present output of- the
works here,

It is the first and only silver-lead re-
finery in the Dominion, and its product
is the highest grade of manufacturing
lead. The refinery will encourage the
consumption of Canadian lead in Can-
ada, especially that ‘consumed in the
manufacture of paint.

At present Canadian lead is marketed
abroad and manufactured into white lead
about 8,000 tons of which are annually
imported from ‘Germany. After haying
about 12,000 miles of transportation, and
the foreign labor of refining and con-
verting into white lead taxed against it,

Mr. W. W. Southin, the postmaster at
Ladysmith, has drawn our attention to
the questién of the free delivery of mails
in rural districts and to an article of his
on the subject which we reproduce ‘with
great pleasure. = We confess mnever to
have thought of the matter.

MAIL SUBSIDIES. i
It is a pleasure for once to deal with
something which touches on politics but
is: not political. We refer to the duty
of every public body and representative
institution to hold up the hands of Sexa-
tor Templeman in his endeavors to-secure
better postal facilities, between British
Columbia - ports and the Yukon, and
‘also’ between Victoria and the West
oast  of Vancouver -Island: by means
of steamboat subsidies, to be granted by
the Dominion government. We had oc-
casion a few days ago to refer to the ul-
timate relation between business and the
postoffice as illustrated by the dear mag-
azine postage between Canada and Great
Britain as compared with the cheap
magazine postage between Canada and
the ‘United States. When the question
of facility of transportation enters into
the discussiod that relation becomes still
more important and vital to the busi-
ness interests of the community. The
difficulties under which Canadian boats

| plying to the' Yukon, as compared with

American boats, labor are very freal and

take freight only to one Ajmerican port
while the American boat can take a mixed
eargo for all American ports and collegt
return freight in the same way. This
disadvantage in transportation has mili-
tated very severely against Vjittoria and
Vancouver, and through. theém, Eastern
Canadian cities in - securing their due
share of the Yukon trade. A mail subsidy
will certainly help to mitigate the effects
of this discrimination, and have a most
benefieial influence in improving the com-
mercial relations between the two sec-
tions of Canada, an influence which will
be increased by the better mail service
thus procurable. The position of the
West Coest of Vancouver Island is rath-
er different, but nevertheless it is one
wherein a mail subsidy will have even a
more directly favorable result. = This
portion of the dsland is in ijts initial
stages of development. It has not yet
provided a local trade sufficient to main-
tain a.first class steamer service. At
the same time, through not having a
first class steamer service its develop-
ment is retarded. At such a juncture a
mail subsidy is exactly what is required
to secure a better‘service and thus more
rapidly bring about the time when no
subsidy will be necessary. If Senator
Templeman  requires any assistance in
pressing these considerations home upon
the Dominion government it should cer-
tainly be accorded him by every./one in-
terested in the fostering of the trade and
commerce of British Columbia seaports.

MR. McPHILLIPS’ POSFTION.

It our memor}; serves us right, there
was a publi¢ meeting held about a year
ago in this city, at which a resolution
was passed instructing the city members
in' the legislature to support the V. V.

McPhillips, K. C., the junior member for
Victoria, accepted the dictates 'of this
meeting and shaped his eonduct in the
House in accordance therewith. \ It is
well known that this particular assem-
blage was packed and manipulated by
the promotors of the V. V., & E., and
that it represented but a modest frac-
tion of the Victoria electorate. Yet Mr.
McPhillips at that time was willing to
accept its justructions as representing
the will of his constituents. We will
take for granted that Mr. McPhillips in
so interpreting them acted couscientious-
ly and with the sole desire of earrying
out, so far as he ceuld, the wishes of
the people who elected him. 'What do
we now find? . ‘Mr. McPhillips is one of
the most uncompromising opponents of
the government in the matter of the
Canadian Northern subsidy. Although
elected to suppert the present adminis-
tration, he was willing last session, at
the instance of a packed public meeting,
to oppose the government, if mecessary,
to carry out the wishes of that meeting.
This session- he is found in opposition to
the government, and at the recent by-
electionin Victoria an earnest advocate
of the candidature of Mr. Bodwell. The
latter gentlemian was defeated, although
in the field for six months, as against
bis. opponent’s fortnight’s campaign. If
«ver a coustituency instructed its mem=
bers as to ‘their course in the House,
this was a notable instance. It was not
a packed meaoting with a small percent-
age of the voters present, who gave an
expression of opinion, but the majority
of the electors of Victoria in a hardly
fought contest and by 'ballot. Their de-
cision had no element off uncertainty
about it. Tt wag altogether final and in-
capable of being misunderstood. If Mr.
McPhillips was’ still acting upon the
principle he accepted last year, he cer-
tai could have no hesitation as to his
cour% this year. He has the verdict of
a majority of the electorate to aid him.
To be consistent he should have at once
amounced . his ‘intention of supporting
the ‘government in the matter of  the
Canadian’ Northern, for this was really
the sole question at issue in the Bodwell-
Prior” election. Has he obeyed the in-
struction of his constituents? No. He
i= still to be found inbitter oppesition to
the propgsal.’ He is eager to defeat the
government on the question, and embroil
the country to its discredit and disadvan-
tage. Every business man knows how
disastrous the defeat of the government
-svould be at the present time. If we are
to regard Mr. McPhillips as having been
honest and sincere in his assertions and
conyquct last year, what must we conclude
with regard to his present course?

Not only has rural free delivery come to
stay with Uncle Sam, but is now part of
the permanent force of the postal service:

Why should nbét Canada have a rural free
delivery as well as the States?

This freé dellvery brings the city and
country closer together: it would bind them
with fresh ties, as the country people would
know that under this system .they would
get their mail brought to them dally.

- Steamer Tees returned to port.yes:

catory of disaster to other vessels, At
Skidegate, Oapt. Hughes learned  that
the coast was littered with wreckage
irom Skidegate to Masset. Indians have
found pieces of boats, a compass, fog
horn, speaking trumpet, and more sal«
mon cases. At Goose.Island, off the
Northern® British - Columbia  coast, In-
dians haye found a barrel of rum, which/
has washed ashere. .

There is no doubt but that the lite
buoy brought down on the Tees came
firom the (Condor, for the letters are
plainly shown, “H. M. 8.” on the top
part, and “Condor’” on the lower, but;
the other wreckage was not identified,
and little description to gnable identifid
cation, was obtainable. The salmon pre-
viously found was marked “D T H”
and was half pound Skeena river flats,
a brand which was shipped on the ship
Red Rock, which left Victoria on No-
vember 25, with 80,640 cases of salmon.
That which- has now been found was
marked “U P 8” and was one pound
flats, with no label. The mark whick
was on the outside of the cases, was pre=
sumably the consignee marks. As the
o‘mces of the salmon shipping firms were,
closed- yesterday afternoon, the mani-
fests were mnot available, and the ship
on which salmon marked in that man-
ner was sent could not be learned,

The . pieces of “boats, compass, fog
horn, etc., were not examined, and the
number of the compass and any marks
on the boats mot obtained. The barrel
of rum, which was foun® by‘the Indians
of Goose Island, is probably frem the
lost “ship Ernest Reyer, which went;
ashore off the Quinalt river in Novemb-
er, when'carrylng a cargo composed of
French liquors. Indians of Neah Bay
amd Uclulet rave already found punch{
eons of the rum, and as the currents
ha_ve dnftec_i a Condor buoy as far as
Skidegate, it is not. unlikely that the
rum barrel would drift from the Wash-
mgton river to Goose island. 3

Sealer Stabbed.—Capt.' Burns, of the
sealing schooner Geneva, reported on his
arrival at Hakodate, that on February
28, while the Geneva was lying at Chi-
chijima harbor, in the Bonin islands, a
Japanese sailor inflicted two dangerous
stab wounds on a shipmate, William
Smith by name. Smith finally recover-
ed, and the Japanese was taken to
Tokyo to stand his trial for the iuflic-
vion of the wwunds.

F. Gosnell, father of R. E:. Gosnell, Pre-
mier’s secretary, died yesterday after-
noon, aged 76.

LAURENT GUICHON DEAD.

Pioneer Miner and Farmer Dies at St.
Joseph’s Hospital.

The death occurred at ‘St. Joseph’s hos-
pital yesterday evening of Laurent Gui-
chon, one of the best known residents of
the Fraser Valley. The deceased came’
to British Columbia in 1861, and has
resided in the province ever since. He
was mining in Cariboo during the days
of gold, and having done well purchased
a large tract of land on the Lower Fras-
er, in the centre of which the now im-
portant settlement of Port Guichon
s situated. In later years he
built the Guichon hotel at New .West-
minster. This was destroyed in  the
fire, and he replaced it with a -hand-
some office building.

He leaves a widow and
family of eight children, moSt“of. them
grown up. The remains will be taken
to Port Guichon by the steamer Princess
Louise this morning.

“Now we have 4,200 feet of flume
constructed, part of it on trestle work
40 feet high, 1,600 feet of ditch dug and
2,350 feet of pipe laid down to the
1,000-foot sluice box laid at the foot of
the mountain, A water plant has been
installed to generate electricity for
handling the derrick and to furnish light.

‘When I touched the lever and turned
on a six<ifich stream, driven with a force
equal to 1,800 horse-power, last October
1. the noise made as the side of the
mountain was tarn away was about as
great as anybody ever heard in that re-
gion.  We own 300 acres in that dis-
trict now, and I have been selected as
general manager of the concern kunown
as the IColumbia Hydraulic Mining com-
pany. It is incorporated nnder the laws
of the state of Washington. One of the
noted capitalists now interested is Peter
Kimberley, the iron magnate; of Scran-
ton, Pa.

“An offer of $1,000,000 for the proper-
ty has been rtefused. During the com-
ing season the intention is to put in an-
other plant above the one now in oper-
ation. I expect so much money t4 be
taken out of the property this season
that I would not care to name it. Peo-
ple .would say I was exaggerating for

- In>this I am not
expressing merely my own changed
opinion, drawn from\my studies of his-

"Up-to
the present I am prepared to admit that
these conditions, still continue to prevail
in Hmnglish industry, and the arguments
of the free traders in consequence, 50 far
as HEngland is concerned, still: retain
their soundness. But whether these
conditions are likely to continue, .it 18
now for the industrial = experts and
specialists to determine from the statis-
tics of probability; and it is owing to
the possible answer that may be given
by them in the near future, with the
momentous. interests involved, that the
necessity of reconsideration for which I
plead is so urgent and pressing. ;

‘What, then, in a word, are the indus-
trial conditions which can be used as a
zule or principle in determining whether
a given vountry is better adapted to a
fiee trade rather than. a protectionist
policy, and vice versa * Leaving mixed
and intermediate conditions out of ac-
count, for the sake of clearness and
simplicity, we may say, speaking bread-
ly, that there are two that favor free
trade and two that faver protection;
and 7 if our reasoning should prove
sound, it is evident'that when the statis-
ticians shall have told us to which of
these England belongs, or is likely- soon
to belong, the question shall have been
solved for us. )

Now, the first condition <of a free
trade policy is that the country in ques-
tion should ‘possess some single natural
advantage or combination of advan-
tages, natural or acquired, which shall

or gold mines; exceptional comlpercxal
situations, as the position of Corinth on
the Isthmus in the ancient world, or of
Florence, Venice and Geneoa, in the Italy
of the Middle Ages, and before better
trade routes were discovered; the ship-
ping and carrying trade of Holland be-
fore the navigation acts of England
killed it; the cotton-growing soil of the
Sounthern States of America; the sugar-
growing climate and soil of the West
Indies before the manufacture of sugar
from beet-root; the corn-growing facili-
ties of Russia; or the coal and «iron
mines close together of Bugland; an
the like.
pre-eminence, when present in any
nation where the extent of the industry
is capable of employing a large part of
the population, and where the demand
of the outside world for the produce is
effective and enduring, make a free
trade policy for that nation as scientific-

ally demonstrable in an industrial race,

as feathering the oar by a bench “of
rowers is in a boating one; and there
all the old arguments for free trade re-
tain ‘ their validity unimpaired.

The second condition which makes a
policy of free trade expedient is just
the opposite, namely, where a country
is so poor in natural resources that it
has and can have no industrial pre-
eminence in anything, ‘and so, not being
in the rumning at all, a policy of pro-
tection to enable it to produce what it
wants for itself would only be a waste
of time and buman labor. All this, per-
haps, needs only to be stated to be ad-
mitted; it is when we come to the con-

_gecond set of industrial conditions which,
as I am now to-show, appear to me to
demand a most rigid system of protec-
tion, Unfortunately, it is just the com-
dition" with which England is:threatened
in the near future, #nd it is in order
that 'we may be prepared that this dis-
cussion, in my judgment, claims prece-
dence over all others = at the present
time, so numerous are the pitfalls and
illusions with which it is strewn.

The condition I refer to is that of a
country once industrially supreme, and
still as rich as ever in nataral resources,
but which has been effectually beaten in
the race by an: enterprising rival, by
however small a margin, provided that
margin is likely to be enduring; and this
it is admitted is the condition with which
we are now threatened by our trade
rivals, the United States and Germany.
Now it is assumed by the free traders
that even in the event of the loss of our
supremacy in those industries ‘WhICh
have made the country great, still the
nations are all such common sharers in
the industrial wealth of the world that
our Joss wduld only be in proportion to
the largeness of our stake; Just as in
business, losses or gains are divided in
proportion to, the shares in the partner-
ship of the persons concerned. = This is
the first illusion. The second is that
even if we were beaten in the industrial
race, it would still be 2 much better
for us to keep our ports freely open for
the entrance of foreign & goods as it
would be for a rower (even if he had
lost some of his original power) to still
feather his oar.

Now, all thiy is most plausible, but as
we sHall now see most false; -and if
acted on would mean ruin, speedy and
complete. "Where, then, are the falla-
cies? ‘They lie in imogining that what
is right, ndtural and expedient to do be-
fore an indaustrial defeat, must be so
after it; whereas it is précisely the
oppogite. Instead of our losses being,
as, athong partners, only in proportion
to our stake, the true analogy is that of
a fight between rival bulls or stags in a
herd, with the rest looking on, where
the victor takes not his proportion ac-
cording to his.strength, but the entire
herd (it is ouly the other nations with
no supremacy—the herd—who share in
the advantages gained); or like the race
for the Dérby, where the horse that is
only half a neck ahead takes the whole
stake; or, better still, perhaps (to bring
out the difference between - before and
after an industrial = defeat), like the
provinces of the Roman -world after
Pharsalia. . Before the battle, Pompey
and 'Caesar divided almost equally these
provinces between them,  but after it,
although it was wen oaly by a happ
thought, Pompey lost all aud was ruine\'{
while Caesar, “gathering up the entire
spoil, stalked off with it, and put the
empire and diadem of the world in his
pocket.

Now, how does this\specially operate
in the case of an industrial defeat such
as we have in view? It does™so by a
double action, as it were. In the first
place, to a nation once thoroughly and
decisively beaten, by however small a”
margin, in. a commercial seuse, no one
will come to buy; mnot its successful
rival, because it can buy cheaper at
home; not the outlying nations, because
they can buy cheaper from the con-
queror; not_even the defeated nation
itself, because its people too can buy
cheaper from their successful competitor
than at home. The conséquence is that,
except to bring in such trifles as fruits,
spices, tobaccos, cheap wines, knick-
knacks and other such things, foreign
to the great main industrial issue, the
ships of _the nations will mno longer
crowd and jostle each other in the ports
of the defeated nation as Before, but
will sail past her to swell the triumph
of her conqueror. ©On the other hand,
and by the wind of the eame stroke, no
one within the nation will continue any
longer to manufacture those products
which gave it its former supremacy,
simply because - with no guarantee
against the'return of tMe conqueror; no
one will consent to produce. (Mills and
workstops will stand steck-still- or “fall
to ruin, not by a slow and lingeting de-
cine, but as it a bolt_had struck them.
As well expect a Turkish or Moorish
peasant to do more than scratch his fer-
tile soil with a stick, when some pasha
can swoop down on him as he passes
along and commandeer the fraits of his
industry with impunity,:

It is not that the mills cannot go on,
but that they will not; and the reasou
is that in the present stage of industrial
development«there is for the individunl
producer no national or collective guar-
antee, as there is for the protection of
property, but each producer has to take
his own risks. ' Amd the effect of this
is the same as if the Bank of England
were suddenly to ‘suspend  paymeut
without the government at its baeck.
Possessed ' of -that' guarantee, the com-
mercial world,. with' here aund there a
failure, would go on much as before:
but without it, not a market or an in-
dustry would stir, although all the world
should raise its eyebrows in mild sur-
prise, and ask what has the Bank of
England to do with the running or mnot
of the mills of Launcashire.

AGAINST MEAT TRUST.

United States Attorney-General  Insti-
tutes Legal Proceedings.

‘Washington, April 24.—Attorney-Gen-
eral Knox ‘made the following state-
ment today regarding the so-called beef
trust;  On April 4 this department di-
rected W, A. ‘Day, of Washiugton, in
his capacity as special assistant to the
Attorney-General, to examine iuto, as
far as practicable, the public charges to
the effect that a combination of large
meat dealers in the United States had
been effected contrary to the provisious
of the laws of the United States. This
preliminary examination resulted in in-
structions to Mr. Day and Mr. Bothea,
at Chicago, on April.7. to prosecute sim-
ultaneously in Chicago and the East a
more. particular examination into the al-
iegations and .proofs alleged to exist in
support thereof.

From reports I am satisfied th+t suffi-
cient evidence is in hand on ahich bills
in equity for an injunction can be fram-
ed to restrain the combination mention-
ed from further proceedings, under their
agreement, which clearly appear to be’in
restraint of interstate trade. I  have,
fherefore, in compliance with the law,
which provides:. *“It shall be the duty
of the several district attorneys of the
United States, in their respective dis-
tricts, under the direction of the "Attor-
ney-General, to institute proceédings in
equity to prevent and restrain vyiola-
tions of this act,” directed the" district
ottorney. at Chicago to /prepare a bill,
for an. injunction against the corpora-
. tions and persons who are parties to the
combination mentioned’ to be filed in the
United States circuit court, for -the
Northern district of Hlinois.

Bill to Prevent Abuse of Expert
Medical Tegtimony in
' the Courts.

From Our Own Corresponden

Ottawa, April ‘24 —Many/ members of
parliament are complaining of the enor-
mous amount of government literature
which reachés them through the ‘mails.
It is sent to them by the ton, and is
generally thrown into the ‘cellar or used
to light the fire. This kind of thing costs
the country hundreds of thousands of
dollars every year, but there seems no"
way of providing a remedy. There ‘is
no means of disériminating between what
bluebooks a member wants and what
he does not'want. He is supposed to
distribute them to his constituents, but
as a rule his constituents takes no more
interest in the subject than does the
member. The only exception is as to
the ‘proceedings of the Committee on
Agriculture. These are pretty  widely
read in theé ¥ural districts, but Jthe city
members have no use for them and cdn{’:
plain that they are in the ‘'way. Every
department of the government sympa-
thizes with the objection which has been
raised on this score, but nobody seems
able to suggest remedy.

*“Notwithstanding anything to the con-
trary in the Civil Service Act,” is a
phrase that is found very frequently in
the estimates which are annually pre-
sented to parliament. The meaning of
it is that some government favorite de-
sires an increase in salary, and -it is
thus given to" him by indirect legisla-
tion. Pufting the phriase and the in-
crease of salary into the estimates, has
thé advantage that it may not be in-
terfered with by the Senate, which body
might possibly refuse to accept any gen-
eral amendment to the Civil Service Act.
It is a neat scheme for avoiding the law,
and it works to perfection. There is an
average of considerably over 100 cases
of this kind every year. ot

SESSEONAL ALLOWANCES.

” Some parliamentarian with leisure and
a taste for figures, has been examining
the workings of the sessional indemnity..
He reaches the following conclusions.
Suppose the present\session lasts three
months. That would give about 60
working days. The sessignal indemnity
being $1,500, a member will ‘therefore
be paid at the rate of $25 per day. But
the law provides that $15 shall be de-
docted from a member’s indemnity for
each day that he is absent from his par-
liamentary duties. Consequently if a
member were absent the whole 60 days,
the deduction would be $900, and he
would still be-entitled to draw $600. But
the law further allows an_ absence, of
12 days, for which no deduction is
made. He could, therefore, draw an-
other $300, for these 12 days. The only
limitation upon him is that if he did not
turn up at all he could draw nothing.
But he would be legally euntitled to this
$900, and mileague when all the service
that he might do his country would be
to go to Ottawa and draw-the money.
To top off the matter, he would be en-
titled to an additional $8 for his attend-
ance in parliament on the day when he
turned up fo get his pay.

The salary of the Governor-General is
$50,000 per annum, but it is not gener-
ally known that this amount is subject
to certain deductions. Like a great
many other employees, he is docked: for
every day that hé is not on hand to at-
tend to his wetk. Techuically, the Gov-
ernor i§ present and ready for business
so long as he remains within the Do-
minion of Canada, but when he goes to
Chicago or to see a yacht race in New
York, it is quite another matter, The
number of days he is away is carefully
computed, and the amount is deducted
from his monthly check. During such
absences the duties: of -the Governor-
General were formerly discharged by the
officer commanding His Majesty’s forces
at Halifax, but this was found an in-
convenient arrangement owing to the de-
lay caused by having papers sent to
Halifax and returned. A change was
accordingly made, and the duty .was
handed over to the Chief Justice of the
Supreme court. With the duty goes the
pay, and the deductions from the Gov-
ernor-General's check are now added to
that of = Chief Justice Strong.

MEDICAL EXPERTS.

Of late years it has become almost.a
public scandal in several provinces, and
more especially in Ontario, that in crimi-
nal trials numberless medical witnesses
have been called to give what is alleged
to be expert testimony. To-the layman
the curious part of the matter was that
such testimony  always had a decided
tendency to favorithe side by which the
witness was paid.’ It is doubtful if jur-
jes attached much weight to such evis
dence, but it was bound to have a con-
fusing account which favored the defen-
dant. - Among the public at large the
presence of medical men in the witness
box and the things they swore to went
far to confirm the impression that medi-
cine is not an exact science. This state
of affairs is to be remedied as far as
possible by a bill which the government
has introdueed; tmd which provides that
not more than five expert-witnesses shall
be called ou either side unless the judge
is of the opinion that under the circum-
stances more atre necessary. It is hard
to imagineé a case in which five witnesses
on each side would not exhaust the pes-
sibilities of expert testimony.

UNDESIRABLE IMMIGRANTS.

Many years age the United States
found peuring into their country'a class
of immigrants ‘extremely - undesirable,
They stood it ‘for a “while, but when
the poorhouses of Great Britain 'and the
jails of Germany were dumped on their
Shores, they drew the line. Since that
time their laws reglardmg immigration
have. grown gradually more stringent.
‘Having protected their own sea coast by
a system of rigid inspeetion, they then
discovered or professed to discover that
persons suffering from danger'gus dis-
éases ‘and. persons who were liable to
become -objécts of charity were entering
the ‘United States through Canada. The
government of Canada, with a com-
placency’ which -was perhaps not a_lto-
gether admirable, allowed the United
States to locase officers in our seaports
in order to examine arriving immigrants
and turn back those who were not want-
ed. These officers had to do something
to show that they were earning their
money, and accordingly they have been
making reports to Washington as to the
immense good which has sprung from
their appointment, and the great number
of undesirable eases which have thereby
been kept out of the United States. These
gentlemen, of course, - can hardly be
blamed for magnifying the importance of
their officé, but the record shows that
they turned back just 131 persons out
of something over 25,000. The matter
wonld not concern Canada very seglouely
were it not that these representatives of
the-United States are constantly harping
on the theme that Canada allows these
undesirable persons to remain here, and
that they presently drift across the line.
This complaint, of course, is la.;gely non-
sense. ' The government is taking one of
the two stéps’ necessary to stop it. They
are amending the law so as to absolutely
prevent undesirable classes from eénter<
ing Canada. The next thing to_do is
to see that these complaining Upnited
States officials go home and stay there.

people come as it is said they will.

MANILA HEMP.

_VVhen it comes to indulging in a sharp
trick for the purpdse of gaining a trade
advantage, ‘otur  great and good friend
Uncle Sam is hard to beat. His lareer
dodge is. well worthy of the reputstien
wlgich hg has acquired among unations nx
'bemg: without question the greatest com-
mercial hog on earth. At the time the
United States acquired the Philippine isl-
ands, it was distinetly agreed that no
discriminatory. duties of any kind were
to be levied. The Americans may have
ohserved ‘the letter of the.daw, but they
have flagrautly .violated. its /$Pirit, in the.
matter ‘of manila, which is used for the
manufacture of binder twine. Under
Spanish rule this article paid an export
duty of $7.50 per ton. The Americans
retained this export duty as against the
world, but they gave a rebate of the
same amount omr all manila imported in-
to the United States. Canadian manu-
facturers of binder twine will thus be
handieapped to the extent of $7.50 per
ton, and as their margin is now none too
large, the -handicap may prove very
serious. It is beginning to look more
and more as if the only thing to do ‘were
to follow Mr. John Charlton’s ,advice,
to make our tariff as high as that of the
United States and to endeavor, as far
as _possub‘.e, to get along “without them
ontil they become willing to act with
something approaching fairness,

The ‘Northwest this week again came
in for its full share of parliamentarg at-
tention. The matter cropped up in the
shape of a complaint from the ‘Western
representatives that the territorial gov-
ernment should be granted a larger sub-
sidy. From this point the discussion
hranched out wuntil it covered the whole
field of Western opinion with a special
reference to the question of whether the
Territories should be given provincial

one province or two with a number of
minor issues which were
volved. The vicw generally expressed
was_that the matter could easily wait
a while longer. It would require long
and careful consideration before a settle-
ment could be reached which wwould
promise any permanency. _The people
of other parts of Canada have as yet
Ziven very little thought to the matter,
but they will of course insist upon be-
ing consulted and upon having their
rights respected. A delay of two or three
vears will be none too long to enable
all parties concerned to think it over.
