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ARIS, Feb. 1.—Everywhere in the

Under a shower 
of broken chairs the officers broke down 
the railings in front of the entrance, 
while the. crowd rained heavy blows 
upon them. Then the firemen burst in 
the doors and the police and municipal 
guards entered the buildings. Ope of the 
principal officers was severely wounded. 
Inside the church the congregation had 
erected barricades which had to be tak­
en by assault, while the men and women 
fainted. After the church had been 
cleared the commissioner proceeded to 
take the inventory. The Catholics out­
side were singing.

The energetic measures taken by the 
police had the effect of almost complete­
ly clearing the church except at the 
altar, where a few of the congregation 
and gome young priests stood

Fervently Brandishing Sticks
These were allowed to remain, 
ejection of the remainder of the crowd 
resulted in the injuring of many persons 
on both sides, including fifty policemen 
and gnards, and a still higher number 
of the militant Catholics. One hundred 
and fifty members of the congregation 
■were arrested. During the struggle som« 
of the guards had their rifles snatched 
from them and they fought with theii 
hands against the people, some of whom 
were armed with swords. One of tb« 
barricades erected, in. the church war 
thirty feet high. After the police had 
been driven out. Prefect Leplne, to pre­
vent further intervention of the peas­
antry, placed a triple rank of gnards 
armed with rifles around the church. 
Tie commissioner was thus enabled to 
proceed with the work, which he had 
a-bout completed tonight.

Little by little he pushed the road out 
into the wilderness. lie bought land and 
laid out townsites and induced men to 
out and settle upon them, 
tapped Washington^ he asked the lumber 
men at what rate they could ship their 
lumber East and still make a profit. They 
told him 50 cents a hundred, and he made 
the rate 40 cents. By such methods as 
these he obtained eastward bound freight 
that made his road pay. But the problem 
of filling the cars on the westward trips 
was not so easy of solution. Mr. Hill 
solved It by reaching out across the Pacific 
ocean and finding a market in Japan. He 
established a line of great passenger and 
freight steamers on the lakes, connecting 
with his own railroad at Duluth.

Mr. Hill built the Manitoba, now the 
Great Northern, from the lakes and the 
Mississippi to Canada and the Pacific with­
out one cent of government aid, direct or 
indirect, and at a cheaper cost per mile 
than apy other railroad in the country. It 
opened up the states of Dakota, Montana, 
Idaho and Washington, and filled them 
with prosperous farms.

When the Northern Pacific fell into diffi­
culties it was he and his associates who 
bought up the stock. Among his closest 
financial friends are J. P. Morgan, Lord 
Mount Stephen and Lord Strathcona, the 
magnates of the Canadian Pacific, of which 
Mr. Hill is a director. His fight with E. 
H. Harrlman over the Northern Securities 
Company and his final victory over the 
Union Pacific magnates are recent matters 
of history.

Mr. Hill is a short, stout man, with a 
large head, bald in front and on top, the 
sides being covered with long, shaggy grey 
hair; his beard is white and rather un­
kempt. He has a bluff but kindly manner, 
except when he is angry, and then he is 
not an agreeable man to approach.

One of the most remarkable things about 
him is his genuine love for a knowledge of 
are and music. Uneducated in his Carly 
days, he is now a man of refined tastes;

ter as the sea was running too high. 
The attempts made by the crew of the 
tv yadda to land were dangerous, the 
dory being threatened with swamping 
on each trip. -The tug’s crew left two 
men to relieve McWha and Mousley, 
the cable operators who have been work- 
ing-at the scene of the wreck since they 
took relief to the nine survivors at Dar­
ling creek on Wednesday, and the oper­
ators reached Bamfield last night, com- 
pletely fatigued.

Considerable excitement was occasion­

Meseèn- 
gers are being sent, howbver. to make 
Kürè that the report has do foundation. 
The report of farther disaster was given 
by Dodge’s Cove Indiins who arrived 
at Bamfield and reported that Sechart 
Indians spoke of another large steamer 
being wrecked near Village island m the 
Middle Channel of Barkley Sound, and 
that dry gohds, oranges and other wreck­
age was coming ashore. As the wreck­
age from the Valencia is drifting in that 
direction and the cargo mentioned would 
probably form part of that of the wreck­
ed vessel, it is thought that the Indians 
have based their report on the fact that 
the Valencia’s wreckage is commng 
ashore there. The Indians also reported 
two white men on the-island. Soon after 
thees reports were made the tag Edna 
Grace arrived from a croise among the 
islands where she was haying salmon 
from Indians. The captain ot the Edna 
Grace says the Indians have seemingly 
based their report on the fact that the 
two men picked up by the Salvor were 
or Turret island on Thursday. The Edna 
Grace's crew disbelieve the report of an­
other wreck. Despatches from Ueluelet 
and other points sav nothing has been 
heard of any wreck. Capt. Gaudin, 
agent of marine, telegraphed to Bamfield 
asking the cable men to notify the cut­
ter Grant of the renort.

They turned easterly and moving 
slowly arrived off Neah Bay after dark 
on Wednesday evening and remained 
there until morning, returning to the 
wreck on Thursday morning she spoke 
the steamer Salvor, tug Lome, and the 
whaler Orion and was informed that 
nothing could then be seen of the wreck 
but the masts. About 4 p.m. that day 
(Thursday) the steamer City of Topeka 
left for Seattle, the Queen having gone 
in the meantime.

portation of lumber, It was flourishing. 
The sole object of the present bill was 
to give effect to this policy, which at 
the time it was Initiated met with 
general approval. It was à fact that 
bpt for the act of 1901 many mills 
since built In British Columbia would 
have been erected at Blaine and Bel­
lingham. He doubted if there would 
have been a single mill on the coast 
today but for this measure of 1901. 
Why, even today Ruget

happen In British .Columbia but for 
our restrictive policy. . .'It was a sig­
nificant fact that not a word had been 
said since 1901 about the position of 
haiid-loggers until Mr. Emmerson came 
on the scene. The government aimed, 
not at exterminating the hamd-logger, 
but at protecting the Industry, and that 
was their general policy.

On Dr. King’s motion the committee 
voted to rise and report progress. The 
motion was carried by 20 to 18. Mr. 
Macgowan and Mr. Houston voting 
against the government

Mr. J. A. Macdonald—Would the 
Premier like an adjournment for a day 
or two to consider his position In view 
of the adverse vote?

Hon. R. McBride—I can say at once 
that I am perfectly safe in this House 
and quite satisfied with my position.

Mr. Clifford in the Chair
The House then went into committee 

on the Dewdney Disraoorporation bill and 
Hon. Ohas. Wilson resumed the debate. 
He said that the Sun Life Insurance 
Company had refrained from pressing 
their claim for so many years out of a 
feeling of humanity for the farmers who 
would have to be turned out of their 
houses. Their claim was perfectly good 
in law and could be recovered without 
the slighted difficulty.

Mr. John Oliver claimed that the at­
torney-general was wrong. There was 
a fatal flaw in the bylaw—no court of 
revision had been provided for. As to 
the opinion of the attorney-general, he 
had not proved infallible. His record 
showed many legal-errors amd he for one 
declined to accept his view. His claim 
that the Sun Life was actuated by hu­
manitarian motives was absurd In view 
of the fact that they had often op­
pressed the widows and orphans of this 
province.

Mr. Paterson objected that the bill did 
not correctly . describe what was the re­
sult of the floods of 1900. The dyking 
was spoken of as destroyed. Surely this 
was not possible.

Hon. ft. McBride—The municipality 
did not buy the embankment of the Can­
adian Pacific Railway. They made ap 
agreement to use it. The works swept 
away were works actually constructed 
by the municipality and to that extent 
the description was correct. The C.P.R., 
did not suffer much, and his experience 
was that such corporations rarely suf­
fered much.

Mr. Paterson asked if the interest of 
the municipality in the C. P. R embank­
ment still remained.

Discipline of the Crew
Tlie third point raised by me was in 

the matter of the discipline of the crew. 
Why, they did not exercise greater dis­
cipline? I still maintain that the offi­
cers were apparently .panic-stricken when 
the disaster occurred. There was no 
discipline. The officers did not take thei»* 
places at the lifeboats. The passen­
gers got in çnd no one embarked with 
them who knew how to handle the boats. 
One of the surviving members of the 
crew told me personally, and another 
told a competent man who repeated the 
statement to me that the crew for the 
last trip of the Valencia was made up 
of the captain and chief officer who had 
been on the Valencia and the crew was 
transferred from the steamer City of 
Puebla. The crew had no drills, and 
when the steamer struck no member of 
the crew knew his boat station or what 
was required of him. Therefore there 
could be no discipline. Of course, I left 
soon after the vessel struck and I am 
speaking of what occurred then, not af­
terward of which I have no knowledge. 
The officers may have cooled, down and 
got things organized.

The fourth point I mentioned was that 
six of the boat’s crexy turned up at Cape 
Beale ' without passengers. This looked 
suspicious, but I understand they have 
a story that the captain called for v(tlun7 
teers to get a line ashore and these men 
went to do so, but were unable to accom­
plish- their object and then went to take 
news o( the. wreck» K,.that'll true they 
deserve all praise, but if not—well, I m 
suspicious. _ - -j ' <

Life Preserver» of Little Value
Five.?—With regard to the meritseof 

the life preservers. Mind you, I am not 
an expert on life preservers ; I only speak 
of what I. saw. By far the majority of 
the life preservers were composed of 
tulle. A few I saw were of cork, but 
such cork. I have samples of a few cut 
from the life preservers which were 
made of pressed granulated cork. They 
were evidently made from the stoppers 
of bottles, likely pressed together with 
hydraulic presses, and were all crum­
bled. I have been talking with many 
navigators since regarding the merits of 
different life preservers. Some say the 
tulle are good; some that they are worth­
less. Capt. Ferris, who was wits me, 
says the vest life preservers are those 
made of sheets of cork, solid cork. This 
criticism I can pass oh the tulle or reed 
life preservers. While they are buoyant 
when first used, being porous, they soon 
become waterlogged and sink. The day 
after the wreck I threw one of these 
waterlogged life preservers of tulle into 
the water and it sank. They say Lhose 
of granulated cork are also no good, but 
I don’t know personally. <

Regarding the matter of patrolling the 
beaches, there should have been an ade­
quate supply of men soon on the spot, 
which there was not, so that search 
could be made for the bodies and to 
prevent Indians from robbing the dead. 
The bodies drifted in at distances apart 
and the small number of men working on 
shore soon became thoroughly exhaust­
ed. having done all in their power and 
they could not cover the ground. The 
Dominion government and the Pacific 
Coast Steamship Company should have 
sent men, and I blame them for 
dilatoriness. They should have sent an 
adequate number of men and sent par­
ties with a launch to search the islands.

There are many individuals who de­
serve great credit, notably the men of 
the cable station, Lineman Logan and 
his party, Capt. Ferris and the party 
from the Salvor, and many others.

When I reached shore after being 
thrown from the boat and losing my wife 
and children I was dimly conscious, al­
most unconscious in fact. I dimly re­
member being sucked out by the under­
tow, and finally got strength enough to 
crasp a rock and then I crawled along 
at the edge of the water looking for my 
wife and children. I then crawl­
ed up and tried to get above the high 
Water mayk. I heard a shout and knew 
that someone else had escaped. It was 
Richley, the fireman. I crawled toward 
him in the darkness, and soon we heard 
halloos and knew that others were on 
shore. Soon nine of us got together 
and lay on the rocks. I guess it was 
about 1 o’clock in the morning, and pitch 
dark, with rain and sleet falling fast. 
We huddled up one against the other on 
the rocks in the bitter cold to keep our­
selves warm, and shivered until daylight. 
In the morning I found a place where by 
difficult climbing we could get up the 
bluff and get from the water into the 
bush.

Then I found a man who had been 
thrown up on the rocks, with his face 
smashed and he was crazy, and had to 
abandon him. I then struck back into 
the bush thinking to get into the inter­
ior—-I ihad no knowledge of the coun­
try—and reach sony place and give the 
alarm. I struck • telegraph line and 
reasoned that 1 could get to some habi­
tation. I and the others with me follow­
ed the telegraph line for several miles, 
until we finally reached a telegraph line­
man’s hut at the side of Darling^ creek. 
The snow was ankle deep and it was 
difficult to walk on the logs, and it was 
dangerous -crossing the slippery logs over 
the creeks. Two of the men were with­
out shoes and one had his ankle sprained 
and badly c swollen, causing him great

No One Wants Responsibility 
Mr. Banker said: “I find that every­

one is passing the responsibility from one 
to another, and investigation shows a 
series of misunderstandings with the re­
sult that when the steamer broke op, 
when passengers were swept to sea on 
rafts and wreckage, there was no steam­
er standing by to rescue them. Line­
man Logan, who has done all that a man 
could do,*was standing on the cliff above 
the wreck, with Day kin and Martin. He 
was above the wreck and could see it 
clearly, and his statement made directly 
to me is that between 12 and 1 p.m. 
on Wednesday the vessel, which had 
then been gutted by the waves, broke 
her back and doubled up like a closing 
jack-knife, throwing the people who re­
mained in the spars and rigging into the 
water. More than fifty people floated ont 
to sea then from the wreck. I talked 
with Logan within ah hour, he having 
come in oveç the trail to where I was 
and asked me to telephone the news in 
to Mrs. Paterson that the vessel had 
broken up, and everybody was gone.

A VALUABLE FIND.

Customs Officials Make an Interesting 
Discovery in New York.

New York, Jan. 29.—The finding to- 
dav beneath the false bottom of ai 
trunk, of about five hundred securities 
and bonds said to have a value of over 
$100,000, by customs officers who were 
examining the baggage of passengers on 
the steamer Finland, which arrived from 
Antwerp today, led to the uncovering 
of a mystery which the immigration au­
thorities have taken up for investiga­
tion. The papers were bonds of the 
Hungarian government and securities of 
the various Hungarian railways, all ap­
parently. genuine. They were in a trunk 
assigned to Isaac Heyehr- on Austrian 
grain merchant and second' cabin pass­
enger. He said, however, that the trunk 
did not belong to him but that it was 
the property of Moses Graenburg, who, 
he said, was a passenger on the Finland. • 
Failing to find Greenburg among the 
Finland’s cabin passengers, the customs 
officials turned Heyehr over to the im­
migration authorities, who held him 
pending a search among the steerage 
passengers for the trunk’s owner. The 
latter, according to Heyehr, gave him . 
the trunk at Antwerp, requesting him to 
take charge of it until they had landed 
in New York. The Hungarian authori­
ties will be notified of the seizure.

Sir—In reference to the preservation of 
elk, I think I am quite .qualified Id ex­
pressing an opinion, as I spent the whole 
of the summer and fall of 1904 exploring 
through a part of the Interior of Vancou­
ver Island. In almost every valley I 
passed through elk and elk signs were to 
be seen from-salt water to timber Une. I 
roughly estimated at the time that the 
number of elk I saw, that is different ones, 
to be between three and four hundred. I 
was pleased to note at the time that there 
was a good percentage of calves. As to 
the preservation of elk, owing to the ex­
treme roughness of the country and the 
heavy undergrowth, this alone is enough 
preservation. It is very doubtul if any 
logging will ‘be done in these parts for 
many years to come, if ever, as the tim­
ber Is of a poor quality and very unsuit­
able. In* the editorial of Sunday’s issue 
you make comparison with big horn ana 
elk of Vancouver Island. Owing to the 
open country in which the big horn are 
to be found, I do not see how you can com­
pare the preservation of the two anima.6, 
as the conditions are so different. As to 
the deer, they are Innumerable. I re­
member one day having traveled flb<)trt 
ten or twelve miles, I counted 54. I quite 
agree with item No. 3 in .Cept.

There te too much Of a tendency today to 
consider the big game just as something 
to be killed on sight.

When an English nobleman comes out 
here and kills our game, he hardly ever 
leaves the equivalent of what he takes 
from th.e province. We ‘read in a local 
government publication that one Baron 
von I lessen of Denmark made a visit late­
ly to the Casslar district of this province. 
He says: “During the fejv weeks I was in 
British Columbia I had the good luck to 
bring down fourteen bears, ten of which 
were black and the remainder grizzlies. 
Besides this, we shot three mountain 
sheep, a cariboo, a number of wolves and 
other animals.” Now, sir, I maintain that 
even If the baron spent ten thousand dol­
lars In the province, he did not nearly pay 
the value of those fourteen bears, three 
big horn, and the cariboo. It is some satis­
faction to knowxthat the baron got none of 
our elk.

I think your plan of forming a preserve 
In the heart of Vancouver Island to be 
a splendid one, ând now Is the time for 
the government to do It.

Legislative Notes
After the little fiasco of yesterday, 

from which the opposition obviously 
derived more amusement than satis­
faction, the government this afternoon 
pursued the even tenor of their way, 
and advanced several important meas­
ures a stage, 
taken up by the moving of resolutions 
and giving notices of motions.

Mr. J. R. Brown was anxious to re­
open the evergreen “Pack Train” case, 
in which Mr. John" Elliot seeks the 
appointment of a special committee of 
investigation to examine into all mat­
ters connected with the claim of his 
clients as far back as 1890. Mr. Brown 
based his application on the somewhat 
unique ground that all the members of 
the present administration had at one 
time or another been connected with 
thé case in one Or other of its numer- 

ramifications, and they could not 
bring an unbiassed judgment to bear 
on the subject. Whether he will get 
his committee depends on the decision 
at which the government will arrive 
between now and the next sitting of 
the House.

Mr. J. A. Macdonald was a greatly 
surprised man when the Premier, with­
out a moment’s hesitation, acceded to 
his request for a special committee to 
examine into the Kaien Island deal.
In doing so Hon. Mr. McBride said he 
welcomed the investigation, as the i 
government had nothing to conceal, • 
and he would do all he could to expe­
dite the work of the committee.

Hardly less surprised was Mr. 
Houston when without demur he got 
his committee to investigate the tim­
ber leases on Slocan River in which 
W. E. Koch and others are interested.

On the reverse movement 
the carriage is driven back at a fast 
speed for two-thirds of the length of a 
stroke, and on the last end of the 
stroke the motion is checked and 
eased, h^jeby avoiding any jerk or 
jar to the carriage. By reason of the 
large surface of the grip it produces an 
instantaneous action, thus utilizing 
every instant of time, thereby enabling 
the ‘sawyer to increase the production 
of shingles. For the brake a stop mo­
tion has been provided so that when the 
foot is applied to the lever to raise the 
head block, it automatically stops the 
motion of the carriage, and At the same 
time applies the brake, which acts .in­
stantaneously.

That is not my message this morning. 
If we are prepared to go, it matters little 
what kind of death we suffer. Some may 
be in this case “heroes of. the moment. 
Think'of this expression, end enter as 
heroes into the spirit world.

The general lesson for us to receive is 
to agitate for tbe protection of human 
life by careful guarding against emer- 
renqies, and to this end may we use 

Influence with the “powers that be” for 
the establishment of life-saving stations, 
patrol boats end light houses, and the 
equipment of a crew who will hazard 
their lives on each and every occasion; 
supplying such With the necessaries of 
life and the mesns of saving others. 
“Bis dat qui cite dat,” (he who gives 
■quickly ■ gives twice as much). Now the 
lessons especially which such a disaster 
teaches us may be thus divided: '

First, the lesson' of warning. Inclu­
ded in this is the matter to which I have 
already referred, that something must 
tie done to prevent, future loss of life, but 
there is the lesson of being prepared. 
The uncertainty of this transitory life 
as it is called. "In the midst of life we 
are in death,” and yon know as well as 
I can tell you that you need not per­
force take a ship to prose the truth of 
this statement. Be warned therefore by 
the sudden misfortunes which befell our 
fellowmen.

Second, there is the lesson of sym­
pathy. Nothing perhaps brings ont 
frqm. us the virtue of sympathy more 
than witnessing or hearing of others 
misfortunes. It is most fitting at all

Third, the lesîiens éf eternity; Such 
disasters bring v>ry ■'vividly before us 
the truth of eternity.- Some are apt to 
think and even ' say that this earthly 
lift or: àdgtWe is all and complete- 
Yet the vpry fact of sudden death and 
the awful conditions attending our de­
parture- from this «world are proofs of a 
hereafter and that there js something 
better in store for those that love the 
Lord Jesns Christ. Can anyone imag­
ine that God created man after His 
own image and similitude, that is after 
His form and Ëternity, that the eud of 
his existence should consist, in being en­
gulfed .in the angry billow* of a raging 
sea, or dashed to pieces on. a rock-bound 
coast? No, surely,- this is not the end! 
Man Aras made for something more than 
this. “Here we have no continuing 
city, but we seek one-to come.”

Let us learn the lesson of an Eternity 
Which it plainly teaches, and let us pray 
that Light Eternal may perpetually 
shine upon them. Who can tell but.that 
Our Lord Jesus Christ has received 
them converted by the light of Eternity 
deep as vessels made to honor. Out 
of the deep have I called unto Thee, 
Lord, hear my prayer.”

Then the fourth lesson, which we may 
learn is the lesson of godliness. Oh 
that we may learn this necessary lesson 
of being less of the world and more of 
God.

God was manifested in 
the flesh and that flesh reflecteth the 
light of lift. It is for us to prove oar 
godliness, more earnest in prayer, 
careful of our habits, reflecting 
spiritual light of devotion to the Lord 
Jesus “lest that day overtake us as a 
thief in the night.”

Just four lessons, dear brethren. 
That of Warning. Sympathy, Eternity, 
and Godliness, which, if we learn, we too 
shall be “vessels made to honor.”

It is a tribute to the power of Mr. 

Chamberlain that he is the cause of so 
much unwonted excitement. • But it 
must be acknowledged by Mr. Chamber­
lain’s supporters that all this passion 
only reveals the earnestness of the Brit­
ish loyalty to free trade. When the 
struggle began H became evident to 
many tariff reformers that tariff reform 
was not ft itself enough to ensure vic­
tory, and home rule occupied the fore­

st place in the election addresses. But 
when the liberal leaders, especially men 
like Sir Edward Grey, -the new . Foreign 
Secretary, and Mr. Asqriith and Mr. 
Haldane end Sir Henry Fowler, all Im­
perialists, declared no home rule bill 
would be introduced in this parliament, 
or without a special mandate, the issue 
then had to be gained on the tariff re­
form question solely. It is on all 
grounds as well that it is so, for the de­
cision of the nation will be .decision for 
or against free trade, and it is expected 
to be so unmistakable as to be final. 
Were it otherwise the country would be 
kept in a continued state of urirest and 
uncertainty. For the moment the. for­
tunes of the unionist party are identified 
with tariff reform.

SALVOR TO RESCUE.
Narrow Escape of an

Near Carmanah.
A three-masted bark, name un­

known, had a very narrow escape from 
being - wrecked on the Vancouver 
Island coast about two and a half 
miles west of CarmAhah on Sunday 
evening. At 5 o’clock a message was 
received telling of the predicament of 
the bark. She was then but a mile 
from shore and a heavy swell was set­
ting her shoreward.

As soon as the message to this effect 
reached Captain Gaudin, agent of the 
marine and fisheries department, from 
W. P. Daykln, the energetic lightkeeper 
at Carmanah, the local agent of marine 
notified the tugboat companies and 
telephoned to Messrs. Bullen of Esqul- 
malt, who despatched their steamer 
Salvor With Instructions to proceed to 
the assistance of the bark, and if not 
needed to continue to the wreck of 
the Valencia, which was done. Fortu­
nately the bark did not need assist­
ance. ’ At. 8:20 p. m. another message 
was received from the. lightkeeper, 
which said:

“'The bark reported drifting toward 
the island coast near Carmanah, and 
which was within a mile from shore 
at 6 o'clock, is now- hidden from the 
lighthouse at Carmanah, two and a 
half miles to tjie eastward, by trees, 
and it is not known whether she is' on 
the rocks or anchored near shore. The 
bark was In sight all day, with light 
variable winds and calm, 
down she drifted within a mile from 
shore and in a dangerous position. She 
made no signals during the day and 
her Identity was not learned. The 
sea is not rough tonight, but there is 
a nasty swell setting on shore.”

Yesterday morning a message was 
received that the bark was not in 
sight, having evidently made her way 
off shore during the night. A light 
northeast breeze had sprung up, and 
the vessel had escaped from her dan­
gerous position.

Young Man Offers to Serve Sentence In 

Place of Condemned Captain.
New York, Jan. 29.—John Short of 

Brooklyn, who said he had never made 
the acquaintance of w Captain Van 
Schaick of the steamer General Slo­
cum, today offered to serve the cap­
tain’s ten-year sentence to imprison­
ment in the penitentiary, which was 
imposed last Saturday. Short said 
that he was aboard the steamer at the 
time she burned; with -great loss .of 
life, hi June, 1904.

Finding of Bodies
A Bamfield special to the Colonist last 

night says: Tug Bahada, which left Bam­
field Creek yesterday for a small bay, 
discovered on Sunday by Lineman Lo­
gan and party near Darling river with a 
crew of Indians to make a tending there 
and secure the bodies on the beach. On 
arrival, however, the Indians said the 
sea was too rough.*nd would not attempt 
a landing. Capt. Harris then lowered a 
dory manned by a white crew and got 
quite close to the place where Logan re­
ported a landing possible. On examina­
tion. though, it was shown there was 
an outer reef and the dory’s crew could 
not get through. The tag Bahada will 
proceed to Clo-oose apd a crew of In­
dians who know the coast well in the 
vicinity of the wreck will be secured, so 
that if a landing to possible they can 
make it. The steamer Salvor, .which 
went to the succor of a bark reported on 
Sunday in distress, cruised during the 
morning in the vicinity of the wreck 
but did not pick up any bodies. The 
Salvor left Bamfield to return to Vic­
toria at 5 p.m. Frank F. Bunker, the 
survivor who has been waiting at the 

of the wreck in the hope of find­
ing the bodies of his wife and children, 
is craning to Victoria on the steamer Sal­
vor. which is expected to arrive tomor­
row. . _

DiCloulties of Search Parties
Organised parties are making every 

effort to secure all the bodies of victims 
of the disaster that can be found. With 
a calmer sea attempts will be made to- 
land near the scene of the wreck and 
take the bodies on tugs, it being impos­
sible to take the corpses over the diffi­
cult trails. The tug ’Lome left yester­
day. taking a .party . to assist to.-the 
search, joining the tug Wyadda and the 
tug Bahada, which /has some fishing 
dories on board for use in surf landings.
All these tugs were chartered by the Pa­
cific Coast Steamship Company,

D. Logan, the lineman who is engaged 
will Phil Daykin and J. Martin, search­
ing in the neighborhood of the wreck, re­
ported on Sunday having discovered a 
small 'bay about four miles distant from 
the scene of the wreck where be ex­
pects small boats will be able to make 
a landing and his party to removing the 
bodies found by them to the bay, so that 
they can be embârked on the tugs. Do- 
gan has eight corpses, which are being 
taken to- the small bay and he expects to 
have them- taken off by the tng.

The fishing launch Shamrock from 
Toquart fishing station reached Bam­
field Sunday evening with the body 
found on Fritchett island in the Broken 
group in the centre of Barkley Sound, 
this body being, it is believed, that of 
Wilson, the man who became insane ^and 
; lumped from the life raft later picked up 
»y the steamer Salvor off Turtle island 
with the bodies of three men still on it.

Three of the cable staff searched the 
beaches all around Cape Beale on Sun­
day, but found nothing. They say the 
wreckage and bodies of victims will be 
be found on the islands • in the middle 
channels of Barkley Sound and on Uclue- 
let peninsula and vicinity as Lightkeeper 
Paterson of Cepe Beale reported to them 
he had sighted large quantities floating 
past. The Indians of the vicinity have 
been all advised to keen a good lookout 
and to report any bodies they can find 
without delay.

The 
Ella G left Victoria on a fishing cruise 
to the halibut banks off the Vancouver 
Island coast on Sunday, the 20th, with 
a crew consisting of Capt. Fred Forrest, 
master, Capt. Alex. McLean, who is in 
charge of the fishing business of the ves­
sel, George Dumphy, fisherman; Harry 
Anderson, fisherman: Frank Butler, fish­
erman. and a Japanese cook.

On Saturady night the vessel was ru­
mored to have been lost, though the foun­
dation for the rumors could not be learn­
ed. Telegraphic enquiries were made at 
different points and on Sunday 
a message wee received from Bamfield 
stating the schooner had turned bottom 
up off the coast and all hands bad been 
lost.

Three 
large Tugs, the Bahada, Wyada 
Lome, with dories and sealing boats, 
each with a party of experienced 
fishermen, sealers and prospectors on 
board, the steamer Salvor and the 
United States revenue cutter Grant 
went again to the scene, the tugs 
■landing parties to relieve the greatly 
fatigued men who have been scouring 
the shore since the disaster, occurred 
and to augment the search parties 
organized ashore. The work of re­
covering the bodies has been system­
atized, those in charge taking into 
full consideration the trend of tide 
and current. Indian parties have been 
sent to the various Islands in Barkley 
Bound.

The Canadian government hap com­
menced arrangements for. an investi­
gation to be held in Victoria, Cap­
tain Gaudin, local agent of the mar­
ine and fisheries department; Captain 
j. G. Cox, Lloyd’s agent; and Captain 
Newcomb of thel Canadian cruiser 
Kestrel have been appointed as the 
commission. There are few survivors 
remaining in the jurisdiction, several 
who were here having been ordered to 
Seattle by the steamship company. 
This afternoon Frank Connors and 
George Long, survivors who are in the 
local hospital and are too iU to be 
moved, were subpoenaed and will be 
held for the investigation.

Whether many more of the bodies 
found will be taken from the scene of 
the disaster is problematical. An 
undertaker with a carpenter and a 
supply of lumber for œfflns, as well 
as a number of coffins secured here, 
were taken to. Bamfield by the tng 
Lome and the bodies wjll be taken 
to the cable station, whence those 
that are identified will be, shipped; 
end others will probably be buried at 
Bamfield.

An extraordinary situation will 
thus be created, A large number of 
labor unions, among them the carpen­
ters, stone-cutters, roofers, masons and 
plasterers are not only at peace with 
the building trades employers' associa­
tion but many of them are represented 
on the joint board of arbitration com­
posing both employers and workers. 
Should fhey stick to the structural steel 
workers,' they will not only have to strike 
but also will have to withdraw from 
and ip effect repudiate the principle of 
arbitration "which they have been up­
holding.

at satisfactory union wage* for the men 
and hundreds of meti are being em­
ployed who would "otherwise remain idle 
and this is solely and incontestably be­
cause of the labor saving machine which 
some people imagine reduce wages and 
throw men out of work. At the present 
time in this mine there to enough coal 
opened’out to provide work for a great 
many more men than there are em­
ployed at present and the company to 
only waiting until men can be trained 
to be able to handle these machines in 
a capable manner In order to open the 
mine to its fullest capacity. In addition 
to this sea, however, there is what is 
known as the upper or Douglas seam, 
which was uncovered test Saturday and 
found to be five and a half feet in thick­
ness, and of first class quality. No 
time is being lost in having this opened 
np and in a month there will be a large 
number of men working in this section 
of the mine. In addition to this, a tun­
nel is being started to connect with 
the old Fits william mine and all the 
coal that was to be left there will be 
made to contribute to Nanaimo’s grow­
ing prosperity. In time it cannot be 
doubted that arrangement will be made 
to take the coal out of the old North- 
field miné and when one considers the 
immense extent of the' coal fields that 
are being brought into profitable oper­
ation by new methods, it must be ad­
mitted' that neither Nanaimo nor any 
other place can hope to advance unless 
the same methods are adopted in all 
branches of industry. On top of the 
■mine the same restless enterprise has 
been carried ont. Machinery is made 
to do everything that the ingenuity of 
man can provide appliances for. As 
the coal comes up it is sent to the scales 
and tipple by gravity the car being re­
turned to the shaft mouth by the same 
means. The tipple itself, is a marvel of 
ingenuity by which the coal is dumped 
on the screens in such a manner as to 
make the least, possible breakage. From 
thy screens, the coal is deposited in 
veyors wbich carry it by the endless bed 
system, either to the bunkers or the 
snip’s hold. For delivering the coal into 
the ship there is an electrical appara­
tus by which one man standing on a 
bridge high above the ship can régu­
lât* the flow of coal along the con­
veyor to a nicety. What to more nobe- 
able than anything else about the pit-top 
at Departure Bay is that the work gees 
on with unremitting steadiness and bat 
very few men are to be seen. The ac­
tion of the plant to almost automatic, 
there is no waste of labor and although 
there' are probably four hundred men 
employed in and about the mines at the 
present time there is not-the slightest 
evidence of test labor in any depart­
ment. The output Of the mine at De­
parture Bay at present is about 450 
tons per day And it is believed that this 
will be increased before the end of this 
year to 1,000 and possibly 12,000 tons 
per day which will give employment 
to about eight hundred men.

Workings Which Were Long 

Ago Abandoned. .J0ÜNG JESSE’S HEROISM
In conversation with George Long 

and Frank Connors, two survivors of 
the wreck, who were, picked up by 
the Salvor and are now at the marine 
hospital, a Colonist reporter was given 
a brief account of the brave manner 
In which G. H. Jesse of this city faced 
the danger. The Colonist representa­
tive was accompanied by H. Jesse, a 
brother of the unfortunate young man, 
who briefly described his brother.

When asked It he had recognized 
him from the description, Mr. Long 
said: "Yes, I saw him on board, and 
he was there when I left, and he was 
one of the gamest of the entire party.”

Continuing, Mr. Long said: “No
one could mistake him," as he was 
such a well-built young fellqw, and 

. during Tuesday night* he not only held 
on himself, but also supported Miss 
Laura Van Wyck of San Francisco. I 
did not know who *he was till I saw 
her picture ln the paper, but I recog­
nized her then. She was trying hard 
to keep up her courage, but at times 
broke down, and it was then that Mr. 
Jesse showed his determination by 
clinging on to the best of hts ability 
and at the same time trying to rouse 
her drooping spirits. Mr.. Jesse was

in a thousand, and whèn I left 
the vessel he was still clinging to the 
rigging with Miss Van Wyok tn his 
arma”

of Mr. Jesse, which tallied almost 
exactly with that given by his brother,

Frank Connors, like Mr. Long, also 
recognized Mr. Jesse from the de­
scription, and ln conversation said: 
“Yes, I saw him, and once one saw 
him he would, not fall to recognize him 
again. He was a peculiarly striking 
young man. He was a little lower 
down the mast than I when the top­
mast broke. I was carried down with 
It, and Mr. Jesse had a hard time to 
keep up in the rigging. I called to 
him to come down and take a chance 
on the life raft, but he said: "No, I 
have some one to look after here, and 
will stay and take my chances.’ ” 

Continuing, Mr. Connors said: “If 
Miss Van Wyck had been saved she 
would have owed her life to Mr. Jesse, 
as he dtd his utmost to save her. He 
was still clinging to the rigging when 
I left, and was holding the young lady 
to prevent her from falling.”

Concluding, Mr. Connors said I 
am awful ‘sorry to hear that he was 
not saved, as after the effort he made 
he certainly deserved to be one of the 
lucky ones: but after the way I saw 
him when I left, it is quite likely that

In 
order that the Carnegie Hero Fund com­
mission may know the exact extent of this 
disaster, I take the liberty of addressing 
you in the matter.I enclose you herewith a copy of Mr. 
Carnegie’s deed of trust, creating the hero 
fund, and beg to call your particular at­
tention to articles 1 and 5. My cshief_ ob­
ject in writing to you is to ask If there 
were any acts of heroism in connection 
with, or any great amount of suffering as 
a result of the loss of the Valencia, to de­
termine whether or not it would be ad­
visable for us to send our special agent 
to the scene of the accident to Investi­
gate. . _

Any report which you will be kind 
enough to make to me, covering these two 
points, with ..as much detail as you have 
at hand, accompanied by your local news­
paper accounts of the disaster, at the 
earliest convenient date, I shall very much 
appreciate. Also any advice that you may 
have to give as to whether or not there 
is anything in connection with this dteas- 
ter that Is within the scope of the fund 
that should receive attention at our hands, 
I shall be glad to receive.

In Introducing the dlscneslon on the 
Puget Sound steamship service Mr. Shall­
cross moved, seconded by Mr. Helmcken, 
that **Thto extraordinary general meeting 
of the board of trade specially called to 
consider the ^report that the Canadian Paci­
fic Railway Company had agreed with the 
Alaska Steamship Company to withdraw 
the Princess Beatrice from the.Sound route 
In favor of the steamer Whatcom, desires 
to protest most emphatically against any 
such arrangements, and particularly dur­
ing the dangerous winter season, and this 

' meeting requests the council of the board 
of trade to call the attention of the Can­
adian Pacific Railway Company to the un­
derstanding reached with the citizen# of 
Victoria at the time of the loss of the 
steamer Clallam, also owned by the Alas­
ka Steamship Company, whereby the Prin­
cess Beatrice was placed on the route, and 
to take such other measures as win pre­
vent the service between Victoria and the 
Souud being left to the sole cave of the 
steamer Whatcom or similar craft.

Captain Troup, in referring to the agree­
ment of January, 1904, which wag read to 
tue meeting, gave a tabulation of figures 
showing both freight, tonnage and 
•ber of passengers carried respectively by 
bis company’s boat and the opposition to 
prove that his company had not obtained 
that proportion of freight he felt should 
hare been forthcoming from shippers un­
der terms of the agreement. During 1904, 
he claimed, the Beatrice did not make a 
dollar. There was not éùough business 
•between Victoria and Seattle to warrant 
two boats, and so the company had enter­
ed Into an agreement to divide the busi­
ness with the Alaska Steamship Company. 
He explained the method of dividing the 
seasons so that the Whatcom should run 
during the fall and the Beatrice to Febru­
ary 1, and the Whatcom from that date 
to May 15. However, the Beatrice will 
continue the present service until February 
15, while the Whatcom Is being Overhaul­
ed, and meanwhile the company would 
have an opportunity to look into the caze, 
which wee a very* delicate one.

Mr. Sha'llcross thought the C. P. R. was 
not treating the city quite square In al­
lowing the Whatcom to resume the run. 
The feeling was very strong against the 
Whatcom, and Victoria would lose in 
many ways in having such boats carry 
passengers from Puget Sound points to 
this city.Mr. Walker said he believed the resump­
tion of the Whatcom on the tun would 
directly hurt travel. , ^

C. F. Todd, replying to Captain Troup, 
said his company had carried out its agree­
ment with the railroad company, and he 
thought the real kick was against the C. 
P. R. entering into such an alliance with 
the Alaska Steamship Company that left 
Victoria completely at its mercy.
