He went to the house 
druuk, and, according to the story of the 
woman of the house, went upstairs alone to 
sleep. Some time after she heard pistol 
shots and rushing up sUirs found Lewis 
lying across the foot of the bed with two 
bullet holes in his head, one on each side. 
Three chambers of the five shooter 

j>ty and a bullet 
bedded in the wall Jennie 

Sheppard, keeper, Annie Smith, Adelaide 
Fairbanks, EÛa Franklin, Ellen Burns, 
Hannah Chappell and Emma Clinch, in­
mates of the house, were all arrested. The 
body of Lewis, who was a nail maker, was 
taken to the mergne. An inquest was held 
this evening by Coroner Wolvertoo, when 
the jury viewed the body, and the premises, 
and the inquest was adjourned till Monday 
at 8 p.m. Lewis has s wife in Richmond, 
Va. He had been drinking heavily of late. 
It is not known here whether this wee a* 
murder or a suicide, but the indications 
are that the man shot nlmself.

Admiral Sey- 
niour is consequently prepâring a proclama- 
tion to be placarded all over the city, 
charging the authorities with breach of 
faith, demanding the surrender of the forti­
fications within twelve hours, and warning 
the authorities if they Jail to comply with 
this demand fire will be opened upon the 
forts after the expiration of a further period 
of twenty-four hours. The British gunboat 
Condor hai been stationed outside the 
harbor to guard the entnsnee, Seymour 
has gone aboard the Invincible which will- 
move into the outer harbor alongside the 
Monarch. The Bittern now lies opposite 
t :e palace. The ministry continue to de­
clare their resolve to re»i»t. They have 
taken precautions to insuré the safety of 
the khedive in the event of troops landing. 
Arab! Pasha was yesterdav formally sum 
moned to Constantinople by the sultan,but 
refused to obey. Two aides of the sultan 
who recently arrived left for Conatantiople 
last evening, accompanied by Ahmed Assad 
and Lebib Pasha,two members of the Dervish 
Pasha's mission.

TEN CANADIAN UPAS TREE.0
[BY A CANADIAN NATIONALIST.]

The existence of such an anomaly as the 
npae tree in the vegetable world hae been 
a question meoh discussed among scientific 
men. It was accepted for many years as a 
veritable faut. Whether in the beginning 
it was one ef these facte vouched for 
by Sir John Macdonald or not we do 
not kaow, but that there was a tree 
la the east that defiled and destroyed every 
living thing that came within its malign 
influence was believed much more generally 
100 years ago than tbe existence of the 
breed fruit tree.

In Quebec a tree liberalism wee spring­

ing up—the only kind worth having as it 
wet founded on patriotism. Mr. Joly, Mr. 
Laurier and the young men had founded 
the Parti National, and gave the liberals ol 
the Dominion hope for the province of 
Quebec. But in an evil hour John A. 
Macdonald wee made a British pleni­
potentiary at Washington, sold Canada 
to England, and then attempted to 
purchase the people of 
to sustain him and—Mackenzie came into 
power. This brought the upas tree in con­
nection with the Parti National^ Quebec, 

and the liberal party of that province is one 
ol the the things which were. The Letel- 
lier business and the Globe killed it.

In 1874 e slight spark kindled in Toron­
to. The young men got to thinking of 
something beside the «access of the 
“peirty.” There wee not much in it. It 
might, however, have arrived at something 
as it was founded on decent disinterested 
motives. An association was formed, bnt 
in one week the npae tree withered it out 
of existence.

The Mackenzie government wae not 
much. The members of it were mere 
“chronic” liberals, but it was possible if 
left alone to get eomething from them. But 
no, they lived directly under the npae and 
they perished every man of them but one. 
Before September 1878 they had a majority 
in a house of 206 of 80. After the election 
they had, all told, 68 supporters. Time 
sped on, the upas tree kept distilling its 
deadlyl influence. Every one who touch­
ed its branches eickened and died. Mr. 
Blake kept as far away from it as he could, 
but being a liberal the people connected 
him with it. The consequences were as 
usual. He ie completely defeated in the 
dominion, although Ontario, New Bruns­
wick, Nova Scotia and Prince Edward Is­
land return liberal majorities in the local 
legiilature*. Of the Mackenzie government 
only himself remains, returned out of pure 
sympathy and pity—the mere played out 
tool of a defunct tyrant. - 

*By this abort resume it will be clearly 
seen that we have a npae tree in Canada 
and that ita influence is most deadly. 
Nothing that Is decent or honorable can 
live near it. It defiles everything that it 
touches, it ruina all it supports, 
learned, the liberal, the pare, are its abhor­
rence.
