A FIGHT OVER A WELL.

•ne Man Killed nnd Others Probably 
Fatally Weanded.

Pittsburg, Nov. 26.—A bloody riot oc­
curred st a natural gas well in Mnrrayt- 
ville, Westmoreland county. The burning 
well is claimed by the Pennsylvania Fuel 
Co., also by Milton Weston, a Chicago 
capitalist, the Fuel company being in pos­
session. This afternoon a gang of thirty 
laborers in the employ of Weston appeared 
armed with shotguns and eluoe to take 
possession. To reach the well they would 
be obliged to remove a large pile ol lumber. 
The laboret s of the Fuel company were un­
armed. O. V. Haymaker, a member of 
the Fuel company, ordered all the men to 
sit down on the lumber pile. Weston's forces 
moved forward and ordered the laborers 
off. The latter refused to go, and after 
threatening demonstrations the attacking 
party raised their guns and fired. The 
assault was unexpected and the result 
frightful. When the smoke cleared away 
U. V. Haymaker and four others were found 
lying on the ground. Haymaker was dead 
and others of bis party seriously and prob­
ably fatally injured. Scenes of the greatest 
confusion ensued. The workmen of both 
parties engaged in a pitched battle. Many 
were seriously injured. Weston’s force 
being armed, finally put the fuel company's 
forces to flight, and at last accounts were 
in possession. The sheriff has been called 
upon, and detectives from this city have 
been despatched to the scene.

It is reported Haymaker’s brother and 
friends have organized a party and left for 
the well, with the avowed intention of hav 
ing revenge at any cost.

The Bell-Woods park committee reported 
that the city solicitor be instructed to take 
the neceasaiy steps at once (free of expense 
to the city) to obtain an order in oonrt to 
revoke the clause in the deed providing for 
the erection of the A'thur and Shaw street 
bridges. In this connection Aid. Turner 
submitted a letter he had received from 
Manager Gormley of the Industrial Loan 
and Investment company, to the effect that 
Mr. McWilliams was in noway to blame for 
existing circumstances. Rather than that 
an innocent patty should suffer, the com­
pany will oonsenthto cancel the deed and 
place all parties in the same position in 
which taey stood before the deed was signed.
Aid. Ciaike protested against the city with­
drawing from its present position, and held 
that Mr. McWilliams was to blame for the 
mistake in the deed.

Aid. Baxter objected to the Esplanade 
committee’s repoit that a new street be 
built on the Esplanade at the sxpenae of 
the property owners, railway companim and 
the city generally. He moved that the 
words “and the oity generally” be struck 
out, ae it would be au injustice to make 
ratepayers in outlying wards contribute 
towards this work. Mayor Boswell spoke 
in favor of the clause, as also did Aid. Tur­
ner. Aid. Baxter alone stood up for his 
amendment. He then offered a rider that 
the matter be first submitted to the rate* 
payers in the shape of a by-law sanctioning 
the expenditure. Lost.

The remi-centennial committee recom­
mended that the city subscribe for 200 
copies of the proposed memorial volume, at x 
$5 per copy, instead of giving a guarantee 
of $2000, the amount of the subscription to 
be paid next year upon the delivery of the 
books. The executive suggested that the 
report be made a recommendation from 
this council,to the incoming council of 1884.
Aid. Baxter claimed snoh an expenditure 
woald be illegal, and quoted an authority 
on municipal law in support of hit argu­
ment. Aid. Turner supported the execu­
tive committee's view of the case. Aid. 
Davies spoke in favor of his committee’s 
report. Aid. Baxter moved to have 
the whole thing struck our, and 
again the worthy alderman stood alone in 
his glory, the report with the executive's 
sugges'iun being adopted. '

The following resolution was offered by 
Aid. Blevins and carried. Thst in the opinion 
of thia conncil it is desirable that every 
reasonable encouragement be afforded capit­
alists to develop iron interests and indus­
tries in this country, and tbat the council 
petition the goveruor-in-conncil, that such 
iair protection be given to facilitate the» 
indu.tries and interests.

Oo motion by Aid. Clarke, Aid. Baxter, 
Irwin and Blevins were appointed to repre­
sent the council on the board of the indus­
trial school association.

By-laws for ibe ex'eosion of Markham 
and Shaw streets were passed and provision 
was made for ae curing one awaid. A by-law 
locating polling places and appointing 
returning officers for the coming municipal 
elections was also passed.

The conncil adjourned at 10 45.

Then darkness seemed to shut down 
like night upon the hopes and aspirations of 
the pat -tote ; then followed the retreat 
across New Jersey, Washington vainly en­
deavoring to stop the enemy’s progress at 
the Hackensack and Raritan rivers, bnt 
found no resting place for his beaten sol 

until the broader waters of the Dela­
ir terposid a barrier to their pursuers 

That Washington felt that hia country­
men in New Jersey were more anxious to 
secure their own personal safety and that 
of their property, than to j fin him in stay­
ing the triumphant march of the British 
forces, is beyond question. Bnt even in 
that dark hour, when the line of march by 
his forces was marked with blood from the 
shoeless and torn feet of many of his 
eoldiera, not a word of doubt as to tbe final 
result escaped his lips, though he might 
well have felt all that others expressed.
