THR ASSEMBLY DECLINES TO RE-
WARD THE VOLOUNTEERS,

But Mr, Mowat and a Majority of Feur
are Satisfied to Heap Them Up With
Cold Thanks,

The legislatare sat till 11,20 last night
and spent nearly the] whole session in dis-
cussing *‘ the dry bones of the rebellion of,
1837-38,” to use one of the member's own
words, The opposition was quite jubilant
over the principal division of the evening
and chuckled to themselves that they had
given the government the tightest squeeze
of the session. There was a great deal
of talk about loyalty and super-
loyalty, and all .the heroic deeds
enacted in the stirring times of '37 38 were
made familiar to the well-filled gallerica,
The discussion was based on the following
motion by Mr, Broder: ‘That in the
opinion of this house it is expedient that
government should make 'some suitable
recognition to the volunteers of 1837-38

residing in the province of Oatario for the
valuable services they rendered in defence
of their country at that time.” Withsuch
a grovndwork before him of course the
member for Dundas did. not fail to do
Bonor to the gallantry”of the volunteers of
thote days, and he made out a good case
in their favor,

However he was badly handicapped by
several amendments, the first and most
important of which came from the attor-
ney-general, who moved: “Thatall the
words in the motion ‘after the firat word
‘that’ be omitted, and instead thereof there
be added : ‘This house cordially recognizes
the lovalty cf the services of the volunteers
of 1837 38 who responded to the call then
made upen them by the lawfully consti-
tuted authorities, and recognizes also the
services rendered to the province through
the efforts ot the reformers of the same
period, who secured to- the people
of Canada the blessings of pure
constitutional government, and this
house deems it inopportune to make any
declaration that might excite hopes and
expectations which this house might not be
in a position to fulfil’.”

Then Hon. G. W. Ross followed up with
an amendment to the. amendment : *‘That
this house would be remiss in its duty if it
failed to record its appreciation of the
gervices of those other volunteers who in
1866 repelled the invaders of Canada.”

Mr. Meredith wanted to add to the end
of the attorney-general’samendment: ‘““That
this may be done without, impugning the
motives of those who by constitutional
means considered the best interests of the
enuntry,”

The spegker said Mr, Meredith’s was not
a proper amendment moved in this way,
and he ruled it out of order, Mr, Mere-
dith appealed against the speakers ruling,
and a division being taken the speaker was
sustained by a vote of 37 to 28,

After a lengthy discassion of all the mo-
tions, in which many of the members took
part, a division was taken on Mr. Mowat’s
amendment, Mr. Ross having dropped his.
The amendment hed a close call, receiving
a majority of only 4 in a house of 68. The
vote was :
