The Police Are Yet Fishing
for Clues.

FRANK ]IESTWOO‘D'S TRAGIC DEATH

Still as Much a Mystery as it
Ever Was.

Conclusive Proof That the Man Whe
Committed ' the Orime Did Not Leave
the Westwood Premises By the Front
Gate — The Theory That a Stranger
Whé Was Seen in thie Vicinity Enquire
ing for thie Westwood Residence Might
Have Committed the Murder Disprove
ed By the Appea of the Stra
Mimself, Whe Gave Evidence at the
Inquest Last Evening. =

EN days have elapsed since the

mysterions shooting of Frank B.

Westwood, at the door of his

father’s house,” at the foot , of

Jameson-avenue, on the evening
of S&turda.y{‘)ct. 6, and, so far,'not the
slightest sign of this, hidden, = stealthy
erime has been traced.. A week ago half
@ dogen or more reporters opened = on
the scent, full of importance at what
they ‘'thought they would ‘bé clever
enough to sniff out, and trumpeted forth
their theories. But, as anticipated; the
whole of their theories proved mares’
nests. Soeciety also sent her own blood-
hounds, salaried and trained, down the
track. The hours have passed slowly by,
but how ‘to see through the labyrinth
has worried them, The clue is still
wanting.

A waylaring man, . though a
fool, could have seen last evening
the theory upon svhich the police are
working. . If they could receive the power
to peretrate a veil of far-seeing, and
to catch a glimpse of something loom-
ing darkly behipd, they would have solv-
ed the mystery. Thhe only thing that
was established, thowever, at the ad-
journed inquest was that the young man
had not gone to his grave with the stig-
ma of suicide upon him. Being in igno-
rance of the cause of the tragedy, the
public have thus far dwelt on their own
suppositions and theeries. Last night'’s
evidence dispelled many of these, but it
proved that one suspicion is awake, and

. that the watchful sentinel, as represent-

_ed in the detective, is always ready to

catch at the .very trifles that may con-

firm a foregone conclusion. i
The Murderer Seen By No One.

That the evidence of Mrs. Card and
fthe Misses Wesley on Friday night,
with respect to seeing & man enter the
Westwood. premises had no bearing oz
the case, was proveun by. half a .dozen
witnesses. Dr. Lynd testified that while
.he was en route to the Westwood resi-
dence to attend ghe injured man, he

ssed two men at Springhurst and
amespn-avenues, and heard a - whistle
He had on a fawn overcoat, and he also
‘halted for a few moments between the
railroad crossing and the Westwood pre-
mises.

These twio men were the ones spoken
of by Mrs. Card and the Wesley girls;
they also referred to the whistle sound-
ing, and Mrs. Card testified to seeing a
man enter the Westwood premises wear-
ing a fawn ovencoat. That Dr. Lynd
was the man they saw enter was further
proven by .other witnesses, (who also
established the iact that it was some
time after the shooting occurred that
Friday night's witnesses :passed along
Jameson-avenue, and not prior to 11
o'clock, as they testified. Mrs. Card,
on being recalled, swore that she remain-
ed at the opera house Saturday even-
ing ¢ until the- play was pompleted.
Then O. B. Sheppard was called and testi-
fied that the audience was not dismissed
until 11 o'clock—a few minutes after
that hour, he thought. ‘Samuel H. Sher-
wood, street car conductor on - King-
street route, testified that his last car
was due to leave King-Yonge-streets for
the west at 11.06. His car waited at
Manning Arcade for passengers from the
ppera. house; it ‘would take about 18
minutes to make the run to Jameson-ave-
nue. y i

That Whistling Explained.

Joseph Kellar- of 70 Victoria Creseent,
who attended the opera house the night
of the tragedy, swore he remained until
the theatre was dismissed, which
was about eleven o'clock. He
‘boarded a car and rode as far as Jame-
son-avenue. A Jlady alighted at the
same time, and he preceded her down the
street. The lady met two girls and a
“boy at Vietoria Crescent and Jameson-
Avenue.

This establishes Kellar as the man
who went down ahead of Mrs. Card, as
sworn 'to in her testimony, in which
she relates the meetihg with the Misses
Wesley. Kellar: did .not have a latth-
key for his house,i which is close to
Jameson-avenue, and had to arouse one
of the inmates. This he did by whistl-
ing. The rear of the house is only 100

. feet from theé railway crossing, the diree-
tion in which Dr. Lynd and the Misses
Wesley say they .heard the whistle.
Kellar's. evidence, also established the
fact that the man who Mrs. Card saw
enter the Westwood place, entered it
some time. after the hour of the shooting
as fixed by the inmates of the house,
ae it was. 25 minutes to 12 when Kellar
went up to his room, after being delayed
three minutes.

W..H. Munro, who lives with Kellar
at 70 Victoria-crescent, got home about
11 o'clock, and, coming down Jameson-
avenue, saw the two men described by
the Misses Wesley sitting on the fence
on the east” side of the street at the
railway crossing. Before reaching gthe
erossing he heard the report of a pistol,
the report coming from the south. He
did not pass any person coming up,
Jameson-avenue, Twenty minutes after
he entered the house he heard Kellar
whistling and admitted him.

To further strengthen -the foregoing
witnesses, Miss Watson of 72 Victoria-
erescent was called, and testified that
she arrived home at 10.25. She heard
two shots, the first being heard at
10 minutes to 11. Bhe ias positive, ap
she looked at the clock, The second rang
out three or four minutes later, The
first shot was louder than the aecond, °

Man to the Scene of the
The Nearest Tragedy.

The most sensational evidence of the
pight was given by Stephen Leslie, re-
sidinz at 118 Victoria-crescent and em-
ployed on the G.T.R. He swore that
when he passed the barber shop aj few
doors from 1800 Queen-street west, it
was 25 minutes to 11 by the, barber’s
clock. He stood talking at Queen-street
and Close-avenue for three or four minu-
tes and then proceeded along Close-avenue
to Sprinzhurst, and.along -Springhurst to
the G.T.R., and passinz alonz the depot
platiorm in front of the depot, ha heard
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a shot. It came from the eouth and
sounded like a smothered shot. He saw
no one and after waiting for 8 moment
or two and hearing nothing further, he
crossed over to the west side of the
street and stood at the southwest corner
of Jameson-avenue and Victoria-crescent
for four or five minutes, He then re-
crossed the street, and when about 10
feet from home heard a‘second shot fired,
Witness thouzht seven or eight minutes
elapsed between the two shots, After the
first shot he looked to see and no person

It -will be observed that| this witness
puts the time of the second shot 15 minu-
tes later than all the other witnesses.

The suzzestion ‘was thrown out that
the, murderer might have taken the 11.10
train for the west from ‘the Parkdale
Station. Leslie testified, however, that
on Saturday nigzhts the train did not
leave the Union Depot until 11.15 and
Parkdale Station at 11.80.

The Yictim's Account of the Crime.

Conpsiderable time was occupied in ex-
-amining witnesses as to statements made
by the victim the night of the shootin,
and subsequent thereto. When Dr. Lyn
reached the house, whether before or
after 11, he could nct say, the family
informed him that Frank had been shot
and had walked upstairs by himself. He
then went upstairs to the patient.

“Did you guestion him ?” asked " Mr.
Dewart.—A. *“Yes, his father was ques-
tioning him, and I did also.” ’:

“What did he say ?’—A. “He said he

heard the doorbell ring, and went down
to open it, lighting the gas in the back
partiof the hall. As soon as he opened
the door he said he was shot. The man,
he said, did not speak.”
. “Did he describe the man?'—A. “He
described him as a low sized man, wear-
ing dark clothes and a dark hat, and I
understood him to say it was a young
man with a thin mustache, He said it
was _done so quickly he hadn’t time to
get & look at the man and did not recog-
nize him.”

Did you  evér gquestion him-.at any
other time as to the shooting 7—A. I
questioned him several times. Onee,
when'alone with him, but he always con-
firmed his first statement. -

Did-he appear to you to be concealing
anything ?<-A. At first I thought so;
but after His examination by Mr. Curry
I thought not.

Did his father ever give you amy ex-
planation of the affair other than he has
given in his testimony ?—A. No.

Did Frank Westwood ever make any
statement as to the position ofi the; man
when he wae shot 7—A. He said he was
standing on the platform at the top
the steps,

Nothing to Indicate Suicide.
Was there' anything in the character

of the wound that led you to believe
that he shot himself ?—A. No.

Dr. Sparrow of 118 ' Jameson-avenuq
testified that on Saturday night he got
a message to go to the Westwood house.
His® son-in-law, who =aceompanied him,
looked at his watch after entering the
house, and.it was.10 minutes past eleven.
This must have been about five minutes
after the message was received. Wit-
ness described the condition of the
wounded - lad = when -he "arrived, and
stated that he saw no blood i thes hall
or on the stairway, but he did not look
for blood: The patient said that he
had fallen in the lobby end gotten up by
himself and walked upstairs, as he had
feared that he would faint. before he got
to his room. In speaking of the lobby,
he told witness that, it being late at
night and not Knowing who .might be
there, he had placed his foot againsti the
bottom of the door to prevent it open-
ing too wide. He said he was fired
on as soon as ¢he door was opened. Wit-
neéss said he had been in attendance for
fifteen minutes or twenty minutes when
Dr. Lynd arrived.

There was a feeling at the house that
the shot might have been intended for
some one else,” said the witness.

“Who said that?” asked Mr. Dewart.

“I don’t know. I just got the impres-
sion. Mr. |Westwood said he did "not
know of anyone who would wish to hurt
tim. No member of the family ever gave
a reason or motivel for the erime, ex-
cept about that boat house incident.
Mr. Westwood spoke up and said he
tould not think that the party referred
td would do such a thing. Frank had
little to say. The stone hooker affair
was also suggested,”

The Domestic.

Miss Bessie Stephen, the domestic ser-
vant of the Westwood’s, was then called.
She swore to having lived in the family
for six weeks. On Baturday night, Oct.
B, Frank was home for supper @nd, went
out about 8. Nothing unusual had hap-
pened, nor had Frank had words = with
any member of the family. Witness re-
tired at 10 p.m., and was awakened by
Mrs Westwgd screaming. The only
words she hehrd her say were: “Oh, Ben,
don't go.” Then she heard running.about,
but no other sounds, and had heard' no
pistol shots; and in about {10 minutes
Mrs,- Westwood came to witness’ room
and ‘told her to get up as Frank was shot.
She got up and dressed, and went to
Frank’s bedroom. He was lying on the
floor with a pillow under -his head, and
Mrs. {Westwood  ,was there with the
younger brother. Mr. (Westwood was
downstairs at the #elephone. Frank
had all his clothes .on except
his = coat. Witness assisted Dr.
Sparrow to lift him on to
the bed. Mrs, Westwood and Willie were
in the room, Mr. Westwood was at -the
telephone. Mrs. Westwood said, *Look
at the wound,” but said nothinz as to
how it happened. Later she told me the
door bell ranz. Frank opened the door
and a man outside had shot him. Mrs.
Westwood zave me the same gtatement

.as her husband. Frank made no state-

ment to me. No suzgestion was made
as to who could have done it. Frank had
no dispute with ‘his father while I was
there. They were on the best of terms.
The shirt worn by Frank was placed
amonz the dirty clothes and washed, the
undershirt was burned.

Prodaced the Man Again.

Frank Rice, 17 Starr-avenue, and Hu-
bert Cooper, 99 Jameson-avenue, testi-
fied that a man came up to them while
they . were playing in Jameson-avenue
about & o'clock on Saturday evening,
Oct.’ 6, and asked where No. 28 Jame-
son-avenue was. They told him and he
went south, returning shortly afterwards.

This evidence was speedily dissipated
when James Burns, expressman, was call-
ed and testified that he and a companion:
drove down Jameson-avenue at 4.30
Saturday afternoon to deliver-a ; piano
to-Mr. Westwood's, He 2ot off the
wazon and went over to some boys and
asked where Mr. Westwood's was.

Parkdale’s Sherlock Holmes.

to draw their water supply from the
same source, the city) would be held
liable for any damage arisinz from a
lower depth uf water in Lake Simcoe.

At present ' the city has no right ‘to
draw water from Lake Simcoe, if it is more
than 30 miles from Toronto,‘and if the city
should hereafter apply for legisiation to au-
thorize: the drawing from Lake Simcoe, and
in the meantime the Aqueduct Company
should be actually taking watér from that
source, and if it were found that the lake
would not supply both the cityland the

within the limits thereof; fnd that no re-
bates , commissions or percentages shall be
com-

Against- the city of Torunto or the citizeas
and ratepayers thereof, or any of- them, 'and
it is further agreed by and between the said
parties that in each and every case the said
company shall rell in municipalities other
than the city of Toronto such motive or
electric power at a ‘lower price than it can
be s0ld in the said city of Togonto, or shall
make, give or allow any such rebate, com-
mission or percentage, that the said com-
pauy siall’ forthwith pay to the said cor-
poration the sum of 100,000, which said
sum is hereby declared to be liquidated
damages; and it is further agreed that
should the said company continue 8o to
sel! said power at a lower rate as aforesaid,
that the sald corporation at their option
may terminate this agreement without any
notice Of their intention so to do whatever,
and may forfeit all the . rights, iAterests
en }f privileges of the said company therein
or; thereunder.

Ald. Crane Cites His Reasons.

In a few remarks Ald. Crane -explain-
ed his reasons for wishing to -insert the
clause, taking the Niagara Falls Power
Company as bis illustration. That com-
pany, he said, had obtained no franchise
from the city of Buffalo, but it was the
possessor of 2500 acres outside the city,
pn which it had established a power
house. The company were now endeavor-
ing to get manufacturers to locate on
their lands, offering as inducements a
free site for the factory and free power,
being satisfied with the money they ob-
tained from selling lots for dwellings for
employes.

“Now,” said = the alderman, *“I
have been informed b, a
gentleman who was in the office of the
Georgian Bay Ship Canal' and Power
Aqueduct -Company and who was shown
plans and other particulars, that the
power-house jis to be situated several
miles north of Toronto., What is to
prevent this company from doing the
same the other people, and by offering
similar inducements persuade our manu-
facturers to remove their factories out
of Toronto into the neighborhood of their
power-house ?”

That was all the alderman said, but
in spite of Ald. Gowanlock’s remark at
a previous“meeting that ‘“‘no one .paid
any attention to Ald. Crane,” that mem-
ber’s statements this time were of such a
weight as to demand consideration.

The **Accredited Representative” Objects.

E. A. Macdonald, who, during the read-
ing of the resolution, had been shaking his
head and frowning, here rushed forward
and exclaimed: “That means an agree-
ment which can only be signed by your-
selves.” ‘In explanation he said that, of
g¢aurse, they could and should be allowed
to supply power at a less price to con-
sumers who were located at their very
door and to whom it could be conveyed
cheaply by overhead wires, instead of a
great expense by underground cables -as
was necessary in the city itself.

Ald. Sheppard: Is the company’s power-
house to be situated as Ald, Crane
states ?

Mr. Macdonald, hesitatingly: Iam not
prepared to say.

Mr. Macdonald: This is a lot of stuff
and nonsense done by the enemy, which
simply destroys 'the agreement.

CHATHAM  TOWNSHIP'S “LAMBS,”

A @Government Detective Sent to Put a
‘Btop to the Lawlessness If
Possible.

Government Detective John Murray is

at present in Chatham Township assist-
ing to ferret out the perpetrators of the
recent barn burnings and other lawless-
ness in that township.
"~ For a considerable time past illfeeling
has existed between the white and color-
ed men at threshinzs, and about a dozen
barns with their contents have since
been destroyed, involvinz a loss of sev-
eral thousand dollars. The fires are at-
tributed to revengze on the part of the
colored people. A movement ‘was on foot
to start a Vizilance Committee, and a
repetition of the Donnelly massacre in
Biddulph was threatened. In order to
avoid bloodshed, County Crown Attorney
Douzlas of Kent wired the Attorney-
General’s Department for assistance, and
Detective Murray has gone up to aid
the local authorities.

p CIVIL ASS1ZUS,
A Son Sues His Father for Damages—
Other Cases.

The Civil Assizes for the trial of jury
cases opened yesterday with Chief Jus-
tice Armour on the bench.

The case of Keating v. Graham was
taken up by his Lordship. Edward F.
Keating, dealer in boiler tubes, New
York, sues the “lenders” of Polson Iron
Works to get $6526.47 for pipe sold in
June of 1892. The defendants denied that
they carried on business as machinists
end manufacturers in partnership, and
denied liability. His Lordship reserved
judgmerit in order to read over the con-
tract papers.

The next case, Lyons v. Lyons, was a
suit between father and son. The son,
Edward A, Lyons, sues his father, Wil-
liam Lyons, of Albion Township for $800
which the son claims is due him as wages,

The son was turned away from his
home by« the father in 71885, but a
peace was+patched up, the ‘son returning
and remaining under the paternal #foof
for three years, only receiving some $10
br $16 during these three years in
payment for his labor; the son grew
weary of laboring without reward and
left. home once again. The father pre-
vailed upon-him to throw wup the situa-
tion he had sécured and return to the
bome once again. This venture proved
more stormy than ‘previous ones,. and
the son.now sues for what he claims is
die him.

SEBIOUS ILLNKSS OF THE AMERR
CAUSES MUOH ANXIETY

General Lord Roberts Discusses the Latest
Turn In Indian, Affairs—The Ameer Is
’Growing OId and This Attack May Be
Fatal to Him—Two Claimants to the
Throne.

London, Oct. 15.—Reports from Cabul
say thdt the Ameer of Afghanistan” is
very seriously ill, and that his death
is expected. Should he die there will
be & warm fight for His throne, which
may drag Great Britain into another
Afghanistan war,

No definite statement as to the nature
of the Ameer’s illness can be obtained,
but it is”understood’ that he is suifering
from sinternal hemorrhage.

Gepéral Lord Roberts, who was for
many . years commander-in-chief of the
British forces in India, was interviewed
to-day in regard to the probable addition
to the.eastern complications in the event
of the death of Ameer Abdur ' Rahman
Khan, aond sajd: “Similar reports of
illness and from which the Ameer has
recovergd = have reached- India in days
gone by. But the”Ameer is now older,
and the constantly recurring attacks of
the gout must have seriously undermined
his general health.

“ The news doubtless was brought from
Cabul to Peshawur by horsemen, and was
telegraphed from the latter place to |
Simla. Should the question of suecession
arise, there will ~certainly be serious
trouble at Cabul between the opposing
parties, one favoring the succession of
the elder son, Sadar Haibibulla Khan,
the child of a wife of low; rank, who has
already held a sort of power at Cabul.
The second party supports the ydunger,
royal wife in' the interest of her son,-
who is still but a child. Upon’ & tformer
occasion when the Ameers death ‘was-
expected, the royal wife made prepara-
tions fo eeize the treasury, and gain
the adhesion of the army.

“If the Ameer dies the Europeans at
Cabul will be in danger fromf the fanati-
cal hatred of the Afghans, whichi is only
suppressed through the personal influence
of the Ameer, Unfortunately there are
two or three English women at Cabul,
and their only means of escape is a
Journey of 190 miles to Peshawur, dur-
ing which they- will be at the ymercy of
the Afghans until they reach ndikho-
tal, where they will be under #he pro-
tection of the Khyber rifles. The situa-
tion wjll cause the greatest anxiety to
the - Government of India. The ‘sum-
moning of a special council is a very
unusual proceeding, an@ it is evident
that "the Earl of Elgin considers
situation to be grave.”

The English Should Leave.

Mr. Martin, the Afghan agent, said
this evening that he did not expect im-
mediate trouble in Cabul. Nevertheless it
would be prudent for the English resi-
dents to leave the country and get to
the frontier as soon as possible.

Rumor That the Czar Is Being Slowly
Polsoned.

Minneapolis, Minn., Oct. 15.—Dr. Geo.
Fry Schmidt, an officer in the Prussian
army, now traveling on dleave, Ao-day\
made public in-an afternoon paper a let-
ter received from a friend in St. Peters-
burg. The most sensational matter in
the despatch is the intimation that the
Czar’s illness has been caused by other
than natural means. The doctor trans-
lated the despatch as follows: !

“The Cgar.is lying at the point of
death, It is understood in a wide circle
in Russia that the Czar’s sickméss was
brought about by secientific means and
that his death will not be a natural one.
It is on account of this that the journals
contradict the fact of the Czar’s sick-
ness, There js a party that wants to
set the Czarewitch on the throme, The
Czarewitch is of a cranky, melancholy na-
ture, is inclined ° to institute the
most radical relprm throughout Russia
and has already %m.de plans for suchs@c-
tions, He is very much hated by :the
clergy. The Patriarch of Moscow, who
is at the head of the Greek Church, has
traveled about with the Czar in order’to
persuade him to put his second son on
the throne insteqd. of the Czarewitch.

‘“.As this second son is very hot-
headed, he is sure not to remain long
on the throne without becoming seriously
involved in-State troubles. He is a fine
soldier, fond “of a fight, a martial fel-
low and yery ambitious. He is an
enemy of Hugland, of Germany and above
all of America, He not only intends, to
increase thie size’ of Asiatic-Russia, but
also to attemipt the tremendous task of
bridzing the Behring Straits and extend-
ing his Empire in the direction of Am-
erica.”

A point raised by Ald. Crane at the
Board of Works meeting yesterday gives
a - fair idea of the snags we are likely
to run against if we bave anything to
do with the Lake Simcoe aqueduct
scheme and its promoters,.

He pro-
posed to insert in the agreement a
elause prohibiting the company  from
selliny power to anyone outside the
city of Toronto at a cheaper rate than
to any resident of tha city. The pro-
moter-in-chief would not accept the
¢lause, and stated the company would be
pno party to an agreement with a con-
dition of that kind in it. !

What are we to infer from this?

Here is a very possible theory, and

it coincides with the opinion of sundry
people, who profess to know jus_t what
the ulterior objects of the aqueducters
are. Mr. Macdopald is, more than any-
thing else, a land speculator. It’is
said he once made a fortune by manipu-
lating property over the Domn. Clever
as his friends imagine him to be, he
didn’t perceive the fact that he was
riding to ruin when the boom began to
recede. When it collapsed, the boom left
him and many of his eco-aqueducters
stranded high and dry on ‘the beach. It

We see mo -reason to doubt
the truth ‘of the etatement that
the aqueduet project has been launched
as a precursor to a gigantic real
estate boom, or, rather, bubble. The
way it would be worked is somewhat
as ‘follows: As soon as the agreepnent
with the city is obtained, plans will
be drawn up showing the- advantages
of Electric City as a location for
manufacturers.. Electric City will be
located about 10 miles morth of Toron-
to. It will be advertised as havingZ
an’ abundant water supply, and part
of the scheme will be to offer electric
energy for half a cent an hour. This
is the method under which the big real
estate boom has been .carried on , at
Niagaara = Falls. Thousands of acres.
were acquired by the cgmpany that sub-
sequently developed tHe power.

This the company eold off in lots at
a biz profit. Electric City will probably
be boomed in the same way. There is
this fundamental diiference, however, be-
tween the two projects. The city of
Buffalo was not used as a cat’s paw for
developing the town of Niagara Falls:
In rezard to Electric City, it is proposed
to use Toronto as a means for bringing
it into existence in the first place and
for supplying it with inbabitants in the
next placé. In our opinion,* however,
Eleetric City will always remain a. paper
city. Ii the aqueducters get the right
sort of azreement from Toronto, Electric
City will be boomed such as no other
place in Canada has been boomed. It
will be done with a biz hurrah.l Every
inhabitant of Electric City will have
free water and every house will have, its
telephone. Electric energy will sell at
balf the rate that will then prevaill in
Toronto. With free water and cheap
power, Electric City will be a beau ideal
location for manufacturers. Toronto will
be robbed of half her population by this
enerzetic new rival. Such will be the
“paper” representations of Electric City.
Alonz with this hurrah some fine day, a
body of engineers will leave Toronto to°
survey the route of the .power aqueduct,
and a little later five hundred men will
board the train with picks and shovels
in their hands, This event will form the
climax of the boom.

A DRAMATIC CONFESSION.

Clarence Robinson Tells of the Killing of
Montgomery Gibbs.

Cleyeland, Oct. 15.—At noon to-day,
in the presence of two Buffalo officials,
a Cleveland detective and the jail turn-
key, Clarence Robinson confessed to hav-
inZ murdered Lawyer Montgomery Gibbs
of Buffalo. He implicated his wife inl‘the
erime, saying that she fired one of
the shots, The only purpose of the
erime  was robbery, Rohjuson’s, con-
fession was one of the m dramatic
things imagipable, As soon as the
woman confessed to the officers Satur-
day night, Robinson was separated from
the other prisoners in the county jail,
and he was not allowed to have any
eommunication with anyoue. When the
four men entered Robinson’s cell, he was
pale, nervous and much agitated, but
for some time refused to say anything.
Finally it was suggested to him that
hig. wife had told all the details of the
shopting to’ the Buffalo anthorities, and
that he might as well give up what he
knew. At this point he broke down
ecompletely and cried like a child, ‘Be-
tween his' sobs he told the story of
the crime in detail. He said that his
wife, the woman who is now unden ar-
rest at Buffalo and he followed Gibbs
on Delaware-avenue, Buffalo, and as-
saulted him. “Gibbs showed fight, and
in the tussle that followed, getting the
better.of it, when the woman put her
revolver to his head and fired, The
woman was dmessed in men’s attire at
the time, and had done several jobs with
her husband, according to his statement.
The local authorities will probably give
up their claim on Robinson and -allow
him to be taken to Buffalo at once,

When Robinson -ordered Gibbs to
hold up his hands Gibbs struck out vici-
ously with bhis right hand. Robinson fired
his revolver  within a foot o6f his head.
Gibbs fell down on the walk and my hus-
band shot him, again etriking him in the
arm. Then .we made our way to our
room in Eagle-street, Next morning,
while we were in bed we heard boys cry-
ing: ‘All about the murder,”” and my
husband said, “That’s a good thing. He
can’t tell who did it.” The next day we
left Buffalo for Cleveland. The story of
the murder got out through my husband's
sister. I was 'talking with her one day
and she said something about my repu-
tation not being good. I was angry and
I said to her: ‘Well, your brother killed
Gibbs in Buffalo.”” She reported what I
had said to the Cleveland police and
set them working on the %ase. DBoth
Mr. and Mrs. Robinson will be put ‘on
trial for murder.

Robinson was visfbly cast down when
be arrived in Buffalo. He admitted his
guilt and said that he would plead
Zuilty, as he had no desire to live.

A Sammary What English and Ameri-
can Athletes .Have Done on'the
Path and nolﬂ.

The “outdoor athletic ‘season is. about
over, and both English and Aniérican
championships have been competed for.
Taking the 12 events usually recognized
on both sides of the water, the situation
has been carefully reviewed up to date

as follows: :

The American athletes excel in the
running high jump, putting the 16-pound
shot, 120 yards high hurdles gnd running
long jump. C. A. Bradley of Huddersfield,
Eng., is considered by judges to be the
fleetest amateur sprinter living. Ameri-
ca's best pair are Tommy Lee of the
N.Y.A.C. and Ramsdell of the University
of Pennsylvania. The former is good
for 10 1-5 seconds at any time for 100
yards, and, on recent form, is nearly
good enough to make a new world’s
figures for 220 yards. Ramsdell has done
10 seconds for fhe “century,” and is
also 220 yard champion for the Inter-
collegiate Association of - America. C.
E. Bredin of the London A.C. is without
question the master of all middle-dis-
tance runners, and ome of the fastest
who ever wore a gpiked shoe. He must
be classed with such celebrated ecelebri-
ﬂes as Tindall of English fame and Lon

yers, W. C. Downs and W. A. Dohm,
the American wonders. He has covered
880 yards in the fast time of 1 minute
66 1-4 seconds, and, with a rest of
only one hour, encircled a quarter-mile
teack in 48 1.5 seconds. America can
boast of a trio of splendid quarter-mile
flyers, viz.. 8. M. Merrill, the Harvard
erack; T. Burke and Tom Keane, both of
the B,A.A. Merrill in form is equal to
about 49 8-5 seconds for 440 yards.
