Referendum: Committee
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PROTECT YOUR VOTE
It is" necessary that every person
qualified to vote on April 18 shall
make it his personal business to pro-
tect his franchise if his name is not
algeady, on the voterp’ list.
Every person in the Province who
voted on the Referendum or in the
Provincial elections of 1919 is ab-
soluetly entitled to cast his ballot on
April 18, and may be certain without
inquiry that his name is on the list
for the division in which he last
voted.
Every man or woman who. had no
vote in 1919 who is 21 years of age
and a British subject and has lived
in Ontario for two months and in
Canada for one year should attend
the place of registration provided in
the place where he lives and have his
name placed on the list.
Only those residing in the rural
districts, outside of cities, towns and
villages, are spared this incon-
venience. The rural voter is entitled
%o a ballot at the polling booth on
‘polling day if a voter at the same
subdivision appears, with him and
vouches for his qualifications.
The voter who is on the list but
has moved from one urban subdiv-
ision to another, or from a rural sub-
division to an urban one, since the
vote of 1919 may be placed on the
list of the subdivision in which he re-
‘sides by appearing lfLefore the Re-
vising Officer, but he need not and
should not do so if the distance 1s
such that he can readily vote in his
‘former subdivision. .
In Watford the registration must
“be made not later than next Satur-
‘day, April 2nd, in the basement of
‘the Public Library. W. S. Fuller is

*ent at 10 in the morning and 2 in

PURE BRED POULTRY
]

Wallaceburg, March 28, 1921.
o the Editor of the Guide-Advocate,
Watford.
Dear Sir:—

If you will allow me a short space
in your valuable paper I would like
to write a few words in regard to
poultry raising in Canada.

What I refer to is utility adver-
‘tisers who think a hen with the re-
semblence of a breed is fit to sell
stock or‘eggs from as a certain breed
for instance, a man buys utility Bar-
red Rock eggs from g prominent ad-
vertiser. The eggs are about twenty
ounces to the dozen, the mature
birds are black green in legs, some
the size of Leghorns and grey in
color, not Barred Rocks at all.

Now I am net citing a specific case

but there is nothing, in my opinion
more detrimental to the succes$ of
the poultry business than advertising
and 'selling utility birds and "eggs
that do not measure up to the
standard qualifications of the breed.
You want outside quality as well as’
that concealed from the eye. A Barr-
ed Rock should be a Barred Rock;
a White Wyandotte, a White Wyan-
dotte; and so on.
Every bird sent out on sale should
resemble closely the standard de-
scription of the breed, ‘though not
necessarily a winner. ‘“Play fair and
win out,” is good advice.

Of course all breeders are not
faulty but there is room for & big
improvement. For instance, a man
has a flock of hens, no particular
strain, just a flock of barnyard hens.
They look all right and he adver-
tises their eggs for sale at a very low
price. He can afford to do this as he
has comparatively no money invest-
ed in his flock. He advertises his
eges at T5¢ per setting, thus under-
mining the pure hred Breeder and
cheating the man who buys.

What we want is more pure bred
poultry and not so much the barn-
ya- 1 hen.

DEATH OF. ALEX. C. KEMP
Carlyle, March 8th,—A feeling of
deep gloom passed over the town of
Carlyle on Thursday, when word was
received of the death of Alex.
