BRITISH AIRELANES. DOING GOOD
WORK

London, April 7—The official report !
irorn Britisk headguarters in France

tonight reads: “In the néighborhood
of St. Quentin our troops
ground durtg the night at a number
of points between the villages of Se-
lancy and Jeancourt and reached the
outskirts of Fresnoy-Le-Petit. There
was considerable artillery activity on
Lboth sides today in the neighborhood
of Arras and in the Ypres sector.

‘During the day and night of April

fth and 6th our airplanes have been
very active, continually harrassing
the enemy’s communications a long
way in the rear, and seeking out his
fighting machines at a considerable
distance behind his lines. Large
tracts of the enemy’s country for
many miles in the rear have been pho-
tographed, over 1,700 photographs be-
ing taken behind the enemy’s lines.
Co-operation with the artillery con-
tinued during the ddy time unhinder-
ed, except by lh/n-/ weather, although
repeated attempfs were made by the
enemy to prevent this important
work.”

Omitting coin
and bullion, the imports for the
twelve months ending December 31
1916, amountgd to $766,726,891, and
the exports for the same pex'idrl $1,-
091,706,403, making a total volume of
trade of $1,858,433,294. The total vol-
ume of trade for. the twelve months
before the war - amounted only to
§995,152,685. The increase during the
twenty-nine months of the war is
$863,280,609, which is more than the
whole trade for the fiscal year 1912:
This amount is made up of an in-
crease of imports of $203,548,207, and
an increase of exports of $659,732,402
This increase was largely the result
of the cessation of all business inter-
course between the Allies and the
Central Powers on account of the
war. New chaniels of commerce had
to be opened up between the. Allies
and the neutral nations, and as a con-
sequence large demands were made
upon Canada, which the Government
and the manufacturers endeavored to
supply. In order to ensure the sale
of Canadiah apples, many of \\'hich
were in danger of being wasted, 61,-
000 books of recipes were distributed
to enquirers, and a campaign of ad-
vertising wag started.

>l noted as | was dropping off to
sleep that it was getting quite rough.
I awakened about 4.30 and “found it
very rough. My room-mate and |
went out to see what we could see.
Well, you can imagine how welcome
was the sight of a lighthouse search-
light in the distance——the coast of Ire-
land. 1 returned to bed and when I
got up the sea was very rough. For
a time we were evidently being es-
corted by a destroyer, the first that I
anmt aware of. There were also two
or three mine sweepers.

The west coast of Ireland is pluin-f
ly in sight on our left five or six miles |

away. We went around Kestnitt at
the lower

which is about 300 miles. Ordinarily
it is only about 24 hours run, but with
the storm and wind I don’t believe
we'll make it. It is.  interesting to
know that we just passed the point
where the Lusitania went down.

It is still very rough tonight. One
can see very many lighthouses at our
left.

Monday, March 5, 11 a.m.

Here we are almost into Liverpool,
as happy and thankful as ever a party
could be. This morning we all signed
a letter of appreciation to our Cap-
tain, who certainly has beep so care-
ful and exercised the greatest skill in
getting us here safely.

It is still quite rough out. There
are now many craft in sight of all ae-
scriptions, and many mine sweepers.

We stopped at 10.30 today for the
first time in the eleven days when our
Pilot came aboard. He is supposed
to know the course here perfectly—
where the “mines” are, etc. You can
imagine how welcome he was.

We are all very anxious to see the
papers and to find out what is and has
heen going on. '

I hope Mr. White will telegraph you
the news of our safe arrival, for Dr.
Cabot is to cable him as soon as we
arrive.

It is time now to sow in hot-beds,
cold-frames, or in the housge, the seeds
of vegetables which need to be started
early for transplanting to the garden.
This early sewing of some vegetables
hastens their maturity and allows a
‘onger season during which they may
e had fresh from the garden. Some

f the crops which should be started
luring the last week of March or ear-
iy part of April are tomatoes, early
cabbage, early cauliflower, celery and
onions. The last two are better to be
sown in March.

For indoor sowing use shallow seed
boxes abut 3 1-2 inches deep. Good
s0il for seed boxes is made of rich
garden loam and sharp sand in equal
parts, well mixed, and put through a
sieve of quarter-inch mesh.

The depth to sow seeds in indoor
~vork “depends upon the size of the
seed. “Sow to a depth of from two to
‘our times the diameter of the seed,”
‘s an old rule among gardeners.

A good way to water the. soil after
sowing is to place the box in a pan or
n the sink (-onminingleuou_:;h water
0 come half way up the sides of the
YOX. When the surface of the soil
shows signs of moisture, usually in
Ive minutes, the box is removed.
Watering in this way does not wash
he seeds out of nlace or pack the sur-
‘ace soil or cause it to bake and thus
wevent the young plants
through.
