A HISTORY OF TEMPERANCE
WORK IN PARADISE

By H. A. LONGLEY

History in the abstract may be de-
fined as a road connecting the pres-
ent with the past. Along this road
the historian travels to.some more
or less distant point in the latter
region, and returning, gives an ac-
~cunt of his journey. In the history
of the human race, which 33 perhaps
as good a concrete exampic as we

can furnish. This road has been
divided into three districts, viz:
modern, medevial and ancient his-

tory. Through the first of these we
have the broad, straight, substantial

of the illimitable jungle ¢t pre-
historic time. The foregoing metaphor
will, we think, be found more or less
applicable to any and all histories,
whether of the world at large, the
nation of which we form a part, the
community where we reside. or even
so comparatively insignificeny a siub-
ject as that of temperarc? work in

As a literary society, Paradise
Lodge set a pace with which ours
of the present day can scarcelv hope
to excel, while it was unquestion-
ably a power for good in the cause
of temperance and morality.

Another series is reported in a bulletin from Pennsylvania covering an apple orchard. These cover six:
different experiments over a period of five years divided into groups of three plots each. In the first of the series:
the largest increase in yield in fertilized plots conpared with unfertilized plots was an increase of 78.3 per cent. fram:
complete fertilizers. Where Nitrate of Soda alone was used the increase was 32.5 per cent, being sixty per cemt
less than the complete fertilizer. Where Acid Phosphate was used alone there was not only mo increase in tke
yiled but there was an actual decrease of over ten per cent.

We have also reports from West Virginia on a series of experiments carried on in the cultivation of peaches
2ud as the growing of these has received some attention many will be interested in them.

The first cover three plots, one a check plot where no fertilizer was used, the second a combination of Acid'
Phosphate and Nitrate of Soda and the third a compiete fertilizer. On the check plot three pounds of fruit were
prduced, on the Acid Phosphate and Nitrate of Soda thirty pounds and en the complete fertilizer forty-nine
pounds, sixty-five per cent added to the increased yield with complete fertifizers.

These experiments also reported the grading of the fruit as well a< the quantity. Where Nitrate of Soda
and Acid Phosphate were applied exclusively on a definitely sized plot the yield was 46 baskets of cuils, 202 baskets
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of choice and 60 baskets of fancy fruit, indicating c:hat thtg.tvalue of the yield was even much greater by the highe
i ic merely represented by the increased quantity.
