* taking involving an extensive knowledge of api-
cultural science and art as well an extended ex-
perience. We all have considerable yet to learn
on this subject. The best knowledge I have at

" present on the subjéct may be stated jn the main
points briefly as follows:-TGive every cojony
_plenty of stores for winter, ‘(honey is best) early
in the fall (Sept.) so that they may settle down
contantedly instead of wearing themselves out
looking for winter food. Keep them dry and
warm. Put then in winter quarters early
before cold weather. Leave lids off, Replace
summer quilts by clean cotton ones and cover
over with woolen quilts or cotton filled in
with wool. Keep the repository at about 45 or
50 degrees. Be in no hurry in' getting them
out in the spring unless they are diseased or
- restless. When out, clean them, give them
plenty of food, orowd them yp, pack them up
warm and dry and leave them alone through
the ‘spring only when necessary to attend to,
them. The winter and spring management of
which this is an outline I have found sdccessful.

To avoid the origination of foul:brood or less

formidable diseases in your own yard attend to
sanitation. Keep yard and hive clean. apd
never uncup or behead drones in a weak coldny
where thay are liable to rot instead of being
oarried ous. .
_ The king bird cats queens -und drones ;. use
powder and shot on him, Against the miller
moth there are two remedies, viz: Italian bees
and strong colonies of aay kind. -

How to get a good honey orop*when it is go-
ing and avoid,the clond of a bad one,.this woald
take hours to set forth. I can, therefore, only
say here, read the bee journals and the'stand-
ard works on the subject ; learn and profit by

your own experience ; and.then rely upon your.

self by using your own best skill and judgment.

To got & goodl price for your product after
you have got it, oortain conditions, besides the
market are essential. First see that you
geat it out of or off the hives ripe. and in good
order, and then preserve it in good .order—the
comb hongy in & warm dry. place and the ex.
tracted when ripe in a dry cool place. Keep 1§
clean and neat and pat up with care and taate
to suit your customers. Lubel snd guarantee
your produoct over your own name, giving brief
and. clear direotions haw to preserve _broperly

and how to lignify. Then wait till the market -

opens and a demand arises, instead of rush.
ing your crop ont prematurely and taking catoh
prices. Of course in the case of regular
customers, grocers or others—they must be
sypplied whenever they want it, provided the
honey is ripe and fit for market. :

A Pringle..—Was of the opinion that
a mild type might.be generated in this
way if the working force was not strong
enough to remove thé drones. d‘:e
would not advise the amateur to under-
take this method of getting rid of drones.
He placed drone comb, where it ougiit
to be, in the upper story for storing pur-
poses if drones got too plentiful. ‘

] K Darling.—He uncapped a good

deal of drone comb ahd cut off the heads
ot 'the dronss, but he had done away
with as many of the drones, .so decapi»
tated, as possible by tapping the sides
of the frames on a ,board thus shaking
out the most of the dead drones. His
general process of getting.rid of the sur-
plus drones was to cut out "the drone
comb and let the bees build up fresh.
R McKnight.—Thought that little

v
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was left to be said on Mr. Piiungle’s
papér as he had painted so nicely and
attractively the -*Sun and cloud of bee-
keeping"' and his subject has been very
truly dealt with, and he congratulated
Mr. Pringle on 1t's excellency but he
learned for the first time that it was a
prevailing practice amongst hee keepers
to cut the heads off drones to get rid of
them and he did not think it'was a good
one. His plan was to cut the comb
right out and he would much rather lose
the little comb that was to be destroved
than' run any risk of any kind.

M Emigh.—Inquired if “worker” bees
were ever eaten by King birds.

out of a swarm and the swarm return
to the hive.

F H Macpheison.—Inquired if Mr.
Pringle bad ever noticed martins eating
queens. ’ .

A . Pringle had very few mar-
tins in his vicinity and could not say
that he had.

+F «H Macplerson instanced the
exper.ence of a season two years
since when it was found almost im-

possible to procure queens for ship-
ment. The fact was the virgins were
by some means destroyed while mating,
and afler considerable trouble and ob-
servation it was found that the martins
had been systematically catching them.

R McKaight.—Had seen (oads eating
bees and had very much enjoyed watch-
ing a toad make his supper at the en-
trance of one of his hives.

A Picket.—-Asked if brood which be-
came chilled in the spring would not
produce foul brood. He was of the
opinion that it might be produced in
that way. :

The Ontario Show.

HE sixteenth annual exhibition of
Ontario Poultry Association

was held at St. Catharines from

the 7th to the 10th ﬁ&;:}n number of
entries and quality of -birds it undoubt-

edly excelled.any previous show. The
number of birds 1n the room was 1,020.
The attendance was excessively meagre,
the receipts at the door not being suf-
ficient to pay the door keepers’ salary
for three days. *

Through the influence of the Presi-
dent, J. C. Rykert, M. P, the ground
floor of the Empire Roller Mills had
been secured for the ex}nibition. Though
situated a block from the main street,
it was decidedly an improvement on the
place of holding last year's. In the
evening the room was lighted by elec-
tric hight, but on Wednesday evening;
when the attendance of the townspeo-
ple promised to be good. the wind dis-
arranged the wires and shut off the cur-
rent, necessitating the closing of the
show for the evening.

In Barred Rocks the competition was
unusually strong, Mr. Clark, of +Dun:
ville being remarkably successful.
One ot his cockerels approached the
nearest to our ideal in color that we
have seen. ‘Thigpird had just returned
from an American exhibition’ where
some miscreant had slashed his comb.
Yet he scored go though cut 5 on comb.
Mr. Clark has every reason to be proud
of his success. -

The most noticeable increase in any
one class wasin Buft Cochms. Twanty
five birds of this variety came under
the judges eye, where formerly only
sufficient birds were entered to take the
prizes. v

As usual the largest number of en-
tries were of the papular Light Brahma
and in no class was so much improve-
ment noticeable. .

In White Plymouth Rocks the cock-
erels were a very even lot; four of the
seven on exhibition tying at 943..

The London fanciers were out in
force and as 1s customary’ with them
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« carried off the bulk of the honors in the
classes they breed.

In Pigeons W. Foxand E.F. Doty
were the main exhibitors, the former
showing .103 birds embracing every
variety on the premium list. He cap-
tured 94 prizes. Mr. Doty with 21
birds secured 1o reds and some seconds.

You say your fowls Laven't paid a yearly pro-
fitof ten cents a head. How do you know?
Did you ever keep any account of the cost of
feed, number of eggs laid, chickens raised, &tc ?
Of course you never did. Not one farmer in 500
knows *‘fog sure’” whether-his hens pay or not,
aud yet they never give the hens the benefit of
the doubt, but declare positively that they know
hens don™ pay. The first of January isa pretty
good time to start & poultry account, and I ad-
vise you one and all to begin now to keep an han-
est account with your poultry. Charge them
with food given, and give them credit for all
eggs laid, and all chickens raised—not merely
for eggs and chickens sold. An honest account
kept right through the year will probably show
you that you that your hens are more profitable
‘“critters” than you ever thought.—Faxny FisLp
