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MARIE Dl' FRANCE.

Looking back, into the centuries. the first
niaie thaï, appears among women French writ-
ers is that of' Marie de France. Her life is
wvrapped in the greatest obscurity, and even in
ber works there arc nio autobiographic touches.
A Frenciîwonian, as one can sec by lier surnanit,
born probably at the beginîîing of the XIII. Cenl-
tury, shc took up lier residence iii England, and
wrotc under the patronage of Henry 111. of that
country. She occupies a distinguiishIed place
anon- thc Anglo Norman poets, and lier work,
lias becn so hligbily conîmiendcd that she lias
sornetimes been called the Saippho of lier cen-
tury. A learned wonîal, whob seerns to hlave
been equally vcrsed iii Latin literaturc; ta this
is due hier clevated style. Ili reading lier works
one is struck, b' bier v'ivacity, .-reait tact and dis-
ccrnicnt ; tic chivalric roiwiiccs of the ancient
Gauls and Birctons seeni ta have furnishied bier
Nvith subjects, and, owing to hier niarvellous
mnemory, she was enabled ta reproduce in verse
the stories whicli she liad lieard iii childhood.
Inher Lays, the work for whichi she is nîost
noted, 'Marie tells in French verse af gallant
adventurcs whicli happeiied ta, vaIIfant kniglits,
and, according ta the custi of tiiose trnes,
they are rcrnarkable for the recitatioli of siîîgcar
catastrophics. Tbtry aie IIdeliglitful and genu.
inely poetic narrative pociins," about fourtcen ir.
nunîber, for tue ilot part aniatory iii character.
In the Lai dzù Laiestic ýI..ay of tic '\igl)tilgailc),
a kniglit cornes every evening ta visit lus lady-
lave, who aivaits bini at lier latticcd utindow;
she lias an aid lbusband whlo beconies uncasy at
lier zloings, and asks an explanation of lier
conduct; she answers tlîat ,1e goes ta lîcar the
sang of the nightingale, and Sa her b'îsband
causes the sweet singer ta bc inrndi.îtcly killed.
The lady sends the littIc body ot the dcad bird
ta lier friend, who trasures it iii a golden box.
Sa ends the Lay'. A incre sketch, but ane
wlîich shows the feelings of the tinies. For us
ane af the chief interces in lier wvritingb is tliat
she ivas ane of the first who treatcd iii poct tari
the 'egends af thie Round Table. An e.-aîniiple of
anc o iber pocnîs dealing -%vith the author's

The Il Loup-garou " or mniolf -f whoiii wc
hecar iii aur Canadian luends, takes a promniient
place iii Marie's Il Lai (lu Biisclaiveret." Marie
speaks of how in olden turnes men Nycre fre-
quently transfornied into loup-garous, whilîi she
desdci ibes as ficrce bcasts, wha inluabit tue forcess;
Uic>' rage abouit, and in great states of férocity
iicse beasts decvour liuman beings, and arc tic

source af niu-h trouble. Suddlenlytliis-generail-
izisig breakzs off, anîd she asks lier readcrs tal
listciî tu lier story of B3isclavuret, a noble seigneur
of l3rittaîiy, a noble l'Iliglt, the favourite of blis
prince, and belovcd b>' ail lus iîeiglîbours. He
%vas married ta alady ofhigli rank, aîîd li:y lived
happ)lily togetier, but there wva- alic cause of
trou ble. Every wekl lie disappcarcdi for thrc
d.ays, and neitlier li' iife nor lus friends %were
able ta fiiîd out %wlîitlîer lie %vent. At last b>'
flatteries anîd caresses she %viled his secret froîin
Iiiiiui. He tells lier li lic becoines a Il loup)-
t.aýroui," anîd lives on lierbs and roats in the
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tlaickest part of the forcst. I f anyone slmuutid
discover and stei his clotlies during the timie
lie is a Il loupl-g.trou," lie wvas destined to reniain
a mari-Wolf until the), sliould ruturn to lîim. H-e
unwvittingly tells his wife tlie wliole secret ; she,
tcrrified at thie rcvelat ion of lier liusband, imme-
diately decides to luave liimi, and casiily per-
suades a knighit to take away Iisclaveret's ar-
ments froni Uicsupposed safe place of hiding.

The King's biounds hiaving beeit let loose in
the wood wlicre Bisclaveret iivt<(l, tracked ii
-ind lie reccived many wounids,. Sceimîi tlîe King
approa.cil, Bisclaveret, still a rnan- Wolf, %vCnt
towards hini. 'l'le King- in fear rctired, but
seeing tlîat tlîe animal apparently lind a mian's
intelligence, lie drew near withi Ëis suite to look
upon this Wvonder. At thie conmmand of the
King, ]3isclaveret ivas ta'.en to tlîe château,
wbere during the day lie wvas kept with the
kniglits, and in the evening pasd to the Kiîîg's
owvn chamber.

Once whcn tie King %va,; holding lus court
the knlight: wlîo lîad nîarried Bisclaveret's wifé
arrived ; immediatefy tic toi.caroit, lîitlierto
gentle, became fierce, and sprang at the newly
arrivcd knight. No one doubtcd that the loup-
garou by this sudden ficrceness meant ta revenge
some wrong. At the advice of a sage tlîe King
imprisoncd the knighit and lus wife in order to
fisid out wvhy Bisclavcrct manifcsted bis fierce-
ness towards them and towards no anc cIre.
The lady confesscd how shie had bctrayed hier
busband, and by returning bis clothes to hiim,
hie 'vas soon restored froni his state of loup-
garoi and given back his lands as well as costly
presents.

Demys Pyramius, an Anglo-Norman poct
and a contemporary of Marie, speaks of hier
îvork as being highly csteemed.

Marie considcred tlîat a poet's satisfaction
should consist in the care and correctness of
one's work; she 'vas over careful, and tlîis leads
sonietinies ta a certain dryness of diction, and
frequcntly anc feels the otscurity of lier style, as
shie Icaves the details only liaif explained, but
almost alîvays ends cach "<Lai" or il Fable"
wvith a wordy morality.

Tlîe «lLays I give us a splend id picture of
the nianners and customs of bier Ccntury; bier
descriptions are faithful and anîusing, and lier
simple and natural style is most attractive-
lier work speaks ratlîer ta the licart tha»i to
the mind.

At the rcquest of Coulit William, Marie tran-
slated Acsop's '< Fables"I into French verse-
about anc liundrcd - one cari casily sec tbat
this work wvas donc by a nîind wvbicli penetrated
the secrets of the human heart and by anc wbo

pt>sessed superior rcaqon. The naïvele of lier
style initerests one, and onu's admiration is
aroused by the dulicate justice of lier moral
reflections.

Ini gathiering togetiier tliis somiewhat desultory
information about Marie de France, 1 have
been confronted Witlî an unexpected difficuity
-tiat of gettinél facts about the lady. It lias
couplcd itself iii ny niind witli a similar case,
in a book Whichi lias becomc Iiistoric because
of Il Iunchi's " recent appropriation of its illustra-
tions for its oivn political caricatures. 1 mean
IAnimal Land, wliere tiiere aren't any people."

Dcspite tic apparent incongruity of tlie parai.
liI, tlîc description of one monster links itself
with the memory of Marie, the fair queen of
poecýy, for underneath the page which tlîe Te-
miabutik Adonis is writtcn :-Il The Tcmabunk
-nothing kîzàovi about thi-r animal."
