Its presence is evidenco of
honesty and good faithy Ite absence is
unequivocal manjfestation tliat fthere
in something rotten in the atato of
Denmark.” Yabor has the samo right to
protect iteell by its trogle moark as any
other form of capital might claim for
itscll. Therefore, we ask that thoso
who bave printing done insist that the
stamp in question bo used on their work.
It costs no more and helps to protect
the journoyman printer.
