BOOKS AND NOTIONS, ToroxTO.
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THE_MODEL BOOKSELLER.

DEEP scated lament is often
A heard amorg the book jobbers
of this young country that
our booksellers are not familiar with
publications, ancient and modern, as
they should be. It scems to be too
true that the bookseller of this coun-
try is generally a dealer also in sta-
tionery nnd fancy goods. If he is, then
you cannot deceive him as to the value
of stationery, for he is thoroughly
posted on all the different makes and
qualities of the long ranges of papers.
You cannot tell him anything about
values infancy goods. When he glunces
his eagle cycs over & sample, he knows,
within & few cents, the price per doz.
en. He has thoroughly mastered the
facts, and is prepared to do busincss
on his knowledge. From that he ex-
pects to reap & gain, because it en-
ables him to pay only what an article
is worth. Moreover, he knows just
what will scll in stationery; never
londs his shelves with unsaleable
goods, and turns his moneyy over sev-
eral times a year. If he finds a line
unsaleadbls in the regular way he
ndopts some little expedient to clear
it out.

But start to test the knowledgo of
such r man oh books. He knows what
tie ought to pay per shilling if it is
an Englich book, and by looking at
the binding of a book he can tell with-
in Yiftcen or fifty cents of what a book
will bring, if it sells for anything less
than two dollars. For books which sell
over that price ho has no use; ho can
not ge¢ why a small book should be o
large price. But get down to paper
covered books, and the Canadian or
United States bookseller is at home.
You cannot fool him there. He under-

stands their vaiuo ; but don't ask him
anything much about a book bound
in cloth,

What is the rosult ? Simply this;
paper bound books arce sold where
cloth bound books sbould secll; trashy
Iterature 18 disseminated through tho
country tlegencrating the minds of the
mass of book-readers. Pecople forming
o tasto for reading will take books
that are pushed on them. Givo them
trashy howvels, and their taste will not
riso to that height wlence they catch
a partial glimpse of knowledge, and
long for glances down tho broader vis-
tas. Ono clovating movement on this
northern continent has been the Cha-
tauqua reading clrcles. This move-
ment has done a great deal towards
cultivating among the youth of our
land a taste for more intcllecctual read-
ing than is found in the majority of
paper bound novels. Booksellers can
help bn this movement by making
themselves masters of the new works
published, 4vhich can be donc only by
the carcful reading of book reviews
and book notices. Tho dealer cannot
make bricks without strow, and the
reviews of all the latest works are
always published sufficiently, so that
no man may want for informatfon if
he 4avill only take {t.

Looking at the matter more selfish-
1y, it can casily be scen how beneficial
to the bookseller such & change would
be, in the matter of profits. If high-
er class literature were demanded by
the public, the gross sanles would be
enormously increuscd, and profits ma-
terially enhanced, The book-selling
business in the Dominion of Canada,
which has never reached n high plane,
would be raised from a beck trade to
a noble profession. No more noble and
manly profession exists in tho broad
world of to-day than the directing of
the public mind into proper channels
of liternture, and booksellers may take
a leading part in this it they would
but rise to the occasion aud their op-
portunity. Some few dealers here and
there ure leadiog along proper lines,
but there is neceded a more radical
change.

The bookseller must not reiuse to
handle cheap literature , but while
keeping it he should handle small
quantitics of the newest and most de-
serving works, and push these. There
is more profit in seclling hall a dozen
dollar novels than in selling two doz-
en twenty-five cent copies. This is a
point whichk should be carefully borne
in mind by every ambitious and
thoughtful retailer of books. A com-
petent critic of the trade expresses the
belhief that there has been an fmprove-
went {n the past year's trade in this
direction. Lot the good work go on.

CHRISTMAS LESSONS.

Fancy goods a~e being sold moro lurge-
ly by the dry goods dealers. These men
sell on closer margins than ordinary fancy
goods dealers and thus are gaining the
trade,

Booklets gold fairly well: but evince no
symptoms of a firm hold on the affec-
tons of the pubdlic. They may sell for
another scason or two, but those who
krow say it will be in decreasing quan-
tities. . e

Calendars had o very fair deman.d
Their sphere is too limited to expect much
from them. They were shown in great

variety, and in rural disteicts will rell
better next year.

‘Flat cards sold In small quantitics.
Comics and noveltics lend, but the quan-
tity was not suflticient to allow of much
profit. Tho wise dealers are bLuying more
in varicty than in quantity. They will
cntinue in favor with certain ¢lnases for
somo ycars yct.

Christmas numbers sold better than
over. In Toronto they sold oxtremely
well; the largest quantitics being sold
by enterprising youngsterss who worked
on the maxim that ceverything comers to
him who gocs after it. They sold o large
number of copies. The city bookscllers
sold less than in former ycars. The rural
bookeellers sold, in most cases, moro than
ever. The city dry goods gtores sold a fow
copivs 3 but it is probable this will not
occur agnin, as better arrangements will
bo made to centralize tho trade with ono
firm. Thus the distributing can bo easlly
and perfectly regulated, and no copies
given to dry goods houses. By concen-
trating tho business all in one distribut-
g house, the retaiier can afford to carry
less stock, as he is assurcd of gotting
copics whenever he needs them, and n
such quantitics as he desires. No doubt
the sale of theso holiday numbers alfected
very much the sale of ¢~ rde and booklots.

Annuals, we are sorry to notice, arc
declining with regular vookscllers. Tho
firms who control them have allowed
them to get into the hands of the dry
goods houseces, and that settled the profit
business. But just as eoon as this hap-
pened the sale of both separate numbers
and bound volumes began to decline. Tho
bookseller i8 slow to sec somo thinges
but he knows how to get even with men
who happen to make a slight mistake
in regard to business procedure. Tho fu-
ture of the annual trade s very uncer-
tain. Some chango must be mado or iv is
doomed. And this in spite of the lact
that somo of the annuals contain tho
best reading that could possibly boe dis-
scminated through a reading community.

THE POET LAUREATESHIP.

The Pall Mall Gazette publishes a
number of responses to the question:
Should tho Poet Laurcateshyp be con-
tinued or abolished? Prof. Tluxley
writes that the position of Court Poct
is a survival of a different state of
gociety, yet it 18 undesirable that any
state recognition of the value of litera-
ture should disappear.

Prof. Max Muller says that when
ever thoe time comes and the nation
longs once more to lonor n living
poet, there will bu no dilficulty in re-
viving the cherished laurel wreath. In
the meuntime no greater honor could
be paid the dead Laureate than leav-
ing the place vacant. .

Mr. Leckey, the historian, suys he
would be sorry if the position should
be abolished.

Sir John Lubbock, President of the
London Chamber of Commerce, writes
in favor of the retention of tho office.

Prot. Blackic says the Laurcateship
ought certajnly to be continued, as
evudenco that tho highest person in
the rcualin takes public notice of the
exercise of one of the highest functions
of the human soul.

AN ADVERTISING AGE.

This i8 the age when people are sloing
business by advertisements, It is o
grand rush for trade, and the man
who can write the best advertisements
an regnrds spaee and guality is the
man who gets the biggest share of the
trade. It s an age of splurge ; and un-
less you can cast something into the
sea of public thought which will cause
o ligger vipple than what your neigh-
bor casts into the water you ure un
noticed. Circus methods are now busi
ness methods. P, T, Barnum and lus
brother wircus managers have led the
buwiness world a great deal. The de-
partmental stores began to usc prnt
ery’ ink an profusion, and now the re-
tmiler, svholesaler, Jobber, or manufnc-
turer Who does not advertise liber-
ally cannot succecd—unless he has a
monopoly.

A leading merchant, in being asked
a few days ago if he believed his ad-
vertising paid, replied that he didu't
know. *‘It 18 Like casting your bread
upon the waters; but you know every-
body caters to the public taste in the
advertising line, and unless you keep
yoursell promunently before the pub-
lic you are lost sight of.**

The retailers of Canada caunot do
business without spending a certain
amount in advertising. Pcople expect
advertisements, look for them, and
read them very eritically—if they are
worth reading. They read them if they
are chatty, or i they tell tliem some.
thung whiclhh wiil perhaps be the means
of cnabling them to make savings on
future purchases. They must contan
knowladge 1n some form or other.
Morcover the advertisements must not
be stingy. It 18 lamentable that the
size of advertigements are generally
taken, I other circuinstances corre-
spond, to be n criter;on of the trade
and a few doflars saved in this way
may fiot be a few dollars carned. Ad-
vertising must be hberal or it may
be wasted. It must be hearty and
healtby. It must be witty, pithy and
learned. It must be fresh and import-
ant. It must be continuous und im-
pressive. It must have all these quali-
ties, because this js an advertising age.
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THE INSOLVENCY BILL.

J. B, McLea, J. I3 Lear-
mont. The London Board of Trade
sent the following delegates @ M. Mas-
uret, president, and Mr. Thomas, They
were received by the following mem-
hecs of the Government: Sir Jolhn
Thompson, Hou. Q. E. Foster and Hon,
A. R, Angers,

Mr. Greenshields made o long and
able speech, ‘T'he deputition represent-
cd, he saif, nll the business interests
of Onturio and Quebee, where there
was an almost unanimous sentiment
in favor of a Dominion insolvency lnw.
At present a distribution of assets
act existed in only two provinees. ‘They
were gimply insolvent acts under an-
other name, and without any pro-
vision for discharge. There were no
preferences under the laws of Quebec,
but there were in Ontario, such as
chattel mortgages and preferential
Judgments, which were first claims on
the estate. A transfer of book debts,
even when dated back several years,
became a first lien ou all the Look
debts, including those contracted since
the exccution of the transfer. Under
the existing law in Ontario “A”, debt.
or, may scll out to “B,” and the sum
realized may be handed over to “C,”
a creditor in the same town, to the
detriment of other creditors. The mari-
time provinces were a hothed of pre-
ferences. e gave several illustratious
of the state of the law down there,
which, he declared, was go unjust that
it should not remain on the statute
books. It might be eald, he kuew, that
wholesale merchants should shorten
their credits or sell for cash, and not
make bad debts  That was almost im-
possgible 80 long as they hind to com-
pete with the merchants of the world.
The agents of British merchants came
over aud offered long credits and goots
equaily cheap and Canadian  mer-
chants had to offer equnl terms. They
loked to the wisdom of the Government
to provide a way out of their diffi-
cultics.

Mr. Blain advanced the argument
that it was not in keeping with the
character of the confederation that
there should be diflerent laws in the
different provinces discriminating in
favor ol local creditors. They would
be loth to return to the ijnsolvency
Inw of 1875. There were scrious de-
fects in that law, and there was no
doabt a feeling of reliel when it was
abandoned. He thought they could
feame o law without these defects.
With that object they had brought
down a draft of a bill tor the consid.
eration of the Government. In fram-
ing it they had had the benefit of the
great experience of Mr. Clarkson, as an
assignee, of Mr. Thomson, who was
generally acknoswledged to be the most
competent commercial lnwyer in To-
ronto, of the opimions of Mr. Walker,

gencral manager of the Bank of Com
theree, and the views of a number
of merchants in the chief commercinl
contres.

Mr. Thomson explained the salient
features of the bill. It proposed to
arply the law to traders only. The
Government hiave to consider the ques.
tion as to whether thelnw would have
to be made applicable to ull clusses, ns
1t was in England, but upon that point
they had nothing to eay. Under the act
of 1870 the assignee got things ready
for hquidation before calling o meet-
ing of the creditors, Instead of that
the bill proposcd the appointment of
a guardian, who would usually be the
shenf! In Ontario and the prothono.
tary of o court {n Quebee, but fn the
case of large jnterests n gpecial officer
appointed by tho Board of Trade, to
wliom every estate in the first jnstance
must go. Such guardinn would hold
the assets until the creditors could
be got together, and he was Jeclared
ineligible for the appointment as liqui-
dator, leaving the crecditors free to
deal with that appointinent, and thus
removing one of the most serious ob-
Jections of the act of 1873, In regard
to the granting of o discharge, it was
proposcd to do away with composi-
tions altogether. The liquidator was
in every caeo to sell the assets, leaving
the creditors, il they choseto give him
hig discharge, but jindependently. As to
the granting ol a discharge by n court,
it was not supposcd that the Govern.
ment wonld set up a bankruptey court
owing to tho additinnal expense which
for small cstates 1n & young country
would be unjustitinble, but it was feit
that under the jurisdiction of the local
courts there was no uniformity of prac-
tice, and a creditor wuas driven to go
all over the country in the settlument
of difficultics. It was thought that a
particular court, say in Ontario, a di-
vision of the high court of fjustice,
nmight be indicated for administering
the law. It ought not to be regarded
as a hardsp on the debtor if he was
to be relieved of the payment of his
debts in full if he should bo compelled
to go to a forum convevient to his
creditors instead of vice versa. Under
the proposed bill there would Le no
official assignee. There would be o
temporary guardian, and then a Liqui-
dator would be appomnted by the cred-
itors, hut waithout the intervention of
a court. They had & law in Ontario
provaiding agnnst preferences, but the
legiwslature in dealing with this sub-
ject was hampered by the question of
jurisdiction. For instance, they had
never provided for discharge. Nor was
there jurisdiction to seize on a man's
assets and distribute them. It wnas
true, as stated by Mr. Greenshiclds,
that if a man could sell his aussets for
cash he could pay over that cash to
one creditor aloue to the exclusiou of
all others. In the proposed bill the dis
charge clause was practically a4 1n the
nct of 1875, cxcept that the grounls
have been made a little more clearer,
and it was proposed that if the debtor
applied to the court direct without
the consent of the creditors to put the
onus upon him, whether it was oppos
ed or not, showing a title, and that
he had dealt fairly by his creditors.

Mr. Foster, in reply to the deputa.
t:on, saud : * We are very glad to hear
your views, and I have no hesitation
in promsing, for Sir John Thompson
and the rest of my colleaguces, an cx-
aminntion of your bill, and a thorough
consideration of the wholo subject, and

i you will indicate to me within a fow
days the names of & small sub-commit-
tee of this deputation, it wo should
wish to consult you, then when the
time comes we will eall upon you for
further explanations, cither as to tho
principles or detuils of the bill."

Copies of the bill were left with the
minjsters.

committee to be at the call of the
finance Minister in promoting the
mearure @ Messrs, Thompson, Ureen-,
shiclds, Blain and Kent.

THE COPYRIGHT QUESTION,

The Ottawa correspondent o! one of the
Toronto dailies, writes under date of De.
cember 29 as follows: It is evident from
1 passage in one of the recent interviews
given to the press by Gen. Foster, the
United States Scerctary of State» that

n misunderstanding ex.sts in the Umted
States as to the recent action o Canada
on the copyright question. An assurance
was given on behalf of the Imperial Gov-
ernment to Mr. Lincoln» the American
Minster in London, that if the United
States Copyright Act were made avalable
for British authors. United States authors
would thereby become entitled to regis.
ter for copyright in thic colonies as well
a8 in Great Britain. This statement of
the law is not strictly correct» so far as
the colonies are concerned. In Canadas
for example, the Copyright Act only al-
fows that privilege to citizens o! foreign
countries having u treaty on the subject
of copyright with Great Britain, aad it
is therefore not in the power of the Cau-
adian Government to allow registration
to American authors, notwithstanding
the assurance to the contrary givea by
the British Government. The Dominion
Government did nothing more thaa state
the condition of the Canadian law on the
subject. That law has been in forcc for
17 yecars, not only with the express ap-
proval of the British Goveroments but
by virtue ol an Imperial statuter which
was passed to give it eflect. This view
of the quostion was evidently overlooked
by those who gave Mr. Lincoln an assur-
ance on behalf of the British Government.
but the blame in conncction with the
misunderstanding is certainly not to be
attached to the Government of Canada.
Even if the Canadian Government had
wsued a copyright n accordance with
the assurances referred to, it would have
been found to have been worthless: and
the British authoritics maintain  that
Canada has no power to amend her Copy-
nght Act without the sanction of the
British Parliament.

jer the articles are really as cheap ux they

profess to be. No matter what the state
of trade and the money market may be,
there are always plenty of people to buy
the job line. In many cases simply be-
cause it i8 described as such. Just hike
the old lady who made o point of at-
tending sales, and atways bought some-
thing or other that she could user simply
because it was cheap. They were job hines
that she bought on account of the price.
That old lady has countless imitators:
wlho arc the welcome vigitors of the clev-
er tradesman, responding to s anvita.
tion to rcheve I of goods that he
would be better without, and is willing
to sacrifice in order to make room for
fresh stock. He could not scll them n
the regular way at the regular prices
hut the moment there is any intimation
of a sacrilice being made there are not
wanting ready purchasers to take advan-
tage of 1it. Why 8.1t that there scems to
exist such a keen delight in getting goods
if possible under cost? It is a trait of
nineteenth century character, which, if
properly understood, and manipulated ae-
cordingly, in cae of the best allies of the
tradesman. And it is perfectly wonderiul
how the major "ty of the public implicitly
believe in the ** job line ** and ** great sac-
rifice,” s0 much sv that some little time
ago a certain class of ornament was be-
ing sold readily in the west end “at an
cnormous gacrifice.” The sacrifice (2) be-
g only 25 per cent- higher than the
price charged by the importer in the cast
end. Of course, the shop ought to have
realized at least 50 per cent. profit and
we felt sympathy with the sacrifice they
were making. This, of course, is the sort
of *job hne” which really victinuzes the
customer instead of itsclf; conscience and
the pusher of such & hne are nover on
speaking terms. But there 18 the legiti-
mate fob hine, which does good all round,
clearing itsclf out of its master’s shop at
o price which justifies the purchaser in
considersng that he or she has really ac-
quired a bargain. Not the kind of bLar-
gain which has been defined as & com-
mereial transaction in which each one
thinks that he has chieated the other: but
a somcthung that the purchaser could not
have af{orded to buy had not the trades-
man, for reasons of s own, marked it
down withun their recach. There 18 no
doubt that job lines arc # distinct bhoon
to a certain and large scction of the pub-
lic, and deserve to be encouraged in the
way they are. Everyone denls in job lines

A TALK ABOUT WALL PAPER.

The news from across the line with re-
gard to another combination or agree-
ment between the wall paper manufae-
turcre has been very gratifying informa-
tion to the wall paper men in Montreal.
BOOKS AND NOTIONS' Montreal ropre-
sentative had a chat with Mr. Colin Mac-
Arthur the other day, the substance of
which should prove interesting to our
readers.

* The wall paper tnen in Canadar*’ said
Mr . MacArthur, “ ever since the pool was
broken up in the States some yenrs ago,
have had to work ona very narrow mar-
gin; indeed, they have found it pretty
difficult at times to make ends mectr ow-
ing to the fact that American makers
came into Canada and were active com-
petitors, despite the 30 per cent. duty.
The reason is simply they made it a
slaughter market, and of course the {uct
is a scrious drawback to Canadian manu-
facturers. How they can sell goods at
the prices they do I cannot understand,
but the fact remains. For instances they
gold somc lincs of goods on a basis of
31-2 cents, the very paper for which cost
them 3 cente. They had to pay for the
grounding, printing, cutting, etc., out of
the other half cents and it is & nystery
liow they can do it. The only possible
explanation is in the large market of over
gixty millioifs which they have to cater
to; they no doubt get returns from one
rection which more than olfsets the low
prices at which they s<ll their surplus to
Canadian purchasers. Our casc, however,
is entircly difterent. We have only live
millions to supply, and under the same
circumstances § 1-2 centg would be our
very imside figure. Why, our patterns
alone coat $75 a sct, 8o that the simple
outiny for the 13 or 13 sectse we are
compelled to have 80 a8 to be up with
the mode mean a censiderable outlay:
and this does not include the {350 each
thnt it costs for cutting ULefore we are
ready to go ahcad with the mere manu-
facture.

* Yes; all things considered, I am glind
that the makers across the hine have de-
cided to cease cut throat competition and

I hupe to derive materal benefst from the
fnct, 80 that although tho year just past
was much maore satisfactory than 1891,
I am expecting still better returns from
1893.

‘“*Now that I am on wall paper, I
ntight also say that I very much {avor
the aystem in vogue in Great Britain of
handling it. There the business of placing
the paper with the actual user 18 done
by the pamters and decorators, and not
as in Canada by the hardware and other
dealers. The conseguence of this is that
it is to tho intcrest of the decorator to
turn out & goad job, and we have none
of the glaring incongruities thet you will
see in Canada. The painter and decor-
ator here, a8 he has no interest {n sup-
plying the wall paper, is perfectly in-
different about the matter, and we have
one kind of tinting and another kind of
wall paper put up by one entirely dif-
ferent person, which does not harmonize
at all. Of course, in the emall places
throughout the country this twethod
might not work, but in the big towns
and citiea I think a good deal of benelit
would result if my suggestion were adopt-
cd. In Montreal, for instance, there are
only three painters and decorators who
absolutely handle wall paper. All the
others do not think of it at all and the
result of this is that wo have more un-
papercd houses in Montreal than in any
other city anywhere. We may get edu-
cated up to this in time, but in the mean-
time I wishi you gaood day and the com-
pliments of the season.”

but quite the reverses for using & non
de plume, if such is the case. Of course,
the story has its faults. Perhaps alittle
too much quotation from favorite poets;
a little too much of the usually clever dia-
lect—Irish, Scotch, English, Canadian,
Freneh, southern and negro—and ocea-
sionally a little too much exaggeration
of characteristics—as *‘ Mr. Rawdon” in
his social intercourse with the Carmich-
aels and Mrs, Thomas the widow.

But this fairly exhzusts the list of
faults, and even they are excusable where
%0 much genuine humor and witty eari-
cature are introduced.-

The story is based upon a holiday
tramp through the country: beginniug iy
the shores of lake Simcoe and undertaken
by two young Toronto men. Omnes Mr.
Coristine; i a lawyer; the other, Mr.
Wilkineon, u teacher, pretty well up in
the public schools of the Queen City. Both
are doing very well financially, though
ucither has any superfluity ol meauns.
They agree: however, in a pronounced
aversion to the fair sex; whom for years
thicy have looked upon as being» meta-
phorically, roaring lions travelling
through socicty secking helpless bachel-
ors whom they may devour. Consvquent-
1y, when the question of a summer vaca-
tion comes up, the mutual scatimeut i
a desire to get away from large towmm
and social centres, and out into the for-
ests and fields in order to revel in the
solitary beauties of nature. Wilkinson is
addicted t2 botany, literature and the
poetr, while Coristine is a jolly, rollick-
ing, witty Irjshman, enjoying a tramp
and anything tinged with adventure nad
change. On the train to Lefroy, whence
they intend to strike into the country
on Toot, they hear of the presence of two
girke who know them by name, and with
one of whom Wilkinwon je slightly auc-
quainted. Upon this the whole story
turns. They avoid them upon this occa-
®ion by rushing into the smoking cars but
all through the narrative: whether it he
on lake Simcoe in a crazy cralt> with a
captain and one man, whom the tourists
denominate “The Crew,” in the woods of
Muskoka, or on the level roads and in
the pleasaut farm houses of other parts
of Ontario, they are sure to meet rela-
tives, (riends or encmics of these two
girls, and occasionally the girls them-
selves.

The characters are well drawn: the
whole book is interesting ; the situations
are clever and witty ; the descriptions
capital, and the writer should win =«
marked reputation, and the publishers a
comxiderable profit from the appearance
of this genuine Canadian novel. To To-
ronto people it should be especially at-&
tractive, and we are giad indeed to wel-
come 80 bright a book from whom the
publishers announce as a new native au-
thor. Certainly the writer js both prom:
ising and clever.

WHITTIER AND TENNYSON.

Wilbiam J. Fowler, i the December
Arena offers some thoughts on the re-
semblances and still more important dif-
ferencew between Whittier and ‘Tennygon.
‘Tennyson had more of the senke of mei.
ody that may be thought cesential in a
poet ;s yet it sometimes seeme ar 0 this
advantage had been turncd to loss and
that his fancy wan the slave of the mel-
ody lie loved to make. Much of his pocetry
scems the play of o dilettante. On the
ather hand, Whitticr's work is all char-
actenized by antense carncatness, even the
lightest touch of his fuucy beuring carn-
ext purpose ; and thix atones in the eyes
of the masses for artistic defects. There
ix . good deal of *“art for art's sake*
i Tennyson; but Whittier's art ix all
for use.

Before the death of Hallam, Tennyson
wax full of noble axpirations and hopes.
He was e slep with the progressive spirit
of the tune. But that death came n8 a
pall to s hopes, He loxt step with his
tGune and became morbnd, Whittier's car.
evr showa how surely spiritunl streagth
grows by use and cxercwe. Early in life
he took upon himse)f the burdens of an
oppressed race. and as life advanced his
sympathies broadened.  Tennyson vainly
sought perfoeet comfort for his personal
bereavemonts, Whttier found happiness
under far heavier burdena. Tennysone too,
acknow ledged the iden of sell-effacement
but winle Teanyeon sang. Whittier real-
izedd 1t an lus work,

The lerson of thene contrarted lives in
that there s no consolution for sorrowing
hearts like work, eapeaindly work that
helps mankand. It is not alone that work
absarbs he faculties ; a theill of keeticst
exaltation nightly belongs to all who con-
tribute in emaller or greater measure to
the happ.aieas of humanty. ** Revery s
not sacrifice. Iutrospectan, if carried to
extremes, is morlnd and inJurious. But in
working for buman wellare: the higheat
energies of the soul may be employed
without waste «r Juss «f power No rust
can corrode a life baxed on love {or one's
fellowmen.”*

“ The world will never outgrow Whyt-
tier's thought. beenuse it is based on pure

love for mankind." But England has al-
ready outgrown much that Tennyson liv-
ed for. He will not be o teacher of future
generations ; hia lines will be grateful ax
expressing, in benutiful lauguage, idens
that the world is outgrowing.—Weekly
Review.

It may, perhaps, be charar
terjzed aw o fictitious narrative founded
on the human passions. Love is almost
invarinably, though not nccessarily, ita cen-
tral motive. A consuderable degree of
length is a mechanical necessity, to dif-
ferentinte it from that mueh older form.
the short story.

The novel was created in Englandy and
n the cigliteenth century. Its develop
ment has been foreshadowed in various

Cwayr by the literary schools of Italy and

Spain, whose monuments are the Decam-
cron and PDon Quixote, and it was par-
tinliy paralleled in France by the pro
ductions of laesage; but as far as time
and place can be act by the birth of a
new jdes in Jiterature, the honor of ite
paternity bLelongs most truly to the work
of Samuel Richardson, Henry Ficlding,and
Tobias Smollett, during the decade be-
tween 1740 and 1750.

The first Anterican novelists in point
of date, was probably Charles Brockden
Browne: but it was Cooper who first
gave to transatlantic fiction the flavor
of the goil.

Mr. Titherington reviews briefly the lit-
crary careers of the Euglish and American
novelists, pointing out the salient feat-
wres and characteristic tendencics of the
work of each of them. **If a score of
eritics,” he says, ** were catled upon to se-
leet the one most typical instance of the
English novels Vanity PPair, would per
haps be named more frequently than any
other.” It is typical in itg theme: charace
ters, and keen watirie humor aud constant
under currents of didactic purpose. As to
this last point—didactic purpose—it Iy re
marked that the moral strain has run
along the whole current of English fic
tion.

There has never been an English Zola.
The French theory that bids literature,
be artistic only and never didacticr i«
xquarcly contradicted by every great Emg
lish novel. Of course, admits Mr, Tither
ington ,there have been variatjons in the
moral level. Excess produces renctiun
and the studied refinement of Richardson
brings out a protest in the conrser tones
of Ficlding and Smollett.

In any cvent, I present the suggestion,
and with it o prediction that the time
will come, if it ix not now at hand, when
this method of hooming a book will be
the vogues and will result in money to
the boomer ag well ar to the nuthor.-——

SHARP PRACTICE.

The American book papers are speaking
sharply to the publihers who stock ba-
ant stores. The Publishers' Weekly snys @

We made an andirect reference a couple
of weeks ago to the practices of certain
pubhishers . stocking up bazaar stores
to the mmmedinte  digadvantage of the
bookseller, and to thepr own ultimate un-
doingz.  Thir wectin to have aroused curi-
o8ty in certain quarters, and enquiries
have heen put to ur as to the meanng
of our reference. Por the benefit of thoye
querists we find an allustrataon ready ain
a recent experence ventilated in the col-
umns of our contemporary, the Newsman.
‘The case s point 8 briefly as follows .

“ Three thousand copres of a hound
copyright book were placed on the market
at 8§ centr wholesaale. It was sold entire-
Iy to the legitanate trade at thas figure.
Ax only about une thousand copes were
rold dur,ng the first three monthss the
publikliers at on o trick to make them
move. and offercd them to a dry goods
s thicate for 30 cents apuecer 8pot cash.
The bovkn were found, witinn o lew days
after, retsubing i the dey goods stores as
low ar 33 cents, or less than one-half
what the regulas tiade paad for them at
W hotesale.

Let us presums that John Joness the
hoohkreller, bought five of these books at
S oeenty, and sofd three of theem, ray at
$1.15 apiece, In the meantimes Jenkins,
the hazaar owner, gets his lot for 30, and
advertises them for 33, Jones 8 stuck on
two copres, and the customer who hought
the other three must hear of the cut gn
prae, charging Joues as o switkdler, nev-
or to be patromzed agam. Mot much ~ub-
terfuge abiett v citne ke thase yot gt
oo the records ar truve and wall happen
agaan

T care s 20 sample o hundreda. It
'm0 Aavret who aitablshied the ook de-
partinents an moxt of the haznars. nor is
iU seeret that some of the promoters
ol the aehiciie haitve iad reason o more
than one citne o regret ther enterprise
moat Pitterly «auply becituse the ereature
bevame greater and ol more amportance
than e master and exchanged places
wath han.

We revoguae the necoraity of fightng

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FANCY GOODS.

HE great trade in faney goods dur-
ing the holidaye has come and
gone, [t war not very dilfferent

from ita pretlecessor jn point of volumes
but was shghtly better i regard to pro-
fit. The wholexalers nearly all report an
wrereased trade inoall lines.  During the
pukt year the wholesale trade wag much
afleeted by the slnughtering which was
done in regard to the stock of Hacksons
Dnncan & Co., in Toronto, and that ot
Hollund & Co., in Montreal. But in spite
of thin, the year's volume of trade har
been larger than last year., The failures
ro far have been very few, although a
few losser will be experienced durimg the
next few monthe, as two or three meet-
mgs of ereditors have been already eatled.

When the position ol the retal trade
woconsidered it will be found that the
stuittion i8 not so favorable ag in pre-
vious years., 'This is que in & great meas.
rue to the hold obtainedby the dry goods
dealers on the faney goods trade. In the
eity the small faney goods store is a
thing of the past. The departmental
stores have cleared these outr and the
few that are left will be gone inside of
twelve months, In Toronto they are be-
g exterminated by the ruthless on-
slaught of the g dry goods stores. In
Montreal the same state of affars ob-
tung, People now flock to the toy de-
partment or the fancey goods departinent
of the big dry goods stores and there
secure o variety to choose from, which
they could not obtain by visiting a half
duzen of smaller stores. Mr. Harris Fud
wer has placed n stock of faney goods
o departmenta) store in Toronto and
sells these there while e does o whole-
snile business at Ius own warchouse. He
«an hardly e blamed i one waye be-
canse he acted on the maxum, ** If Idun't,
somebody  else will."  Neverthelesss it
opens up & huge possitnhity. If goods
c¢an be sold retail in the city departinental
stares at wholesale pricess why can not
the same thing be done in smaller towns ?
It will perbaps force the wholesale men
to extablish branch stores n the leading
towns, and there sell retail at wholesale
prices . Thig is not visionary ; it has been
in actual contemplation. The maddle
man's profit is getting to be too large.
Some of the retail faney goods men are
avoiding it by going to the big manufac-
turing centres and buying direct. But
thisx cannot be done to any great extent.
I the retail faney goods dealers of this
country want to preserve the present
mode of doing business, they must pre-
vent the wholesalers selling at retagl.
Otherwire o change will gradually be
mwade; und some day the units n the
buxiness will wake up under an avalanche
from which they cannot possibly cscape.

The past season has witnessed a con-
tinnation of the demand for cheap plush
goods, and as far as can be learned no
substitute has been found for the coming
reason. Plush can be sccurcd which will
make & neat and showy article at u price
which cannot be touched with any other

@ material. This year will again see a large
demand for cheap plush goods. In Letter
goods, leather and natural wood will be
leaders. Wood can be made into s0 many
designs and patterns that it offers great
variety to the boyer, and conscquently
will remaun in favor. Leather goods come
lugh, but the better clags of customers
demand them. They wall continue strong
wn albums, haopdkerchie! and glove sets,
companions, music rolls, ete.

There 18 vne contingency which may al-
fect the cheap plush trade. If cholera
rages 1n Europe these goods cannot bo ym-
ported. But it is doubtful il this will

oceur in such a way as to block the
trade entirely. Still it i o foctor which
camnot be overlooked.

Albums hiave had o better teade thiv
pust seagon than in the two former sea-
&onx, 18 photo holders were legs in (nvor.
This season will see some pretty albums
in combinations of natural wood and
plish or metal and plugh. Some Amerenn
varieties shown this past seagon had
solid metal front cover neatly engraved
with a floral or other derigh. Bright
kilver ornamentations will again be pre-
vealent.

Collar and cuff boxes, glove und hand-
kerchief boxes and folderg, manjenre sets
will all be good stock for next season.
Brush, comb and murror gets are nearly
run out, exeept in the more durable clarx
of goods, such as silver backed goods.

Faney novelties, such as mateh safes,
pant holders, wateh caases, and the like, nre
not 1o much in demand ag formerly. ‘They
are not sufficiently useful to eateh the
trade. An article must be ugeful as well
ax ornamental—in facts must Le person-
al rather than general in order to retain
n place in the tastes of practical prople.

There v 0 growing yspositions says
the American Statjoner, on the part of
xome of the importers and jobbers of fancy
goods to paandie more articles of statjon-
ery than formerly. Time was when the
Intter hnes were confhined almost to o
few specaltics, but of Inate years staples
and sundrieg have occupied & distinguish-
ed place among the importatons: and
have been placed n competition wath
those goods sold by the regular dealers.
There does not appear to be any gpecatl
opposition to tinye method of rivalry. The
regular stationer knows from experience
that the Lnes which divided one busi.
ness from nnother yenars ago are not 8o
rharply defined in these days. The Jdry
goods houses have thewr gtationery and
faney goods departments, and although
the faney goouda houses have not ag yet
made a specalty ol dry goods, the con-
clusion that their displays may mn the
future nelude even these goods 8 per-
baps not violent. The truth 8 there 18
no business quite safe from the jntrusion
of other hnes apparently foreen to it.
The **cobbler” no longer *sticks to g
Iant.”  Old fashioned buyiness ways no
longer obtaun. Where the dollar 3.8 there
will the enterprsing man be found. There
s n tinge ol gadness perhaps in this
breaking up of old and well understood
customs where cach man followed a dis-
tictive calling.  Modern methods how-
ever, aare consudered the mMore progresve
aud must therefore in & great sneasure
suppiaut the old. It would be terest-
mg to know just what this progress and
these methods will develop in the course
of the next twenty years. The great
trouble 1 that the dry goods houscs
undersell the regular stationery trades
sometimes going to the extreme ol low
prices, marking goods down to or under
cost, 830 that they may attract customers
who, tempted by the surroundings, will
be led to buy in other hines. We cannot
too strongly deprecate thig mode of dong
business. Manufncturers who sell to such
houses are resonsible to ting extent for
the low pricex agmnst which they make
80 frequent outery.

Articles i tortosse shell are very
popular, and the multitude of deas
expressed surpasses any thang for yearas.
Nunterous articles heretofure {ashoned
vut of mure or iess valuable metals
are now passced over for those
made of tortowse shell. Former-
Iy the chief use of tortoise shell

was for making combs and fans, but
now combs and fans are only a small
portion of the goods made from thin
remarkable and beautitul  produet,
Lorgnettes, opern glasses, covers for
books, hand mirror frames, mancure
seta are among the lending ideas of the
duy, but besides these are lots of things
turned out of tortoise shells some solid
and others in combination with silver
and gold.

Fourteen and Twenty third street
windows  are exhibiting  crates  of
Japanese goods—uil imported speeinlly
for cach house, of course, T wonder,
by the way, how many of these Japan.
ege goods have been made by the less
skillful fingers of the Teuton and the
Hungarian. The fact is that hundreds
of cases of go-called Jupanese goods
come from Germany and other parts of
Europe every year, and, while it is
one of the most transparent of tricks,
Yet the average buyer doesn't appear
to know it; and ,ns the western phrase
Boes, * What's the dif, anyway ?** so
long a8 the buyer is satisticd.—The Awm-
crican Stationer.

WOLCOTT BALESTIER'S NOVEL.

In the December Century Magazine
is printed the first instalment ot **Bene-
lits Torgot,” a novel from the pen of
the young American author Wolcott
Dalestier, whose early death in Dres-
den o year ago cut short a carcer
which such fricods as Henry James,
Edmund Gosser and W. D. Howells be-
lieve would have brought the highest
credit to American literature.

The seene of “Benelits Forgot® is
il in Colorado. Bulestier twice vis-
ited that state, and to the cnd of his
brief carcer his last sojourn in the
west remained his most vivid and fas-
cinntiug experience.

The
characters in “Benelity Forgot” are
of a much higher type than Belas.
tier has depicted in his short storics,
“Reffey,” ete.; and the towns of *“‘NMav-
erick” and *““L'opaz’ are as real as Den-
ver and Leadville -although it is the
Colorado of ten years ago that Bales.
tier describes.

The manusceript of “Benelite Forgot™
was gent 1o the editor of The Century
by n common friend 1n England. The
aame of the author was withheld, ond
the story wag virtually accepted for
serind publication with no knowledge
of the author. A short time alter,
Mr. Balestier was in New York, and
while hie was jn The Century office ar
ranging for the publication of ** The
Naulahka,” whieh he and Rudyard
K.phing had written together, the cdit-
tor happened to mention with praise
**Benetits Forgot,'” and in his half-con-
cenled pleasure the *‘secret® of ita nu-
thoralup was forthw,th revealed.

His death from typhoid fever came @
few mionths later, and go it s that
‘Benelits Torgot™ i8 & pusthumous
novel, and the last picce of writing
from the pen of its talented young au-
thor.

J. A. Currie regarding his offer to sup-
ply all the scribbhing bouks requared for
uke in the public xchools free for one years
he to use the cover and four outside shects
for advertimng purposcs: all advertise-
ments 10 be subiect to the approval of
the chairman of the hoard, the chairman
of the schuol manngement comnttes and
the inspectora. It has since been decuded
to aceept Mr. Curric’s offer.

To a wsinterested observer jt secms
that such an arrangement would be o
lowering of the cducational digoity of
the Toronto sclhiool aystem,. It would cer-
tainly be prohitadble to the school board:
but it would be dikpleasing to mnany of
the parents throughout the city. They
want thelr children's books to be free
from all outside influcncee which would
in the alighteat impair the elevating Influ.
ence of cdueation or prevent them recesv-
ing the greatest possible amount of goodl
from their undivided attention to their
dutin. Certainly parents will object to
the advertisements of patent medicine
men, ol prize guessing  contests, and
othiers of like {lk. But if some advertise-
ments beallowed thero js no telling
where the line will be drawn- It will de-
pend en the tastes and carcfulness of the
buard wh,ch manages st, but i1t 18 vno

Toronto's history as onc
of the inventors of the century—the [n-
ventor of cheap educatjon for the masscs.

The buard shiguld communcate with the
manufacturers of Pears’ Sonp for an offer
on the advertising medjums which are
now offered for sale. Perhaps the manu-
fncturers of Burdock Blood Bitters would
make an offer, It js indeed lamentable
that education is by the Confederation
Act placed under the control of the pro-
vincen, beeause o national system of edu.
cation run on the principles adopted by
the public school bhoard would be o great
rource of revenues and help in materially
reducing the public debt.

DOMESTIC WALL PAPER.

The Toronfo Globe hag had an enter-
prising reporter going through the coun-
try at prevent looking up the grievances
of the people. But a few days ago he
met n Conrervative merchant who was
mean enough to tell him a few thiugs
about the Canadian wall paper trade
which were hardly true. It scems strange
that the reporter should be led to as
sert that there is but one firm of wall
paper manufacturers in Canada. The man
who doesn’t know that there are
two manufacturers in  Montrezl—Wat-
son and McArthur—and one in ‘foronto—
Staunton, vught to bo carcful about hs
public statements. These firms are doing o
inrge and increaning trade, and every wall
paper merchant knows better than to
deny this to a man who knows anything
about the wall paper trade. He cannot
closc hiis ¢yes to the fact that the pro
duct of theso mills is increasing in volume
and quality in a manner which is indeed
remarkable. In the report it is said that
all our gilts are impurted. This state-
ment is untrue. Our domestic manulac
turers aro welling gilts, and these are
worthy of notice also. He states that
there were a number of jtems 12 1-2 conts
a roll on some of the invoices showns and
the duty was 10 cents o roll- Now there
is no rate in the tarift which calls for 10
cents a roll. Some cembosked gilts and
some plain gilte coat 12 1-2 cents aroll

By
paying cash ingide of 30 days a8 man ean
get five per cent. discount. If he doces not
pay within 30 days he gets perhaps three
months longer. ‘Thercfore» the five per
cent. discount represcnts the discount for
threc months or 20 per cent. per )ear.
In the face of this it seems strange that
#0 many husiness people prefer to take
credit. Perhaps they pay as promptly nx
the cash buyer, but they pay just three
monthr later, and for that short accom-
modation they pay an immense interest
that might as well be kept jn their uwa
pocketa.—Uxbridge Journal.

WALL PAPER AND FRIEZES.

ERHAPS the first thing to make
P up your mind about with re.
gurd to wall paper {8 whetler
you want it to be merely tack ground
or to form anything like decoration.
That will depend, to some extent, up-
on whether the walls are to be furnigh-
¢d with pictures or not. Bnt, ey,
where You have pictures, it 18 a poor
compliment to the artist to *‘sky*
them ; and it may be desirable, there.
fore, 10 divide the walls in two, using
a simple all-over pattern in two shades
of one sober color ng a backgronud
to the frames, nnd above that to mark
off n fricze to the required depth.
The depth of the frivze needs to b
judiciously proportioned with regard
10 the room; there is often some fen-
ture of construction which will indi-
cate its limjta. Should the frieze you
wish 10 usc be rather too narrow for
your purpose, it can be helped out
with a band of plain paint—and with
advantages since what most frieze pa-
pers Inck in just that border of plam
color which is necessury to separate
them from the wall below. In any ense
o frieze {8 best divided from the wall
below by o picture rail of wood, which
is decoratively us desirable ag it is
actually uscful. On the whole it would
be rafe to advise that the friecze he
deep. A narrow fricze hns only the
value of 1 horder, and is hardly worth
while, Becing that it is comparatively
expensive ;3 for the price of o narrow
five-aneh border one could have a frieze

of ordinary paper 21 inches deep.
which would form really a feature

in the decoration. But decper frieze.
designed specinlly as such, {8 now made
in plenty, amd may be very elfectively
usede I it is worth  winle having
a frieze, it is ordinarily worth while
having it of sufficient depth—gay from
18 inchies to three feet deep. One can
get then gome effects and on a part of
the wall which is not broken by furni-
ture, & very simpic paper ig often quate
enough below ; and the cost of even n
comparatively expensive {rieze, added
to that of a single print paper below,
amounts to not more than & siagle
rather more claborate paper all over
the wall would have cost.

‘The more urcful colorings are on
light grounds, A commuon crror of the
paper stainer againgt which we have
to guard oursclves, jg to make the
fricze approuach too nearly, hoth in
character aad color, the paper of the
lower wall. The cffect is lighter and
airier when the frieze iy more in the key
of the cornice and ceiling. It is a
popular superstition that this brings
down the ceiling. It does nothing of
the kind. The eye is not arrested by
this lighter wall space, but carried up
to theceiling nbove.

For a fricxe, however, to be hung
in one continuous length around the
room, this added use of stenciling is o
great help to the printed pattera. aud
ndmits bf a variety of color practicalg
iy beyond the range of wall pape
printing.—Magnzine ol Art.

There are very few of his class in
this country, for, as & general thiug,
Americans are too much occupicd in
carrying ont their own lines of business
to acquire any kaowledge of hooks.
Our leisure cluss, the favored few, are
almost entirely “busy ullers.” The tru-
est book-hunter is the book-tealer him-
self when he makes a gortie into other
dealers® shops.  With what keen de-
light doces he lay aside in an apparent-
Iy unconcerned and business-like maa-
ner certain treasures which he knows
will delight the souls of some of his
customer fricnds. The dealer selling,
while he knows his brother dealer is
getting some advantage over him,
cheerlully lets the nuggets go, with
the reflection that he will return the
compliment some day. Morcover, it
is to the good of the trade, nand *a
fellow feeling makes us  wondrous
kind."
