MUNICIPAL ELECTRIC LIGHTING.

Til L~ sstenm .fter whichi records of Ope-
ration of flie lighiting station is kept, is a
v'ery imiportant fartor in kecping down
cxpen5s, an(l in contributing towards
general efficiency. It is necessary, in
orclcr to kecp a grasp on the entire busi-
ness as a %,.lîole, Io kecep a waîchiful eye
on every detail, and to, allowv no littie local
faults to develop. It is above ail1 things
necessary in a sieani st *ation, to utilîze
every possible unit of heat tha«t the fuel
contains ; for every heat unit that is fot
made use of is wvasted, and that mneans
wvasteful expenditure. If is impossible to
do this witliut keeping a series of exact
observations, as Io the aniount of heat
" drop " ai various points, and the amounst
of electrical drop at others. To illustrate:
A certain quantity of coal oi wvood is con-
sumiec everv y ti or twelve hours, and the
qtie:,t on .crses as to %% hether this fuel hqs
produced a (iair amounit of electricity or
not. One person savs that too rnuch fuel
l"-is been coiisunied, and that in another
power station they generate the saine
aniount of current for haîf the fuel.
Wlîere is the %vaste? Is the damper too
loose ? Are the valves set ri<,hît? Is the
fred wvater hearer in gond condition ?
Are the giates adapted to the kind of
coal ? 1erhaps the carbon in thic coal is
flot tlîoioughly consumed, in conseqluen-e
of insullxTcietit air'ý l'erhaps there ., a
large drop in pressure aind considerable
radiation ti the stcami pipes ? Or again,
there rnay bz a leak on the lines ;or a
-grouind on the lightning arrester; or a

score of other things. But the difficulty
is to tell <ubt whire thîs waste is taking
pl.iLe. 1 lie engine ** ia-off m iay have
shifted, so that si is taking far more steam
than ne< ess.ry, acnd exh.tu:>tn>. at i-onbid-
erabiy. at>uve ýàtrnobpheruc prebsure. J I»sb
wvould a(.oint for a large %vaste, and
-would be quite impossible of detection,
unless cards 'vere takzen periodically. A
blight rearraxîgement of piping, etç.., might
result in raîsing the temperature of the
feed water by several degrees, but unless
the tenîperatuire iv'ese observed frequently
thîs reconstruction miight flot occur in
any one as advisable. There miighit be a
very considerable leak on the lines soîne-
wvheîe, but uinless a recoîd be kept flot
only of the amounst of electricîty consumcnd
aîîd paid for, but also of the amxours gen-
erated, it wvîll flot be evident. And if it
be flot eideiit that there ib a leakl borne-
wvhere, thens it wvfl flot occur te anyone to
look, for one. So that reaily a very large
amounst of ctîrrent nmay be runfling to
wvaste ail flie timie, and nobody will be the
wviser.

In order to keep track of the operation,

teaclî nîglit's run should be properiy re-
ýcorded ; taking particular and exact ae-
counst of quantity of fuel used ; quantity of
water used ; teinperature of feed at dii-
feîent tines ; steain pressures ; vacuum
records ; maximum and minimum aimpere
readings (these for purely commercial
reasons) anîd an exact record*of the watt-
Ixours generated at ecdi dynanilo terminaIs.
\Vith these dlataî, and the times (ifstarting
and stopping, the eflici-ent manftger wvill
be able to figure uip for enîeh run, %visai: it
lias cost to genera'te one watt-hour, or
lanip-hour, or any other assuined muAt.
He will compare the results of one tun
with those obtained for another, night by
niglit, weck by tveek, month by month.
He will at once notice any -.egular in-
crease of tbis cost, and the date wvill indi-
cate tlie cause. Compirîng the total eut-
put of the station for the month (as ob-
taîned froin the niphtly watt-nieter read-
ings) wîth the amotint of money received
for lanîp rentais during the samne time,
will at once show whether more carrent
was generated by the dynamnos th.-ib con-
siied in the lamps; thus a leak can be
detected on the uines ; and a careful an-
alysis and consideration of the nightly,
weekly, and monthly watt-meter rcadings,
and ampere readings will very frequently
suggest such an alteration in the general
policy of the lighting committee, with re-
spect to rates, rebates, &c., as will fliateri-
ally increase earnings. It niay seem that
everything is going alohig as well as can
be ; everything ini good order, and ne
grumbling, and yet an investigation nîight
slhew that it cost a very littie more fuel
than necessary to generate a unit. Sup-
pose even that it was found that haif a
pouind! Of $4 coal wvas SO tvasted for everv
horse pover per hou r. This is a very
small quantity, quite unnoticeable unless
it be looked for; and yet in a î,,ooo-light
station it wvîll cause an unnecessary)early
expenditrire of about $200. And thîs
half-pound wvaste can be caused by any
of the defects mrentionied above. TF1ere
are %cry few stations that can afford to
lose $2oo e% er> year, especially mnicipal
plantb, and-the slight trouble of keeping
the recurdýb M. well repaid by inc.reased
econom>. The trouble is, that the - eec-
trician" in charge dnes flot.know anything
about the management of the business,
mtd so long as the armature doesn't burn
up, or the lines faîl down, or the engine
stop still, he concludes that everything is
quite satisfactoi y. The Waterworks Sup-
erîntendent generally bas the charge of
the electric plant, which is of course a
saving, but at the same time an excellent
wvaterw.orks mechanic is by no means
necessarily 6itted te run an electric light
business. To him, a leal, is indicated by
a wet place, and bis eyes show him every-
thing that is out of order. Now, an elec-
tric leak, has no outward and visible sign,
and the eyes;ght is a poor guide around
clccrric mrarhinery. Let the W. W. Sup.
erîntendent do wvhat be cari, but keep the
records ail the same, and have thèm
wvorked up carefully.

SEWAGE DISPOSAL IN ONTARIO.*
11v R. WV. Tiîomsou, I3.A.Sc.

(Conti>, îiedfrorn Jast zisue.)

Trhis statement lias been strongly sup-
ported by subsequent evidence in tlic vay
of costly litigation betwe--xx municipalities
and others. Only a few montlîs ago we
lîad a case in point in Ontatity; where tlie
municipality of Peterborough îssued art
injuniction to prevent tlie tow. cnîptving
its sewage unpurified into the Otonabeé
river. The courts have not vet decided
the matter.

At this date there is in Ontario lio
statute setting any direct restrictiOns àni
the inethod of disposai or on tue qtuantity
or qu.tlity of sewage discha~rged, at, the
outlet, wlîether that outlet be a lakei river,
small srrenm, ormrud puddle. The power
of regulating tliese cletails is vested. in a
Provincial B3oard of Health by the follow-
ing statute (scC. 30, ch. 205, R.S.O., 1887):
" Whenever the establishment of a publie
water supply or system of sewverage shall
be contemplated by the counicil of any
city, town or village, it shahl be the duty
of the said counscil to place itself in com-
munication with the Provincial Board of
Health, and to submit to the. said board
before their adoption ail plans ini connec-
tiôn with.said system.

«"It shahl be the duty of the P>rovincial
B3oard of Health to report whether, in its
opinion, the said systemn is calculated to
ineet the sanitary requirenients of the in-
habitants of said municipality, wvlethér
any of its provisions are likely to prove
predjudicial te the health of any of the
said inhabitants, together with any sug-
gestion wvhich it may deeni advisaole, and
te cause copies cf said report to be trans-
nîitted to flie Minister of the departinent
to which the said Provincial Board cf
Health is attached, and te the clerk cf
the municipal council, ind to the secretarv
of the local board of health cf the district
intercsted.

"4No beîner or .±ppliance for the '.entila-
lion ofthe sarre shall be construzted in
'.îolation of any cf the principles laid
down by the Proýinc.ial Board of Heaith,
subject to appeal to the Lieutenant-Gov-
ernor in Council."

Since, then, ail quebtionb~ cf sewage
uisposai are to be v;o% erned by prî nciples
laid dowvn b> the P'rovincial Board cf
Health, it is well te know what these
principtes are. At a meeting of the Asso-
ciation cf Executive Health Officers o f
Ontarie, held in Trenton, AuguLst 20th,
189 1. the , eport cf a special comnîittee on
sewage disposai wva- adopîed, which con-
tains, the followving extracts relating te
sewage disposai: "That in all places
having or constructing systemns cf sewer-
age it is desirdble that the sewage bc de,~
livered at its outfall separately from, storm
waters in order, aî-nong other reasons, that
the econoýréical and ptofitable uitilization
-r it may ue possible. Therefore, it is
recornnended that the separate system or
the restricted separate systemi cf sewerage
be adopted whenever practicable.
