"lPlease give us yoiir op)inion on Rle 9, Sec. 10,
Miscellaneous. We playcd the Indeperdeubs on the
lUth of June. NWe liad a mnan who was compelled te
leave the field la thc fourth gaine through cïaimps
and bis feut bcing hiurt during the gaine, and the
referce would ncither (trop at man uer let nie put on
ene, wbich I tiiink 1 had a perfect night te do, ac-
co,.ding to the rule, se, the referc gave bbe gaine
agaic8t, me as I ivould net play ?*" The Sec. referrcd
te, reads as follows . Il Ik lould any îlaycr become
iîîjured during tbe matchi, and bie compebed te leave
the field, bbe opposite sido shahl drop a man te
equalize bbc teains.'*

We are efthbe opinion that the referec can have
nebhing te, d(, with such a case, unless there is a dif-
ference of opinion heb«ccn bbc field captains as te
whcthcr bbe idayer As rcaliy injured or not. No oee
will for a moment serlou8ly contend thtit thc field
captain ef a teain bas a riglit te force bis opponcuts
te put off a man whiencver hie choses, by simply as-
sertingr thiat one of bil> players is iitjuredl and cannot
play, as such a privilege wvuld lie sure te ho abused
and cause ne enmd (i fsîue and ilfeclinir. 0ur
opinion is, that iu such cases the field ca>t.ain et
the injured player gshoiild at once consuit tbe oppos-
ing captain and ollur hini reasenable proof e. the
plr.yer's injury. if after that the opposing
cal-tain declines to drop a manti b equmlize tue
teain o, the reterce should be appcaled te te <lecide

the thon disputed point, hie docision in ail cases
boing final (see second sontencc of Sec. 2, Rule VI,
Iteferc.). Thijs secins to us te bic the only fair way
te, sottie this point, au the reteree Io aiways suppovad
te bc an impartial judgo, who je appointed exprchsly
for the purposeo (f deciding such points.

If lie bas, than ho bus the saine right te
decide what is a foui, and punish the offendor at once
without an>' complalnt being made by a field cap-
tain, which ie clearly contrary te the 1mw, (see Rule
XXIII). The cases are parallel, and tuie prînciple
involvcd in ecdi is exactly the saine. vis., that the
referce cannot ot himueit take officiai notice of fouls,
rough p'ay, disputes, or violation of bhe ruica In any
way, uniesa lho is appeoled te by eithier ef thc field
captaine for bisi decisien. [n other words, atter the
gaine bas couimenced, ho becomea sirnply an officiai
spectator, who, le pledged te meteoeut justice te bath
sides alike, should ho bo appealed te, on account of
any dispute. It is supposed, and practice venîfles
the supposition, that field cai"taius are well enough
acqualiited with the gaine te look after thein own
interests, and thus save tbe referee frein balng to
put ln force et hie ewn utcoord, any law w1'ich mlght
inake hhin appear te b. aliewing favoritism, te oee
sido at the expense of the other.

Witlî regzard te the right of a field captain tel put
on a freeli man in place of an lai ured player, we naay
say, that if the opposing field captain le agreeable, It
can bo dore, if net, fi cannot, aul tlere la nothiug
for -t if ti c roferee decide that the j,î liq lit te play,
but to, îake the bobt of hlm, or continue th e match
with a man short.
