Less satisfactory are the yields in the eastern part of the Pskov
province. The area of cultivation of flax in that province now
extends over 60,277 acres, and the general yield is expected te
be.only sonewlat above that of last year. The yield of higier-
class flax will, itis thought, be considerably greater, as will also
be that of the mediuim qualities. The general yield ls expected

to exceed that of last year.

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ly complicated. Indeed we are satisfied that there will
be no reduction at all in the gross amount of Customs
revenue proposed to be raised by the forthcoming
Tariff, for the eoun.try will not sanction an Inconie
Tax nor Land Tax, whieh are the only sources from
which revenue could be derived to make' up for any
large sacrifice of Customs duties. Brilliant then as was
the speech of the ex-Minister of Finance when attack-
ing the Government for delay in bringing down a
Tarif-a speech which would have done honor to any
Parliament-it was somewhat untimely, but, no doubt,
it will serve as material for . another onslaught when
the Tariff is introduced. The division which followed
might more wisely have been avoided, as a number of
members wlho are pledged to Protection, were not will-
ing to censure the Government for delaying the
Tariff.

lThe one speech which will be historic was the one by
Sir Charles T upper on the constitutional question as to
the prerogative of a Governor-General in regard to de-
clining'to act on advice tendered by the Government in
power. It is too elaborate for discussion here, but this
is beyond dispute, that Sir Charles' address was a mas-
terpiece of argumentive oratory, based upon historical
precedents. It is indeed the general conviction that
his case was unanswered and logically unanswerable. At
the same time there is often wisdom in setting logiz
aside in practical affairs, and circumstances now and
again arise when expediency is the highest wisdom,
ev'n when it violates precedents and established usages.
Lord Aberdeen is unfortunate in having evoked such a
criticism as that of Sir Charles Tupper, though full
responsibility for bis action was assumed by Mr.
Laurier.

The only work for which Parliament was called on
16Lti July was to pass a Supply Bill. This business
was lef t over to the last days of the Session, aud the
work donc vas hurried and superficial. We blane the
whole House for neglecting so long to undertake its
only necessary business, in order to spend time in re-
eriminatory attacks on each other, many of which were
unworthy any dignified assembly. We have pleasure
in commending the new Speaker, Mr. J. D. Edgar, for
the rebuke lie gave to Dr. Landerkin, one of his party
and personal friends, whose interruptions of members
are an intolerable nuisance. The House of Commons
is iot a Circus needing to be enlivened by the more or
less comie sayings of a jester. Sir Richard Cartwright
lias our sincere condolence in bis relegation to a De-
partment of second-class dignity. Mr. Fielding, the
new Finance Minister, may be a safer man than Sir
Richard, but bis equal in financial exposition and in
debate lie certainly is not. But Mr. Fielding has yet
an opportunity of showing the stuff ho is made of.

On the whole we may fairly congratulate Mr. Laurier
over the first performance of his newly *organized

troupe. Some of them vere new to the boards, so their
awkwardness is excusable; some vere used only to a
small provincial Theatre; lience their lack ofithe style
necessary on a vider stage.

But all things considered, the Laurier aggregation
give great promise of future achievements, and we
shall accord therm all the more.praise if they are brave..
enough'to net without bçing hampered by fear of their
own.uttermneos whenjn Opposition.

CANADIAN BANKERS AND FARMERS..
The habit of -grumbling is one notoriously common

to farmers. As a rule they are "agin". everything in
general and the weather in particular. The weather has
a hard time trying to please them as, if it's good for
the hay it is bad for turnips, and when wheat wants
moisture to help it to fill out, other crops are pining
for more sunshine.. When the weather has been a suc-
cess, then the farmer looks ont for another griev-
ance.

Crops having been generally good in Ontar-io this
season, a farmer at Alvinston has found a good sub-
ject for professional growling against money in the
banks. The Globe has allowed him a large space to
vent his complaints. He starts off with this peremp-
tory demand,-"How has it come to pass that our banks.
"regard only the needs of trade and commerce?" The
best answer to this would be,-Because the banks mind
their own business ; the only business they were or-
ganized and chartered to conduet, which is, affording
financial facilities for the operations of trade and com-
merce. Tlfen another enquiry is fired off thus,-"Who
"eau tell why our banks take no knowledge of the far-
mer or mechanie?" We gather from this second ques-
tion tliat farmers and mechanics have some claim on
the attention of bankers apart from " the needs -of
trade and commerce," which it is said they alone at-
tend to. A third question follows,-" Is there any
"good reason why a bank manager, in the matter of

accommodation, should discriminate in favor of the
"man in business, even where more or less "doubtful,"

as against the farmer known to be " good"?" This
latter. query helps us to understand the writer's notions.
He regards a farmer as a man not in business, and as
having no trade affairs, or those of a commercial
nature. But. why a man out of business, having
nothing to do with trade and commerce should be
anxious for "accommodation" -from banks we confess
is a mystery. He pictures the bank vaults overflowing
with money while the poor farmer has to go "from
door to door when in need of a little money." He
then tells us how different it is in Seotland .where far-
mers get accommodation from banks with ease " with-
out going on bended knees to a money-lender." Our
farmer friend needs a little instruction, which we give
for his benefit and all those who are crying out for
"agricultural banks."

It isiquite a mistake for a farmer to rule himself out
of the classes devoted ·to " trade and commerce,"
and to fancy lie is not "in business." An
agrieulturist is up ' to the neck in trade, lie is a
manufacturer, a produ cer, an exchanger of
goods; just as much so as an implement maker, store-
keeper, or any other manufacturer or 'merchant.
When lie "ploughs. the fields and scatters the good
seed on the land" he is converting raw materials into a
more finished product ; so are all bis dairy operations.
Selling grain and produce is clearly trading, and the
business set in motion is. certainly commerce. This
being so manifest, it is in order to eriquire, what- are
the natural business relations between a farmer and a
banker? We may ask also what bankers do tà justify
the charge against thetn, that they ignore farmers, and
prefer rather to deal with a business man in doubtful
credit than:withajfarmer,."yho is knó'wn to b.good

È
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that-is in good circumstances. We suspect our bankers
on reading this will exclaimu at once that they have a
very large number of farmers' names in their ledgers,
and are only too desirous of extending their connections
among that class. To this it will be answered that the
bankers of Canada do not grant loans to farmers as the
agricultural banks of Germany do, and as is done by'
Scotch bankers. That also our bankers will promptly
deny. The difference between those bankers and ours
is one of methods of administration; the same class of
business is done in Canada for farmers but under some-
what different regulations. Whether those regulations
are fair to farmers is a matter for discussion, we never
heard them objected to except by those who sought to
borrow money without giving any security or collateral
in any form.

The writer in the Globe wishes the Government to
formulate some plan " to induce capitalists to form a
"strong financial concern capable of supplying the
"great need referred to, the need of a supply of
"money for lending to farmers without their going to
"some money sharper hat in hand, or to a branch of a
"lordly bank to be shown the door by his higli mighti-
"ness in chargefor rank impertinence!"The long account
given of the Scotch banking system by this accuser of
our banks, is utterly erroneous. The Scotch banks
grant what are called "Cash Credits." The amount of
the credit is fixed. The sum is not usually diawn out
at once, but is available by the customer for meeting
cheques. -Before the "Cash Credit" is granted it has to
be secured by a bond executed by the customer and one
or two guarantors. Thus each loan is secured, just as
though a note had been given with the name of one or
two endorsers besides that of the maker. These Credits
are given ta those who are likely to do an active busi-
ness ; a mere "Credit" as a loan apart from some active
transactions is not favored. Thé same system is quite
common in English banks, with variations in detail.
The system in Canada is practically the same, only in-
stead of a bond given by the customer and bis sureties,
liere they sign a promissory note.

The business-like needs -of our farmers are being
daily met by our bankers when arranged on a-business
basis. Ioans by bankers not arising out of "trade and
commerce" are irregular and imprudent. A farmer,
for instance, who asks a loan to enable him to buy a
piano, deserves to be shown the door by a banker. The
elaborate attack on our banks which appeared in; a re-
cent Globe was gratuitous and unjustified ; the farmer
wlho wrote it did so without' knowledge, and we trust
lie will value our instruction.

BICYCLES.'

The recent announcement that nearly one hundred
cars have been taken off the various lines of the West
Chicago Street Railway owing to the increasing use of
bicycles, shows that the Toronto -Street Railway is not
the only one which is feeling seriously the effects of
the bicycle. But while the affecti on 'street railways
may be the more êbvious there are other interests afi-
fected quite as'seriously though 'it may be indirectly -

The first industry which suggests itself as -feeling
the affects of bicycle-riding is the- manufacture of
boôts and shoes. ' The mnin or'Wonia ho"ridsa

bicycle does very little' walking. Hence boots' and'
shoes last longer, and, besides, new foot-wearis. gener-
ally avoided most' studiously by experienced eyclists.
It ià true that manufacturers have received several' re-
quests of late for shoes specially adapted for bicycle;
riding, and that in meeting this demand a 'good. busi-
ness will be done. But it is' only a case 'of robbing
Peter to pay Paul : The niachinery now used in sup..
plying ordinary boots and shoes will in part be applied.
to the manufacture of bicycle foot-wear-which lasts-
twice as long as the walkinig shoe, be it' remem'bered.'

If the cyclist is " easy on his shoes" mucli more: so
is 'he " easy on bis bats." A brim of any dimensiòns is
an impossibility on the bicycle, so the rider for the.
most part contents himself with a little cloth cap
which he buys for 25 cents and to which there is no
end in the length of wear. During the past summer
the sale of straw hats was exceedin'gly small. Dealers
attribute the decline largely to bicycle-riding, the-
cyclist being unable to keep these hats on his head.
Milliners have no doubt felt the affects of the bicycle
in their business as well as the hatters. Sensible
women-cyclists wear caps. But women have the ad-
vantage over men in that tbey can fasten down their
bats more or less securely on their heads, and do not.
care what pain it causes so long as the effect is be-.
coming.

Tailors and dealers in men's furnishings are affected
seriously by the bicycle. The experienced rider wears
either bis old clothes-which are " quite good enough--
for the wheel, don't you know"-or else takes to wide
and loose knickerbockers and a "sweater." The knick'.
erbockers are so roomy that when one part- wears 'out,
the rider can mend them with a pièce taken from a
sound part. The sweater serves him in lieu df a shirt,
so fewer shirts are sold than formerly, and'the laundry
man in consequence bas fewer to ' do up." Coats and
vests are also not " in it." Neck-ties with a sweater
are out of the question, and the'dealer in these articles'
finds that they linger longer on bis lines. Even women-
cyclists have taken to wearing sweaters, but as we are
not so familiar with the.mysteries of feminine toilette,
it cannot be said 'wbat industries are affected by 'this'
novel departure. But that others than dress-makers'
are affected may be taken for granted.

The horse bas had to make way for the bicycle, and
all the industries with which the noble' animal has for
so m any centuries been connected,have shrunken since'
the advent of the wheel. Electric railways and bicycles
have greatly lessened the demand for horses, which 'in
turn has lessened the demand for hay and !ats and
straw, for stables, for carriages, for coachmen and!hôst-
lers and blacksmiths, for harness and' harness-maker;
for carriage and horse xugs and blankets, for whips,
horse-shoes and nails, and all the pa'raphernalia of the
blacksmith's shop. Livery men, cabnian, etc., all feel
the bicycle's affects in their business, and wish its day
had never come.' These and other people, and thy'arc
many, have- reasôn to regret the biny cle's advent as''
keenly as street railway companies.

How long " the bicycle craze" will last it is'im ossible
to say, but that it vill continue for any time t its pre-
sérit intensityis very dòubtfiil. Far one thing, the
cost of repairing tbe.many breakages: to whichbicy*cleà'
are liable even with athe"'ii*t chrëful" hidlingig,

i
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considerable annual charge apart altogether from the,
substantial first'cost. Indeed it has, often been re-
marked that as some men spend from $10 to $50, per
annum on repairs it. would be almost as cheap to keep
a horse. As bicycles become cheaper repairs will be
both more numerous and more ,costly as there is as.
much difference between high grade and low grade
bicycles as between high grade and low grade watches
which vary in price from $150 down to $15.

But in the meantime the bicycle is having its own
way. It has disturbed many trades and industries and
caused several disastrous business failures. It is time
that there have been a few bad failures among bicycle
manufacturerrs-valuable object lessons to those about
to .embark in such enterprises-but the demand is still
steady. In L ngland the business is a most extensive
one, but American competition is being felt there by
the.manufacturers. The Saturday recently Review re-
markeds:

"According to an interesting article in -the
this w..ek, the great spurt in the cycle trade bas only
taken place in the present year. Il 1894 the cycle
industry was in a depressed condition. The clever
Americans took advantage of the low prices then pre-
valent to place forward contracts, which are still 'run-
ning, for the whole of the English output of weldless
tubes,-which is the reason so niany people have found a
difficilty.iii getting bicycles this sumnier when the rush
cam4e. The Anericans built in 1894-5, it is estiniated,
over 400,000 machines, and in 1895-6 upwards of 1,000,-
000,Einglish tubes being used for two-thirds of these.
As most of these Ainerican contracts expire this year,
thel English makers will be relieved of their difficulty
inu.supplying tubes, and home-made cycles will pro-

bablybe òheaper next year. The output of the British
trMd. at the present rate of production is said to be
about 750,000 cycles per annun, roughly valued at be-
twoon £11,000,000 and £13,000,000. Up to the end of
1805 the capital of cycle companies was stated to be
£6,000,000. -lu 1896 the capital issued was £18,327,-
000, nad many. large concer is are not included in this
list; so that the total capital is well over £17,000,000.

But this cycle industry suggests a very instructive
coamentary on aur glorions and sacrosanct policy of
Free Imports. Coventry is the centre of the cyclein-
dustry, and the peculiar characteristic of Coventry, the
writer in the: Times remarks, is its "capacity to sub-
stitute;for a failing.industry [sic] a new and flourish-
ing trade." Coventry in its day has been a centre for
the:manufacture of woollen go.ods, of watcles, of rib-
bons, and sewing machines. One by one these trades
were taken from it by the foreigner. French silk and
Swiss watches, within the memory of the middle-aged,

In Coventry it is said that sleeping-roomcan hardly
be foundfor.the many thousands engaged nthemanu-
facture of bicycles. It is ear.nestly to be hoped that
when theinevitable decline begins that it will be grad-,
ual enough to prevent any great disturbance of. busi-
ness, and that personal inconveniences or distress may
be avoided. Canadian bicycle manufacturers should
proceed.with caution.

THE DISTRIBUTION OF MONEY IN CANADA
AND THE STATES.

One of the most difficult of currency problems bas.
been, and is, how to create a systen by vhich automat-

i.cally whatever money is in circulation shal be equally
distributed where it is needed. In this respect the cur-
rency system of the United States is exceptionally de-
iective. A special enquiry was made some time ago by
the U. S. Comptroller in order to acquire the facts re-
garding the distribution of banking capital in that
country. The report based thereon contains striking
evidence of the monetary resources of the States bein-
very unevenly spread. The average amount of the
banking resources of America per head is $95.83, the
population being 69,954,000, and the aggregate capital
and deposits of the banks of all classes being $6,703,-
544,084. In Canada, -with a population of about five
millions, the banking capital, deposits in all kinds of
banks and financial institutions, being about 350 mil-
lions, gives an average of $70 per head of banking re-
sources, to which we nmust add, $6 per head for circula-
tion.- Although Canada's aggregate is lower than that
of the States, the amount of money distributed over
the Dominion is practically the whole sum available,
for under our system .f branch banks the remotest
towns have at their service the sane funds as the larg-
est cities. In the States this is so far from being the
case that an enormous amount of business of a bank-
ing nature is doue there by cross-roads stores where the
local farmer swaps his produce forstore goods and gets
advances.on bis grain for which some 25 per cent' is
charged to cover insurance, &c. Under such a system
the farmer is between the.upper and nether millstone,
where he is ground for the benefit of the local Shy-
lock, whose charges often reach up to 30 and 40 per
cent. Froim such ruinons imposts our farmers are free,
owingito the more equable distribution of banking re-
sources all over the country in Canada. The reibark-
able inequalities existing in the Stales in this 'respect
are shown in the following table :-

What:isnotable in the above table is the extent of
the:differences between the fiveElastern States -which

average $280 of- banking. power. per head,- and the three
Western States which:only average .$33.04 per ,head.
The six Sonern-Statës:onlya eragë $13.50 per head,.
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The effett of this is to make interest rates higher where
there is deficient distribution of banking resources,
ith the natural resuIt of giving the bankers in such

SÉtés better dividends. But the mischief is, that such
dearth of resources depresses enterprise and drains
away profits from Western States, where banking faci-
lities are deficient to supply the local need for Capital
-to the great centres of finance in the East. Owing
chiefly to this congestion of money in New York, Bos-
ton, and other exporting cities, and the entire absence
of such arrangements for the distribution of capital as
exist in Canada, the Western producers have the mar-
ket value of their crops seriously reduced by the cost of
placing them en route for transportation to the sea-
board.

Thus the defective banking and currency system of
the United States subjects the Western producers to a
heavy impost on their goods, which is oppressive. The
outcry of the Western and Southern farmers, cotton
growers, and other traders against the capitalists of the
East, which is at the root of the free coinage of silver
agitation, is a clear case of barking up the wrong tree.
It is not the Eastern capitalists who are responsible for
the dearth of banking f acilities in the West, and for
the congestion of currency near the ports, as the re-
quisite financial machinery does not exist for such a
continuous, or temporary, supply of money through-
out the great food producing districts as are needed for
handling the crops. The State banks in the two Da-
kotahs havb only $805,000 of banking capital; those of
Ohio have only $1,868,000; Texas, $548,000; South
Carolina, $425,750; Alabama, $124,000. Hence we find
the net earnings of the banks in the States wherebank-
ing power is lacking are double what they are in the
great financial centres, the highest earnings being in
the Southern States wher3 those of Georgia made 5.03
per cent; Florida 4.77, and Texas 4.26; while in the
same period-1895-the rate of the Boston banks was
about one-third of these figures.

The currrency system of the States is analogous to
that which would exist in regard to the food supply
were every district restricted to the use of only such
products as were raised in the immediate vicinity, with-
out facilities for sharing in the general crops of the
whole country. The result would be that some districts
would be famishing while others had a superaburidance.
The badly arranged currency system of the United
States produces similar inequalities in the distribution
of money, and until that system is so reformed as to
give America a currency system as elastic as that of
Canada, there will exist there that deficiency in the dis-
tribution of money, which is so serious an element of
disturbance in the finances of the United States.

THE G.T.R. REPORT.

Although it is yet too soon to expect any marked
change in the affairs of this, our great pioneer railway
ii Canada, arising from the radical changes made in
the management scarcely a year ago,-nevertheless there
is much curiosity to see if any signs of improvement
are apparent. Unfortunately for the new management
the times have not been such as- to warrant any in-
crease in traflie, passenger or freight. The sheret
hôMersud-the publie at largo 'illherefore n

surprised at the statemnent placed before the'ineeting'
of the Board in London, England, on the6th instant.

The report shows the gross receipts for the year a&
£1,707,539, and the working expenses £1,21,244. Àddw
ed to this exhibit of receipts, the amount received fruîr
the International Bridge Co., and to the expenses,1 e
interest on the securities of controlled lines and othew
interest obligations, leave the net revenue receiýte
£579,471, and the net revenue charges £574,812. Thé
Chicago and Grand Trunk Line shows a net revenue
deficiency of £54,666, and the Detroit, Grand Haven &
Milwaukee, a deficiency of £32,054, leaving the Sytèin
a net revenue deficiency of £82,062. * The decrese"i'
the number of passengers is 59,497, and in þassériket
receipts £1,537. The report also shows a deciese of
£575 in the mail receipts, but an increase of £5,35ii
the receipts from parcel expressage. The increase of
freight and live stock traffic is 154,075 tousascompàred
with the first half-year of 1895.-The working e
penses amounted to 71 2-5 per cent of the groe r e-
ceipts, as compared with 70 4-5 in 1895. The coet et
repairs increased £7,189, which increase, it is explained;
was due to the enforced economies of the previous
year. The half-year's net charges to the capital sae
count was £32,316, the ehief item of which was £19
199 for the Union station.

The charges upon the Capital Account, 'aecoring4o
the report, have been kept within the narrowest limits
possible, the expenditures having been mahily onae,
count of works in course of completion. The diretose1
however, have thought it prudent to concludewith ai&
co-operate with the city authorities in an arrangerüent
for the erection of a new grain elevator at Portland,
Me., which is urgently needed in view of the increasedý
capacity of the steamers which are now crossing the
Atlantic. The amount required is $200,000 which will
be subscribed by the banks and the city of' Portland'
under guarantee of the company of the paymen of i-
terest at four per cent.

Sir Charles Rivers Wilson, the president, revisited
Canada and the United States last spring and persoysö
ally conferred with the General Manager, M. Rays,
and the other executive officers of the comÉaïiy Upon
important matters. In view of the continued bùÈines
depression in Canada and the United States e'hieh lias
been intensified by the election campaigns in bèth
countries, a return to the normal operationsof railways
could hardly be expected, but the board was confident.
that with the removal of these disturbing influences
the Grand-Trunk is in as good a position to a*ail itslf
of any improvement as any of the Trunk lines.
General Manager Hays, the report adds, has appliedl
himself to his work with zeal and energy, and the dirée-
tors confidently anticipate that a gradual inprôienii!t
of the affairs of the company will reeult froth thé -vjw.
ous measures which he has introduced into thetøre I.à

time to time have led to disasters or nearly so, among western
she bouses are still strongly existent,-that the cheap labour
of the large cities of.the Province of Quebec give the manu-
facturers of shoes an undoubted advantage over their more
advanced western brother artisans. The endeavour to get
nearer to the distributor and the consumer has not been as
fortunate in results as the resolve to keep near to the cheap
workman, especially in these latter days•of cheap carriage
for long haulage. Montreal, which strikes the golden mean
between the two extremes, best fulfills both requirements.

The meeting of the creditors of the concern referred to, J.
McPherson & Co., held in Toronto on the 30th ult. naturally
drew a large attendanae. The following statement (not over
lucid) was submitted by the solicitor of the insolvents

The assets of the estate will doubtless prove less valuable
than the above table shows. The machinery valuation -will
probably have to be considerably reduced, while the real es-
tate margins will doubtless prove much smaller than at
présent estimated, so that the déficit is considerable.

It was pointed out that the bank's claim of $120,888 would
be reduced by the amount which the goods held by it ($46,-
548) would realize. This would bring down the total liabili-
ties to about $160,000, In the assets it was explained that
the item of $28,190 was composed of

The eut leather would be subject to depreciation. In rés-
péet of real estate and machinery, it was the opinion that if
disposed by assignes, it would not realize much more than
the mortgage cevering both-about $14,500-that there
would b no margin in Mr. McPherson's residence, leaving
for the unsecured creditors stock in hand and in process of
manufacture of about $32,840, together with book-debts of
about $2,700. The insolvent's off er of 10oe in the dollar,
and its acceptance without examination were favored
by C. S. Hiyman, P. Jacobi, Beardmore & Co. and others.
The bulk of the creditors refused without an investigation,
in which the bank concurred. After a recommendation of
Mr. Chapman, Chas. King (King Bros.) favored by the
bank, W. A. Marsh qf Quebe and J. F. Weston for the bank
were appointed to examine, andreport. The offer was

coupled with a condition to discharge Mr. McPhersW. A
later offer of 121ge has been made.

The meeting on Monday-elicited considerable feeling, re-
sulting in the appointment of Messrs. Chapman, King &
Clarke (A. R. Clarke & Co.) to investigate thoroughly and re-
port at a meeting to be summoned when the report is com-
plate. The troubles of the firm are attributed (apart from
the general causes aforesaid) te the withdrawal of their
shares of the estate by the other members of the family, an-
other brother, and a sister who ma'ried in Rochester. The
old house bad made money, but all did not turn out for the
best with the three heirs of the practical and economical
Highland Scot wbo started the business and conducted it had
successfully for so many, nany years. The highlj honour-
able chief exécutor had his own time of it-finding the in-
berited energy and shrewdness of the father directed into
channels somewhat awry in the persons of one or two of the
children-whose education, it may be remarked, was not by
any means neglected.

CONCERNING OCHRE.

Good ochres are generally found near the rivers of hilly
regions where iron abounds, and they seemn to be a product
formed by nature, says the Plumber ami Decorator.
Through what length of period it is necessary for nature to
work to produce these earths bas never been determined, but
the fact remains that good ochres can only be expected where
the proper proportions of colored silica and colored clay
exist intimately mixed.

The old-fashioned Spanish brown is a true ochre, called by
some "rut" or " rivulet " ochre. It is usually of a very fine
red, but so bard and rough as to render it undesirable when
nice work is required. It is very obdurate, and the wear of
mills in grinding it would be so great that it would scarcely
pay ta use it,vbile so many varieties of reddish earths can b
obtained which eau be readily produced. Spanish brown,
however, is really one of the most durable and unfading
eartbs aver discovered.

It la very doubtful if the ochres having the strongest color-;
ing power, are the most durable as au article of paint. Sueli
ochres are usually soft, sticky and work badly. If an article
of ochre which bas sufficient covering power, with the largest
possible amount of silica, is used, it will ba found to be far
more durable and better suited for priming' and painting
than the softer. ochre.

Thora has beau upon the market for a number of years a
so-called golden ochre, which consists of about 60 per cent ai
good French ochra of a light shade, 30 per cent of barytes,
and 10 per cent of chrome yellow. This article, which is sold
at a high price, is deceptive in its shade, and vould be very
likely ta give undesirable results when.used as a paint..

lu purchasing an ochre for general use it is thought de.
sirable ta purchase only that which is pure, silicious ochre
ground in pure oil. Where cbeaper goods are required i
would be desirable.to purchase ochre mixed with silica and
barytes, and ground in pure oil.

Al light gravity ochres, vhich are sold at a low price, ar
more or less " doctored " in the matter of linseed oil.

1 e.raised, and la to no little extent, derived from
the protective duty on all classes :of textile manufactures,- 1t. is
clear that thora muet be:a considerable falling off to be prov.ided
for otherwise, owing-to the slaughteringsin these lines.,as Well
as In others now going on. Cottons, we .have been jtoldlhave
beau sold as low. asone, cent per yard ta Canadian dealers, and
every yard thus slaughtered on this Bide by people who pay no
taxes, &c,, means sa much less work for the artisan in Canada.
It means also les money ta be spent lu dry goods, grocaries and
the varlous living necessities of our artisan population; of course
cotton goods cannot be manufactured at slaughter prices. As it
does not requlre a meeting of Parliament ta effect a remedy, it
is ta be hoped that the matter will receive due consideratioù in
the proper quarter before the mischief has taken too deep root.

A manufacturer from Boston, one who le interested in Lowell
cotton mills as well as in paper manufacture In Holyoke, and ls
besides the owner of somae shares In Our own Valleyfield Colored
Cotton Co., has beaen visiting Montreal during the week. Ac.
cording to hie statement ta a prominent businessman lu the elty,
one with whom he has had heavy dealings extending over years,
the steps taken by the New England cotton companies a few
months ago.in closing down their mills, was nt caused sa much
,by over-manufacture among them, as by a desire ta impress a
strong argument upon the minds of the operatives in the various
factories that they should be working against their own interest
as employees in giving any support ta the Silverites and their
leader Mr. Bryan. The staaemant made lu our paragraph above
does nt seem ta lend much credit ta the Boston man's remarkes.

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-BRITISH FOREIGN TRADE IN
AUGUST.

According to the London Tines, "the
trade returus for the past month appear
disappointing, but are not really, so, for it
must be borne ln mind that the figures for
August, 1895, were unusually high, and
that this year August had only 25 working
days compared with 26 last year. The im-
ports are valued at £82,452,622, a decrease
of £2,114,714, equal ta 6.5 per cent. This
decrease is due for the most part'to the
reduced.receipts of wheat and sugar. The
value of the exporte of British and Irlsh
manufactured goods and produce is £20,-
801,566, a decrease of £179,929, equal to 0.9
par cent, and this is chiefiy due to the
lessened shipments of coal and sheep's
wool. -As regards the importe, the classes
of goods which are greater in value are
aniinals for food, tobacco, metals,and man-
ufactured articles; those which show de-
creuses are articles of food and drink,
chemicals, ails, raw materials for textile
manufactures, other raw materials and
general articles and parcel post. The
quantity of wheat (5,153,000 cwt.,) compares
with 9,960,000 cwt. ln 1895 and 8,717,000
cwt. in 1894. The United States sent
2,286,000 cwt., or about 358,000 cwt. less
than last year, but from Russia, the Argen-
tine Republiq, the British East Indies and
Australasia thera came in. the aggregate
only 1,652,000 cw., compared with 0,428,-
000 cwt. last year. The statistical posi-
tion of wheat would seem, therefore, to be
favorable to a rise in price but for the
recent heavy sbipments from the Jnited
States. Barley and beans are also less, but
wheat flour (owing ta heavy shipments
fron the United States), oats, peas and In-
dian corn are more. Butter and cheese are
more, and as ta fruits, all sorts, except
oranges, show large increases. Raw cotton
is-more-in-both quantity and value, but
sheep's wool is less, the decreased quan-
tity being spread over all countries

'-As regards the exparts of British and
Irish produce, the classes of gnods which
are more in value are living animals, yarns,
andi textile fabrics, matais, apparel and
parcel post, while articles of food and
drink, raw materials,machinery, chemicals
and miscellaneous articles are ail less.
Cotton yarn is less in quantity but more in
value, and shipments to the East are again
larger. The increase of cotton piece goods
le large, andis equal ta 11.5 per cent, the
increase lu value being 14.7 per cent.; the
increased sliipments ta the East and Tur-
lcey are the cause of the larger quantities.
Jute piece goods are less, the United
States aud .the Argentine Republic not
laving taken so much. Woollen and
worsted tissues, as well as linen place
goods, are below last year's level, the les-
sened shipments ta the United States being
the cause -in each case. Again the ship-
mente of iron and steel are very satisfac-
tory, the inercase in quantity being 52.182
tons. Pig iron, ralîroad iron, and steel
unwrought are the descriptions in which
the greatest increases are found. Tin
plates are, however, nearly 10,000 tons less,
the requirements of the United|States hav-
ing fallen froin 23,000 tons ta 8,000 tons.
Aikali, bleaching materials and chemical
manure each show a large decrease, due
again, as regards the two first, ta spialler
United States shipments'. As rega.ds mis-
cellaneous articles, the shipments of rail-
way trucks, etc., are valued at £84,000,
compared witi £40,000, and cycles at
£130,000, as against £103,000."

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veober. The suicides of December and
January are attribnted partly ta pecuniary
troubles at the close of the year, when ail
accounts are supposed ta be closed and ail
liabilities met. A rise in July is attributed
to financial troubles at the half year. In
recent years the use of the sword by sut-
cides is decreasing greatly ; hanging is
the nethod most frequently employed,
nearly three-fourths of the male suicides
and nearly half the females having termi-
nated their lives in this way ; but amongst
women drowning ls more common even
than hanging. Firearmis and poison are
very rarely used, probably because they
are not readily obtainable, while a Japan-
ose of either sex always has a long girdle
and (unilke East Londoners) always bas
water sullicient to cause drowning at hand
l the deep wells in every village and ad-
jacent ta almost every house. The figures
show that the numuber of suicides varies
year by year withL the price of rice ; it rises
wlen the price of rice is high and fals
whon rice la celiap. It is also evident that
the great centres of commerce and indus-
try have a greater portion than country
districts. Mr. Saito lias endeavoured ta
tabulate the causes of Japanese suicides,
and from hie figures for four yeurs which
ha givea iL appearsthathalf the total num-
ber are due ta montal dei'angement, about
a quarter tu " general reverses of fortune
and the dillcuChty of making a living," an
eighlth of the whole are attributed ta
physical suffering, and the remainder ta
love, remorse, shame, bereavement, dames-
tic quarrels, etc, No attempt is made In
thé statistles ta distinguish between adu-
cated and uneduceated persons who commit
suicide ; iL seems, however, that the view
of the educated Japanese is that he has a
right to commit suicide if lie thinks bis
life has been a failure or 'that it bas
become an intolerable burden ta him.

NE W CANADIRN OIL FIELD,

Two big coupanies are developing the
ail territory of South'Essex, The Standard
Oul Company started sane weeks ago, and
the Ontario Natural Gas and Oil Company
has just bagun. Superintendent S. T,
Copus, of the Outario Company, says there
lias beau no lack of proof that South Essex
is a groat ail ragion The company lias 16
gas wells, which is ail it requires, and now
iL will have ils drillers explore for ail
alone. 011 la found below the gas stratai,
and below that is sait water.

The ail is in the Trenton rock, which lu
most'places is 2,200 feet dep. Many of
the haoes in which no gas was found will
be drilled deeper for ail. As long ago as
1845 ail was known ta exist in South Essex,
but until recontly iL was not known that
thera was suflicient ta lead 'two big com-
pailles ta give up drilling for gas and deý
velop the ail capacity. The Standard 011
Co. bas been pumsîping ail from its fIrst
well between Mersea and Gosfleld for a
week. The speciflcgravlty is 50, which la
known ta oil mon ta be the best quality
produced. It la botter than any yet dis-

M covered in Canada, Bomle time ago sain-
ples of Paleo Island ail weretested and
the quality 'was inferior ta that found lu
Sosuti Essox. Tie Stsadard Company has
been the Ontario's rival thora for years. IL
was only recently that iL discovered that
the Ontario people had corked up aIl
Wells, and iL et once set In ta develop the
field and now each la struggling te capture
the larger number of ail Wells. IL May b
piped ta Detroit, according ta Superintan-
dent Copus, and placed on,tha market et a
'ate, far below the preseut price, because iL
will not have ta pay frelglt.

Thora la ot the slightest loubt that
Loamington will soon be .noted for its rich
oil flolds as Well as gas, but iL will roqüire
ddvelpluag and an onormous expense ta
put IL 011 the market, but this will Surely
be done, as no comodity of this kind can
lie dormant forever.-St. Thomnas JoîtnakIl.

HAMBURG'S FUR TRADE.

Up ta a few years ago Hamburg was a
place of very limited interest ta the fur
trade, but within the past few years sav-
oral large import houses, particularly two,
have made special efforts ta bring ta Ham-
burg ail kinds of Australian, South Amer-
lcan and especially Japanese and Chinas
furs and Skins. These houses being very
active 'and enterprising have made ex-
ceptionally good connections with ali parts
of the world with gratifying success, and
to-day a very large proportion of the crop
of Thibet skins,.crosses and coats, lamb-
skias (.longolian, etc.), South American
and Japanese otter, Chinese mink, martn
and sable, which formerly went direct ta
London, are now shipped to the Hanmburg
market where they find a ready sale ta the
large Leipzig and London dealers; several
Hlamburg houses have also opened branches
at Leipzig 'ta facilitate the disposition of
their stocks. During the last years near-
ly one-third of the Thibet production went
direct ta Hamburg and found a ready
sale. An Argentinean hunter stated that
the entire collection this year of nutria
will amount ta not more than 100,000 skins
as against 500,000 skins of a few years
since; the rapid destruction of these ani-
mals la limited ta the fact that thera la no
law protecting them, and as the skins
bring good prices, are constantly hunted
and trapped, and wlll undoubtedly dis-
appear at notpry late date.

A QUEER INSURANCE.
The development of the original theory

of insurance bas resulted In Innumerable
curions specialities. It la possible now for
a man not only ta insure his own life, but
that of bis barse as well, and his wife's
sealskin sack. He cean insure himself
against flire, cyclone, and burglars, and
loss through dishaonest employees.

He can Insure lis plate glass against the
predatory brick, and if the sae missile
chances ta hit him on the head, his acci-
dont policy pays the doctor's bills. Thus
the mishaps of life are in a sense forestalled
and the prudent citizen ta enabled to
pluck certainty fron the heart of vIcissi-
tude.

IL lias remained, however, for a concern
in Atlanta ta cap the climax, by Insuring
the employee against the loss of his job.
In an alluring crol-r the abject of the
company, and incidentally the cost of
membership, la given ta the public.

All persons of good character, steady
habits and the like, are eligible ta mun-
bership whether employed at the lime of
joining or not. The different classes are
graded by salary recelved by the appli-
cent par month, and they range fron $50
lo $100, and the dues are regulated in ac-
cordance.

Ail persans thrown out of employment
after six monthe' membership . in good
standing will recelve the benefits of the
system. . They will Irecelve one-third of
their regular salary for four weeks, and
the presideint la authorized ta pay out such
extra bonefits as may, in bis discretion, be
justifded.

Professional people and others who do
not work for a regular salary may enter
thI company in whatever clas they choose.
If misfortune overtakes them, they are en-

titled ta draw benefit the same as anyone
else. There la, however, a clause la the
prospectus governing the distinctions
made between different methods of losing
one'i employment.

This la of vital Importance. It sets
forth that such a calamity shall not be for
Incompetence, dishonesty, or intemper;
ansce. Barring these tiree provisos, and.
they would seeom ta cover pretty nearly ail
the ground, should a man lose bis position
ho can draw one-third of his salary for
four weeks.

AN ENORMOUS LAMP.

What la stated as the biggest lamp on,
record le being built at a New York fac-
tory-a lamp so big that a man can stand
in the ail well and have plenty of room ta
move about besides. This giant illumina-
tor, says The Paint, Oil, and Drug Reviiewc,
l larger by far than any electric lamp,
kerosene or calcium light that lias ever
been constructed. Seme patriotic people
have urged that the big lamp which la now-
being constructed shall be used ta replace
the dismal imitation of a light which.
glows, on clear nights, from the liberty
torch la the harbor.

IL required three years of effort and ex-
periment, a member of the lamp firm says>
beforae a lamp could be developed whici
would accommodate the requisite zeount
of ail or give forth the light they warted.
The ail receptacle in the great lump holds
two barrels,'though only one barrel is
burned et a time. It takes eightieen hours
for that quantity ta b consumed. The
chimney of this egreglous ail lamp is five
feet eight inches high, and the burner is
two feet l circumference. The circunm-
ference of the ail well la eight feet, its

-depth three feet.' The wick ls one Incli
thick. The reflector is tan feet wide. It
le no firefiy, this lamp that they are build-
ing. IL is twenty feet tall. An ordinary
sized man could, an bas been saidl, stand in
the ail weil. A boy might ·swim thera,
The contents of that great basin would fili
sixty-flve of the biggest of everyday ar
every-nigit lampa. The wick, simple ce
its function seems, Is ane of the stoutest
fabrics kniown. A load of two tons might
h hauled wlth it and not overtax it a bit.

ANCIENT FIRE ENGINES.

The oldest fire engine in England le. et
Dunstable, bearing the date 1570, At
Hereford is one of the Vaude leide's fire
engines that was presented ta that city
A. D. 1670 by P. Poley, Esq., MP. Refer-
ences to fire,engines are found in very
early times. In an illustrated sixth-cen-
tury Latin manuscript of the " Spiriltalla I"
of Hero of Alexandrin, who lived 200 years
before the Christian ara, is delineated the
Egyptian fire engine of the author's time,
with ils double force pump, valves, lever
arme, .gòose neck, and probably, too Its
Iair chamber." l 1660 an act of Parlia-
ment was passed requlring a "large-slz2d
brasa syringe " tobae kept la each ward of
the city of London, and to be worked by
the 'respective aldermen. The Loado

Gazetto of August 15th, 1676, refera ta
