Of
these all were graduates, with one exception, a
gentleman ordeined by Lotter Dimissory from
the Bishop of Colombo, The ordinees in the
ather Dioceres numbered as follows: Darham,
5 deacons ; Bangor, 3 deacons, one priest; Car-
Jicle. 4 deacons: Chester. 5 deacons, 1 priest;
Ry 8 deacons, 7 priesta; Gloncester and Bristol,
8 deacons, and 3 priesta; Llandaff. 10 deacons,
11 priests; Lichficld, 5 deacons, 5 priesta; Man-
chester, 12 deacons; Norwich. 4 de'cons, 2
priests ; Oxford. 10 doacons, 16 priests; Peter-
borongh (by Rishop Mitchinson), 4 deacons. 4
priests; St. David's, b dencons 9 priests; St.
Albans {(on St. Michael and All Angels' Day). 6
deacons, 6 priests ; Worcester, 9 deacons. 12
priests ; Newcastle, 1 deacon. The WelahDio-
ceses glone had any number of non-graduates,
most of the ordinees hailing, of course, from St.
David’s, Lampeter. One literate only was or-
dained, in a total of 216.

A Prorosan.—The Rev. Coker Adamspro-
pores (he conetitetion of the Principality of
Wales as'an Eecleniastical Province, nnder an
Archbishop of St. David’s. Tt is now 700 years
since the see of St. David’s was subordicated to

that of Canterbury.

AnorrER Rerentant ONE—~On St. Mat-
thew's Day, at Wells Cathedral, the Bishop ad-
mitted to the diaconate Mr. Gordon J. H. Llew-
ellvn,who was aftorwards licenced to the curacy
of Yeovil. Mr. Llewellyn had for the last nine
years been the minister of the so-called ** Re-
jo med Episcopal Church” in Yeovil, but had
returned with most of the congregation to the
Church of England.

Iv Meyorran.—A beautifol sculptare alabas-
ter fout, in memory of the late Canon Anron,
has been plared in St. George’s Chupel, Wind-
sor Castle. It stands at the west end of the

- south aisle, near 1he Beaufort Chapel, and a
dedicatory inseription is inlaid upon its black
marble steps. The old terra cotta font has been
buried in the chapel.

PresentaTIoN.—The RightRev. J. W. Bard-
sley, the new Bishop of Sodor and Man, former-
ly Archdeacon of Warrington, was on Monday
week evening presented by the Clergy of the
Diocese of Liverponl with a parting addressand
eet of Episcopal robes and & rignet ring, and by
the Clerical Society. of which he was a member,
with an Episcopal seal.

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THE APOSTLE'S CREED.

A Paper read by the Rev. George Rogers, B.A,
Rector of St. Luke's, Montreal, at a meeting

of the Diocesan Sunday-School -Association,
17tk October, 1887.—(Continued).

I1.—THE ArosTLES CREED.

Passing from the consideration of Creeds in
general, let us now turn our thoughts to the
Creed known as the Apostles’ Creed. We will
consider it in (1) its origin (2) its use (3) its
substance, and (4) in reference to how it shonld
be taught in our Sunday-schools.

1. In reference to its origin. There is a
theory which has been very generally received
to the effect that the Apostles, before separa’
ting, contribnted each an article of the Cuveed
but this theory is without foundation, for the
Articles I believe in the Holy Catholic Church
and the Communion of Saints” were not in the
Creed for Centuries after the time of the Apos-
tles. We cannot tell how this Creed came to
assume its present form; the material of which
it is composed is almost &ll found in the writ.
ings of fathers in the second century, thoagh
the Creed may not have been formed till a

much Iater date. It was first called the “‘ Sym-

bol” and was only g:ven the names “Aposties’

Creed’ " about the fifth century. It underwent

man] changes from its first uppearance, and

only uppeared in ite present form in the be-

gint g of the eighth century, in the writings

of . rminius, & Benedictine, who laboured in

e and Germany. In the fifth century

reed did not contain the words, “Creator

aven and earth,” the cluuse “He desconded

Hell ;" the Articles *‘I believe in the holy

ic Church the Communion of Saints .

Woe seo there-

fore that the Creed grew gradually. It is the

expression of the faith of the early Church ns

a whole. And although it has nevoer been

sanciioned by uny Geoeral Council, yet it has

never been repudiated by any pational Church,

and it standa to-day the only summary of doc-

trine received by all Christian Churches, and

the only doctrinal basis existing on which
these Churches cculd possibly unite.

9. Having said this much in reference to the
origin of the Creed, I will now refer to its
use in connection with the Church. It was
first used in the Hour Services sof the Gallican
and English Churches, about the end of the
eighth century. At first the Choir nlone_took

art in the Creed, the congregation remaining
gilent. Then in the time of Edward VI. the
Creed was vepeated by the minister al(_)ne,
while” the congregation remained kne_elmg,
apd it was only in the year 15652 that it was
directed that it should be eaid both by the
minister and people standing. The cuatom ot
bowing, at the name of Jesus in the Creed is
enjoined by the 18th Canon of the Church ; but
the oustom of turning to the Kast while the
Creed is being raid has no canonical authority,
but it is as old as the second century when
Christians worshipped toward the East to
ghew that they differed from the devil wor-
shippers who worshipped toward the West.
How besutifnl and good is the use of the Creed
in our services at prosent ; for in 1t_both mipis-
ter and people unite their voices, in declaring
their faith in God, in the same words, in which
our fathers have declared their faith for over a
thousand years. When it is_smd in our Ser-
vices no tongue should be silent; for we hon-
God when we doclure our faith in Him

;ﬁll‘)licly. Our Suviour has said that, if we
confess Him before men, He will aleo confess

us befose His Father in heaven; and St. Paul
has eaid -that while “with the heart man be-
lieveth unto rightcousness” yet “w_lth the mouth
confession is made unto salvation.”

8. From the use of the Creed we will pass
on to consider its substance. It isin substance,
a8 summary of the essential doctrines of the
whole Bible. It does not contain all truth, A
Creed to contain all truth would be an exact
copy of the Word of God. In the Creed we
declare our faith in the Father, in the Son, in
the Holy Ghost, in the Church of God, and in
the blessings in store for those who are truly
members of 'God’s Church, Woe alsu believe in
the Father and in the Son and in the Holy
Ghost, but do we all belicve in the Church of
God? What is this.Church? How many of
our children are there who know what this
Church is? How many adults are there who
know what it is? Has it any organization on
earth ? and if so did our Saviour and His Apos-
tles organize it, or was it organized by man?
These are very important questions, for if the
Church is an invention of man, then every
man living has a perfect right to starta
Church, to baptize and to administer the Lord’s
Supper. But if the Church was organized by
Christ and His Apestles, then woe be to that
man who shall break away from it, and or-
ganize & Church of his own; woe be to that
man who dare .ixdminister the Sacraments which
our Saviour has committed to the keeping of
His Church. Our Church to-day is suffering
from two parties, one trying to conform it to
the Church of Rome, and the other placing it
on a level with Dissenting Churches. I have
known teachers to tell their children that one
Protestant church is as good as another. This
kind of teaching will fill Dissentin%Schools
and emptyethose of the Charch of England.
Let us see thst our children are brought up
neither Romanists, nor Dissenters; but mem-
bers ot the Church of England, knowing what
the Church 7s and why they belong to it.

4. Lastly, let me say but a few words on
how the Creed ghould be taught in our Schools.
Every teacher should see that each child can

memory, This is very important, and great
emphasiy was laid upon it in the early Church ;
for Garibaldus gave orders to his clergy that if
any man did pot know the Creed be should be
dieted on bread and water, and if any woman
did not know it she should be flogged ; I can-
not, however, advise the clergy to adopt such
measures, The doctrines of the Creed are also
very important. The child should know what
they are, and be able to quote the leading pas-
sages of Scripture on which they ave based.
This is important, but of still greater impor-
tance is that faith which ia not embodied in
words or formnlated into doctrines—tbat faith
which our Saviour speaks of in connection with
everlasting life. To lead the children to this
faith ghould be the great aim of us all. We
should not only labour to gather the little ones
into the earthly fold ; but we labour ard pray
that God might vse us in bringing them into
the heavenly fold—in making them truly
“Members of Christ, Children of God, and in-
heritors of the Kingdon of Heaven.”

After opening exereises, the Commitiee on
The Clergy Superanuation Fund reported 2
total income from all rervices during the year
of $1,717.71, but they regretted that there bad
not been as full a response to the appeals in be-
balf of the Fund as they anticipated.

The Divinity Students’ Fand showed the in-
vested cspital to be $5,400. Two students were
nided during the year, each of whom received
$100. Applications were received from several
deserving young men, but, owing to the state
of the fund, action had to be deferred.

The report on Statistics placed the total
prpulation of 82 parishes and missiona at 39,-
721, bat if all the returns were rent in the
firnres might be 45000 (the Bishop when the
Report of the Committee was under discnrinn
later in the day, said that 90,000 would be
nearer the number of Church population in the
Diocese). The censne for 1881, places the
figures at 79,242. Leonox, Addington and

Kingston, show bv the censns an aggregate
Church popaulation of 13 557. whilst the returns
mada to the Committee place the ficures at
6.000. The veturas for Qttawa exceed the cen-
sns by 300. There is a steady increase in
Church building, there being in the 82 parishes
160 churches, valued at $568.430, and insured
for $195.200. The returns veing incomplete a
comparisnn with the previous yesr was im-
practicable, Later in the day tha Ven. Arch-
deacon Jones, and Rev. Mr. Pollard were ap-
pninted delogates to the 8. S. Cenvention at
Torontn

The Rectory Lands repnrt, placed the amount
of interest received at $12 576. and the tntal
amount paid to the Clergy at $10.824,29, The
consolidated investment rystem hed given
every satisfaction The tran-actlions for the
year bad yielded 63 por cent. -

On the afternoon of the 18th of Onrt, com-
munication was received from the Synod of
Toronto, regarding the Scripture lessons now
in use in the public schools and disapproving
of them, and recommending that tha Gnvern-
ment igsne a calendar of readings, relected by
& joint Committee appointed by the various
religious bodies of Ontario; and regarding
Sunday nbservance.

The Sacretary reported that 39 parishes had
contributed $233 in all towards the erection
of the Memorial Cathedral in Halifax.

The Registraira report fhowed the addition
of ten names to the Clergy List of the Dincese
during the year, thoneh owing to removuls the
actnal increase was only five.

Thoe Trust Fuanda of the dinerso show a3 fol-
lows :—T®pireopal Trust, §38 674 31; Clerey
Trust, $262 918 24 yieldirg an ostimated in-
come of $15.209,10; Widows’ and Orphans’
show an increase of $6506.21.

Sunday-Schonls, geeording tn thoe stimntes
fram 77 parishes, thero wore 762 toachers and
6 161 rcholars; and assuming the same c<cale
for the non reporting parishea. there shonld be
abont 1,000 teachers and 8 000 scholars in the
Dinrese.

‘The Contributions 1o Domestic and Foreign
Missionr, showed a decided incresse. The
cash confributiongs for the vear ending 30th
April, 1887, wero $392973. The W.men's
Auxiliary contrihnted ¢lnthing and goods to
the amount ot $699 57. The hope was expres-
sed that in every parish a healthy women’s
Auxiliary might be formed. Twenty-three
parishes forgot the claims of the Fureign and
Domestic missions. Again the Deanery of
Carleton headed the list of cortributions, fol-
lowed closely bv Frontenac. Of the parighes,
St. George’s, Ottawa, stood first; then St.
George’s, Ilingston, and third, St. Jame<',
Kingaton, Ottawa city gave in all §1,363.76;
and Kingston, $1 111 09,

The Mission Board's report regarding Mis-
rion work within the Diocese, expressed satis-
faction with the state of the funds and the pro-
gross made ; severnl missions had become relf-
supporting. Considerable disenssion follnwed
in regard to the manner of making the grants,
tho reduction therein ; and as to grante to par-
ticular parishes and rpecial pensions; bnt the
Syuod adjourned without arriving at a decision.

St. Paul's—For the Thanksgiving Service
hald in St. Paul's Church on the evening of the

18th Octaber, the building was decorated in a
very neat and appropriate manner. Sheaves
of wheat, rakes, chovels, and all kinds of small
implements ured at harvest time, occupied posi-
tions of prominence. Suspended frow the gal-
lery railing and over the entrance to the body
of the Church, wae a plough prettily decorated
with sheaves of grain and flowers. The Ser-
vice, which was partly choral, was canduncted
by the Ven. Archdeacon Jones, The Rev. Mr.
T.owan, of Prescott, read the lessons, and Ven,
Archdeacon Morrison, of Odensburg, preached
an able rermon, relectine as his text the first
verse of the ninety-second psalm: “It is a good

J. Creighton, B.D., as a visitor, "he regular
bugjness meeting was preceded by evening ser-
vig at the Church of the Ascensionon the 11th,
and carly Communion on the 12th. There was
a large congregation and hearty service in the
evening, and a very goodly number of commu-
nicants the next morning, though the weather
was not favorable. Two hoors of the morning
gession were rpent in reading and considering
the appointed portion of Haly Scripture—Hosea
the firat three chapters.

a man sharpeneth the countenance of his
friend.” The member~ of the Chapter, while
expressing concurrence in this view, did not
" find bow to put it into operation. Besides luck
of means, there is a greut scurcity of men offer-
ing for work in country parishes and mi:sions;
the younger clergy evidently preferring to work
in the cities and towns; hence older clergy are
often compelled to remain unaided in the charge
of large districts, for the thorough working of
which they are physically urable. The most
feasible plan for extending the ministrations o"
the Church in this Deanery seems to be the
more general and systemautic employment of
Divinity students and lay readers, under the
supervision of the clergy in chaige. It was
thought that this might be done witbout en-
tailing any large additional charge upon the
Mission Fand.

After discussing various topics of interest to
the Deanery this most pleasant and profitable
meeting was brought to a close. The visiting
clergy were most hospitably entertained by the
Rev. Dr. and Mrs. Carry and members of,the
Church at Port Perry.

Much credit is due
to the organist, Miss Drake, and to the members
of the choir for their fuithful rendering of ibe
canticles and hymns,

The new chancel, which has bsen erected by
tho Ven. Arch. Wilson, in memory of his wife
und daughter, is a very important addition to
tbe church. It is 18 feet deep by 16 feet wide,
with room to organ chambor and vestry. Tho
choir is raised one step above the nave, and i
provided with sittings for abouy twelve The
Sunctuary is elevated two stepsabove the choir.
The floors and steps of both are covered with a
carpet of neat ecclesiastical design, A want
hitherto unsupplied is provided by a small cre-
dence niche in the south wall. The eust ond
contuigs u bandsome memorial window, erected
by Mrs. Vernon, of Peterbor.ugh, a former par-
ishioner, to the memory of hoer late busband,
Charles Henry Vernon, E-q., who for many
yeara was churchwarden. 'L'his window, (exe-
cuted by the well known firm of Spence & Sons,
of Montrcal), is divided into three scctions.
The centre contains & parcel representing tho
Saviour blessing little children, with ruered
monograms above and below. The ride sec-
tions contuin emilems of the Sacraments of
Buptism and the Holy Communion—represented
by a font with dove descending upon the water,
and chalice with ears of wheat and clusters of
grapes,—in north and south sections respoct-
ively. The spaces, at oponing of the arches,
are filled in with ungel heads, silent witnesses
of the worship offered to Almighty God in His
Church on eurth. Tho effect of the whole is
very pleasing and is much admired. The altar
has been remodelled and the expenses of en-
larging it, and of providing an altar-cloth has
been generously met by Murs. (Dr.) Halliday of
Peterborough, also a former parishioner. The
beautiful work on the cloth itself is & lubour of
love, by the gsame deft hands, who, two years
ago, did a like service for the new church at
Centreton. To these good ladies, Miss Barnum,
the Misses Cameron and Miss Diuke the charch
is now in possession of an altar-cloth which will
compare favorably with many to be tound in
well appointed city churches. The altar liuen
too, which has been in use for upwaids of 40
years, has undergone a transformation at the
hands of Miss Druke and her sister, Miss Lizzie
Drake, rendering it more chaste and becoming
for the sacred purpose for which it is reguired.
A haudseme lump hus recently been suspended
in the chancel. This is the gift of Mus. Clithe-
roe, of Grufton.

While these improvements were being bronght
about, a gallery ut the west end of the nave, no
longer required, was removed, seats arrunged
giving ceutre and side aisles, u roomy vestibule
and better heating arrangements provided.

The choir render-
ed some choice anthems,

TiLsoNBORG.—The Annual Thapksgiving
Service 1n connection with St. John's Church,
was held on tho eighteonth Sunday after Trin-
ity. The Church was suitably decorated for
the occasion wiik fruit, vegetables, flowers and
autumn leaves, and thero was a large atiend-
anco at both services which were semi-chorally
rendered. Sermons bearing on the subject of
thanksgiving wore preached at Matins and
Evensong by the Rector. There was a cele-
bration of the HolyCommunion at 7.30 p.m.,
with Special intention of returning thanks to
Almighty God, at which there was a large at-
tendance about twenty recoiving. On the fol-
lowing Sunduy a similar celebration took place
at the little Mission Church of St. Albans, Cul-
loden. The Church, thanks to the exertions
of Mrs. Henry Price, of Verchoyle, and the
Misses Price, of Quebec, was beautifully de-
corated with grain, fruit and vegetables, and
presented quile a striking appearance: thero
was a large attendance. The services consisted
of Mating and of course Holy Communion
that greaiest of all Thanksegiving services, at
which over twenty received. A liberal collec-
tion was taken up in aid of the building fund
of the Church. The Rector of Tilsonburg,
Rev. F. Price, preached. The history of this
Church, affords a very good illustration of what
can be effected by lay help. About 18 months
ago the Rector of Tilsonburg, inducted a young
member of his congregation, Mr. W. R. Cross,
to commence eervices in tho Culloden Orange
Hall. These services which have saince been
kept up by young men from Tilsonbarg, bave
resulted in the erection of a neat little Church
where rogular Sunday services are maintained
by Mr. Herbert Dransfield, the preseant Lay

Reader, This has been emphatically a layman’s
work, the Rector of Tilsonburg under whose
charge the mission has been placed being of
course unable to attend except at very rare in-
tervals, his time being fully occupied in other
parts of his extensive parish. It is a remark-
able fact that since the establishment of ser-
vices in Culloden, on Easter Sunday, 1886, not
a single ‘break has occurred—s record that
gsome old established parish Church cannot
boast, and this is all the more satisfactory when
we consider that the Church for a great part
of the time has been served from Tilsonburg
a distance of nine miles, in all sorts of weather
by volanteers. Mr. Cross, the first to com-
mence services, has since ontered Nashotah
Divinity College, N.S., to study for the minis-
try.

The Bishop of Huron opened the new Church
at Glouthan, Sunday the 23rd. The congreg-
ations were large although the weather was
far from being fine. The building costs about
$3,5600; a tower on one corper of the front
gives the building & fine appearance. It hasa
frontage of 45 feet and depth of 75 feot, with a
spacious chauncel, and open wooden ceilings;
aiso stained glass windows. Altogether this is
considored a very neatlittle country Church,
and Rov. Mr. Ball and congregation are to be
congratulated on its completion.

LonpoNn.—Rov. Mr. Brick has received $180
in voluntary coutributions for his Industrial
School at Dunvegan, in the Peace River dis-
trict. A quantity of goods has aluu been given,
and more contributions have been promised.
Tho building will bo started, and it is hoped
tinished next summer. Mrv, Brick left for Brant-
ford on Satu-day, and preuched there yesterday.
He will not return to the Northwest until the
Spring.

The Rev. Mr. Richardson on behalf of the
Memorial Church parish, is negotiating for the
purchase of the old Primitive Mothodist Churceh,
Hamilton Road. This building was sold by
public auction some timeago. The bargain is
still pending, but meantime Mr. Richardson is
having it made ready for occupancy by Nov.
lst. The parishioners will either rent it or
buy it outright from the owner, Mr. Charles
Deppor.

SourH LonpoN.—The Young People's Mis-
sion Band, of ‘St. James’s, London South, have
sent a large quantity of new clothing and other
aseful articles to a mirsion in the Dioceso of
Algoma. About 45 of the young people of the
parish have been working for monthe past and
no doubt, many hearts will bo made glad by
the result of their labours. They are continu-
ing their good work for some other needy ones.

Rev. Canon Richardson preached in St.
Thomas on the 23rd, on the subject of Sunday-
schools. Rev. Canon Hill took hia duty in the
Memorial Church.

DIOCESE OF SASKATCHEWAN.

CaLGARY AND ALBERTA.—How is it that wo
never see apy Church news reported from here
of late for the Guarpian? It cannot be for
dearth of interesting events us wo have had a
sucoession of good things; the result of which
leaves us in contemplation of much in store for
our beloved Church in this beautiful town.

In May last, the new Bishop paid us his first
visit. 1t was with much pleasure he then in-
formed us that after travelling over the diocesc
he concluded to make this town his home.
Sinco then, at the meeting of the Synod of Ru-
pers’ Liand, it was decided to ask for a division
of the diocese into two parts to be called Sas-
katchewan and Culgary.

The Church was established hore three years
ago with Rev. E. Paske Smith, S.P.C.K. Mis-
sionary in charge. Through his offorts much
good has been accomplished. A beautiful
Church building costing $6,000, and free of

debt, stands as & monument to the zeal of the
missionary and the liberality of the Church
people here. )

Wishing to devote his time to the outside
stations, the Rev. Paske Smith placed his re-
signation in the hands of the Bishop, which
was accepted.

His Lordship at a meeting of the Parish-
ioners held in May last, waived his authority
and requested the people to choose for them-
selves a Rector. Good sense prevailed and &
unanimous vote was passed requesting the
Bishop to exercise his undisputed authority
and chose for them a Rector. A stipend of
$1,500 was guaranteed. In due time His
Lordship secured the 2ppointment of the Rev.
A. W. F. Cooper, of Dublin, Ireland, but for
some short time in Qu'Appelle Diocese. He
was inducted on Oct. 2nd, and gives promise
of betng the right man.

CONTEMPORARY CHURCH OPINION.

The Church Press, N.Y., says :

The utility of Parochial Missions is practical-
ly settled. They have contributed largely dur-
ing the past few years to the energy and pro-
gress of the Church in England, and they are
now doing the same with our own branch of
the Church here. In England the Church is
full of life and zesl and effort in this direction,
and from the Archbishops and Bishops them-
solves, the clergy on all hands are giving them
their countenance and support.

This is the way the Archbishop of York
speaks of them.

The Church of England must learn in fu-
ture, as ~he has already in some me:nsure learn-
ed to recognize, thut she must open her armsto
everything that i3 good. Twenty years ago
there wus a great fear about parochial missions;
now we know them thoroughly there is no
fear. Miusions have undoubtedly taken a deep
raot in the Church, and they will never be root-
ed up; and it is not to be wondered at that a
young Society like this, having made good its
ground, is now taking steps to provide in the
Church of England lay evangelists.

The Church Guardian of ©Qmaba, Nebraska,
says of Lay Help :

The subject of lay assistance in church work,
and more particularly in church worship and
teaching and, in fact, preaching, is receiving &
largo share of attcntion in charch literature.

That there is folt on tho part of the clergy
gonerally a deep nooessity for assistance in
nractical ohurch work, such as parish vieiting
and houso to house teaching, none can deny. It
is almost jmpossible for s priest to properly
visit his parish and persue his studies at the
same time. There are clergy who do it—but
all of the clergy cannot absorb learning so
eusily as these excoptional men do. _

Lay readers.we may have, but every parish
ought to have a parish visitor, whose duty it
should be to go from house to house and report
to the roctor the special spiritual and material
needs of persons and families within the defined
boundaries of his pavish.

This is the kind of lay belp one needs—nor
do we sce any objection to the use of an order
of lay preachers, composed of men appointed
by the Bishop after special training, for the
work of preaching in places which would not
or could not be reached by the clergy.

Such lay help is constructive; there is a lay
help which is destructive or might be—that of
self.constituted advisers of the clergy, asto
what they shall preach and how they shall con-
duct the worship of the church, etc.

Tho less of the last sort and the more of the
first sort of lay help we bave, the lighter will
be the burdens of the clergy.

Journal of Commerce there appeared in an edit-
orial article untitled “A Day of Rest” thefol-
lowing : “We have before us in the last London
Economist a letter from its German correspon-
dent, giving a review of a work in three vol-
umes published by the Home @ffice as the
result of its ** Inquiry into the question of Sun-
day labor” in Germany. A thousand pages
are taken up with the record, which is sad
reading enough for all who love their fellow
men. Theinguiry extended over a year; four
hundred commercial and industrial associations
contributed their testimony, and many thou-
sand witnesses, comprising all classes of people
gave evidence concerning it. Im several dis-
tricts it was contended “ that Sunday work wae
only enforced where it was necessary;” butin
Saxony the summing up is that * Sunday labor
Lias becomse usual in inost factories and work-
shops.” The general testimony throughout is
that “Sunday labor has become a principle
with many employers, while in 8 namber of
cases the jonrneyman orv operative seeking an
engsgement must bind bimself 1o work on Sun-
day, and if the workman refused to workon
Sunday, reprisals on ibe part of the employer
would be the inevitable result; and this is soin
spite of all legal restrictions of work on Sundays
and festivals.”

It will be remembered thut in Germany Sun-
day was first made & holiday, and that il is
constanitly held up as an example of whata
free country onght to be in this respect. The
above facts simply prove what we as well as
the Journal of Commerce have said before, viz.,
that Sunday #s 4 holiday means eveutually no
Sunday for the working classes. Sunday amure-
ments lead inevitably to Sunday work. To
preserve it at all it must be made a holy day
unto the Lorp. Says the Juurnal again: “A
Sunday which bhas no racred hours will very
soon have no interval of peacefu) rest. Open
the day for unrestricted fun and frolic, and it
will soon be open for cxacti g toil. A refugee
from a Western city, wheretheatres and muse-
ums and every form of dissipation are wholly
uunrestricted, said recently inour hearing that
it had already led to ‘seven days’ business,
work and worry, and that life there was ‘one
eternal grind from Monday morniog to Mondny
again.’”

And does not every thoughtful man know
that sach a life is the most certain and effective
way to make socialists and anarchists? A man
who lives in such an “eternal grind " is worthy
of more than ordinary credit if he does not
become so soured with life’s hardness, and ro
embittered by its avarice and selfishness that
he will be ready for any change. If men care
nothing for their brother’s couls, will they not
think in time of how all this Sunday desecration
and work is going to effect their own future
safety, the peace of their homes, the security
of their families, and the prosperity of their
country.

But itis a book or
pamphlet (one would hardly think so from the
title which is entirely misleading) thxt deserves
a repeated potice and especial recorn mendation
to all our Theological students and candidates
for the sacred ministry, being indeed, eight
lectures rather than notes, delivered before a
body of such students and candidates, It is
only 25¢. The trouble is to semnd for it for
small postal currency with the U.S., is not
easily obtainable, However, let a note be made

of it as a desirable book to get, and at some
convenient season, send for it, is what I would
say to your olerical readers, especially the
younger ones. The writer takes up the subject
of preaching and treats it, as it seems to me,
in a thoroughly independent and original
fashion. He does not go in for extempore
preaching; he would have it as an exception,
not the rule adopting it for such occasions as
wissions, &c., and when circumstances may
make it profituble. But he does go in strongly
for meking the written sermon have all the vim
and power that the extempore style is allowed
to have, while baving what it as a rule fails o
have, the didactic element, If a sermon is
written for a congregation, with the congreg-
ation in mental view, and delivered with de-
liberation, slowly, with distinctness and oar-
nestness; the hearers will be interested as well
as instructed, and the ond of preaching effect
will bave been obtained. Perbaps Mr. Kditor,
some extructs from the pamphlet will convey
the tenor and style of the author and be ugeful.
Such extracts, with your permission, I will
send at another time.

S.P.G. AND THE DIOCESE OF COLUMBIA.

To the Editor of the CHUROH GUARDIAN :—
Sir,—In a lottor which appeared in your is-
sao of October 5th, Canon Churton says—“Oa
referring to the Reports of the Applications
Sub-.committee for the last four years, I find

that the Sociely recoived and entertained appli-
cations from the Diocese of Colambia in 1834
and 1885,” and he adds:— “ The applications
were not renewed apparently in 1886 and 1887,
and theSociety can hardly be said to have re-
fused them,” .

As thisstatement of the case seems to me to
give the improssion that this Dioceso lost it's
grant from the Society in 1886 for want of
applying, will you allow me to state briefly
the rea! fucts?

In May, 1881, the Secrotary of the S.P.G.,
wrote that the Grant to the Dioceso of Colum-
bia, would not be continued after the year 1882,
Urgent appeuls to the Society to ro-consider
their decision were made for four years in suec-
cession, viz: in July, 1881; January, 1882;
Juunary, 1883; and February, 1884; all of
which were refused. Surely there is some found-
ation for the “‘impression that the S.P.G. has
ceased to entertein applications” from this Dio-
ceso. Notwithstanding this discouragement an
application was made to the Society in June,
18=4, for assistance in forming a Sustentation
Fund, but without success.

If no further:appeals have beem made, it is
not because the Church in Vancouvor Island
is no longer in need of help from without. On
the contrary, hor work bere has been and still
is sadly crippled for lack of funds. It is sim-
ply that we have at last come to the conclu-
sion, which the above facts surely warrant, that
the S.P.G. has “coased to entertain applications”
from the Diocese of Columbia.

CHURCH UNITY.

By toE Rev. P. J. HavL in The Scholiast.

This i a subject which is now engaging the
attention of the Protestant world to a wonder-
ful extent, and many have been the ylans pro.
prosed for bringing about a union of the various
bodies professing to set forth tho Christian
faith and practice. In response to this agitat-
ion the House of Bithops of the P. E. Church,
has iesued a manifesto in which, after laying
down the fundamental proposition that every
one who bas been baptized with water in the
Name of tho Trinity is a member of the Holy
Catholic Chuich, they sct forth certain condi-
tions, tho acceptonce of which is essential to a
true Chuich unity, They arfour, viz: 1. Ioly
Scriptures, containing the truth. 2. The Ni-
cene Creed, setting forth the same in explicit
terms. 3. The Sucramental system, embodying
the arteries of the Church's supernatural life.
4. The historic Episcopate, ossential to the con-
stitutionul and orgauic anatomy of the Church.

Now it appears to us that the Bishops have
done all that was consistent with their pos:tion,
and even more. \Ve lay down the proposition,
which we hope to establirh hereinafter, thut it
is unadvisuble to mulko conscious effort for
Church unity, so called. This m:uy seem to be
a startling position, but we hope to show that
it is not inconsistent with a sincere desire for
the advancement of the Catholic religion which
we believe and profess to be obligutory upon
uszltl the outret it scems neccessary to define
what s and what ix not Church unity. The
description of the Church frequently insisted
upen by St. Paul (that Apostle whore Cutholic
writings huve been so absurdly manipulated in
a Culvinistic ditection) stales tbat she is the
Body of Christ, her llead. Such being the
cate, cortain jvints and arteries extending
through different limbe are essential to her
constitution, and her unity resides solely in the
common organic copnection whick, by means of
the joints and arteries, unites the various limbs
to the one Head and Suurce of life. The Head
us we have ulready seen, is Cuglsr. The joints

are the Aistoric successions of Bishops, perpetu-!

atirg the ministerial sgency of grace. The
arteries signify the sacramental system, which
is the instrument by which streams of life,
descending through the joinis, aro able to ener-
gize the limbs., The lmbs fitly represent the
branches of the Church Cutbulic.

Such is the Charch of the Sacred Writ,
which is ever at unity by its very nature. The
talk of restoring her uuity is a mistuke.

Nuw in this world only the branches or
limbs of Christ's Body are visible.
union above and the life-giving streams which
energize the limbs below ure unsecn ; and when
the diverse branches are not at peace with each
other, we affirm that the unity af the Church
is not destroyed. It would be more accurate
10 say it is obscured. The Church is one by
nature. To be more than one, she must ceuse
0 be,

Church unity resides only in a common organ-
ism in the Body of Christ, by meuns of cou-
uecting joints of the Apostolic Episcopul minis-
try, and with an energizing lite which flows
through sacramentsl arteries. On the other
band, Church unity does not consist in a visible
lying together of the different limbs or
branches militant, although such uni'y is better
seen of men when this takes place.

Real corporate unity is to be brought home
to each soul by its incorporation into somo true
limb of the one Body of Christ through Bup-
lism and by its proper use of the joints and ar-
teries, ¢ e., the historic ministry aud sacraments
of Chbrist's Church. On the other hand, ren-
dering visible the Church’s inherent unity by
that which is mistakeubly culled corporate
reunion of her branches, is not to be forced un-
til the causes of sorensss have been removed. -

We should apply the same principles of com-
mon gonse to this matter of Church vnity. We

should ever be ready to extend the benefits of

the Church's real unity to every soul or con-
gregation of souls which applies for them at
our altars. Such readiness is evidenced in the
Bishops' manifesto., And its reception by
such sectarian bodies a2 have noticed it, reveals
the fact pretty well understood before, that, in
their organized ecapacity, they are fur from
being disposed to accept that real Church unity
which is the subject of our discussion. We
cannot waste our energies and abdicate our
Catbolicity by offering a counterfeit.

Let us pursue our owa work as best we can,
bealing our own soies by developing our
Cutholicity more and more. In Gud's own
time and manner the sume work will be accom-
plished in other Apostolic branches of that
Church which is now, 8s ever, at unity orgauic
in her Head. When the proper time comes,
the sores will be healed, no doubl, and then
will come that sort of revelation of the Church's
unity for which we pray.

THE EPISCOPAL OFFICE.

There has been of lule the most searching
enquiry into the ecarliest literature of the
Church. The result iz a decisive one as to the
position of the Chuich in declaring that there
bave ever been three orders in the ministry,
bishops, priests, and deacons. To question the
sounducss of this view is to indulge in verbal
quibbling. The New Testament tells of the
tact of Episcopal control in tho language used
to Timotby and Titus, in the co-ordinuting, as
it were of the Apostolate and Episcopate by
St. Paul when he addressed the Church at

Phillippi, “Paul and Timotheus, the servants
of Jesus Christ.”” That the title of bisnop was
given to the lower, or second order, in Apos-
tolic days, is no evidence against certain of the
bishops being invested with ruling powers over
‘“elders and deacons;'’ the directions given by
St. Paul distinctly assert this superior pesition.
The most conviacing testimony’is found in the
LEpisues of Ignatius, written during the first

The bond of

century, before the death of St. John. The
following cannot be misunderstood.

. “My fellow-servant the deacon Sotio,
whose friendship may I ever enjoy, inasmuch
as he is subject to the bishop, as to the grace of
God, and to the presbytery as to the law of
Jesus Christ.”—Ep. to Magnesians (o. 2).

“I exhort you to study all things with a di-
vine barmony, while your bishop presides in
the place of God, and your presbyters in the
place of the council of the Apostles, along with
your deacons, who are most dear to mo being
entrusted with the ministry of Jesus Christ.”
—ZEp. to Magnesiang, (c. 6).

“Tt is therefore necessary, whatsoever things
ye do, to do nothing without the bishop. And
bo you suhject also to your presbyters as to the
Aposties of Jesus Christ, who is our hope. .

1t behooves you also that you pleuse the
deacons also, as being ministers of the myster-
jes of Jesus Christ."—Ep. to Trallians (c. 2).

“Tn like munner, let all reverence thedea-
cons, as an appointment of Jesus Christ, and
tho bishop as the father, and tho presbyters as
the Sanhedrin of God and College of the Apos-
tlea. Without these there is no Church.”—Ep.
to Trallians (e. 3).

“Fare ye well in the Lord Jesus Christ,
while ye continue subject to the bishop, and in
like manner to the presbyter- and to the dea-
cons.” He saysagain, Ep. to Trallians, (¢.7):
“He that is within the altar is pure, but he
that is without is not pure; that is, if he that
does anything apart from the bishops, presby-
ter1s and deacons, such a man is not pure.”

“See that you fullow the bishop, even as
Jesus Christ doos the father, and the presbyter
as ye would the Apostles; and revererce the
deacons at the command of God.”—(c. 8).
He eays again: “Let the laity be subject to
the deacon; the aeacons to the presbyters; the
presbyters {0 the bishop ; the bishop to Christ,
even- as he is to the Father.”—Ep. to Smy-
rians (c. ¥). See also Ep. to Philadelphians,
chapters 2, 3, 4, 7, and 10.—Ex.

THE OXFORD MOVEMENT.

PAST AND FUTURE.

This great Movement in the Church, begin-
ning half a century ago, resulted from the con-
viction of & few earnest young men, studying
the records of the early Church, that in prac-
tice *here had been a drifting away from ihe
Prayer Book standards, and consequently from
the faith and usages of primitive times, which
had furniehed the model the Reformers follow-
ed in recasting the worship, polity and discipline
of the Church of Evgland. It issometimes fur-
gotten that the first and great purpose of the
Reformation in England was the restoration of
primitive Catbolicity. True Catbolicism is and
must be Protesiant, as against all errors, both
of Rome and dis:ent; though it by no means
follows that ¢ protestantism ™ is Catholicity
Mere protestantism i8 notking of the kind ; for
Catholicism is positive, fixed, and resists all

things which have no root in the faith and prac-
tice of the early Churc 1, and are not witnessed
to in Holy Writ.

During the 17th and 18th centuries, under
the influence of Calvinistio sectarianism on the
one band, and of Erastianism on the other, the
Church of England bad fallen into sad plight.
The men of Oxford proposed npo less than its
recovery, The story of the long battle cannot
here be retold, eave only to say that it is not
yeot fought out; indeed, in some portions of the
tield the contest has scarcely yet begun. The
purpose of this paper is to note briefly what
bas been accomplished, and to indicate some-
thing of what remains yot to be done.

The first contest was in regard to the natare
of The Church itself. It had been almost for-
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otten ibat it is the Kingdom of God, and not a

ingdom of men; that it is what the Lord bhas
made and left it, and not what men choose to
make and consider it; that it is from above, and
not-from below ; that it is a definite, positive,
organic body, flexible indeed, but continuous—
‘ One, Holy, Catholic and Apostolie; ” as such
men are 1o accept it, enter into it on the Lord's
own terms, and ever remain within it.

So, likewise, it is in regard to The Faith;
men.are 10 have fuith indeed, but it is to be
faith in The Faith—a Faith ontside of them-
gelves—*' The Fuith once delivered; "—it is a
faith to be received, not made by men; its formal
expression is found in the symbols of the early
Church, handed down from age to age, the A pos-
tles’ and Nicene Crecds,

So again with the Afinist -y :—that too must
be received ; must have originated from the
Great Migh Priest Ilimsel; must have power
to bind and loose : it must huve been continuous
from the first; it must continue to be whut the
Loid bas made it, and not merely wbut men
choose to conrider it.

So, al-o, with the Sacraments. It was per-
hups around these that the tiercest buttles were
fought. Under the teaching of Culvinism, par-
ticularly, the Sacraments bad almost lost their
Caiholic meaning and place—had becomo emp-
ty forms. It was the tirst victory of the Ox-
ford movement that these were restored to thei-
true place in the Catholic scheme.

Woe all know what a dead, listless, empty
thing, Worship, baibecome under the Erastiun
influence of the Hanoverian kings ;—how the
church edifices had become hybrid things, half
church, half conventicle. The Oxford Move-
ment undertook a7 reformation in this regard;
indeed it was a necessary outcome of what had
gone before. Weo know the result. It is, how-
ever, not yet complete. Perbaps this part of
the work has been, and still is, among the most
difficult of all. A true cultus in this regard is
hard to establish—probubly cannot permanent-
ly be, established—for it cannot be fixed in
detail. To undertake this has been the fatal
error of Rome. It must vary with the ages,
grow with the growth of time,adjust itself to the
varying wants and needs of the various peoples
of tre world, and yei. underlying the whcle
must bo certain fized landmarks and definite
principles muking Catholic worship virtually
the same in all time, It is cortain that no one
age, +hort of Apostolic time, can be fixed upon
as affording s type in this regard. The 13th,
14th and 15'h centuries had their merits—
proper for them—but the 20th century will not
tind in them a model exclusive, if through its
worship the Church is to mould and lead the
religious life of its time. Most grievously, too,
do tbey err, who, as individuals, claim theright
and privilege of 1ansucking all time, and pick-
ing and choosing, according to their own will,
from what may, or may noi, at any time have
been considered as ‘ Cutholic usage ;" for there
may be “heresy"” in worship as weli as in faith.
The living, aggregate Church in any age must
govern in this regard.

Such aresome of the principal matters which
the Oxford movement has already afircted:
There remain otbers which it has as yetscarcely
reached, or, if so, bas but little influenced.

The first of these is Polity—the organization
and machinery by which the Church moves
and is moved. The true principles on which
this is founded have been clearly enough indi-
cated, but such is the tenacity of custom, such
the powerof franchise and possession, such the
inertia of thinge, itis certain that astill greater
batile must yet be fought to recover our Polity
to a working Catholic basis than was necesary
to recover Catholicity for doctrine, or sucra-
ments, or worship, Iluis to be feared that the
great body of the priests and people of the
Church do not even apprehend all this; they
do not reem aware that we are, in this country
especially, carrying on a branch of the Catholic
Church, on sectarian principles.

To point out,
how all this is, is beyond our space; but one !it; it iz not second even,—it is the third. Tne toretul

siigle thing may show it. Qur parish system,
a8 we havo it, is solely and simply Puritan In-
dependency. We are carrying on a nominal
Episeopul Church on strictly congregational
principles. Here sectarianim hus its strong-
bold in the very bosom of the Church. When
the Oxford Movement bas advanced far enough
to huve overcome this, it will have achieved 1te
greutest victory ; here duving the coming cen-
tury the great battle for Cutholic polity will be
fought; until it shull bave been fought and won
the fruits of the former victories will be but
balf gathered in.

It bas been suid that the Oxford Movement
brought a clearer preception of the character
und functions of the Christian Priesthood. Thix
is true, but, a3 yet, with us especially, the
machinery for the management and control ol
the Ministry is sadly out of gear. Here, too
the Puaritan principle and practice prevail
The Divine law of Mission is completely invert-
ed. The clergy are not sent. ** Su rend [ you,”
has in our methods no pluce. The Church must
recover the lost power Lo send her Priesthood to
their appointed work, and maintain them there
in.

Avother raost important thing to be done is
the recovery of the Third Order ot the Ministry,
now gractically lost,—the Order constituted by
the Apostles to attend to the charitable and
semi-secular work of the Church. For this we
have the poor and wholly sccualar substitute of
vestries. organized and acting under statute
law. The Church Catholic bas had nothing in
the way of Erastianism, after its kind, equal to
this. Instead of vestrymen, we must havo
Deacons to do the work for which vestries are
supposed to exist, but which they seldom do.
As u consequence, the Priesthood are compelled
to “serve wubles ’—a thing tho Apostles de-
clare is not ** fit”" to be done. To this end the
Church must seek out among her faithful laity
“ men of honest report, full of the Holy Ghost
and wisdom, whom she may appoint over this
buriness,” who shall constitate a sacred Order,
subject to the Church and Canon Law, instead
of the trustees of secular corporations, as now,
subject to tbe stute and statute law., The
Oxtord Movement cannot stop until this shail
be done.

The next matter to be recovered to Catholic-
ity is Discipline. We can but allude to this.
It conceros not only the discipline of the clergy,
but of the Jaity. Of this last we now have al-
most none whatever. The early Church must
be our model here as well. Especially must
the Church recover the power belonging to her-
self to exercise discipline over her children in
the marriage relation,” for in considering the
matter of divorce, we must consider the mar-
riage relation first.

These things can beaccomplished only when
it shall be brought about that the Diocese shall
be the practical working unit, and not. as pow,
the parish ; when 1he tiue to all Cburch pro-
perty eball be ves'ed in that; and, by the Dio-
ceso, acting under tho Bishop as its execulive
and representative bead, all tho clergy shall be
sent and maintuined. Then we shall bave an
Episcopal Church, ruch as was known in the
eurly umeo, and under which she won her first
and greatest victories for her Lord.

But there is another and great work yet to| g

be done,—1he consideration of which is expecial-
ly pertinent to the occaeion of our meeting here
to-night. One function of the Church, which
bad been almost lost, is the teaching function,
Eecclesia docens,—\he teacbing Cburch. Al
reudy romethivg bas been accomplished from
the Oxford impulse in this direction, but the
work is only begun.  In our conntry (the Unit-
ed States) the State hus stepped in a3 the edu-
cutor, and the Cburch hasalmost entirely abap-
doned to that her function as instructor and

teacher of the young. We ulready see the re}
suits. We shall not deny that, as a matter of
police, the State has an interest in education,
but her place is pot the first, us she now holds

i are suitub e Lo this holy puartof my tme.

first place belongs to the Family, the first and
most permanent of all the organizations of men,
The Home is and must be tho chief place of the
cducation of the child; 1o this,as condjutor, the
Church comes first, und the State lust, The
Church comes first in her ministration of the
Sitcruments and Worship, and in the preaching
of the Word ; noxt in her schools, existing as
they should in every parish for the children ;
in every Diocese for higher study; in every
Province—when we shall have Provinces—for
still higher training, especially for the Priest-
hood, and for creating centres of intollectual
and spiritual power, such as Oxford exhibited
when sho furnished thoimpulse we are consider-
ing to-night. It is hardly necessary to point out
that this m»st important work is now only be-
gun, Ourrchools and colleges and Universities,
fow and smull as they are, outnumbered by the
derominations on all sides, yot exist us the
thought and purpose of the Church; they ure
but the promise und first-frnits of the harvest
yetto comoe.—D. D. C.in LThe Church Helper,
Western Michigan.

Though the freehuness of attire which on Sunday
morning is universal throunghout Christendom
most fittingly symbolizes the purity of heary and
mind with which we should enter the house of
God, how often the symbol cffuces all remem-
brance of the thing symbolized] How much
more seldom would the sormons be pronounced
dull, the prayers long, and singing poor, if &
part of the time between breakfast and church
on Sunday morning werespent in earncst pray-
er, that the sermon may be received as & mes-
sage from God, that the prayer and singing
may be participated in as a porsooat act of hom-
sge tothe Loid of the Subbuth! The right
spirit is in theso selections from u “Prayer for
Sunday Morning,” written many ycars sgo by
Mrs. Hannah Muore:

*“ O Lord, I desire to begin tho day and the
week with thee. Leta solcrmon sense of thy
presence be upon my mind; and while I offer
my supplications in the name of my only Me-
diantor, the Lord Jesus Christ, comlort my
heart by the assurance that thou art nigh unto
all them that call upon thee, even all such as
cuil upon theo faithfully.

“1 thank theo, O Lord, for the opportunities
which I am invited to enjoy this vay of hear-
ing those blessed trutbs, the knowledgo of
which is essential to tho salvation of my sonl.
Ob, give me graco diligently to altend to thy
wor d, enuble me to understand it, ud make me
anxious to improve by it, thut the sermons
which I hear may not rise up aguinst mo at the
reat day.

* Bless, O gracious Lord, the minister of thy

goepol, especiully my own, who show unto us
the way of salvation. Do thou teuch them,
that they may be uble to teach ws. O Lord,
may thy word this duy awaken my conscience,
that | may seo more ovil in the nature of sin,
more dunger for tho guilt of it, and be more
earnest to secure an inierest in Christ, the only
Saviour.

« ] beseech thee, O God, to keep me this day
from all wordly 'houghts and words; and muy
thy Spirit suggest such things to my mind as
Pre-
gerve me, whilst in thy house, from a stupid
und a wandering frame; strengihen my memory
in what 1 bear, and make this day 4 time
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of real benefit to my soul, for which I may have
reason to bless thee to all eternity: for Jesus
Christ’s Sake. Amen.”

Just here, may it not be asked of those who ex-
cuse themselves from such times of preparation
by the plea that there is no time on Sunday
morning, why, in any but exceptional cases,
should the freshest, most beautiful, early hours
of the Lord’s Day be spent, as in so many of
our homes, in unnecessary sleep ? Why should
that day, rather than any other, be so cut offat
the beginning ?

“p, In God’s house all should be ‘kindly
affectioned one to another with brotherly love,
in honor preferring one another. Greet cor-
dially those around you; welcome strangers
into your pews; but let all be done reverently,
and for the glory of God.

“ 6. Give according to your moans. If you
spend money for dress and luxuries, do not
stint your offerings for God’s house. Always
begin to cconomize with self first, and God last.

“n, Carry yourroligion in its your daily life.”

Ovor the entranco of tbe little parish chureh
Hawarden, Evngland, where Mr, Gladstone
worthips whenever heisat his country home are
inscribed there directiong, which may be sug-
gestive tn those of other sccts as well as the
humble parishioners for whom they were de-
signed :

“ On your way to church.—On your way to
the Lord's house, be thoughtful, be silent, or
gay but little, and that little good. Speak not
of other men's fuults; think of your own; for
you ave going to aek forgiveness.

HOLY COMMUNION.

Tae Sacrament of Life, ordained
by Christ, as geunerally necessary
to salvation—*‘Jeeus took bread,
blessed, brake, gave, said: Take,
eat, drink ye.”—St. Matt. xxvi. 26.
Jesus said : “Verily, verily, except
ye eat the flesh of the Son of Man,
and drink His blood, ye have no
life in you.”

Why, then, should anyone tarn
away from this Holy Sacrament,
anyone burdened with sins and de-
giring to be freed from them, any-
one who hopes to be saved? To
do so, the Prayer Book says, is
““grievous and unkind.”

These are strong terms, but they
are the words of the Church. They
are just and true, and ought to
touch the hearts of negligent com.
municants, The Spirit and the
Bride say come. The Saviour pro-
mises His presence in these holy
mysteries, and offers Himself to
be your spiritual food and susten-
ance. Your spiritual mother says
with solemn emphasis: ¢

“Tt is your duty to receive the
Communion in remembrance of
the sacrifice of His death, as He
himself hath commanded; which,
if ye shall neglect to do, consider
with yourselves how great is your
ingratitude to God, and how sors
punishment hangeth over your
heads for the same, when ye wil
fully abstain from the Lord’s Table,
and separate from your brethren
who come to feed on the banquet
of that most heavenly food.”"—
Church Life.

Bishops, Mission Priests, Evangel-
ists, and Mission Workers in sll de-
partments of Churen work ; for
consecration to the Master's work
in the various portions of the field
indicated above; for the strength-
ening of one another inthe mission-
ary spirit; and for the acquisition
of knowlelge concerning the
Church's fields and plans. Tbe ad-
vauntages of such a gathering of
young Churchmen,” moved by a

common impulse, must be at once
apparent to every one. They would
be enlightened and informed re-
garding her claims upon them, and
some of them would doubtless feel
such healthy enthu:iasm in the
cause as they had never felt before.

TOE CHURCH'S OPPORTUN-
1TY IN THE ORIENT.

———

(From the Spirit of Missions (N.Y.)
for October).

So rapid is the improvement of
Japan and China toward our wee-
tern civilation that it is difficalt
to keep pace with the hunges that
are going on among those inter-
esting peoples. Japan is foremost
in this respect, and has within the
lust twenty-five years undergone a
pouceful revolution politically and
socially. In matters of education
and dress the change has not only
affccted the men but has extended
to the women. It is not surprising,
thé&refore, that theirreligious views
ghonld be greatly disturbed. A
leading statesmen who only three
or four years ago wrote a book
urging the strictest exclusion of
Christianity, has since then chang-
ed his tone entirely and advocates
the welcome of the Christian re-
ligion. Mcmbers of his family
have embraced the Christian faith,
and two of his sons are now study-
ing in America, while his wife is
the patroness of an influential
gchool which bears her name and
in which Christianity is tanght.
Ilow widoly the influence of Chris-
tianity iv felt may be judged by the
fuct that the Japanose Gazette con-
fesses that Christianity and Budd-
hismm cannot long co-exist in the
game country. and ‘hat Japan may
as well rccogniza the signs of the
times and hasten to enroll itself
among Christian nations.

The change is slower in China,
is none the less sure. The conser-
vatism of centuries is yielding,
and the rumora of large financial
syndicatoes composed of Americans
and Chinese and of plans for build-
ing railways on a large sca'c are
signs of the breaking up of Chi-
nese exclusiveness; whilo the ac-
tion of the government in relation
to education and the appointment
of young men to go from that
great empire to Eaorope ard
America and report upon the edu-
cational systems, show that the pre-
judico aguinst everything outside
the Chinese wall is athing of the
pust.  Attention has been called
10 the proclamations in many of
the provinces, not only tolerating
Christianity but in 8 measure com-
mending it.  All these things are
clearly indicative of a ripening of
the custern mind for Christianity,
and put o great responsibility upon
the Church to entor in and possess
thero kingdoms for - our Lord.
What can be moro important than
to gird ourselves to the task, which
scems to be set before the Chuarch
of this generation, to carry with
forco and encrgy the precions
Gospel of ealvation to 400,000,000
peoplo, and to rupplant fulse ro-
ligions with the Church of God.

(Faom Misssion Field, Eng.)
Widospread regret will greet
the announcoment that the Bishop
of Luhore has resigned his sce, 1t
was not, however, altogether un-
expected by his friends.
He has indeed left his mark on

the Diocese, of which he bas been
the Bishop since its foundation in
18.7. His visitations of Delbi, and
we particularise them as being
those which concerned the Society’a
work, have been marked by an ele-
vation of missionary spirit, by love
and sympathy for the workers, and
spiritual vigoar.

HOW CAN SUNDAY SCHOOL
TEACHERS ITELP IN TEM-
PERANCE WORK.

By KatnLeeN M. ToWNEND, IN THOE
Church of England Temperance
Chronicle.~ (Continued.)

Again, another opportunity oc-
curs in teaching the Church Cate-
chism, when it may be strongly
impressed that the wide spresd
evil of Intemperance mocks at the
sacredness of baptismal vows, and
renders empty words our declur-
ation, that it is part of out duty
t o «ur neighbour to keep our bodies
in “Temperance, soberness, and
chastity.” Indced, occssions mul-
tiply as we woek them, forbringing
home to the hearts of the children,
tbo teaching of God's Word about,
and the graat importance of, this
Temperance work of ours.  But
we must ever guard ourselves
against creating the impression
that Intemperance is more lheinous
than any other kin, or that a tem-
perance man or woman has less
reed to be watchfnl or prayerful
than others; but let us rather liken
the crusade against Intemperance
to a struggle going on in that part
of our defences where our great
spiritual encmy, cognisant of our
weaknoss as i nation, leads up the
most  persistent atlacks; pours
forth the volleys of his ammuni-
tivn, and year by year sweeps
down thousands and tens of thou-
gnnds into the darknoss and despair
of c0o many drunkard's graves;
and that, therefore, it behoves us,
one and aull, who wonld be true
goldiers of the Cross, to throw our-
sclves into the breach, and by con-
contrating our encrgies there, harl
back, by our united etforts, the
reproach and sin from which we
have o long been nuffering.

And again, 1 think that every
Sunday-school teacher anxious to
do battle in the cause of Temper
ance, thould ondeavour to get up
the subject a little; should be pro-
pared by a knowliedgoe of some of
tho statistics Lo point out tho ox-
tont of the evil; should be ready
to anewer somo of those perplexing
uestions on the subject which
children are =0 apt to put—e.g.,
should some young soul be trou-
bled on account of the miracle at
the wedding feast in Cana of Gali-
lee, it can on the ono side be point-
ed out that the wines of Seripture,
though intoxicating to a degreo,
were utterly unlike the fiery,
epirituous liquors of theso day,
for that formentation then was only
known, the distillation of spirits
being & dircovery of many centur-
ies after the commencement of the
Christian cra; on the other hand,
that whilst mnot condemning mo-
derate drinking as a sin, they, in
the present widespread prevalence
of Intemperance, are wire to obey
the injunction of Isracl's wise
king—*"'Look not thou upon the
wine when it is red,” for, “at last
it Dbiteth like a serpent, and stin-
geth Liko an adder.”

Now I do rejoice thut ro many
of our Sunday-sechool teachers aro
at the same time members of our

Temperance Society; and whilst
hoping that all the others may, in
time, see their way to enrol them-
s lves among our members, I do
most earnestly entreat those who
have already done so, to use all
their possible influence in promo-
ting our Temperance work in their
classes. Will they not talk to the
children about the Children’s
Branch, and encourage them to
join it? Will they notcome some-
times and help at our children’s
meetings, and so -identify them-
relves with our Temperance work ?
For it is no mere traism to.say

that the hope of our coudfitdy's:

future depends a good deal on the
manner in which the children of
the present day are taught 1o re-
gard this questioh. And asfrom
one and another of zealous Tem-
perance workers the same sad
story comes, how hard a thing it
is to reclaim an bhabitual drunkard,
when reason and will are alike
chained by the demon of “drink,”
the cry goes forth to all, *‘Save the
children,” gnard them against the
first beginnings of this great evil;
teach them that we cannot be
peutral, we are either working on
God’s side, in this matter, or
against Him; and so I believe as
we train these young souls “to ab-
hov that which is evil, and to
cleave to tbat which is good,”
we shall be found workers to-
gether with Him who said, “Is it
not the will of your Father which
is in Heaven, that one of these
littie ones should perish.”
