Church o day. ~In her very organiz-
tion and attitude, iy whal she is and in
whnt she represents; thers is a moral
power that mere nufnbers eannot gnage
Many, (and some antong Lthem comprising
not a little of what/w best_in American
so€iety) are. swayed by her, though not
connted within her fold.

Christ. ‘The doctrinoe of the Adveunt, like
thatof the Incarnation nud the Atonement
and tho Resurrection. bag a fuint hold ap-
on mon's thought nnd belief, though it
may havoe but little offect upon their con-
duct.  ‘The hest that ean bo said is Lhai
the majority of men do not dony it
though utbeliof is constantly at work to
undermino their acceptance of it, amd
genenully succeedsso far ns to provent
their being practically govorned by it
Christinns  must exhibit their atlegi-
ance to these great truths, and to Him to

A bright and ‘pleasant, thongh eold,
Lord Mayor's Day enablud the spectacle
provided by Lord Mayor McArthur 1o
take place amid conditions implying suc-
cess. The show seems to have pleased
everybody as much as usual. The crowd
was rather more ristous than usual. Ip
Fleet Street, at times, the police had
difficulty in preventinga free fight. There
was & great desiro to cheer the mace, nnd
a greater desire to howl at 3Mr, Bedford,
the inventor of the cadaverons looking
griffin on the top of the Temple-bar
Memorial.

The bhanquet in the evening ot the
Guildhnll was & most enthnsiastic affair.
The Premier received cheers that must
have satistied the maost greedy lover of ap-
plause.  Lord Selborne, having uttered
what he regarded a8 an axiom, that ihe
security of life and property was the first
object of statesmanship, became hopeless-
ly astonished when he discovered that he
hiad harped upon a chord which vibrated
loudly for more than a minute. Mr.
Gladstone is more of & master of popular
assemblies, but he had something of the
same experience; every sentence implying
the readiness of Miristers to suppress il-
lemality was taken up. Everything said
on the other side—which, after all, was
what he wished to emphusize —passed
amid faint signs of assent. The Banquet,
in fact, becamo a sort of demoustration
in favor of applying exceptional laws to
Iroland. It became thus in spite of the
orators; in face of thé Minister whose ob-
ject it is to evade the enormous responsi-
bility of adding to the ordinary nachin-
ery of the lnw; and wotwithstanding the
hints thrown out as the speaking pro-
ceeded.

It is taken for granted now that the
prosecution against Mr. Parnell will fail
Even the members of the Government are
not sanguine about it.  They are disap-
pointed, moreover, at the ellect of the
proceedings. They had expocted that the
Lamd League would have becn in the
szme position as the Catholic Association
when Mr. Diviel O'Connell wax prose-
cuted.  But the arrangements male to
carry on the agifatiou, even should Mr.
Parnell go to prison, preclude the hope
that even his convieiion wonld ho follyw-
ed by quiet. This i3 what heigittens the
signiticauce of Mr. Gludstone's promise,
that ifthe ordinary law fuils he will apply
coercion. 1t is clearly umiderstuod that if
the prosecutior.s fail. whether direetly or
indirectly. he will suspend the lHabeas
Uorpus Act. :

The editor of oue of the sucicty papers
is to-day speculating wifen and where the
marriage of Lady Burdett-Coutls is to
come off.  Kxeept that the marriage is
not off, and that the Baroness does noi
intend it to go off, there is nothing to add
to the statement of the case as it stood a
month age.  The Baroness is willing to
give up 80,000 a year, to give up estates
and atocks and places, but she stickles at
the demand that she shall turn out of the
house at Picndilly, and give up Holly
Lodye, the two spots that are associated
with the pleasantest recollections of her
life, and of course it is quite natural that
she should,  But a will is a will, and I
do not sce how the Baroness Burdett-
Coutls can expect to bave a husband and
a fortune too, when the property was he-
queathed to har on the distinet under-
standing that she should no# marry,

At last we are to have the revised
edition «f the New Testament. The
Jerusalem Chamber Commiltec has finish-
ed the work, and in a few weeks the long
expected volume will be issued by the
University Printers. [t is to be hoped
that it will be issued in a cheap form, so
that everybody may have it, nnd becoine
familiar with it by use before lairned
partizans prejudice the work.

I see .your Bishop’s Charge and the
seimon which he preached at the recent
wmeeting of the Provincial Synod have
been received here, and I have heard
them very highly spoken of.

day. Here, I had to send my trunks
from the Maine Ceatrsi Dopot to the
Grand Trunk Depiot.  Wo waited till the
transfer trsin came up, on which we

stepped, and, landed at the G. T. Depot

just as ‘the train wus on the point of

starting. I had just time to.get my
trunks checked for St. Paul, and placed
on board, when we started, I would ad-
vise those intending to take this route to
have trunks checked at St John for
Danville Juaction, 27 miles from Port-
land, or better still, to Montraal, and thus
aveid taking it to DPoriland, and paying
expiess {rom Maine Cential Depot to
Grand Trunk Depot.  We loft Portland
by the 9 30 a. m. train, which was late;
the view on Jeaving the city was very
pleasant.  Tho ocean rolls its deep, blue
waters up, and many vessels wero riding
at anchor, or sailing to and fro. As we
proceeded north, there was much to catch
the cye—neat, cozy farm houses, gronmils
woll kept, very frequently plots of rich
intervale.  Thesoil appeared to be sardy,
and though there had boen a heavy rain,
there was not much mud. The eflect of
the city’s wealth aud refinoment was
visible for many miles through a com-
paratively fertile country. One feature
S0 common in Nova Secotin, I failal to
nutice—the Vieginia pols fenee. T'he
fences were of hourds, or poles placed
horizontally in posts set in a straight
line. 1 was particularly charmed with
the wany beautiful clms I saw.  They
grew in cluslers, on spots of intervale
that fringed the Bay. lmmediately, wy
thonghts reverted to the heauntiful elms
that eruament the College groumds at
Windsor, It might be blinduness ; but
did not think Isaw any that rivalled
those graceful trees that shade O Alma
Maler, T was mueh impressed with the
variety of the scenery as we pioceedel
towards the White Mountains. A lofty
range of hills stretehed to the right end
left of us.  Their sides weze clothed with
hard wood trees, whose leaves prosented
a rich variely of green, gold, pink and
purple. T was particularly pleased with
the heanty of the many little villages we
passed,  One of the pretticst was Me-
chanies’ Valls, 36 wmiles north of Port
land. We had for 150 wiles several
hugh peaks contmnally before i It
was the grandest mountain seenery 1 had
beheld sines Ihad loft Wales, in” my
childhood's days. Every little village
had one or more large and neatly kept
hotels.  One of them, “The Alpine,” at
Goreham, whence tourists leave for the
White Mountains, was really grand. The
station house were, without exaeplion, of
a very ueat style, corumodious, well fit
ted up with offices, haggage rooms, tele-
graph aoffices, ladies’ and geuts' waiting
rooms, &e.

The spires of many Churches appeared
among the green hiils.  As far as I could
learn, nearlyall the denominations were
represented. The wmorning had bern
rainy, and the clonds were low, sol
could not see the highest peaks—Mount
Washinglon, which was a disappoint-
ment.  Every few staions we would
come {o a large shed filled with wood.
which is used on the engives, instend of
coal. It appeared to me to be an econo-
mical arrangement, lesides giving em-
ployment to many men, oz about 3,000
cords are required for nearly every sia-
tion annually. After we reached Bangor
a chango was plinly visiblo in the mun-
ner and dress of the travellers ; and after
we left Portland, there was yetanother dif-
ferenco. At every station, crowils came
on board on the way to attend the De-
minion Kxhibition, just opening at
Montreal, and French, or rather Pufois,
Lecame the general language on the
tmin, Ail the lines from St. John to
Montreal run much more smoothly than
the Windsor and Annapolis Railway.

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WHY DO SOME PEOPLE 8TAND?

(To the Fditors of the Church Guardian.)

Sins,—1I cannot regard your carroapon-
dout ‘Churchman’ as a fair and logical
controversinlist, Mo asked for reasons
for o practice he disapproves. When
four ot your renders gued nataredly en-
doavour to sitisfy him by stuling the
grounds of their holief that good reasons
axist for what ho condemnns, they are ul
unco asmailed with ridicule, and the
terms, "hornets,” *“unchristian,” *abu-
sive,” chililish,” “dolustable quibbling,”
trecklass perversion of scripture,” and
other choicu epithets, are frenly upplied
10 thom, One is reminded of the amia
Ll Milesinn gentlman who only wantod
somebody 1o trewd on the tail of hia cont,
that ho might challonge him to mortal
combat. With such an oppounent, all
reasoning ia in vain,  When tho savage
war whuop is sounded, it is time to
rotire, and net wait for the tomahawk
and sealping knife.  But as somo may
ba misled by avasive rensoning, [ would
sppeal to such to consider how for
“Churchman” has me! the statements and
arguments of those who differ witli him.

Of nine paraginphs, ho has atlotted six
tu “Quorist,” Mr. Hodgeon, und “Catho.
Jieus," anel three to me.

For myself, | roiterato

1. That the only attitudes mentiorfod
in and consistunt with tho letter and
spirit of tho Prayer Buok, sre those of
standing and kneoling.

2. That sitting when engaged in acts
of public woraliip is nowhoreapprovingly
montioned in the Scriptures,

3. That there is no impropricty but
the conlrary in the pinctice ohjected to
af standing au the prosentation of the
olfsrtory, no wmallor when or by what
aulhority introducod in Charch worship.

4t harehiman® has not shown that any
of theso positions is untenablo, Consult
the I'rayer Book. [t will appoar, that in
the Morning nnd Fveping Services di
rections are in sovoral pluces given for
kneeling and stanilling ; for sitting noue.

The scripturl texts to which “Chureh-
mun” rofers are not porlinent to the
question.  Judges xx., 26, relatos ton
period of desvlating and extermiunting
warfaro, when the lamelites, and all the
people, an immeonso host, “went up, and
ciime into the “Houso of Gon,” (Bethel,
vide GQon. xxvii, 22), “and wopt, and saf
there before the Lord, and fastod until
evenr, and offured burnt offurings, and
punco offerings boefore the Lord.” Vill
' Churelinan” undertake to say thoy sat
whou those otlvrings were made?  When
tho mnltitudoe sat, it was probably on
the ground. “Beforo the Lord” is inter

proted to mwean the “plice whero He is
worshippod.’

Tho texta reforring o acats in ihe
Symagogues (plnecs ol meeting vr nssom-
blins), are familiar to avery Biblical
roader, but prove nothing for “Church-
nman’s purpose. A Christian Chureh is
& holier place. 1t is to the Christian
what the Templo was to tho Jow,  The
Synagognes were accossory to the Tem-
ple. In Jernsalem nlone, we aro in-
formed thero were nearly five hundred.
In thesw, large portions of the Scriptures
wero rend hy succewive membors of the
congregation, then seated ;5 and to these
sittiugs thy texts quoted  refer, and
not to nets of worchip, That Jesus it
when he faught in the Temple (John viit.
2) isin no way nn authority for sitting
whon addressing the Almighty.  Sitting
was the pusture of the Teacher among the
Juws, the people standing round ebont
him.  (laghtfoot 243). According te
Lightfoot, (on Luke iv 16,) Joaus, ns o
member of the Syungorzne te which he
belonged, sloud up to read, and sat when
he taught, agreenbly to tho goneral
custom,

1t may boe questioned how far in this

Dioceso the Reclor amd  congregation,
with tho sanction, express or implind, vt
the Bishop had or have nathority to iu-
troduce new or modify oxisting obwer
vances. This it is not my province tu
discusa. It is sufficient for me, and
many othors, that any ceremonial obser-
vanco is not diaploasing to Gob ; approving
of nll that “de serve to n decent order
and Godly discipline, and auch as be apt
to stir up the dull mind of man to the
romembrance of his duty to Gop by some
notable anid specinl signifiention, wheroby
he might 'be edified.” (Prefix 3 to Book
of Common Prayer.)

I understand that in many Churches
in Great Britain the practice prevails of
standing on 'the presoutation of the offer-
tory and the fullowing extract from a
religious papér shaws that it is not un-
comion 1o the United States,

#1t han heen n growing custom through-
out the Church for yeara past that the
entire congregation ahould rise, in order
by this act to unito with the Prieat in
the solemn presentation of the offerings
of the people unto the Tord. This
seemly act, 4o entirely in harmomy with
the apirit and purpose of the rubric,
which requires that the Driest *‘shal
humbly present” the offerings and plac
them upon the Holy Tabie, like any
change, whether for the Letter or not
moets epposition from gome, while th
objections commonly urgud are oftea th
strongest nrguments in favor of the prac
tice. This is particularly so in the cuse
of an old parishioner in Canada, who
stated his objection as follows :

“It soomed to him absurd to make
such a fuss over tho few shillinga they
put on the plate Sunday by Sunday. Tt
they ware to stand up, and so profess
before Goo that they wero actually mak
ing to Him an olfering from the means
1le had given them, it would be necessary
to make this matter of the Sunday collee
tion more a matter of conscience, and to
give sowething proportionnte to their
menng and worthy of tho Great Being to
wlom the olfaiing wes made” lle
thorefore, proferraidl the old fushioned
ides o the ‘penny collection,” which
touchod no man's conseience,and extracted
from his purse but a few paltry cents.
Thua diil this good man, in opposing the
introduetion of the use, present an argu-
ment in its favor, amd thoughtful men
will probably cunsider it @ useful iden it
it will only sot mwen serionsly to think
what is due to Gop iu the matter of
“ithes and oflerings’ which tliey have
herotofore withheld from Llim."—Living
Church. Nov. 18,

For “Churchiman” [ have but a few
closing words. ['eason and revelation
alike teach that in ull religious rites,
ceremaonios and oblations there is no in-
trinsic officacy. In the sight of Gop
they aro only of value, as they proceed
frum the heart, ns acts of fuith in accord-
ance with His will; (Isainh i, 13) and of
uso, as thoy serve to fix our attention, and
aro nuxilinrios to devotion,  *What is not
of fuith is sin.' (Romaus xiv. 23.) The
outward nct to bo acceptable must be
prompted from within.  Could I bs con-
vincald that the practice ubjected to is
displensing to the Almighty or “an un-
sgoinly ostontatious punde i’ I would
cordially unite with “Churchman” in
aceking for ite abolition, but 1 am not
disposed to cavil:at any thing conducive
to groater reverence in the Naactuary.

WestriELD.—Less than a month ago, a
meeting to take into comsideration the
building of a new parsonage was held at
the Parish Church. aud its result reported
in your issue of Nov. 11th. It was then
stated that Mr. Woodman had offered to
give two or three acres of land for a sile.
When the Committes went to locate the
site he very generously incressed it to
tour acres, which ho had valued at from
$400 to $500. The deed hes already
been drawn up and recorded. The Com-
mittee decided to lose no time, and as
soon as a plan could be decided upon
commenced work, with the intention of
having the foundations sil finished this
fall, The work progressed rapidly till
within about three days of completion,
when Jack Frost brought all to a stand
still.

Let me review wh: i
has passed before our eyes in the jut
ten years. Than there w:s only one
village in the country with aboat 300
of a population. There was scarcely 3
hcuse a quarter ofa mile from Ked Liver
or the Assiniboine River. To-day we
have a country 120 in breadth by 200
miles in length, covered with sall
soltlements, being dotted over with
homesteads—and yot this country is luy
the mateway to the vast vegivn of finile
land beyond. The village of 300 woplo
has become a city of 12,000 inhabitans,
witha business that is perhaps only ex-
cecded now by six or eight cities in the
whele Dominion, A year ago the dutics
paid on imports made Winnipeg the
eighth city as a port of entry in Canula.
But a year has dvne much in Winnipes,
This past year has scen uearly 303
houses wholly or partially built, at a cest
of nearly a million of dollara, Iu 170

offices. There arc now mearly 150. If

we mensured our progress by the common
schools we should find a like result.
But we kuow the life and growth of this
country are yet scarcely commenced.”

The Dishop falt that any holp obtained
from England would be very inadequate,
although it would be of great importanco
in their present position :—

“I am happy to e able to say that [
think we may get some further help from
England. We may be sure we shall
requiro more than the utmest we shall
be able to get, but every additional heip
will not only remove some deficiency but
will increase our ability to help ourselves
in the future. It is this that lends
double value to all help at our present
stage. Some time ngo 1addressed a letter
ta the Archbishop of Canterbury stating
briefly our circumstances. The Arch-
bishop has informed me of the decp
interest the communication has given
him, and of his desire to help any effort
for us. I have since learned that be has
communicated with the society for the
Propagation of the Gospsl and the socirty
for DP’romoting Christian Knowledge,
and that he has recommended an excep-
tional aid to us in view of our execp-
tional position.”

That the Church in Rupert’s Land is
not depending altogether on others, or
has lust sight of it~ own resyonsibilitics,
is clearly shown in the following :—

*‘But, my reverend brethren and breth-
ren of the laity, while I am very censc!-
ous that for the work before us we musé
have outside help-—yet I am very anxi-
ous that we should thoughtfully consider
how we can do the most for ourselves.
And first, as regands the giving of our
means. This is a duty incumbent upon
every Christian, especially incumbent
upon us who in the past have been so
Inrgely aided by others. Besides this,
vur paople will never rise to a due sense
of their Christian privileges. cortainly
they will never value the Cburch to
which they belong,if they do not give
forthe wark substantially of their meuns.
No doubt errors have existed, and sh!l
exist, with respect_to gifis “for Gons
serviea and other good works, as if they
were -efficaciously meritorious in them-

“Tie Mission Board, in order to encour-
aze systematic giving, and to enlist the
imerest and help of, if possible, every
member of the Chureh has pat forward a
plau asking for at least five conts & month
from every member of tha Church over
eigiteen years of age, Larger subscip-
tious from those who can afford them
will he very welcome and helpful ; but
it i+ anxionsly desired to bring out aid
from all. This genersl assistance from
ail the wewbers of the body haa been
the secret of the finaneial suceess of the
Fres Chureh of  Scotland and of the
Wesleyan holy.

I may say that the plan has been very
suceessfully introduced into St. John's
Catiwdral parish and Holy Trinity par-
ish, and 1 lope it will be gencrally
adopted.
