ERIN'S SOCIAL WAR.

Birth of she Agitation om American
Soil—** The West's Awake’—Landlords
Taking Thelr Turn in the Workhoase
and Emigrant BShip—Liberators of the
Lana.

Drocuepa, Cct. 13, 1879,

Speaking to & stipendiary megistrate of the
.county of Meath to-day, who also happens to
have the word honorable attached to hianame
and isithe brother of an Irish nobleman, I
wag informed that something must be done
for the landlords as well as for the tenants in
Ireland,and during my peregrinations through
-the country I have found that the Irish lund-
lord is grudually arriving at the opinion that
a farther settlement of the land question is
the great Irish question for the next Parlia-
ment. How it is to be dcne is as ditlicult a
problem just now as the famous question raised
by the mionks of the Middle Ages as to the
Jprecise process necessary to pass the Serip-
tural camel through the eye of the Scriptural
needle, but there is no doubt about the fact
that the current agitstion among the Irish
farming classes is directed, and will continue
to be directed, toward an agrarian revolution,
greater in its scope and its results than any
which hus taken place since Stein—the Le-
generator of Prussia, as tbe Emperor William
has styled him—formulated the idea of a
peasant proprietary, or since the revolution of
1789 abolished landlordism in the fair lund of
France. Of course those whoown the land are
jnst now as vehement as they were three
moenths ago in denouncing the agitators as
lawless conupirators against the rights ot pro-
perty. Butit 8o happenstheanti-rent move-
ment originated, not with Mr. Parnell or his
Parliamentary colleagues, but was in the
beginning an Irish-Americun idea. The agi-
tation was unthought of when Mr. John Dsvoy,
one of the ex-Fenian prisoners, now resident
in the States, issued a declaration suggesting
the unien of the Irish revolutionary element
in this country with the advanced section of
the Irish Parliamentary party in promoting
Parliamentary agitation from the nationalist
point of view. The basis upou which that
union was offered was that of the land ques-
tion—plainly and clearly the rooting of the
tenant occupiers in the possession of the soil.

BHADOWS CAST BEEORE.

It was foreseen last year—as, indeed, it was
forescen at least two years before the great
Irish famine—that bad times were coming in
'1879. Mr, Michael Davitt, another ex-
Yenpian prisoner, had been through the coun-
try and bad grasped the coundition of the
farming classes. Mr. Davitt visited the
United States and was welcomed by his
countrymen there. Mr. Davitt came buck to
1reland, and came back with a definite plan
of agitation in his cranium. It wasin July
last that the anti.rent agitation burst out in
the West, and the cry went out amongst the
Irish farmers that the West's awake. It used
{0 be asleep in the stirring times of the Young
Irelanders a gensration ago. Mr. Davitt tra-
velled through the West and organized local
meetings, in which the undoubted distress of
the small farmers was procluimed io a
decidedly aggressive form. The fact that the
extreme nationalists were busy in Connemara
organizing an agrarian body alarmed such a
decided anti-English politician as Johu of
Tuam, who wrote a public letter denouncing
the proposed agitation. He feared that it
would, unguided by some strong moral power,
develop into war, in which bluod might be
spilled and a landlord or two offered up as a
propitiatory sacrifice. Aund then would come
proclamation from Dublin Castle, a coercion
bill from Parliament and a magnificent
harvest for the Royal Itish Constabulary and
the jailors. But still the fact remained that
there was a Bstarvation scare throughout
the land. The small farmers particu-
larly had drawn on the savings of years to get
-over the bard times of '77 and '78, and in nine
-cases out of ten they were penniless. What
tttle yiold their tarms could give would barely
suffice to give bread sans meat to their fami-
lies during the year, let alone pay the rent,

-and already they were in debt to the trades-

men of the smeall towns. There was no doubt
-about it they cnuld not pay the rent nor could
they pay the tradesmen ‘in 1879. What were

‘they to do ? There is 4 spirit among.the Irish

While
thig was going on local meetings were being
held in the West of Ireland, and resolutions
were being presented to the landlords or
their agents by the tenantry. Up to the end
of August not a single landlord had re-
sponded or offered the slightest abatement
of rents, and all hope fled that a good
or even a moderate harvest could come to re-
lieve the hlack prospect. In South and West
the potatoes were roiting in the ground, the
wheat was lost, or all but loat ; the hay fields
were covered with melancholy lakes, and the
prospect was as bad for the grazing farmer as
it was for the tiller. The loss of tbe hay
crops made it impossible for the grazier to
hope for a profitable pursuit of his business
during the winter, even if the importation of
live cattle from your side had not reduced the
prices of Irish beef and mutton and dairy
produce in the English market, The gra-
ziers hurried to get ip their stock at any price
at the fairs, and the result was seen last
week at the great fuir of Ballinasloe, where,
while the supply of live stock was far below

the average, the prices greedily taken
were little more than  half those
realized the previous years. The small

graziers had to sell out at any cost to pay
even rednced rents. The wealthy graziers
held back because thev could not afford
to sell their stock at a loss. They are wait-
ing for better markets elsewhere. Another
element of Jistress operated against the small
occupiers of the West. More than at any
other period during the past ten years they
emigrated tn England as harvestmen, thers to
earn, if possible, the money to pay the rents
for their miserable Irish homesteads. Not
more than one in tep, I am told, have earned
anything beyond mere sustenance.,

HEARTBICK AND EMI'TV-HANDED.

Thke agricuitaral depression in Epgland
made woik scarce, and lowered the price of
their labor, and hundreds of them
ware coming back hsartsick and empty-
banded to the wife and the child-
her” at home. I witnessed a pitiable
scene at Chester the other day. There were
three miserable looking, prematurely broken
down men, in tattered frieze clotheg, who had
tramped from Staftordshire to Chester, and
were without a penny to pay their way back
again to the West of Ireland., These
wore small farmers turned harvestmen.
I was one of the contributors to a sub-
scription originated by an Irish gentleman
on the platform to pay the fares of the
poor fellows back to their expectant wives
and little ones at home. The fear of these
wretched tenants of the consequences of their
inability to pay the rent was Dantesque in its
intensity, but the hardest heart could not but
be moved at the despair they uttered at having
nothing #to put into the mouths of the wife
and the childher.” Another touching story
will do more toan statistical volumes to pic-
ture the misery of the peopla Tt was told to
me by a curman who was driviog me the
other day through the country. Do yu see
that house, s8ir," said he, pointing to an
apparently fnug hwmestead, about a quarter
of a mile from the roadside. « Well, sir,
the man of the house was a warm mnn three
yearsngo. I was driving by there yesterday
and I got down to get a dhrink for the niare,
The family wor at dinner. D’ye know wot
they wor atin, sir, the wife and the siven
childher? Cowld praties, sir, that were left
from the breakfast. I wouldn't go in,sir, and
I turned away from the door feeling
sick meself. The man to whom he
referred was farming sixty acres. It
wan the knowledge of such facts as
these which induced the priesta to throw their
influence on the side of the people. But,as I
have sald, up to the close ot Parlinment no
answer had come to the pitiable pleading of
tbe tenants from the landlords. It was then
that the Parnell crurade began, and the mem-
ber for Merth determined to hold the series
of wonster meetings which culminated in the
Navan demonstration of yesterday. Mr., Par-
nell and his eollengues—O'Connor Power,
Biggar and W. H. O'Sullivan- are the ori-
ginators of the crusade which is now prepar-
iog for the Britisb government in Ireland the
most perplexing problem with which they
have had to deal since the union—more per-
plexing than the tithe agitation, more danger-
ous than the Fenlan movement, more
difficult than either the Irish land or
the Irish Church agitations of nine and ‘ten
years ago. It was Parnell’s opportunity to
settle by the public voice the question of who

he has settied it effuctually, I have made a
calculation on the lowest estimates of the
number of the people who have attended the
anti-rent apitations held since the end of
August—in the past six weeks.

They will not
now purt with their gooda without resdy
money. "There are few farmers who are not
in debt to the tradesmen. I can venture to
state that not a single shopkeeper in this
place has received money payments for fifty
pgj cent of the transactions with the small
auddmoderate farmers within the last twelve
moiths. Another aspect of the question is
presented by the fuct hitherto little noticed
by the writers on the condition of affairs, that
in most of the counties the rents paid for the

past thirty years huve been to high that the’

tenants, especially the swmall tenants, from
Bixty to seventy acres downward, have been
precluded from saving. They have, in mod-
vrately prosperous years, been bardly able to
live. In exceptionally good years they
bave been honest enough to pay off
accumulated debts and were thus jeft
without capital to face the depression.
It is idle to tell them that as fauming
does not pay they should take to some other
business. There is8 no other business to take
to in Ireland. Emigrate then. Thcy answer
they have not money to emigrate, and that the
ugreat shelter land,” as Parnell calls the States,
is chuck full and does not want them. Be-
sides, they are determined to stick to the
land. They will not lcave the land this time.
This is simply the policy which Mr. Parpel}
recommends—to hold the land under any cit-
cumstances, rent or no rent ; to hold, in fact,
Ireland for the Irish against all odds. In fice
of this settled passionate purpose of the
people the landlords themselves have a griev-
ance. They are not of the thrifty tribe, and
depend on their rents for subaistence, and
calamity stares them in the fuce in almost as
Kreat a degree a8 the tenants.

TURNING THE TAILES.

« What will landlords do?” asked one of
them in my presence yesterday, only to re-
ceive the reply from one of his own tenants,
«Let them take a turn at the workhouse or
the emigrant ship. We did it often eunough
before/t But the ope thing remains certain
that in the present temper of the people Brit-
ish law and landlord combinations are power-
less. There cennot be, and 1 veature to say
there will not be, any attempt at whole-

sale eviction. Mr. Parnell bas, by his
action, prevented that possibility, and
at all the meetings he has attend.

ed he has preached the welcome doe-
trine of resistance to any such expedic
ent. No one landlord or proprietor is pre.
pared to facea social war by inaugurating the
policy of eviction, When bMr. Parnell told
the people to pay no moere rent than they
could afford, a majority of his colleagues in
the House of Commons were ready enough to
deslare that the man was gone mad and most
of them held aloof from the agitation on vari-
ous pretences. Some were ill, some had
business abroad, some could not agree with
the principles of the member for Meath in
the agrarian question. But by degrees they

came in. Their const'tuents called them,
aud even Mr. Shuw, the «leader,”
has been  dragged at the chariot

wheels of bis rival Parpell. Those who have
refused to go the whele hog are doomed by
the constituencies, and acting on the uncom-
promising advice of the leader of vbstriction,
at least ten of the Irish Home Rule members
are to Le ousled frow their seats nt the next
election. Therest will fullow Panell, or else
they must go too. The member for Meath iy
thus ip the position of a Carlinmentary dic-
tator, and the position is strengthened by the
attitude of support which the priests have
adopted toward him.
THEN AND KDY,

Nine years ago, when Joha Martin came to
Meath as the popular candidate, he was de-
nounced by a large section of the priests of
Meath, I saw every one of his denunciators
cheering for Parnell on Sunday lust. Eveu
the prime mover of the opposition to Joha
Martin, the Vicar-General Archdeacon Nich-
olls, was foremost on Sunday in proclaiming
the loyalty of the priesthood, uot only of
Meath, but of all ireland, to the Parnell po-
licy of “no surrender.” As it was at
Meath it has been elsewhere. In the West
and the South and in Leinster the prominent
members of the priesthood have ascended the
Parnell platforms. Any one who knows Ire-
land knows what an all-powerful influence
they have ot any public question. It would
be idle to disguise another development in
the political line. The land agitation has an
undoubted tendency to shelve the Home Rule
question. Home Rule would bave been rolo-
gated to a back seat in the theatre of Irish
politics but for the fact that Parnell is now
the Home Rule leader ¢pso facto, und that in
some form or other such men &8
Sullivan, O'Connor Power, Biggar and
even Shaw have given in their adhesion
to his leadershin, The battle of the future
will not be fought as & home rule conflict;
but it will be fought by the home rulers on
the ory of the « Land for the Peoplo and the
People for the Land.” The proposition, which
you havealready received from Parnell in New
York, is, at all events, simple. He proposes
that, for the bepefit of landlord and cccupier,
the State shall step in, purchase the land from
the landlord at a fair valuation, resell it to the
terant, and spread the payment over a long
series of years, when the land becomes the
absolute property of the occupier. The land-
lord is to be paid by the State in consols, the
interest on which is paid by the revenue con-
tributed by the new purchasers, the state
borrowing ‘the capital —pot providing it-by
taxation, as has beon stated. 'There are many
landlords- who ohject to compulsory sales, but
when next year 'comes there will be many
more teady enooghi to sell-what will not be
paying properties; 5o that tbere is every
prospect of a large percentage of thelandlords
being ready .aud willing to support the Par-
nell ‘settiemont, and, indeed, to aecept the
member for Meath -a8 .a benefactor.of their
class—that {g; if the pressure of agitation is
only kept up.long -enough .aud the tensnts.

Hon, Mr. CuarLzau asked the Premier

for wue  explanations of the Ministerial

chiruges that had occurred during the recess ?

Mr. Gauxox also requested the ssme infor-
mation, and accused the ex-Provincial Secre-
tary ot having violated the oath of office in
having exposed the secrets of the Cubinet
in his letter published in the Clhronicle last
month ?

Hon. Mr. JoLy stated that he understood
it was his duty to give the explanations as to
the resignation of Hon, Mr. Chauvenu, and as
to the offer of bis seat in the Cabinet to Mr.
Fiyan. Mr. Joly stated that he was quite
ready to give those explanations, and had
ouly waited until they should be asked of
bhim. If Mr. Flynn would authorize him to
do 50, he would read to the House his letter ot
the date of 14th October, which threw more
light on the subject than any verbal explana-
tion might give.

Mr. FLyyN having given his consent, and
reqilested at the same time tbat the Premier
should reai the answer to his letter,

Hon. Br. JoLy proceeded to reud the two
following letters :—

HovoranLe DEar Str—About the 13th of
September last you were so kind as to honor
me with the offer of the Ministerial office of
Provincial Secretary, left vacant by the re-
signation of the Hon. Mr. Chauveau. I told
you at the time that owing to the stand I bad
taken on the floor of the House of Assembly
relative to certain questions, especially that
of coalition, that [ could not at the time
accept your offer, but at the same time added
that you were at liberty to appoint another
colleague (either permanently or protempore),
or wait until after the general elections
before filling the vacamcy, and if, in the
event the result of these elections were
to prove in your favor, that I would then
be prepared to accept your offer. You then
accepted the latter altermative, and I left
you, giving you to understand I would coo-
sult my friends on the subject. About the

Butat the same
time I informed you that if I were to come to
any different conclusion before the 28th Oc~
tober, I would give you fuir notice of the
fact. Since thut interview, I bave again
weriously reflected upon the gravity and im-
por-auce of the question, and, considering on
the ope band that you could earily find & sub-
gtitute for Mr. Chauveau, as you had told me,
or given me to understund, and on the other
hand that s the pressspokesmen of the Oppo-
sitium, probably giving the words pronounced
by me in the House a greater importance than
they reslly deserved, were making use of my
name as o weapon against you, and that, in
the event of my becoming your colleague,
my position, uoder the circumstances, might
be lovked upou as abnormal, and become a
source of trouble to you as well as myself,
[ therefore come to *he conclusion, though
pot without a feeling of regret, to tell you
not to connt upen my acceptance, and to dis-
pose of the vacancy as you might think pro-
per. As to my position towards your Govern-
ment, as a member, I thiok I may say that I
have not at the present moment any inten-
tion of placing my future conduct in contra-
diction with my counduct in the past. Bat
a$ the same time I desire to reserve to myeself
that liberty of appreciation aud actien neces-
sary to every representative who wishes to

My Dean Sim,—) received last night your
letter of the 14th October, informing me that
you have come to the conclu~ion, not with-

Hon. Mr, Jory added that be did not think
that the House would reqnire any more ex-
planations so far as his rolations with Mr,
Flynn had been concerned. He wou d now
wive such explanations as hrd been asked
from hijn in relation to the Hon. Mr. Chau-
veau's Puignation. There explanations would
he very much tacilitated if the Hon. Mr.
Chauvean would grant him the same permis-
sion which had been granted to him by Mr
Flynn, and would allow him to communicate
to the House the letter of rerignation rent by
the Hon. Mr. Chauveau, Mr. Joly's answer to
the same, and Mr. Chunvuau's letter of ex-
planation written the next day,

letter marked ¢ Private,” which Mr. Chanveau
had just now authorized him to communicate

"My DEan 8ir,—I am much surprised to
learn that . Mr. Langelier .bas not made’ you
acquainted with the ressongof my resigna-
tion, . Yenterday aiternaon, in the prerence
of the Speake", I made him .a statemsnt of

‘what bad pussed butween Mr. Flynnand my-

galf. Iknew alresdy that that gentleman
wighed to take my situation as Secretary in
your Government, and I sent you my resig-
nation to allow you to make such an arrange-
ment as would strengthen your Goverpment.
Please to accept, my dear sir, my most sincere
thanks for all your kindness, and your good
advice during the time I had the honour to
be one of your colleagues. If youwish to see
me I will attend yonr first summons. Yours,
very sincerely,
(Signed), ALEXANVRE CHAUVEAU.

Hon. Mr, Jovy then added that he was
obliged to approach a painful subject. A
member of this House had charged Mr. Chau-
veau with having violated his oath ot oftice
in disclosing the secrets of the Cabinet in a
letter written by bhim, and which appeared
first, he thought, in the Morning Chrenicle
about the middle of September. He could
assure the House that, in writing that letter,
Mr, Chauvea: had not disciosed Cabinet
gecrets, When Mr. Chauveaun gave it 1o be
understood in that letter that he had tendered
his resignation to Mr. Joly before the session,
and that he had been asked to withdraw it,
he bad stated what was not true.

Hon. Mr. Cuauvveau rose and said that
Mr. Joly had not understood the meaping of
bis letter, which bad been first written in
French and then translated by some one else,
and that he had not said in that letter that
he had tendered bis resignation and bad been
requested to withdraw it.

Hon. Mr. Jouy stated that when he rend
the letter his first impression was to contra-
dict that statement immediately in the press;
but bad reflected tbat it would be giving a
very unscemly spectacle for the Province to
show two men, who bad been collesgues in
the Cabinet for so many monthr, wrangling
together and calling each other's veracity in
question. As to rumors of dissensions in
the Cabinet, those dissensions, he was happy
to say, bad never existed, and, as Chief of the
Cabinet, he would never have allowed them
to exist. He was happy to eay that, up
to the time of Mr. Chapleau's resignation, the
greatest friendship and barmony had pre-
vailed, not only between his colleagues and
himeelf, but to all appearances between all
hia colleagues.

Hon. Mr. CuarrLeav thanked the Hon
Premier for his explanations. Referring to
the cotrespondence publighed in  certain
journals, between the Premier and the mem-
ber for Quebec West he would be glad to see
so important au element of the population as
the Irisk Cuatholics represented in the Cabinet ;
but he agreed with the Premier that nativnal
distinctions should not be made with a view
to claiming it as a rule to national represen-
tatives in the Cabinet.

Mr. McSnavg said that be had not been con-
sulted in 1he matter before the correspondence
in qaestion was published, but that ke agreed
with almost every paragraph written by Mr.
Murpby. He did not consider, however, that
the time was opportune for the making of
such a proposal, but trusted thatif a new
Government was formed, its leader would see
that it should contain an Irish Catholic re-
presentative. He wisbed to explain that he
did not mean by this term a member who
simply bore an Irish name, but one represent-
ing the Irish people.

Mr. FLysy denied the statement contained
in Mr. Chauveuu's letter, that he had ever de-
gired that gentleman’s seat in the Cabinet.
Judgiog from the remarka of the last speaker
upon the question of Irish representation,
there was only one mau in the House eligitle
to enter the Cabinet as representing the Irish
Catbolics of the Province, and he hoped that,
when a new Cabinet was formed, a seut would
be offered to the member for Montreal West.

After further discussion the House ad-
journed until 2.30 p.m:

At @ quarter to four o'clock the Premier
took his seat, and thanlted the House for
their indnlgence in waiting his return. He
had just beep called by the Lieut.-Gover-
nor to receive the communication of Iis
Honor's reply to the documwent heo had
handed to His Hobpor last evening. He
read in French the draft of his own letter and
the reply of the Governor, a document cover-
ing several pages of foolscap in French (of
which there was a8 yet no official translation).
Hon. Mr. Joly wade 8 curgory translation of
the correxpondence, stating that, having ad-
vised the Governot of the adverse vote, which
he and his colleagues deemed equivalent to
a vote of non-confidence, he had requested
dissolution of the Assembly, confident that an
appesl to the country tor their verdict on the
constitutional points involved would give bis
Cabinet 8 much stronger followiug in the
Houwe tban it had hitherio obtained. On
the refusal thereof he and his collengues had
folt it their duty to tender their resignations
to the Lieutenant-Governor, which His Honor
hud been pteased to accept.

By requost of Mr. Romerrson, the docu-
ments which were read by the Premier were
explained in Euglish, )

Hoo. Mr. CuaPLeau asked that the docu-
ments just read be laid on the table and form
part of the records of the House? :

Hon, Mr. JoLy saw po objection. He in-

tained some 130 pages, ‘and he would ask
that part of it should be printed.

Opposition on the formation of a new Cabinet.
The following is the correspondence rend
in the House this afternoon by Hon. Mr.
Joly :— o
QuEgzc, October 30, 1879.

To His FHonor the Licutenant-Governor of
Quebec :

Sm,—I have the honor to inform you that
the Cabinet has been defeated by n majority
of six votes upon a question which my col-
leagues and myself consider as a vots of non-
confidence. This vote is the result of the un-
constitutional action of the Legixlative Coun-
cil, and I do not cousider it as vxpressing the
ppinion of the msjority of the people of the
Province of Quebec. Itis mv duty to spply
to Your Honor for n dissolution, in view of
sn  immediate appeal to the people. I
firmly believe that the result of an
appeal to the people, which I now ask for,
would be to give to the Goverament a
much larger majority than it has hitherto
poasessed. Allow me to add that, in my
opinion, the present circumstances mwake it
very advisable that an immediate occasion
should be afforded to tho electorate of the
Province to pronounce on the comstitutional
question arising out of the action of the
Legislative Council in connection with the
Supplies.

To the Hon. H#H. G. Joly, DPremicr of the
Province of Quebec :

Sir,—The Lieut.-Governor has the honor
to acknowledge the receipt of the request
made to him by the Executive Council, of
which you are the head, to dissolve the pre-
scut Parlisment. The Lieut.-Governor doos
not overlook the embarrassment of the pre-
sent situation, and be understands how im-
portant it is for him to be doubly prudentand
impartial in the midst of the benevolent in-
tentivns whick have divided public opinion
for some time past. The Lt.-Governor - esires
at once to call tho atteution of his Minis-
ters to the difference which exirts betwoen
their position and his on a yuestion such
as that which is now at stake. It must not
be forgotten that the privilege of dissolviug
Parliament is one of the most valued pre.
rogatives of the Sovereign,and that jtis the
right and the duty of the representatives of
the Crown to control its excesses. Now, the
Lieutenant-Governor and the Cabinet cannot
look at the subject of this prerogative from
the same point of vicw, The first care of
Government, under the political system which
governs us, is to administer the affairs of the
country for the best, undoubtedly, but in all
cases Ly means of a party, while with
the representative of the Crown parties
count for nothing, although the Lieu-
tenant-(iovernor is always disposed 1o
lend the sanctinn of his autbority to legis-
tative or administrative acts which are evi-
dently above all blame, and which every good
administration mignt consider usetul or
necessary, he is strictly bound to enquire
whether the extraordinary exercise of the
Royal preropatives with which he is invested
{s demanded by the greater good of the Pro.
vinee, us ho {8 responsible towards the Crown
for all political troubles and for all financial
dnunge from which he might save the DPro-
vince, and from which he does not save it.
When the Lieut..Governor received your
request what first struck him  was the
fact that, since your assuming pewer,
you had already asked the Crown
for a dissolution, and obtained it. Two
dissolutions for the same Cabinet, the extru-
ordinary exercise of the most valued of the
royal prerogatives granted twice to the same
Administration witbin an interval of a few
months. Such was the tirst idea which pre-
fented itself to the mind of the Licut.-Gover-
vor. Immediately after your entry iuto office
you asked the Crown to dissolve Parliament,
and you had a general ¢lection.  You issued
from the electoral struggle with a majority,
according to you with a minority nccording
to your opponents; but {u point of fact you
were enablud to govern at first with the vote
ot the Spesker and subsequently with a
majority varying from  four to two votes;
an. ia fine, you have announced to-day to
the :epresentative of the Crown that you
find yourselt in the House, resulting from
the clections asked for by yourself, in a min-
ority of six votes. and yon ¢laim & uew dis.
solution. [ it in the public interest that the
Province should he suhjected 8o frequently to
general elections? Is it in accordunce with
the spirit ot the Constitution that Pucliament
shonld be dissolved sooften? Isthe renewal
at such brief intervals ot the popular repre-
sentation of a nature to eusure the stability
and the gnod working of our political Institu.
tions? To all thess questions the Lieut-
Governor deems it his duty to answer—no.
The wise authority awarded to us by the Con-
stitution which we enjoy has decided that
general elections for this Province should take
place every four years, and this pericd is not
50 long that it should be still further shortened
without reasons of extraordinary gravity,
The Prime Minister understanda the deep and
prolonged avitation with which a general
election plunges society at larke,as well as
the divisicnR and the demoralization which
will follow it. Apart from these political
sud socind considerations, there are the finan-
cial considerations. A general vlection and the
gespion, which a dissolution at this moment
would render inevitable, would cost the
country & hundred thousaund dollars; and in
the financial rituation in which we are placed,
this is an expenditure which deserves to be
earnastly convidered. However, if there were
rearons sufficiently grave and serfous to trans-

cend all  other  considerations, the
Lieut.—Governor admits that a disso-
lution might be had recourse to;
hut  do similar reasons  exist in

the present case? A dissolution can have
hut one objact, and that is to waintain i
power certnin men or certain parties. Tbherse
would not be in this & sufficient compensa-
tion for the racrifices which the country
would be called upon to make. The Lisut.-
Governor i8 quite prepared to ndmit that the
views ot his Ministers are of the highest
character, and that the struggles which they
have led have bren inspired by the best of
motives; but when 1t becomes necessary to
divide duties and respondibilities, each one
must look upnn the matter from his stand-
point, and perform the task which his positioa
allots him. Under the present circum-
stances one of the reasons which might be
brought forward in support of an appesl to
the peaple would be the necessity of restoring
barmoov between the two branches of the
Leyrislature, but this harmony is very nearly
restored, and if there exists any other method
than dissnlution to complete the reconcilia-
tion of the Council with the Arsembly the
Lieut.Governor considers that it is his duty
to make use of it. The question for the
Lieut.-Governor to decide i3 not whether the
Govérnment id to becoma the victim of what
his’ advisers- call an-irresponsible body. Bo
tong us hia Minirters posressed the confidence
of the_popular branch of the Legislature he

gqnsidered them as the Teprusuntatives of

e
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the will of the people, and maintained
them in their positicn, contrary to tho
wish expressed by the Legislative Council ;
but now the majority which the Government
had in the Legislative Assembly has become
& minority. The two brauches of  the Legis.
lature agres upon one of the most important
puints, viz., a change of Government, and it
caunot be alleged that recourse must be had
to extraordinary means to terminate a con-
flict which is in a tair way to bs terminated
by ordinary means. The necessity of restoring

In fine, you declare that, in ¥your
opinion, the late events require that an
immediate opportunity shoula bLe afforded
10 the peoplu to pronounce upen the con-
stitutional question raised by the action of the
Council in regard to the SBupplies; the Lieut.-
Governor sees no necessity of appealing to the
people on this peint.  The absolute right of
the Counucil, at least&uch is the impression of
the Licut..Governor, is contended by none, so
that there only remains to be discussed the
question of opportuneness. Now the represen-
tutives of the people, elected scarely 18 months
ngo, expressed their opinion upon this ques-
tion befors the adjournwment of the House,
and the fact that since tnat adjournment
they bave voted want of confidence in the
Administration, does not reverss their
previous verdict on the question at issue, and
is pot suflicient of itself to warrant a dissolu-
tion. Itvappears to the Lieutenant-Governor
that there could be no more iwpoliticact
than to revive, by au altogether extruordinary
proceeding, a difliculty settled, nnd an appesl
to the people just mow could bear no other
meaning. For all these reasons, deoply pone-
trated with the feelings of his responsibility
towards the Crown which he represents, and
towards the people of this Province, the
Lieutenant-Governor does not deem it his
duty to make the use you ask Lim of tho
itoyal prerogative, having for its objoct n dis-
solution of the Parliament.

The Last Mowments and Agony of the
Wwinchester Mills Murderer—Hin Cone
fession—Scene at the Scaflold.

Prosperlty and Stocks..

There can be uo-longer any doubt that the
Bnited States have entered on an era of
bright prosperity. The chief cause of this
prosperity is their ‘magnificent. harvest, and

" for them the Providentisl colncidence of a
. gearcity of cereals in Europe, especially in
Bussia. Millions of -dollars have flowed into
-#he American coffers' from France and Eng-
. land during the first six months, and are still
. .flowing. . It never rains but it pours, says the
old proverb, and, to confirm it, people who
had for the past few years hoarded their

past, dupes will be found to throw their money
into profitless schemes, in the hope of attain-
ing to sudden wealth. Of course they will
be disappointed. W2 are told by the New
York papers that on Monday Spruce Hill
stock, which had been a mere drag on the
market, went suddenly up from fifty cents to
seven dollars a share. A certain class of
#outside fools ” will buy anything when the
fever is upon them. As we follow our Re-
publican neighbors in a great many
things, it is very probable the specula-
ticn mania will soon get hold of us—if, in-
deed, it has not done so already, as witness
the late dealings in tea, which fluctuated
rapidly enough to bring great gains to some
perties and caused correspording loss to
others. We shall soon, no doubt, hear of
rings and corners in other commodities here
in Canada which will require extreme caution
to be guarded against in order to prevent
manipulators from fleecing the unwary to
their own profit. We also have tided over
our lustrum of depressiop, and if we are not
in a8 bright a glow of prosperity as our neigh-
pors, we are squarely on the road to it. This,
then, is the proper time to DLe careful and
cautious, lest, forgetting the warnings of the
pist, we rush into illegitimate ways of mnak.
ing large fortunes at once, and thus deprive
ourselves of that security which a steady ad-
vance along the highways of legitimate busi-
ness alone can bestow, Let us not forget
that Montreal has sulfered more than its
share of depression and business stagnation,
that hundreds of struggling men in our
midst were once good for & hundred thousand
dollars, and that it was a mad rush into the
Maelstrom of speculation such as we see in
New York during the present week that
brought them to grief and dimmed the bright
name of Mountreal in the world of commerce.

Another Famine.
A telegram of terrible import came across
the Atlantic Ocean yesterday ; it was no less
than that a famine has actually commenced in
Ireland with all its concomitant horrors. Its
origin is  suspiciously near that of
thirty years ago, and its surroundings are
the same typoid fever and measles, cxactly
what starving men suffer all over the
world. What & sensation must thrill the
hearts of the millions of Irishmen at this side
of the Atlantic when they lLear the dreadful
nows, and how Btrong must be their resent-
ment against the atrocicus system that per-
mits men—hundreds of thousands of them—
to die of starvation and its accompanying
plagues on ope of the fairest and most fertile
lands in the world. One year's Irish harvest
is sufficient to feed a population of seven mil-
lions for three years, 80 that if the Irish had
a government of their own, and no absentee
landlords, they could afiord to lose two har-
vests in succession, and still not sufter. The
humidity that sometimes destroys the crops,
when there is not too much of it, helps to
fertilize the soil. Perhaps we may be deemed
premature in placing s0 much stress on a
single telegram, but in fact we do not, or
rather we could not if it-was not simply a
confirmation of the news by mail only eleven
days old. The Dublin Freeman sent a
commission last month to travel through
tbe country, see what could be seen,
and furnish a faithful report of the
state of affairs. He has complied with his
instructions, and sent in his report, -and an
appalling one it is. 1n certain districts inthe
West the people have to take the half-green
crops spdred by ' the blightinto the market
towns on their backs, in hampers, their horses
having long ago been sold for debt. The crops
are almost worthless, and hence, finding no

money away in old tin boxes, or locked it up

chaser, they have to take the same pur-

measure, the real wealth of the nation. It

hampers back azain, a distance sometimes
of . efghteen ' ‘or ‘twénty ' miles.: If ‘any
one - donbts .such & -state of things is
‘not the .precursor of a famineé he deserves
credit ag an optimist of the first magnitude.
Of course it is impossible that all-the horrors
of 1848 will be acted over again. Sach scenes
ag those are only permitted once in the his-
tory of a nation not devoid of courage. In

died on the roadside and were - eatem by the
lean hungry dogs which prowled fiercely

the gouth and west, or they died in their cabins
and were devoured by rats, for which the
gloomy years of 1847-8 were years of plenty.
Travellers describe the appearance of the
peasantry they met on the roads, as that of
emaciated wretches with sunken eyesand
hollow cheeks, from whose mouths green
juice and foam issued, a sign they had been
catiug grasses and weeds, staggering from
side to side of the road, doubtful if they
could survive till they arrived at their cabin.
It is a woeful picture, but, certainly not over-
drawn. All this time noble vessels left the

harbors of Ireland for England, laden
with bams, grain, cattle, eggs, Wwith
in fact, the choicest food. Vessels

sent from America with eleemosynary cargoes
of Indiar corn for the starving people encoun-
tered vessels we have described going out,
and marvelled at the patience or apathy of
a people who could submit to such a state
of things. The Epglish economists, however,
explained evervthing to the satisfuction of
everybody by saying that it was owing to the
lawa of trade such an anomalous state of
things existed. The Irish peasant must bave
died happy at the thought that he was
called upon to see the beauties and subtleties
of free trade illustrated in his own person.

He could not, perhaps, understand it, but ke
died In orderinot to disturb them, The times,
however, have changed, & new generation has
sprung up which hearkens to Parnell —who,
by the way, was bern in 1848-—and the world
will be greatly mistaken if, in the present

temper of Irishmen, they permit the theories

of free trade or the theories of law to kill off
a million men and women. Self pregervation

is the first law of nature.

The Toronto ‘ Telegram’ Again,
In our defence of the character of the Irish
people from the attacks of the Toronto Tele-
gram we gaid if journalistic etiquette permit-
ted we would feel justified in branding it as a
liar, but as it did not we merely said it was
ignorant. That we would have been amply
justified in using the harsher expression the
following extract from an editorial in Satur-
day’s Telegram will sliow : —
¢ For hard words and goft arguments com-
¢ mend us to the Montreal Posr. In this re-
# spect it will bear away the palm from all
« competitors. Its vocabulary of Billingsgate
« ig so copious, and its imagination so fervid
« and fertile that it need fear no rival. Its
¢ most recent pronouncement is, that the
# Young Men's Christian Associations furnish
4 this journal with its Irish intelligence, and
« inspire it with anti-Catholic opinions.”
Now, the Post did not make any such pro-
nouncement. What itdid actually pronounce
was that it was possible the Telegram had been
perusing the nice little Sunday School books
so plentifally scattered about therooms of the
Y. M. C. A, and drawn its inspiration from
them. The Teleyram persists in the well
worn and oft refuted slander, that the priests
keep the Irish people in ignorance and
poverty. If our esteemed contemporary
kknows anything of Irish history at all it must
be awarc that it was the British Government
who kept the Irish people in ignorance and
poverty. It must know that they were first
robbed of their lands, then of their churches,
next of their educational establishments, and
that, to cap the climax, the bratal penal laws
were enacted and put in force. Those laws
forbade priests or laymen, under penalty of
death, to teach the peasantry of Ireland
even the rudiments of education. Never-
theless the priests did teach them, under
what we might term the shadow of the scaf-
fold, and suffered death in comsequence. If
the Teleyram is unacquainted with these facts
let it consult Mr. Goldwin Smith, who kuows
history, and for ever after hold its peace, or
write nbout things within its province. But,
burying the penal laws in oblivion, as ought
to be very convenient to some people, let us
examine the charges as they are repeated ‘in
the Zelegran’s reply to our stricture. We are
informed by this educator of the people that
Celtic Scotland, with a barren soil, is pros-
perous und happy, that Presbyterian Ulster is
also prosperous, while Catholic Munster and
Connaught are poor and discontented. The
inference is, of course, ag plain as the nose on
the face of the Teleyram, and is that the Ca-
tholic religion ia to blame. Now, the real

Ulysses the First.
The New York Suan advises its readers, if
they wish to retain the Republic and Demo-
cratic institutions, to vote against Cornell for
Governor of New York. Its argument is that
the election of Cornell will strengthen the
chances of the mext Republican candidate
for the Presidency, that in all probability
General Grant will be that candidate, and
that Grant has imperial notions concealed
under bis Sphynx-like exterior. It may be
that the Sun exaggerates for party purposes,
but be that as it may, this is not the first time
an American Empire has been spoken of. A
newspaper called the Imperialist was pub-
lished in the United States some five or six
years ago with the object of spreading imperial
ideas, but it did not live long enough to create
for itself a literary reputation. It is atthe
same time very certain that there is a large
class in the United States not unfavorably
disposed to monarchical institutions.
Since the war & class which grew
prosperous on the misfortunes of its
country hag sprung into existence, and
established itself as an aristocracy, or at least
something as clogely resembling it as enor-
mous wealth and obscure genealogy will per-
mit. Most Americans of any pretentions
make the European tour now-a-days, and
come back with a profound respect for titles.
The number of American ladies who marry
iuto noble families of Europe is Iarger than
most people imagine. It is the dream of
three-fourths of American belles to marry men
of title, and a French Count or English bar-
onet has infinitely a better chance of carrying
off a rich New York heiress, no matter how
poor he may be, than even the most distin-
guished of her own countrymen. The love
for titles and distinctions is very strong in the
breasts of Americans generally, and few of
them there are of any note who do not attach
somse prefix or other to their names, be it
Judge, Honorable, General or Squire. The
word Mister is, in fact, falling into disuse
among our neighbours, and those of them
who capnot sport the prefixes already
mentioned, are fond of being enrolled as
Knights of orders more or less distinguished.,
It is & weakness inherent in American human
nature, and Charles Dickens was not far as-
tray when hedescribed so many whom he en-
countered as ¢ the most remarkable men in
the country.” It is then no exaggeration to
agsume that those seekers after honors—or at
least the majority of them—would not te
averse to the assumption by General Grantof
the imperial purple. As for the General him-
gelf, he keeps his mind so closely to himself
that the publicis not in a position to judge
how far he is inclined to mount the ladder of
ambition. It is known that Mark Anthony
presented Civsar with a kingly crown which
lie modestly refused three times, but some-
how or other managed to nccept it ultimately.
Napoleon, the ultra Jacobin Republican, also
accepted the imperial crown when it was foreed
upon him, as did the nephew of my uncle half
a century later. General (irant commanded
armies as large as either Ciesar or Napoleon,
and has just a8 much right to
a crown. Let us suppose he is elect-
ed for a third term, and that the Socialists
of Chicago or the wavers of the bloody shirt
in the South took it into their heads to create
a disturbance during his presidency, is it not
possible that the men of wealth, the mer-
chant princes, tho bankers, the great con-
tractors and railrond kings, hungry for titles,
might say, * we do not want a repetition of
of this kind of thing, Communism must
be put down at all hazards and a strong Gov-
ernment established, this perpetual electing
of Presidents unsettles the minds of men ; lst
us elect Grant, the only man who cap save
this country, President for life.” Once Presi-
dent for life what mare natural than that
General Sheridan, like Cwdar's Anthony or
Napoleon's Murat, would gracefully step for-
ward and, presenting Grant a crown manufac-
tured in the mine from which he wasrecently
presented with a brick of gold, say, “Long
live the Emperor Ulysses the First!” Tho
army, two-thirds of which i8 composed of
European mercenaries, would, for a year’s pay
in advance, clear out the Congress at the
point of the Yayonet with the sawe
ense _and good will as Cromwell’s
Ironsides disposed of the Rump Parliament,
or Murat's dragoons chased the French depu.

Missions and Evangelical Alliances,

At a meeting of the Evangelical Alliance
held in Edinburgh, on the 3ist of October,
the Evangelizers put their heads together and
told of the deeds they had done inthe way cf
converting the Heathen—and others.

Irish  Constabulary, or, perhaps, rein.

speaking of an army. We also remember
that two, at least, of the Evangelizers were
sfterwards converted themselves, and that
one of them, Rev. Mr. McLeod, became a
Catholic priest, and went out to China, where
real lona fide pagans and Mobammedans exist.
Now, the wonder i8 why these good and rever-
ened gentlemen who meet in Edinburgh,

Sic Charles ;Btuart, iwho " arrived at; the
Windsor botel’ Thureday night, has very pro-
pounced views. regarding the' land ‘agitation.
In an-interview with a reporter of the Post
this afternoon he expréssed. himsdlf as de-
cidedly adverse to the aspirations of the Irish
farmers, whose demands he regarded-as-im-
practicable and absurd. :Hedid not-ownany.
‘property in Ireland, but he was acquainted
with’a number ot Irish’landlords. His estates
werasitnated in England, but he held pro-
perty in Cunada, and it was for the parpose ot
looking after the. latter that he was now in
this -country. ‘He admitted that it was the
duty- of thdlandlords throughout the United
Kingdom to meet- their. tenunts half-way
during the present existing depression by
reducing the rents, and he claimed that in
muomy instances the rents had been reduced.
Yes, perhaps, the Eaglish <landlords were
more liberal in that respect than their Irish
bretbren, but the latter had also consented to
place a smaller value upon their land until
returning prosperity would justify higher
rates. Possibly there were black sheep
among the Irish landlords, but he did not
consider they were 5o black as they wers
painted. He knew of ome gentleman, Mr,
Cavanagh, the representative, in Parliament,
of the county Carlow, and whose family for
many generations back had represented the
county, who had made a great reduction in
the rents of holdings upon his property. It
appeared to him that the present outcry in
Ireland was entirely unjustitinble, for in Eng-
land, also, the greatest distress prevailed, and
there was no agrarianism. In one county,
that of Yorkshire, there were fifty holdings
thrown up during the year by farmers who
intended to . emigrate, aud these hoidings
were all the property of Lord Lechonfield,
who had. them stfll lying unoccupied. Was
there anything to equal itin Ireland ? He
was not acquainted with Lord Leitrim, but he
knew many members of the family, and
through them he acquired a knowledge of
that gentleman’s character. Leitrim was a
hard, exacting man, but nevertheless he wasa
good landlord. Hs desired to improve the
boldings of his tenants, but they opposed the
intended improvements; he, therefore, evict-
ed them, and they, in return, shot him. Mat-
ters were difterent in Englard, for the Eng-
lish left their country willingly if they saw a
way to benefit themselves, but the Irish were
50

PABSIONATELY DEVOTED

to Ireland that very frequentiy cases have oc-
curred where they have been consoled for
the eviction from their holdings by a sum of
money, and have also been paid to leave the
country, and yet tkey refused to emigrate,
The idea generally entertained by Irish far-
mers that the property did not really beloug
to those who held it and exacted rent for it,
that it was acquired by confiscation at differ-
ent periods, and that, therefore, the ancestors
of the present proprietors were nothing more
than a set of robbers, was & ro-
mantic sentiment which could scarce-
ly result otherwise than in discontent
and agrarignism., The landlords held the
propexty from their fathers, and it was only
natural that they expect to be paid their rent.
Parnell's agitation for a peasant proprietor-
ship would end by leaving the Irish farmers
in the same position as they were beforo.
They could never obtain what they desired.
In Enogland the farmers had found that they
could not compete with America in the rais-
ing of corn, and they were now going to turn
their attention to cattle-brexding, in which
time it was eoxpected they would be more
successful. However, we were much happier
in this country, and although the depression
at the present time was very great the pros-
pects wero bright, and he had no doubt that
in 1882,the Canadian people would beas
prosperous a8 they were in 1873, To be sure
there wasa great deal of

cepecially in the Province.of Quebec, where a

HALLOWE'EN.

Celebration by the Montreal Caledpunian
- Soclety.

The Caledonian Society held their twenty-
fourth anoual concert Friday night in the
Academy of Music. There was a very large
audionce present, and the entertainment wax
in every way a thorough success. Among
those scated on the stzge were Messrs M P
Ryan, M P, M H Gault, M P, Sir Leonard
Tilley, Col Stevenson, Thomas White, M P,
William Wilsan (St Patrick's National Saci.
ety), —— Bryson (Irish Protestant Benevo-
lent Society), W J K Bond (8t Patrick’s Soci-
ety), Col Fletcher, R McKeown, A McGiblon,
Revs Mr Campbell Gavin Lang, etc,

The President, Mr. Thomas Robin, deli-
vered the opening address, in which he re.
ferred to the progress made by the Society
duriog the past year. The different celebra-
tions held by them during the last twelve
months had been immensely successful in
every case. 1n regardto their annual games,
there were many who expressed tlhiemselves
doubtful as to the propriety or necessity of
keeping them up, but to those persons Le de-
sired to say that a nation would very soon
decay when & love of maunly sporte ceased
among them. He contended that a love of
athletic sports was consistent with a love of
philosophy, religion, or literature, and de-
duced instances to prove his argument. He
then introduced Mr. Hamilton Corbett, who
sang, in his usual felicitous style, « Scotland
Yet” and «Caller Herrin.”” He was tollowed
by Miss Maggie Barr, of Hamilton, whaose first
appearance in Montreal last night was most
gratifying to herself aud her audience. She
sang “ Down the Burn, Davie, lad," with
an effect which drew forth cordial
applanse. The « Battle of Stirling,” by Mr.
Mauther, was followed by the duett « Hunting-
Tower,” sang by Mies Barr and Mr, Corbett.
As Hallowe'en was au Irish as well as a
Scotch celebration three or four Irish songs
were introduced into the programme by Br.
Hamilton Corbett, including *The Harp of
Tara,” and « The Minstrel Boy.” In prefacing
these songs with a few introductory remarks
Mr. Corbett paid .a high compliment to.the
rendy, genuine wit of Irishmen in general,
and related a number of anecdotes in proof
of the assertion contained in the eulogy.
Irishmen, he said, could never be caught nap-
ping, and anyone who attempted to play a
joke<at the expense of one of them was sure
to be worsted. The dancing of a Highland
Fling by Mr. Geo. Matherson concluded the
first portion of the entertainment. The
President then called upon

Sir LeoNarDp Tiurey, who briefly addressed
the assemblage, said he promised to make
a few remnrks, and they would only be few.
He presumed the audience was composed en-
tirely of Scottish people, and therefore he
would be excused for referring to an Irish
custom. In Ireland, when the people were
buying annrticle by weight and measure, they
were sure to ask that a little additional should
be thrown in, saying, * Arrah, now, just throw
ina tilly,” Judging from tke programme, he
suspected that the President or Colonel
Stevenson must have come from somewhere
near the bordera of Scotland, as they seemed
to know the value of a « Tilly” atter giving
full value for their money. There were two
or three reasons which wade his presence at
the Academy that night an imperative duty.
In the first place, be could not ve-
fuse & deputation coming from the
Montreal Caledonian Society, and, secondly,
he counld not afiord to doso ns a pelitician,
He had been in political life for more thau a
quarter of a century, and he had generally
polled more than three quarters of the Scotch
vote in his constituency. In his youth he
had been struck with the fuct that in his
Province nearly all the prominent positiona
were filled by Scotchmen, and thatvit paid
well to be a Scotchman” become a familiar
saying. All the premiers since Confederation
had been Scotchmen, and the present pros-
perity of the Dominion might, perhaps, be
accounted for by the fact that the Governor—
General was a Scotchman. The speaker also
alluded .o the educa*iona: ndvarntages enjoyed
by Scotchmen, and hoped that they would
continue to bold the proud position they
occupied at the present time; and which they
had occupied for centuries. -

1Vho is this perfect man? It isour Lord and
Master, Jesus Christ; it 1s the world’s great
Setrcolmuster, the Teacher, the Theologian, the
Philosopher, who In every way, in depth and
widih of doctrine, and in His universal sway
over all klnds of men, so far surpuisses all the
wise men of the ancients, taat He simply can-
not be compared with tnem. He halongs to a
higher order of thought, to & higher creation
than the very bestof them; and stands out al
this day, from the seolect few of those called
greatest by the consent of men, &s unapproach-
able, and simply solitary in Hlis dlvine and
human msjesty. We have already dwelt upon
the condition of the pagan worid before bis ad-
vent, and wo have welghed the fourgreat corner
stones on which 1118 greatness may be snid par-
tially atleastto rest.

It is Christ, who, after the toll and Inborsof
the day, finds Hls repose in fleeing to kone soll-
tary place to pray—to contlnue all night inthe
prayer of Go«f He hascome, not toformanar-
row school, or start an jsolated priesthood, not
to descentaf high things to a chosen few—but tu
save the world, to redeem and renew every son
af Adam that is borninto this world, and to
change and re-¢reate the fuce of the earth. The
il on which He prayed was close to the Lake
of Galllee. When morning broke He called o~
gether His speclal and intimate followers. Ho
ehose with an especial aod finel chotce Hiy
twelve Apostles. Here, then, on the mountain
slile, He formed His school. They wcre to be
Hils special and particular disciples, and thoe pro-

agators and malntainers of his doctrine and
Eﬂu power. His office was that of teacher;
thelirs was the same. He taught from bis own
authority, from the fulness of His own wisdoms
they through pariicipstion of His fulness, and
through inber(ting His power. Peter and John
and James and the glorlons company of tie
Apostles, here surrounded their Master, and He,
in a s'gnnl and formal mapncer, madle them His
own. He called them, and they left all things
and followed Him. Whilst this great act was
bring performed, the multitude of the people,
vast and promiscuous, has been attracted from
all sides by His presence. All around thesea of
Gallles tha people collected together and mede
fowards where He stood conversing with his
intimate followers. Tyre and Sidon, ftiled with
a strange presentment in i« regard, had como
into the wilderness to ea and hear onc who had
made all hearts beat quicker, aud all hopes rlse
high. Judien and Jerusalem, too, were repre-
sented. As the crowd approached, our Lord de-
scended from the rising ground on which He
was, and walked down to the {int sumnmit of the
hill; and when the vast multitude had quilctly
taken thelr seats upon the ground, He iaught
them a relizion, or philosophy, which has revo-
Iutlonized the world, and renewed the inner soul
and heart of milllons In every geaeritionof the
world.

Jt wonld secin as if the dark, lurld nt-
mosphere of paganlsm Iuud been swept elear of
its hideous pods; us if the cruelty, and de-
bauchery, and slavery and degrauntion of hu-
manity, which had been broughi about by the
lossat” true dogma, morality nnd worshlp, were
about to melt away like those black, augry
clouds whicl precede some great thunder storm
on the approneh of the sun of justice. All is
cahn with Christ on the mountain side; the
flawers of the field, and the gentle birds, and the
expanding and great heavens: anldthe Usteninyg
multitude and the pincid lake—all speak of rest,
of love, und of repose. Our Lord lays down the
ruling priuciplen, of Hiz great teaching. He
spenks 1@ all men. Noue are excluded from s
symputhy, except hypoerites and the lasincete.
T'he poor, and the suflering, and the oppressed
are especlally cared for. Those whomn the an-
clent world tramypled on, and they were the vast
masses of humanity, are fted up with strong
and gentle hand by Him, and he consoles them,
and engourages them with especinl hapes of &
gentine beatlitude.

He had
wlrendy hnd p vision of his suceess in the great
sheet seen tn vislon by him in the bhonse of
Simon, in which were nll fonr-footed ereatures
of the carth, wild beasts, reptlles and binls, e
blematic of bis sucecess In pathiering aut of the
swurming Imperial city followers trom every
condition of life and every grde of noclety,
They soon {nerensed into o  multitulde,” they
formned *a polity.” and the fame of thelr virtue
hecame nolsed over the whole carth. Peter, its
tirst master,wltnesssd tothe truth of histeachbng
with hix blood.

DEVELOPMENT OF HIS TEACHING,

Well, Clirist having thus formed & school of
thought and actlon remalned amongst His fol-
Jowersdeveloping His principles, expanding nud
ilustrating His teaching, and proving duy by
dav more and niore Hls paramount cluim on
the obedience of the world. I need not fullow
up this thought, or accompany you through the
wninlstry of our Saviour durlng His three years
of publie life. You have but toreeall to mind
whitt He stid, did and safered; and how He
taught, acted, and cndured, to understand the
sceret of His unparalleled suceess and of the vi-
tulity of His philosophy. He did a work which
no niere mnan has ever proposed to himselfl 1o
do, nad in three short ycears sowed thie jm-
perishable seeds of & new and original method
of prrfection. Hir departure wus no sign of
weakness or collapse In thu system that He
founded. Had He been simply a Plato or a Py-
thagoras, most probably, tudeed most certalnoly,
His teachliug as # methiod of life, conid not have
survived his departure many years. No man
in the whole range of anclent thought, has ever
established and kept on foot una single city
where his teaching was kept in any vigorous
and persistent life.  Every trial—and but a few
have been attentpted—has  egreglously falled;
and those which have for a shori thne been
kept alive, have llved through the foreoof pis-
slon—the interest or the cravings of which
philosophers have pandered to. WiLl: Christ it
wa# tlie cxnet reverse.

gone. The light at Cascumpee was cntirely
washed away by heavy sean, avd the Govern-
ment wharf was badly injured at Lustico. The
sehooner Carrie ' Butler dritted vu the bar, and
wis dashed to pleces ;) the greater poitton of her
frefght, which consisted of S0g barrela of mae-
kerel, was lost,  T'he sehooners \'u-hu-l(]y and
Miggle, both loaded with mackerel, were driven
ashure; they will have to dischiarge betore they
can (fond. Qutside of Charlottetown, sehiooner
Emoline, from Boston, with & ¢irgo  for
Charlottetown, went ashore, amd s a0 total
loss. AL Souris two sehwoners and o brig-
antine  went  asbore, at Canligan the
loss of property I8 very Inrge; thres sehooners,
two lowded with produee, are stranded; two
wharves were tolally rulhed. The dimage to
Goveroment pru]wrti' il Georgetowy, Cardigan
amd Montague 18 estimated ot 15,000, Private
‘mrl,luu will suflier equally as much loss,  Fvery
wldge o the vielnlty was swept away.

The
gum and staren, and flesh-formiug parts have
rotted away, and have flosted off ay gures into
the alr whence they origloally came, ai.d where
they are again on duty, ready to enter the leaves
of plan, or belong dissolved by the molsture of
thesoll, 10 travel up the rools and again take on
o useful form. The woody matters that have
burned away have followed the same law. and
will follow it again and again as long asgrowth
and decay lart. Alltihat remaine 10 us is our
poor handful of gray ashes,~thisis the only part
of ou: grasa that can be supplied by the soil
alone, and to the soil we rmoust givo it again,

A fertile so!l contains varlous proportions of
clay and sand, and mixed earthy substances and
decayed vegetable matter ; these, together, form-
fug nearly its whle oulk, and acting 1n & me-
chanleal rather than In s chemical manner upon
whe growtih of plants. That is, they cons itutea
porous mass; with certain power of absorbing
mofsture from the a'mnosphe- e, from ralne und
from the *“‘water tabie,” ® wnich lies at a
greater or less depth below the surface; with a
greater or lesy abllity to admit the circulation
of air; with & certain power toahsorb and re-
tuin heat ; aad with pores between {ts particles
Intc which roots i ay penetrate, 8o far ar these
qualities are concerned. th:c most fertile roils are
those which are loo-s In thelr texture, and
neither 1ight enough to become to easily dry,
nor 850 heavy as to be too excessively wet in
rany seasons. Such solls may have a wide
range of compositlua wirhout 1natsrially diffor-
fog in fertitiy, All that isrequired is that they
coutaln enough clay 1o give them a good con-
sistunoy, »nd enough mari, or veget<ble mould.
ur s .nd to prevent thelr neing to stiff. They may
contaln very little or very much sand, very lit
tle or very much vegelab.e matter, and very
{ittle or very mueh n.arl. Even the clay may
be present {n large or small proportion without
necessarnily making the soll much richer or
rer.

These mechanical ingredients of solls may
vary in the fullowing propurttions without mae-
terinlly affecting 1ts fertility, providing, of
course, thut they are so apportioned to each
outher as 1o make a mass of the proper CObDBSiut-
ency.

Intimately mixed with this mass of material,
and, like 1t, derlved froin the decomposiilon uf
the rucks or from the decay of the vegetuble
matter from which Lhe sull was formed are
from one to three pounds in each vnw h 'ndred
pounds of other substduces whreh o to form the
anhos of all culiivated plants, and the fertility
or barrenness of any soll which s in good con-
dition 1n other r-=pects, depends on the presence
or abseuce of these p4rts. A1l soll8, ance fer i,
which, without growing more wet, have become
unproductive (whielh hnve veen exhauwsted)
through an lmproper syatem of cultivation, have
become so in cuonsequence of the removal of the
avallable supply oof one or more of this ciass of
ingredients, andtheir fertiiits ecan be restored
only by the addition of the mlssiu{; substa ce,
by the apulication of sone agent {ike Ilmeor
unleached wouou ashes, or by deeper plowing,
better dralning, the use of green crops or ex-
posure to the action of frost, The (irst process
{s a dirert return of the materlals which have
been taken away ; the others elither brlag up
simi ar matters from the unsxhausted su-soll,
or, by casing the corroding, or the pulveriza.
tivn o conrser particles of the soll, they expose

andholds 1t in its position; absorbs the hesut,
alr, and molsture whica are required to be sbout
them ; apd contalns in very small quantities,
certaln  materials which are necessary to
grﬁwth, and which can be supplied only by the
soll.

Aitrogen and carbonio acld, which are ab
sorbed b,r the roots, are neceskary constituents
of the soil, buv as they come originally rrom tha
al-, I huve deemed It best to postpone their con-
wideration.

A NATIO®AL CURRENCY.
HMeeting in Toronto.

Toroxto, October 30.—A meating of those
favorable to the adoption of a national cuar-
rency for Cannda was held ia Albert Hall to-
day.

LoxpoN, October 29.—A despatch from
Bimla states that troubles in Afghanistan
have broken ont afresh, and that the chaunces
are good for a general uprising all over the
country throughout the winter, whose com-
ing is already announced by heavy snow falls
upon the mountains. The British force de-
tailed from the garrison at Khelat-Ghilzl is
reported to haveattacked and defeated 2 body
of Afghans with a freebooting force, under
the command of Sahib Jans.
