ki3 condition. Bare walls make giddy . housewives,
and over the entire land there is bareness. That
vice uud crime do not wore'abonnd is solely due to
the stroug religious senziment amoug the pecple.
I'big is the maio check Lo universal delinquency. A
readier temptation, bhowever, presents itself; The
people siream cut ot the country. The atrong und
the willing go where they can find sure bread. They
depart too often with mad curses on their lips, sense-
lsss condemnation aod hatred of the Suxon, and
they enrry this animosity hot to otker Jands—nll ri-
salsior antagonists of England. The poor Provi-
dence-walchers left behind in time “find help ; the’
promised remittance comes, and they, too, quit their
country for ever, bursting asunder every tio of affec-
tion angd love of fatherland to bear their regrets and
their deep. resentments across the Atiantic. This
is not & Fancied picture. It i3 a faint Gescription of
Ireland in the middle of the nineicontu century, acd
sixty-three years sfter the enactment of the Union.
Whan our beloved Quezen and Privce Albert visited
Irelaund cight years sago, thinga were not in the wo-
ful plight they are pow.  And yet the sovereign had
even then publicly to remonstrate sgaivst the habit
of rogged wnd exposed dress prevailng among the
poorer popuiation. This first outward sign of misery
was then ot woro stark wnd egualid then it is now,
Wherever her Majesty went she saw sure indications
of decay. She obzerved and noled fur more than we
have attempted to describe. Sizce then matlers
buve not becn ruendiog.  They are becoming, vw the
coatrary, worse.  The highest authority in the conn-
try, the Lord Licutenant himself, has admitted this.
The Chiel Secvetary could not deay the incrensed
destitution; nnd psrliament, last seasion, rang with
the old, but not altogether false cry, of Irelund's
misfortunes and wrongs. The seasons, it is irue,
were made to bear all the blame, just a3 if this real
affliction did not aggravate the incontrovertible and
nuchanging distress.  The country is now literaily
dropping to pieces. Her manufactarers are less, her
funded property less, ber comunerce less, ber live
.stoek less, her cereal and root produce iezs; urban
'life and rural life are alike dying our, aod the people
are hurrsing from the shore as from a land under a
plague ur & curse.  Who will say that a country in
this cordition ia governed? There isindeed, the
form of & govermwment, This is even stronger snd
mure prowinent in Ireland thun in Seotiand or
Wales, or aoy other special division of the kingdom ;
for there i3 n Viceroy in Dublin, there is a Minister
in Londer, both exciusively for lreland. Dat, uot-
withstanding all this, there is no progress, no con-
tent, no incrense. On the contrary, there is actual
rauopression in every depnriment, Whig rule has
often heen saidé to be the bane of Ireland. Never
was thet essertion better proven and more justified
than wow. Rven the north of Ireland is Lecoming
visibly poorer. And it might have occurred that if
Ulster bad not had special advantages bestowed on
her, axd a capital snd eocouragement to start with
in her career, the same wretchedness which marks
the rest of the country woull be evident there also.
As iiis, poverty widens aud deepeus, and is fast
overspreading the whole laud. It is almost pre-
sumptuous for ministers to intermeddle with the suf-
ferings or wrongs of other pcople while this great
difficulty remains on our threshold. The decadent
state of Ireland i3 & positive disgrace to England
aod & stigma upon our administration. There is no
defect without its 1emedy, and there is even a cer-
tain cure for the woes of Ireland, As we do not
think over-population is the vice, so we do not be-
lieve emigration can be the corrective. Mr. Fisher,
of Waterford, in a late address to an agricultural so-
ciety, instnnced Saxory as & contrast to Ireland in
every particular, The soil was not so fertile as that
of Ireland ; the climate was not more genial ; there
was no seaboard, no harbors, no fishermen; and yet
in Saxony the people ere contented and pauperism
rare. But what is the comparison of population?
Why, for every square mile in Saxony there are 373
souls, while in Irelnnd there are only 175. And,
then, we have the very striking fact that while texa-
tion in Saxony is only 13s per head, in [reland it is
235 5d per head. It maybe seid, it is true, that
Saxony is a cheap country, and that Ireland, like the
rest of the United Kingdom, i8 cosily in her produc-
rions. This really is the case, but it only preves the
further inability of a poor country to bear a heavy
taxation. When we turn to the remedy for this
most disastrous state of things, we shall require it in
part from the government, but most from I[rishmen
themselves. It is the duty of the administration to
foster and encourage every branch of industey tu the
country, commercial, monufacturing, and agricul-
tural ; 10 develop the resources of the soil to the fur-
thest limit, und to check the tide of ewigration hy
makiog it more profitable to remnig at home. The
policy of the Whigs, and ia purticular of Lord Pal-
merston’s government, hus unforfunately been to
prowoto the welfare of a few influential individuals,
to favar & sect, n class, or & coterie; but to ignore
or neglect tho people. And when an effort has been
made or an ndvice given, these have generally beea
of the most impracticable or puerile character., The
latest nostrum propounded by Lord Oarlisle was to
turn the country into one vast pasturage, and this at
# lime when foreign competition is the real canse of
the dimioution of the hvestock of Ireinnd. It is
plain the Lord Lientenant’s panacen will not effect
any mapner of restoration, if even the people were
siily enough to try it. But we may ask herc what
steps did the cabinet take to mitigate the privations
arising from three years of acknowledged bad sea-
sons? Through the whole career of the present
Ministry there bas been a markea apathy to the ge-
noice sufferings and decay of Jrelnud. But the chief
remedy here must flow from the people themselves.
Irish landowners, Irish merchants, and other persons
possessing property must spend their money in their
own couniry. This now becomes a mater of inter-
est 03 well a3 & moral obligation. If property i8 to
retain its value in Ireland, there must be applied
capital. The presence of the owners of the goil and
their active protection will do away with any strong
necessity for tenaxt.right, We do not- see why Ire-
land in this respect should be placed on a different
footing from Engiand. The real palliative is'in the
presence and action of a'body of just and' patriotic

dwe!lings for thia poor,. but bovels only fit for the [’

ment, to thousands of industrious girls.and women,
.who would otherwise, douttless, be without profit--
.able oecopatina, The snme kind of evidence of ne-
gloct of ettention to self-regeneration willapply to
every district and every department of Ireland.  But
governmert mustat all times remember that it is
the duty of the state to-do the mission of .a sub-pro-
uidence to she people, and aid the willing banda that
these may learn to aid thewselves. This solemn
obligntion the Whigs .bave uniformly iguered or for-
gotten.

IRISHE INTELLIGENCE

"Tng CosvEsT o¥ MeErcy,—Batuiva.—Sunday being
the day snoouaced for iaying the corner gtone of’
this convent, many thronged in from the adjoining
parishes 1o witness the imposiag cererony of laying
the corner stone of the Convent of Mercy. Amoug
those of the loeal Clergy in attendance on the ocea-
sion, I noticed the Rev. Messrs. Grilfin and Heely, of
the Diocesssn Seminary ; Rev. Messts. Irvin and
Timlin, of the town of Bailina; Rev. Mr. Gooway,
Screen; Rev. Mr. Timlin, Cooneal; Rev. Mr. Cos-
teiloe, Crosswolins; Rev. Mr., Lavelle, Kiiglass;
Rev. Mr Moneley, Bucks; ltev. Messrs. M‘Hale, Ar-
dnh and Adrigoole ; Rev. Mr. Malone, Beimullet.—
Unfavorable s the morning was the spacious cathe-
dral was crowded 1o excess ot the Iast Muss, After
the last Gospel the Most Rev. Doctor Feeny, tho
Bishop of the Diocese, ascended the pulpit und gave
pn impressive discourse, which lusied about two
hours, on the duty of the rich towards the poor, Se-
lecting his text from the Old as well us from the
New Testament. [mmedintely after the sernion, r-
rapgements baving been made, his Lordship, robed
in bis pontificals, with crozier and mitre, attewied
by the Clergy, and followerd by the dense congrega-
tion, walked in proceszion. 1o the new Couvent
grounds, whero a platforip and temporary teat were
crected for the occasion.  Here, after the ceremony
of lnying the corner stone, and sinping the Litagies
and other prescribed prayers according to the floman
ritual, and blessing the part of the chupel and Coz-
vent wally already built, his Lordsbip, in thrilling
eloquence, discoursed on the advantages of Convent-
ual Institutions— the arducus dniies of those counde-
crated by vows to the service of God—their self-ab-
pegation—their ministrations to tho poor in sickness
and health, After passing over in review the muuy
religious edifices which studded and graced our ouce
bappy island of Patrick and Dridget, he next pic-
tared in glowing terms the ruthless march of the
Suxon invaders under Cromwell. The attention of
the vast throng was next directed to the many ruof-
less monasterics, almoss in sight of the now convent,
plong the banks of the Moy, now fast mouldering
into deeny, but sranding menuments of the zeal of
our ancestors, s well as living records of bygoue
days of alien misrule. His Lordship, after having
given his benediction 10 the spectators of the only
ceremony of the kind witueszed during some centu:
ries in this county, and, after buving, in the words
of the Royel Psulmist, invoked the blessing of heav-
en on the new building in progeess, cud upon those
contributing to its completion, retired with many an
earncst prayer thut the building be blessed and con-
tinue to unborn generations, — Frecman’s Jovrual,

Irpuasp, Two Huxprrp Ymars Aco.—The Hiber-
nian Mugazine of the month gives some wost interesc-
ing informution concerning the Irish Hierzrchy of
the 17th century, and their position, The artcle
opens with ibe following picturesque scens :—

On Mondny, the 22nd Uctober, 1645, an armed fri-
gate, with the ¢ flenr-de-lis’ fiying at the main, and
carrying &t her prow a gilded figure-head of St.
Peter, dropped anchor at the mouth of Kenmare
river, not far from the point where it falls into the
lovely bay t0 which it gives its name. Soon after-
werds a boat was seen pulling shoreward, and n few
shepherds, who were atiracted to the beach by the
sight of tho large ship, could easily discern that the
psrty approathing were strangers, and thst oue
among thera was a persopaye of bigh dislinetion—an
ecclesiaztic dressed in cosfame with which tkey were
not familiar —accompanied by & retinue of twenty-
six individuals, whose garb and features left no
doubt that they oo were natives of a forcign clime.
Scarcely had the boat touched land, when the whole
parsy proceeded to a shieling, which the poor siep-
herds had etected to protect them from the incle-
mency of the weather, and set about preparing for
the cclebration of Mass. It was the fenst of St
Phillip, bishop of Fermo—an episcopal city in the
pontifical states—and he who aow robed himseif for
the holy sacrifice was John Baptist Rinucinni, prince
bishop of that see, and nunzio extracrdinary, sont by
Innocent X. to the Irish Catholies, Lhen in arms for
their king, religion, and country. Good reason had
Rinucioni to be grateful to God for having ennbled
bim to reach the shores of Muaster in safety, for, in-
deed, the frigate in which he sailed was nigh falling
into the hands of one Plunket, a renegade Irishman,
whu commanded the Rarliament squadron then
cruising in the Irish channel, and who pursned the
St. Peter with two of his vessels fully a hundred
miles, till » fire breaking out in the galley of hia
own ship, compelled bim to sherten sail, and aban-
don the chase. 'Tis certain that the nunzio's frigate
wonld have shown fight had she come within rapge
of Plunket's guns, for he tells us that the St. Peter’s
carroncdes was cast looge and shotted, and that the
Irish—most of whom were soldiers and officers who
had fought in the Nstiherlands, under Preston and
' Neill, aud were now returning home to serve in the
coufederate ranks—dcecinrod that thoy would ratber
die in zction and be buried in the ses, than fall into
the hards of the fapatical Puritans, from whom they
could expect no quarter.

Having duly celebrated Mass of thanksgiving in
the shieling, tn the presence of bis retinue and the
shepherds, ibe punzio bad a large portion of the
arms acd ammunition, anad all the money brought
ashore, and finding no safe place for storage. nearer
or more secure than the old costle of Ardtully, he
converted it into a temporary magazine, and then
ordered the St, Poter to weigh for Waterford, and
discharge Lbo residue of her freight in that friendly
haven. The wind, however, proving contrary, the
vessel bad to make for Dingle, where the arms were
landed, and soon afterwards sent on to Limerick, in
order to snve them from the enemies of the counfede-
rates, who, by way of retaliation for not having Ru-
nuccini himself in person, were intent on capturing
them,

Dr. O'Dwyer was sent to Rome by the Irish Bi-
shops : he was to convey ieir request to Urban VIL
for a cardinal's hat for Father Luke Wadding.

Tu 1804 the Oratory was removed to the splendid
buildings adjoining Holy Trimty Church, Brompton,

where there are now nn fower than twenty prieats,

besides lay members, novices, &c. Hero, for ten
years, Dr. Faber has worked with great success.

Dr. Faber is woll koown ss a writer, but it may not
generally be remembered that 25 years ago Le was
considered oue of the most graceful and charmiog of
young poets, The  Cherwell Wuter Lily ' and other
poems was a most popular book in the early days of
Oxford High Clurchism. The sutbor’s friendship
with the poet Wordswerth may aceount for his en-
thusiastic affection for the mountuin and lake scenery
of Cumberland and Westmoreland, Keswick, Lough-
rigg, Griesdale, Tarn, &c. His intense love for Ox-
ford, his description of Oxford in spring, and of St.
Mary’s by uight, may teke high rank among the
poetical triumphs of the 19th cenwury, Une or two
of his poem3 arc addressed to Lord John Mangers,
his fellow traveller and most intimale fiicud, to
whose ‘¢ soul's hereditary gentleness,” as well u's to
the !Dlaze and splendor of his boyhood,” the poet
bears & warm téstilony. His ' Rosarr' and otber
poems he dedicated to M:c. Beresford Hope, who,
‘out of an humble mind, with cheorful augury, re-
deemed from sacrilege the Abbey of St. Augustine,
and held it but in trust for the chuceh of Letter
times.! His poems on Seio, Onndia, Parnassng,
Therapis, Snowdon, Hellvellyn, Rothsay, nnd othors,
show & great power of deseription and much poetic
tecling. Amongst Dr. Faber's other works are his
popular ¢ All for Jeaus,” which hes bad an immense
sale 1 Fngland, and of which 40,000 copics hare
been seld in Amerjca alone; * The Sainis und Ser-
vaats of God," * The Spirit and Geniug of St Philip
Neri’ (approved by Thomaa Bishop of Cumbysopolis,
and Nicholas Wisemaa), *Sir Lancelot, * Spivitual
Conferences, ‘ Growth in loliness; - Jesus and
Mary,” *Tules of the Angels,’ *Discourse on the Sa-
craments,’ &c. Many of bis works huve been trans-
lated jnto French, German, and Dutch. Of all ihe
coaverts to Uatholicity from the Aunglican faith,
pone have been more zealons, more suecensful, more
earnest, than Dr Faber. His accomplishments, his
administrutive trct, ‘his  brilliant  converantional
nowery, his unfailing goed temper sud geninlity,
have brought round him a band of devoted nad at-
tnched friends, who attended him duy und night
duriag hiz pairfol illness, acd pow bitterly lameat
his death.

AxoTHER call from President Abe Lincoln for
300,000 men, to seive for Liree years, or until
the South be subdued ! Thisis certainly a re-
markable commenta'ry upon the boasts of the
Northerners since the fall of Vicksburg, and the
batile of Gettysburg ! Three hundred thousand
fresh soldiers, besides those which the conserip-
uen has already furnished to the Northern
armies, are still called for to complete the con-
quest of the disconfited and thoroughly routed
joe. Abe Lincolp calis them from the Norib-
ern States, but the question 1s * will they
come 7

The late battles must bave been most des-
tructive, desertion from the Federal Army must
jave Deen enormous, to necessilate such a call;
and the latter, coupled with the great advance
in the price of gold, fully confirms all that has
been surmised concernng the disastrous results
of the late engagements betwixt Generals
Bragg aod Rosencrans. Bat besides this, the
_ telegrams announced on Monday that General
Lee was again seriously menacing Washington
and that General Meade was [alling back, and
concentrating his troops for the protection of
the Federal coptal.  Asa set off to these dis-
asters tlie Northerners can boast that the late
Siate elections have been decided o favor of
tbe war and exterminalion party, by large ma-
jorities, This, considering that in substance,
and by the suspension of the Habeas Corpus,
the people of the Northern States are under
martial law, and can vote only as their military
rulers please, is not extraordinary, and cannot
be accepled as any mdex to the real State of
public feeling.

TUnder such circumstances an election is a farces

ProvisciaL Pariiament,—The Session
was brought 1o a close on Friday last 151h inst.,
the metnbers having spun it out so as to se-
cure to themselves their six hundred dollars
apiece. In other respects the Session has not
been fruitful in inporlant measures.

The usual ceremonies having been performed,
and the Royal Assent piven to several Bills, the
Governor General prorogued the Parliament
with the following speech from the Throne :—

body & proper degree of efficiency. The encour-
agement you have given to the Volunteer organ-
ization, nd the measures you have adopied for the
prometion of efliciennt discipline in that auxiliary
force, will, I trust, be successful for their intended
obJects
Genilemen of the Legislulive Jssembly
1 thask you in Her Majesty’s nawe for the supplies
you have so liberally granted for the nablic ser-
vice.
Hen. Gentlemen and Genllemen :
It hue been impossible 1o submit to you during the
brief period of the present eession all the measures
which have been prepared for your consideration. It
will, therefore, he incumbent upon me, at the ordin-
ary permd of the year for the assembling of Parlia-
ment, o oceur agnia to your advice and co-operation,
Meanwhrle, in dismissing you upon this occasion, I
feel assured thut, on returming to your -homes, you
will each of you employ the influence which you
possess to promole the welfare and happiness of
Her Maojesty’s loyal Cunadinn subjects.
The Speaker of the Legislative Council then said :
Fon. Gentlemen of the Legislative Couacil and Legis-
lative Jssembly:
It i3 Bis Excellency tbe Goverpor General’s will
and pleasura that this Provincial Parlinment be pro-
rogued until Tuesday, the 24th day of November next
to be bere held, ané, r-nd this Provineial Parliument
is accordingly prorogued until Toesday, the 24th da.y
of Nuvember next,

SccTionaL DirFicurLTiEs. — On  Monday,
the 12th instant, Mr. George Brown’s notice of
motion on the subject of difficulties existing be-
tween the two Provinces was under discussion |
m the Legislative Assembly. The facts therein
stated are patent to all men, and will not, we
think, be contested by any.

The motion, as drawn up by Mr. George
Brown, coantaized the {ollowing allegations : —

1 % That differences exist to an extent which pre-
vents any perfect nnd complete assimilation of the
views of the two sections.

2 ¢ That the progress of population bas been more
rapid in the Western Section, and claims are now
made on behalf of ita inhabitants {or giving them re-
presontation in the Legislature in proportion to their
numbers.

3 “That the result is shown by an agitation
fraught with great danger to the peaceful aod har-
monious workieg of our constitutional system, and
consequently detrimental to the progress of the
Province.” And:--

4 “ That the necesgity of providiog m» remedy for
astate of things that is yearly becoming worze,
end of allaying feelings that are daily being aggra-
vated by the contention of political perties, has im-
pressed the advisers of her Majesty’s Representative
in Cnnada with the importance of peeking for such a
mode of deanling with these difficulties us may for
ever remove thom,”

And lLierenpon Mr. George Brown based his
motion {o the effect that:—

* A Select Committee of lhirtcen members be ap-
pointed to eaquige into and report on the important
subjects” above enumerated; and “oo the best
mexns of remedying the evila therein set forth”

The mover ultimately consented to withdraw
his motion ; but in some explanatory remarks
which he made to the House, le, Mr. Greorge
Brown, deprecated the system of governing one
section of the Province by means of a hostile
majority from the other ; and expressed his hape
that some means might be devised for bringing
the two sections of the Province inlo harmony,
the Government obtaining a majority frow both.
¢ Some solution,” he added, * must be found
for the difficulty ;* for it was not desirable that
the present state of things should continue, under
which the affuirs of the two Provinces were - ad-
niinistered with a majority from one Province
only. A majonty from both was necessary to
the harmonious working of the State macbine.

The allegations on which Mr. George Brown
based his motion we admit; but the problem
which he propounds Lo us, is by its very essence
and in its terms, mnsoluble. It is impossible,
morally unpossible—as much so as that the three

is not—¢ How is political agiation in Upper
Canada to be allayed 7 but -« How are the ex-
isting differences which prevent any perfect and
complete assimilulion of the views of the two sec-
tious of the Province to be allayed 7’ In other
words, the problem propounded by Mr. George
Brown 1s, as 1t were, this,* How are two men to
sv  stride on one horse, so that both shall, at
the same tune, ride in front?”  Or this—* How
shall two different bodies be made 1o occupy the
same place at the same moment of time ?” In-
deed, either of the last two problems would be
easier to solve, than that which Mr. George
Brown proposes to his unbappy * select commit-
tee of thirteen.”

The evil indicated by Mr. George Brown
exists, but as the direct and 1nevitable result of
the action of Upper Canada in forcing a detested
Legislative Union with itself, upon alien Lower
Canada. Its object was not at all to make
the two Provinces work harmoniously toge-
ther; but to subject French Canadian and
Catholic Lower Canada to the rule of Anglo
Saxon and Protestant Upper Canada. But
if, as no sane man can doubtethe Union of
two non-homogeneous races, such asare those of
Upper and Lower Canada respectively, be the
cause of the discord or want of harmony which
our nolitical orgapism extibits, the only way of
curing the disease is to remove the cause, or n
other words to dissolve the Union. Other reme-
dy than this there is none, concervable even ; asd
if Mr. George Brown reluse to adopt that reme-
dy the reason is this: not that he fails to per-
ceive the hopelessness of any other mode of
treatment ; but because the real problem at
whose solufion ke is aiming is this, * How to
secure to Upper Canada such cemplete political
ascendency over Lower Canada as to crush out
all appearances even of dssalisfaction en the
part of the latter 7

But so long as the Legislative Union betwixt
Upper and Lower Canada subsists ; so long as
the overwhelming majority of the one is Anglo-
Saxon and Protestant, whilst the vast majority
of the oiber 1s by race French, by religion Ca-
thohe, so long must there be upon every impor-
tant political and social question that may come
up for discussion in the cominon Legislature,
differences ; or mot to put too fine a point on it,
antagomsm, active and irreconcilable, betwixt the
representatives of one section of the Province,
and those of the other. And this is so because,
as bas been well observed, a theological question
underlies every polilical and social question tliat
can arise ; and it we but dig deep enough, if we
atlerapt to get to the root and origim of things
upon that underlying theological stratum we
must come at last. Ilence it 1s that, even were
it possible to obhterate the indelible ethnological
differences which exist beiwixt Upper and Lower
Canadians, the religious dilference would still re-
main 1o render unpossible the solution of the
problemproposed by Mr. Gearge Brown. The
mere fact that a certain measure, or that a cer-
tain course of policy is popular 1 one section of
the Province, suffices to array the olher section
against it. Their relalive positions are, and
must be whilst the Union exists, those of Rus-

‘| sians and Poles, Piedmontese and Neapolitans,

Yankees and Scutherners. 'The one may sub-
due, crush, and asaikilate the other, and so bring
about the desolation which some call peace or
harmony ; but that desolation in default of the
remedy which we propose, is the only solution
of the problem possible or even conceivable.

When a
Protestant Mission has no couverts to report,
it invariably twaddles aneoat  providential open-
ings ;” and atlributes its actual short comngs to
the machinatioos of the devil and the Jesuits.—
This premised, we will at once plunge into the
statistics with which the Report in the Witness
supplies us. '

In the first place, then, it must be admitted
that the finance department of the concern looks
well ; and that, if the Protestant Foreign Alis-
stons have not ivade many converts, they have
not done badiy in the money lme. Ther re-
ceipts for the past year were no less than
$397,079 ; of which about $11,000 have been
devoted to the liquidation of old debts—thus
leaving a very handsome balance for the sup-
port of the Missionaries, (heir wires, and families.
Let us now see what has been the result, in so
far as conversions are concerned, of the expen-
diture of this large ot money.

‘The operations of the Protestant Foreiga
Mission Society embrace Western and Southern |
Africa, Greece, "H'urkey, Syris, Iedia, Ceylon,
China, and the Island World of the Paeific.—
From all these quarters there are Reports, and

These figures, 367, represent the total nam-
ber of conversions clamed by the Protestant
Foreign Missions as having been effected during
the past year, in Europe, Afriea, Oceanica, and
Asia, at the cost of abeut $386,000. It is but
farr to add, however, that the Report by us
quoted from, where 1t does not claim actual con-
verts, professes to entertain very lively hopes.—

So alse in Ceatral Turkey; no addition to
the numbers of the church members bas there
been made ; but then we are told that :—

1n like manoer the Mission to the Nestorians
has no convertsto boast of ; but this non-suc-
cess 15 clearly traced to those enemies of all good
—1the Jesuits:—

“ A new firman of the Persian Government, in-
stigated by Jesuits, threatens to throw very serious
obstacles in the way of Missionary work.”

Tn the Madura DNission, * new laborers are
waated.” In that of Ceylon, though ot a sin-
gle conversion is eaumeraled, “ the Missionaries
report steady onward progress,” which 1s cer-
tainly very considerate on their part ; and shows
that they wish to spare the feehngs ol the con-
tributors o the missionary fund as much as
possible.  In China, :f none have bren added to
the churches—¢ Oae Milion, Three Hundred
Thousand pages of Tracts, &, have been dis-
trtbuted 2 and, we are further told that “the |
work progresses favorably in North China,”—
The Christian public will also learn with delight
that the lev, Mr. and Mrs, Lloyd at Port
Natal are having quite a jolly time of it,
“pleared with the people, the eclimate, and
everything about them.”

Lverything m shoct is conleur de rose, with
one sad dark exception—the Sandwmch Tslunds.
It is true indeed that in thoese Tslands 244 have
been added to the chureh ; but then, as a set off,
mo fewer than 1,100 lave been removed by
death and excommunications. IHere are the
terms in winch the report from this, the very
Paradize of Protestant Missions, is- couched :—

¥ Letters from she Sandwich Jslands repreaent
aff2irs as less promising. There bave been ounly
144 nccessions 1o the churches in the yenr, while
1,100 have teen removed by deaihs and excommuni-
cations.

to peace. The reason for not shirring further
in it at the present moment is suflicienmly ob-
vious. .
