The Rowan Catholies did not forget the inselt, and
took adveotage of a festival abouta month later to
wmeke a counter demonstration. This attempt, of
which the details are recouuted this morning jn our
Dublin letter, was not equally harmless. The Rownn
Catholic processionists .were encountered by the
Protestants of Rathfiiland, and a real evpagemant
engued.

In thiscase a pposerutxon wag unavmdable and it
would have baen marifestly unjust 1f the' Romen’

deliberately offered a glaring provocation are themast
to blame, and the leading Orangemen bave therefore
to appear on Wedneaday before the magistrates at
Bangor,

Whnat may be called tke natural history of these
disturbanpees is, thetefore, coneplc:ous on the pre-
gent occasion. A party procession on the one side
led to a party procession oo the other, and this led
to fighting and bloodshed. Now, thig is the simple
fact with which the Government have to deal. They
are not concerned in the least degree with the rela
tive merita of Orangewen and Roman Catholice.

clamation. ¢ Undertakings of this nature in favor
of either of the helligerents were equally in con-
travention of its terms, and those wha engaged in
such enterprises did so at their own risk.  The
United States, whose communication with Great
Britain ‘was uninterrupted, received assistance of
this illicit nature to a very much larzer extent
than their antagonists.” Lord Stanley denies that
there is any parallel between the fitting out of
Confederate cruisers and the Fenfun preparations
against Canada : —

The British Government were ready, anxious,
and determined, throughout the whole course of
the civil war, to exert all the power conferred upon

i the Queen by the law of the land to prevent Brit-

ish subjects from taking a pest in that contest.
But the law could not be put in force against of-
fenders, unless on the production of evidence, first
that the law was violated ; and sccondly, that its
violation was the act of the persons charged with
that offence. The secrecy ohserved by thcse per-

sons in their unlawful ploceedmrrs bafiled all the
cfforts of her Majesty’s Government, no less than
those of the diplomatic and consular agents of the
United States in this conntry to detect them.  The
action of the Fenians, on the contrary, was open
and avowed. * * * * * The Government
of the United Slates needed, therefore, no research
on the part of its own offi¢ials, nor even a denun-
ciation by British authorities, {o establish against
these Fenian agitators a palpable case infringment
of the laws of the United States, coupled wiih a
deliberate design to undertake [rom the territory of
the United States, whose Government were in
amity with that of her Majesty, a military opera-
tion direcied against either Canada or Ireland. *
* * * Her \ijesty s Government eannot admit
that because four vessels escnped the action of
British law, two of them unperceived, one by an ac-

cident, and one for want of evidenee, Mr. Seward
is justified in stating that ‘ruinous British warlike
expeditions against the United States are practically
allowed and tolerated by her Majesty’s government,
notwithstanding remonstrance;’ and looking to the
faet that at least an equal number of vessels were
arrested hefore commencing their career, and that
on all occasions when the law could De enforeed
legal proceedings were taken against the offenders,
they consider that they have a uaht to assert that,

under circumstances similar to thoee in which the
United States Government has been lately placed,

they would not have pursued a less fair or friendly
course. It is not the intention of her Majesty’s
government to pursne this discussion: further, yet
I must observe that, were it their wish to apply to
the conduet of the Umted States the same kind of
eriticism in which Mr. Seward las indulged with
regard to them, they might fairly @ be en-
titled to ask whether " the restoration by
order of the President of arms captured from
Tenian insurgents, without any appearance
of an intention on the part of those in-

surgents to abandon their calpable projects, and
the discontinuance of government prosecutions in-
stituted against their leaders without any proof
that the evidence against those leaders was inade-

quate for their conviction, are not cireumstances
quite as open to an unfavourable construction as
any of those on which My, Seward has laid so
much stress as against the conduct of this govern-
ment.—Pall Mall Gazetle.

To vs 1n Liower Canada tbis need cause littfe
uneasiness. In the first place we do not think,
from the composition of our local legislature that
there will be in that body any disposition to do
away with the trifing grants which, for certain
specific purposes of great pubiic utility, have been
hitherto made to some of our msttutlons, and
for which the full value—to say the least—is re-
turned. Itis no doubt true, that some of these
institutions for certatn specified services pever
contemplated by their origina! founders, but
which the growth of population has imposed upos
them, receive pecuniary aid from the publec
purse ; and it would be the public, not tbe insti.
tutions, that would suffer were these grants to be
done away with or seriously curtailed. The
waork would still have to be doge : bu it would
be done-at a far greater cost, and far less eff
ciently, than it ts done at present by our charr
table organisations.

As to. the property of these institutions—as il
was pot originally the gift or endowment of the|r
State ; as it either the creation of charrable
rndlv:duals out of lherr private foods ;. or has, as
in the case of some of our largest mshtuuons
been acquired by purchise, or transacunns equi-
valnt to purchase—s» there 15 httle to be ap-
prehended st the present moient from the Liocal

lar purposes, do they meditate against her the
policy which the Liberal governments of Europe,
and ot this Continent —as in Mexico for instances
have so frequently adopted~ DBut this party is
still emall, and at preseat without much infisence
in Lower Canada : and it is to be hoped that, if
the Catholics and Conservatives of the Provinee
ave voited, wigrant, and active, we may long be
able to preserve intact those noble institutions, to
which 10 great measure (he material, as well as
the moral, prosperity of Canada is due. But this
we must insist upon—"That there 15 no analogy
whatsoever betwixt the special grants which
from time fo time the legislature has made for
specific purposes to some of our iostitutions, and
the original endowments of those institutions.—
The first it 15 competent to the State to with-
draw, thouzh it would be highly mpolitic for it
to do so: with the other, it has no more right to
meddle than it bas to confiscate the property of -
any wmdindual, or of any commercial establish.
ment in the Provicce. Where these principles
are ignored, there can never be “a (ree Church
in a free State,” except indeed in a Pickwickian
or Cavourian sease of the term.

But the law
could not be put in force agatnst offenders unless
oo the production of evidence first, that the law
was violated ; and, secoucly, that its violation
was the act of the persons charged with that
offence. . The secrecy gbserved by these persons
10 their unlawful proceedings baffl2d all the efforts
of Her Majesiy’s Groveroment, ao less thao those
of the diplomatic and cepsular agents of ihe
United States in this country to detect them.

¢ The action of the Fenians, oo (he contrary,
was open and avowed. It showed 1tseli in pub-
lic meetings and in the public prese, i the en-
rolment of troops, the collection of arms, the
solicitation of money, and finally io the establish-
meot o the territory of the Umted States of a
so called provmisional government, with its legis-
lative asscmbly and admioistrative officers.
Throvghou! these transactions there has been no
attempt at disgwise, but rather an arrogant display
of publicity. The' Government of the United
States nreded, therelore, no research ou the part
of thewr officials, nor even a dewunciation by
British authonities to establish against these Fenan
