ANOTHER WIN FOR CATHO-
LIC EDUCATION IN
IRELAND.

Catholic education has again
scored a magnificent success in
Ireland under the intermediate
examinations. Schools and col-
leges presided over by eminent
Catholic have. 1 that
great intellectual tourney, car-
ried off the highest honors. They
were pitted against institutions
which for many decades have
enjoyed all the advantages of
State patronage and all that
wealth could offer in the way of
inducement to the highest in-
tellect and experience in the

training of youth, while the
Catholic system was discour-
aged, unfavored, handicapped in
every possible way  But mark
the outcome of.the contest be-
tween two systems thus un-
equally matched. There were
24 “exhibitions” open for com-
petition in the highest interme-
diate grade, and out of the 24
the Catholic schools carried off
14; while in the middle grade
thev were still more successful,
carrying off no fewer than 38
out of 49. They secured, more-
over, first place in each- grade.
Rockwell College took the palm
in the senior grade and St. Cole-
man’s, Fermoy, the same prize
in the middle one. Blackrock,
now famous for its many suc-
cesses. led all othersin the num-
ber of prizes won by its papils.
Clongowes Wood College (8. J.)
won four out of the five gold
medals awarded in the junior
grade Three of them are won
by T. Quinlan, who stands frst
in the grade with a net total
which is a record under the pres-
ent system, and wins besides
the mathematical gold medal,
scoring the maximum in al] sec-
tions, and the classical gold me-
dal, with the net total of 2,080
out of 2,400. In the preparatory
grade Clongowes has four ¢xhi-
bitions, in 1he junior nine, and
in the middle grade three. In
the senior grade one of the two
Clongowes’ exhibitioners who
was fourth on the total obtained
higher marks in Greek than

were ever obtained before.  St.

MONSIEUR DE LA BORDERIE

Pascal Genty dela Borderie
was born at Bellac, near Limo-
ges, France, sixty-three years
ago. His early school days
were spent at the Petit Sémi-
naire of Langres and he took a
college course in the Lycée of
Poitiers. Having lost his father
and being the only son of his
widowed mother, he was exempt

from military service and be-
came a banker. About 1886 he
met with financial reverses and
the following year he came to
settle in Manitoba, taking up a
homestead in that southern sec-
tion of the province near Otter-
burne where he gave his name
to the postoffice which in 1895
was called LaBorderie and is
now called LaRochelle. He es:
tablished a creamery and factory
for condensed milk which he af-
terwards ceded to Messrs. Gruid-
bault and 8. A D. Bertrand, un-
der whom he was employed at
tha time of his last illness. He
had been suffering from indiges-
tion for some years aud during
the last few months the trouble
became so serious that he was
obliged to come here for drastic
treatment. Asthere was no pri-
vate room vacant at St. Boniface
Hospital he took one at the Win-

nipeg General Hospital about ||

the 19th ot last month. The
doctors soon saw that the symp-
toms pointed to cancer and, at
his own request, informed him
of his danger. He immediately
began by setting the affairs of
his soul in order, called for a
priest and made a most humble
and sincere confession of all his
sins. He received the Via-
ticam and was anointed on
Thursday last. The following
day an operation was performed
to see what could be done. It
was found that the entire pan-
creas was indurated by cancer.
Had matters been left as they
were, the patient could not have
lived a week, and there was
good reason to hope by short-
circuiting the intestines he
might live for a year or two.
This was done and the operation
seemed quite successful. But,
after two days, death supervened
rather suddenly.

Monsieur de la Borderie was
thoroughly prepared for this fa-
tal ending. He made his will
before the operation and gave a
few final instructions to his
friends as 10 the disposal of his
personal property, choosing a
trusted friend, Mr. Cinq-Mars,
the well known St Boniface
builder, as his executor. M. de
la Bordene leaves a widow and
two married daughters living in
France. The remains were kept
at Mr. Cinq-Mars’ house, where
many friends went to pray yes-
terday,
