agement.

No Big General Offensive.
- The official news indicdtes that no
big general offensive has yet ‘been un<
¥ertaken by the allies, while the spo-
tadic attacks of the Germans reported
ir. the course of the past two weeks,
and even the attempt on a larger
gcale to reach Verdun, made by the
ermy of the crown prince recently, can
mot be describel as any grand offensive.

The allies this week-end have been
content with recovering any ‘terrltory
lost, and therefore with resting on
their arms,.

The French troops completed the
dislodgment of the Germans from'
the system of trenches north of Ar-
ras, where the enemy hail been able
1 maintain himself in the lines which
'were originally captured by the French
on July 8, a sort, of trench-cleaning
grocess on the part of Joffre's troops.

Public ownership of railways is, next to
the war, the question nearest to Cana-
dians. .1t was never to be, they eaid, be-
oause it was visionary, it ‘was Utoplan,
It ‘was impracticable; " anywas, Canadfans
were the last people who were fit to
tackle it; they wers corrupt and given
to s#poliation, and - woild - run -anything
charge of into the ground.

SIR JOHN FRENCH PRAISES
CANADIANS’ FINE TENACITY

“These Splendid Troops Averted a Disaster,” He Says
in Detailed Despatch Dealing With Battle of Lange-

marck—French Division’

s Retreat Unavoidable.

LONDON, July 11.—Field Marshal
French’'s despatch issued tonight con-
tains several references to the work of
a Canadian division, altho the refer-
ences are to fighting some time back.

Speaking of the second battle of
Ypres on April 22, when-the enemy
first made use-of asphyxiating gas,
the field marshal -says: *“I wish par-
ticularly to repudiate any idea of at-
taching the least blame tq the French
division. 1 only express my firm con-
viction that if any troops in tho‘
world had heen able to hold the |
trenches in face of such a treacherous |
and unexpected onslaught the Frenchj
division weould haye-stood firm, -The -

left flank of the Canadian division
was thus left dangerously exposed to
a serious attack in flank and there
appeared a prospect of their being
overwhelmed and of a successful at-
tempt by Germans to cut off the Bri-

tish troops occupying the salient to
the east. In spite of the danger to
which they were exposed, the Can-
adians held the ground with a magnifi-
cent display of tenacity and courage
and it is not too much to say that the
bearing and conduct of these splendid
trpops averted a disaster which might
have been attended with most serious
consequentes. .

RESERVES TURNED TIDE

Fiery Charge of Muscovites
Completely Broke Resist-
ance of Enemy.

Special Cable to The Toronto World.

LONDON, July 11.—Throwing their
reserves into the fight at the deciding
moments and delivering a fiery charge
the Russians won another important
victory over the Austro-German army
at the Wysnia’ River, south of Urzen-
dow, on the Lublin road, forcing the
enemy to retreat in great haste and
disorder.

As usual when they are winning a
victory, the Russian commanders are
chary of details.. They simply repart
that-on July 9 the enemy conthiiied to
hold ground on hill 118, south of Wil-
kolsz'- with numerdus reserves, ' and
that hq delivered desperate attacks on
the Bystritze Village. All -these at-
tacks were repuised and the Ruskian
forces finished the battle here on the
afternoon of July 9.

Hold Vieprz-Bug Lines,

The Russian armies holding the lines
between Vieprz and western Bug
Rivers easily repulsed attacks of the
enemy on the evening of July 8 and
the morning of July 9, these assaults
being chiefly delivered In the region
of Graborez and south of Grubeschow,
near Mieniany.

Attacks by Austrians and Germans
werc also broken down by the stubborn
Russian resistance near Karjow Vil-
lage on the Zlota Lipa River Friday
afternoon and night. The enemy came
forward with great determination,
making frequent attacks which more
than once reached the Russian en-
tanglements, but on each .occasion

Russian fire and counter attacks drove
him back.
Fighting Brisk at Przasnysz.

Infantry actions between Russian
and German detachments are more
frequent between Przasnysz and the
Vistula River, with the Russians hold-
ing their ground.

On the left bank of the Vistula
River, near Goumine, the Germans
were forced to evacuate the last of
the trenches which they had taken the
preceding, night. The Russians report
that the enemy covered his evacuation
with “a hurricane of fire.”

ALLIES ATTACKED BY
ANATOLIAN BATTERIES

Turks Claim to Have Bombarded
Camps and Caused Con-
flagration,

CONSTANTINOPLE (via London).
July 11, 5.10 p.m.—The following offi-
cial communication was issued to-
day at the Turkish war office:

“Our Anatolian batteries, which had
moved forward, successfully bom-

barded enemy camps at Teke Burun,
on the front near Seddul Bahr, and
an infantry division which was ad-
vancing. A great fire broke out in
the environs of Teke Burun”

HASTEN OUTPUT OF
SHELLS IN CANADA

When D. A. Thomas Arrives
He Will Take Steps to
Deal With Difficulty.

PLACE LARGE ORDERS

Firms Can Get All Contracts
They Are Capable of
Fulfilling.

By a Staff Reporter. =

OTTAWA, Ont., July 11.—When Mr.
Thomas, the British purchasing agent in
the United States and Canada, who ar-
rived in New York, reaches the capital,
in a few days, steps will at once be taken
to deal with the difficulties which have
arisen in connection with the manufac-
turing of shells in Canada.

At a conference held recently between
the members of the shell committee and
a number of leading manufacturers, steps
were .taken to lay before Mr. Thomas, on
his arrival, full information re!ating to
the shell-making capacity of the factories
of the Dominion. Those present at confer-
ence included: T. A. Russell, Campbell,
Rives of the John Ingles Company, Mr,
Findlay of the Massey-Harris Company,
Col. Frederic Nicholls of the Canadian
Allis-Chambers Company, Col. Miller of
the Polson Iron Works, General Bertram
and the members of the shell committee.

On the suggestion of Mr. Findlay it was
agreed that a delegation of manufacturers
should see Mr. Thomas and explain the
situation to him. i

Establish Plants.

It was agreed that if nothing but fixed
ammunition is required memtlung
plants will have to be established {n' Can-
ada on a large scale.

The suggestion was made that the gev-
ernment or the shell committee should
establish large assembling plants. If not,
the British manufacturers were prepared
to do mo.

Mr. Nicholls stated that proposals had
been received to take orders from foreign
governments, but Canadian manufac-
turers preferred to give the preference to
orders from the war office thru the shell
committee.

The assurance was given by Geéneral
Bertram that the war office was pre-
pared, thru the shell committee, to place
large orders in Canada, if it was felt that
the shells could be turned out with the
necessary despatch.

General Peas of the imperial army, who
recently arrived in Canada, had etated
that Canada could secure large orders as
soon as the manufacturing of cartridge
cases and loading capacity warrant the
placing of larger orders. :

As the result of the meeting there will
be the closest co-operation between Mr.
Thomas, the members of the shell com-
mittee and manufacturers, with the ob-
Ject of putting Canada in a position tg
greatly increase her output of ‘fixed
ammunition.

LEAVES NEW YORK SOON,
NEW YORK, July 11.—David A. Tho-
mas, M,P., who was named a munitions
commissioner by David Lloyd George, the
British minister of munitions, arrived in
this city last week, and announced that
he intended to proceed to Canada to con-

E. Bartley, pastor of Woodgreen
(‘_hurch, at last night’s memorial ser-
vice.

The funeral service will be held at
3.30 this afternoon at 756 Logan ave-
nue, the residence of Thomas Grinnell,
his father. Interment will be made at
Norway Cemetery.

“The following day, despite a well-
directed fire from our main positions,
the Germans again attacked in large
numbers, advancing in columns of
four. The situation now began to look
critical, but at the crucial moment a
Lail of shrapnel from our 75’s quickly
decimated one advancing column.
The edge of the wood out of which
the column advanced was piled high
with German, boiies and the remain-
der of the force scattered -in flight,

Surprised Small Party,

“In the ‘afternoon the Germans
again prepared for an attack, but the
attempt was frustrated by our infan-
try fire. During the night the cap-
tain told qff men to vest in squads,
the others being constantly on the
alert. At dawn a second lieutenant
and a few men surprised a small Ger-
man scouting detachment of 20 men,
commanded by a, non-commissione 1
cficer. Our men threw themselves
upon the Germans, killing the officer
and two men, the others taking to
their heels at top speed.

“At 10 o'clock the main body of our
troops succeeded in establishing com-
munications with the isolated com-
pany, which called for help in the
Provencaldialect. We answered tha-
we-would attack at nightfall, but that
the attack would be preceded by a
heavy bombardment.

“Accordingly they constructed
heavy bomb-proof shelters on the four
sides of the square and anxiously
waited. At 9 o'clock the atiack was
begun with artillery, quick-firers and
rifles, but it was insufficient to drive
out the Germans, who had in the
meanwhile established” well-protected
trenches, and with an exocellent tele-
phone system made any surprizre move-
ment impossible,

Ratipns Ran Low.

“The company’s rations were now
becoming very low. Delirious cries of
the wounded added to the discomflture
of the men. The following morning a
IGerman patrol tried to take the posi-
tion by storm, and some of the men
tucceeded even in mounting the para-
pet. They were driven off by a quick-
firer which had been captured from
the Germans. On other advancing
troops of the enemy huge boulders,
dug Trom the hillsides, were rolled
down and we succeeded in dispersing
the attack.

Finally Relieved.

“Another attack was prepared by
us for that night, but the danger was
great on account of the narrowness
of the position occupied by the com-
pany. Tae captain of the company
was ordered to light fires at the oppo-
site. ends of his. position so that our
artillery could better regulate its fire,
as there was great danger of killing
our own men.

“The artillery opened a crushing
fire, and the Germans began to re-
treat. As they passed the company’s
position their men were mowed down
by the exactness of the fire of our
troops, and finally the brave company
was delvered.

“The general in command of the
army in the Vosges said in compli-
menting the men for their bravery
the company henceforth should be
called ‘Company Sid Ibraham.’”

HUNDREDS TURNED
AWAY FROM CHURCH

Size of Congregation Bespoke |

Sympathy for Broken
' Families.

‘WOODGREEN SERVICE

“Combat Rapacity of Con-
scienceless Capitalism,”

Said Rev. Dr. Chown.

Every part of Woodgreen Metho«
dist Church, including the doorways,
window niches and corrilors, was fill-
ed with worshippers at the great me-
morial service held on Sunday even-
ing, for the church members who were
killed in the Queenston catastrophe,
while attending the Sunday
picnie. i

Over & thousanc’l people were pie-
sent at last night's service, and in

addition. many, probably hundreds,
were turnel away.

A feature of the memorial was the
large number of children in the con-
gregation. Most of them sat on the
knees of their parents, so as to allow
as- many people -as possible to take
part in -the service,

“The church was draped in black
and purple. The choir members wore
Llack gowns. The ministers present
were: Rev. T. RE. Bartley, the pastor:
Rev. Dr. Chown, generai superintend-
ent of the Methodist Church; Rev.
Richard Corrizan, former pastor; Rev.
A. B. Chambers and Rev. R. E. Perry.

The place of the late organist, H. J.
Partridge, who was killed in the
Queenston accident, was taken yes-
terday by Earl Huson, a member of
Woodgreen. Church. Special solos
were renderel by W. H. Norris.

Break the Barriers.

The pastor, Rev. T. E. Bartley,
opened the service with prayer. In
his prayer he referred to the sympa-
thy and aid given by city churches of
other denominations. The . present
tragedy, he hoped, might thus lead to
a further breaking down of the few
remaining barriers yet separating the
various ’ienominations,

In his. sermon he referred ‘to the
six of the church mambers who had
Leen killed. y

C. P, Jennings had been very active
in the church work, and on the Sunday
Pprevious to his ‘death had attended
all three services.

H. J. Partridge had been one of the
brightest and most brilliant of the
city’s musicians. R. Watson had only
recently left Scotland and his loved
cnes there.

Albert Grinnell was the son of one
who hal long been a member of the
church, Albert Little had-sang at the
Picnic at Queenston Heights. He was

A Common Sorrow.

Rév. R. Corrigan, the former pastor,
was deeply affected as he addressed
the gathering. “One and all are grip-
ped tonight in a2 common sorrow,” Le
said. “It was in times of sorrow and
shadov's that people met God. 1t was
then they most needed the sympathy
and uplift of a friend.”

God could not be gdemanded to re-
veal in what way a pérson would leave
the earth. Those that had missed be-
ing in the accident and said they were
“lucky” should strike the word ‘“Tuck”
from their vocabulary, gand, instead,
put the wword “law.” They should
humble themselves in the presence of
God. The late organist, H. J. Part-
ridge, had received promotion into
“the choirs immortal.”

Dr. Chown said he brought the sym-
pathy of the great heart of the
Methodist Church. Referring to the
fastening of the responsibility of the
Queenston tragedy upon some one, he
said that ‘“the- soldiers of the cross
must unite_to combat the rapacity of
conscienceless capitalism in the Domin-
ion of Canada.” Punishment of the
guilty should be demanded, and such
reparation as is now possible be ob-
tained. ‘‘Safety First” should not only
be. & motto, but should be given the
people in reality.

Dr. Chambers read the lesson.

The pastor announced that Rev. J.
McP. Scott of St. John's Presbyterian
Church would visit those sick at
Niagara Falls Hospital today, and he
himself would visit the 60 of Wood-
green Church now ill in the city. At
the end of the week he would go to
Niagara,

The pastor announced that many
letters of sympathy had been re-
ceived by Woodgreen Methodist
Church.

ENCOURAGE THOSE
WHO ARE BEREAVED

Faith is Keynote of Sermons
Given at St. John's Pres-
byterian Church.

CONGREGATION MOURN;

Special Service Takes Place of
Regular Sunday School

Session.

Two memorial services were held at
St. John's Presbyterian Chur¢gh yes-
terday, one in the morning at 11
o'clock and the other at 3 in the after-
noon. The latter was a special service
for the Sunday school schalars. Both
were held in order that the church
congregation and the members of the
Sunday school might make a public
expression of their sympathies to
those families who had suffered thru
the accident that happened last Wed-
nesday when a Queensten car carry-
ing a number of picnickers from St.
John'’s Presbyterian and Woodgreen
Methodist’ Churches got beyond the
control of the motorman with the re-
sult that many were killed and about
100 injured.

At the morning service the church
was filled to capacity. 'The auditorium
was suitably draped in black and pur-
ple as a mark of respect and in m-
ory of the late members. Th WS
formerly occupied by those m mbers
were marked by black crepe. On the
left of the gallery was that of the late
Reta Wiggins. In the first row, centre,
the late Miss Tomlin’s place was drap-
ed. On the right was the space form-
erly occupied by S. W. Grant. In the
body of thé church’ the pews of the
late Mrs. Sloan, Mrs. Hart, Mrs. West-
ney, Miss Crombie and Mrs. Hall were
draped and enclosed.

Rev. J. McP. Scott, the pastor of
the church, in a short address said:
“We are gathered - here today under
the shadow of a great catastrophe, and
in it we are regretfully associated with
a sister church. Death has come to
a number of our congregation and of
Woodgreen. A large number have
been injured, and some very seriously.
I have extended the sympathy of this
congregation to the Woodgtreen congre-
gation and they have also done the
samé€ to us.

“We all want those who have suf-
fered thru this sad event to realize that
we are very near to them in their
sorrow, and we bring them a message
of love at this service.”

All Give Sympathy.

‘“We clasp hands and say ‘we are
all sorrowing with you who are  be-
reaved. I come to you with the as-
surance that He who have given com-
fort in the past will give. that same
comfort now,” said Rev. John Neil.

“The congregation of St. John's has
lost much thru the death of some of
its members, but it might he com-
forting if I add that there are many
in the congregation who will now
feel a deeper sense of usefulness in
the future by entering into the gaps
left by those who have gone.”

Rev. R. P. MacKay, who spoke
briefly, said: “No matter what be-
falls us, it is a great assurance to
know that the IL.ord will comfort us.

“There are a great many things that
we ‘cannot understand. In this in-
stance young men and women have
been cut down bhefore they have even
started on their life’'s work. But Christ
has taught us to have faith, and be-
lieve that good will come out of sor-
row and trial.” :

Afternoon Momongl.

At the afterncon memorial
waich was conducted especially for
the Sunday School children, . the
church was filled with sympathizing
friends. At precisely 3 o'clock the
pupils filed in from the sechoolroom,
led by the members of the infant cl_a.sg.
The little girls and boys took tleir
places in silence, and were followed
by the older classes, each in turn oc-
cupying the pews allotted. :

In the gallery the Young Women's
and Young Men's Bible (Classes were
stationed. The left gallery was open
to the public. When the scholars
were geated the large church choir
entered and sang a choral selection
unaccompanied.

Superintendent Neal McDonald took
charge of the service, which opened
with the singing of Hymn 246, “In
immanuel's Land.’” The lessons, he
read from 1 Thess,, chap iv., verse 13,
and 2nd  Corinthians, chap. v.

The pastor, Rev. J. McP. Scott, of-
fered a shor:. prayer, after wiich the
superintendent read several messages
of condolence. The first was from
the Toronto Methodist Sunday School
Union. Another carried the sympa-
thy of Westmoreland Sunday School.

Rev. Mr. Scott gave a short talk in
which he said: “I want to say what
this means to me and to the teachers
and officers of the Sunday School.
These little girls, who were early in
their ‘teens had grown up from babv-
hood in the congregation. They were
known to msa in an intimate way, no¢
as a minister but as friends. 1 re-
member when Reta told me of her
little friends' illness, and every mes-
sage she received she brought it to
me. She made herself a special mes-
senger, so that I might be constantly
informed.

Some Good to Result,

“They were very sweet, clean. pure
little girls. Both loved the Savior
and were ready to meet Him. I won-
der if the many tragic events that
have been connected with this con-
gregation in the past years do not
have a special message for us. Surely
God intends that something good will
idsult.

‘“The teachers had planned to
brighten the lives of these children.
and yet the day ended in such awful
SOrTOw. We are here at this hour to
cffer our sympathy to the bereaved
familes, to the other children who
were playmates, and to the teachers,
and we pray that God will be near in
this great sorrow. Out of it all, God
plans some message to this school.

“We extend our sympathy to Wood-
green Church, and we pray fo.)_ thosa
who are in the hospitals at Niagara,
and here in Toronto, as well as at
home.” -

Asparagus as a Vegetable or the Chief DisH.

SPARAGUS/ has really too short a

season for so delectable a vegetable,

80 we try'to make up for lost time

by having it just as often as possible
while the season lasts.

The standard way for boiling aspara-
gus is to cut off the lower part of the
stalk just as far down as it will snap,
then the bunch is untied, the stalks are
washed and scraped and all retied as
before. It must be cooked about 15 min-
utes in boiling salted water that reaches
nearly up to the tips, but the water
must not cover the tips. Then the
asparagus is drained.,

The simplest way of serving is to
cover tips with butter, salt and pepper.
or with a sauce made by mixing three
tablespoonfuls of breadcrumbs with an
ounce of butter, and frying until light
brown.

Asparagus makes a very substantial
dish when prepared in Swiss fashion:

Mix grated American and Swiss
cheese—about one ounce to each
bunch of ‘asparagus used. Butter
a baking dish, place about one-
third-of the boiléd asparagusonthe
bottom of the dish, sprinkle one-
third of the checse, add another
layer : of the rasparzgus, then

chéese, and so on until all is used.
I'ry a finely chopped white onion
in an ounce of butter until ligat
brown, then pour the mixture over
the asparagus-cheese combination,
and place in oven for 15 minutes.
On a cool day this makes a very
substantial dish, and it must be
served hot, of course.

Another substantial dish that has as-
paragus as its basis is asparagus-egg:

The boiled asparagus is placed on

toast. Over this is poured a white
sauce—or a white sauce in which
cheese has been melted may be
used. If poached egg is placed
atop of this it makes a very ap-
petizing dish indeed.

Sometimes it isn’t possible to get the
very nicest looking asparagus, so I pre-
pare it in a special way that gives us
all the benefit of the asparagus flavor,
even if it can't be served in its own
long dress. .

The asparagus s cut into half-inch
pieces and then is cooked in just enough
water to keep it from burning. When
cooked, salt and pepper are added to
taste, and about three tablespoonfuls of
melted butter.

One of the advantages of asparagus
is that it can be served cold in so many
different guises. A cold French or masy -
onnaise dressing poured over asparagus
placed on lettuce leaves makes an ex-
cellent salad. A, specially good, rich

ETwo Million Sweat Glands.

| The little sweat glands are distributed
" in the skin all over the body. There are
‘only two or three small spots of the
''whole dermal texture that lack them,
" and one of these is the canal of the ear.
The palms and soles are abundantly
~quipped with them. Two million of
these sweat glands have been counted
in the human skin, where they look like
little snakes coiled with the head up-
right.

The amount of sweat made by these
tubes of tissue varies with the emotions,
work, health, strength and atmospheric
heat and moisture. A quart a day is
an average amount for most persons,
but heavy clothing may run this up to
three quarts, and ‘cold, dry weather cuts
the amount down.

Perspiration is not an acid as some
persons may tell you. True enough, a
greasy, dirty skin may make it acid for
a brief interval until this is washed off,
but otherwise sweat is anti-acid or
alkaline, although uric acid, phosphates
and table salt are always present in it.
For that matter, uric acid is always
present in. healthy persons, in the
blood and kidney fluids, as well as the
perspiration. The sweat glanda form
more or less of their stuff as the result
of various influences, such as other
juices, - and even impulses through
nerves, muscles d other tissues. If
the sciatic nerveof a rat is cut and the
lower end is irritated or given an elec-
tric shock, visible drops of perspiration
will form on the hairless skin of the
balls of the feet.

In mankind profuse sweating accom-
panies fear, nausea, anger and a pallid
skin. Any overactivity of the thyroid
and some other tissues cause perspira-
tion to break out on the face and skin.
Contrariwise, the flushed skin of fever
exhibits a conspicuous absence of sweat,
due to the evaporation as well as the
checked activity of the partially poisoned
glands. 3

The drugs called pilocorpine and atro-
pine act in opposition to each other as
far as perspiration is concerned. The
former augments, the latter dries up
and, retards the action of the perspira-
tor)‘ glands. Many other chemicals,
foods, poisons and juices act similarly.
Even coplous draughts of water, other
conditions being equal, will add to the
output of perspiration.

The agreeable coolness felt on a hot,
dry, midsummer noon, though the ther-
mometer registers over a hundred, is
traceable to these tiny automatic spigots
in the epidermis. Torrents of sweat are
poured forth as a. mechanical bath to
lower your blood heat, just as baths are
given artificially in very high fevers or

The sweat glands are a much abused, $——
‘I yet most worthy outfit.

On the contrary, excessive perspira--
tion from overplay or overwork in mid-
winter, in a cold atmosphere or after a
hot bath causes such @ reduction of the
heat of the bodily structures as to
cause a chill, and may lead perchance
to pneumonia, grip or other dangerous
distemper. One of the reasons a hot
bath in a steam vapor room or where
water is evaporating and entering the
surrounding air is beneficial, i= that it
prevents too rapid a distillation of the
sweat with its attendant chills.

The relation of perspiration to bald-
headedness, gray hair, dandruff and
scalp ailments in general is the reverse
of what is commonly believed. Instead
of a ‘‘sweaty scalp” causing baldness or
other scalp diseases, it actually prevents
them. The alkaline action of this fluid,
as well as the salts in it, tend to cleanse
the hefr bulbs and destroy the germs
present.

Canada has a notable part to play
in the working out of the problems
raised by the great war, as well as
by the contribution of men and ma-
terlals to the conflict.: We take it
for granted that the conclusion of the
war will be a decisive victory for the
allies in the physical sense. But there
aré even greater victories than ‘those
of arms. General Botha, who has done
80 much to show the consolidating
influerices of British principles of lib-
erty and justice, was won over to the
British ideal thru the benevolent
treatment of South Africa by the im-
berial government. There were some
who hesitated at first, and some even
who were assured of the certain failure
of the plan to give self-government
to South Africa. Had British states-
men had the gift of prophecy, and
known about the German war ahead,
they could not have acted more wisely
“than in gi¥ing self-government to the
Boer states. The effect was to make
friends out of former enemies, and to
defeat all the calculations of the Ger-
man cabinet, :

Canada has had a longer period of
self-government in which to develop
than any of the other colonies, and
it was gained by agitation, which in
1837 got as far as the bearing of arms.
We are apt to forget these things
today, but they should not be forgot-
ten when we come to consider a na-
tion llke Germany which has yet to
pass thru practically all the prelim-
inary stages of agitation and revolu-
tion which Britain, Ireland, Canada.,
Australia, New Zealand, the United
States, France and other democracies
have had at one time or another to
experience. It becomes the duty of
Canada then; along with the other
self-governing nations, to prove to
Germany that our methods and our
ideals are superior to- those of the
kaiser- This may be a matter of pro-
found difficulty, if we do not - realize
for ourselves the importance of loy-

" alty to the great principles upon which
our democracy is founded.

'We have defects and inefficiencies
in our government and our methods
of edministration which are not cal-
culated to impress the intelligent Ger-
man with the advantages of our ways.
The kaiser might very well point to
Manitoba and ask his people if they
wish to exchange his rule for that of
Winnipeg. We in Canada -are quite
sure that the people of Manitoba will
be able to grapple with the problem

This latest’specimen of German ar-
rogance simply adds insult to injury.
By continuing to insist that the Lusi-
tania was armed the German Gowern-
ment directly impugns the good faith
of the United States officials and in
effect charges them with wilful deceit.
Even this will not change President
Wilson’s temper,- which, we believe,
under a velvet glove of courtesy, con-
ceals a very settled purpose to vindi-
cate the rights of neutrals on thé sea.

Germany as ‘‘Savior”

That renegade Englishman, Houston
Stewart Chamberiain, who has out-
Germa}led even the Germans tiem-
selves in laudation of “Kultur,” figures
in the July number of The North
American Review. His theme 'is
“England,” and his treatment of it
again illustrates the fact, to which
history bears witness, that no ran-
cor compares in bitterness to that of
a traitor towards the country of his
birta. This particular specimen of
the tribe has written various books
for the purpose of demonstrating that
Germans are super-men. Indeed he
goes so far as to claim that every
man of genius, whatever his nominal
nationality, was really of German
origin, and his “proofs” in their ab-
surdity and unconscious humor make
it certain that he, at least, has fourld
Lis natural home’ with the other
apostles of “Kultur.”

England, in Chamberlain’s opinion,
“is rotten into its very marrow,” altho
he compels himself to concede that
“the individual Englishman may be
courageous and even efficient.” But
England as a state can only be saved
“by a wise, strong and victorious
Germany.” One wonders what the
state of mind of a professed philoso-
pher can be whe so writes of his
native and adopted countries. Were
the modern Huns, by any trick of
fortune, to conquér England it needs
no propaet to foretell what her fate
would be. That is written large in
Belgium and northern France, and
no less the kind of salvation it would
bring. Chamberlain iz a typical ex-
ample of the effect of “Kultur” on an
intellect ready to be perverted.

German Spies in America

Some unthinking people in the Unit-
ed States are inclined to dismiss the
acts of Holt or Muenter as those of a
madman. If such he was, there was
method in his madness. But looking
to the facts of his life, it is reasonably
certain that he belonged to the liuge
sSpy system, whose ramifications ex-
tended over the whole world.

The world must long
treasure the memory of those brave
Canadians.

Privates Are Needed Now

Edito¥ Wopld: “I£ T could get a com-
mission, T'd go now, but I'll not enlist
as a privase.” F
As an unofficial recruiter, the
writer has frequently been given this
reply. Doubtless, too, this has been
the .experience of many others, whe
have approached unmarried and
physically fit young Canadians, with
the timely and all important question:
“Why don’t you enlist?”

In the Toronto Military District to-

day, we are calling for between three
thousand and four thousand men to
enlist as privates or non-commission-
ed officers. The reports indicate the
response very slow. On the other
hand, there are already more  than
enough qualified men available to of-
ficer this new contingent. A class of
two hundred officers, mostly Can-
adians, is just graduating from Niag-
ara Camp; there is another class at®
Stanley Barracks, mostly Canadians,
and still another officers’ class an-
nounced to be started at Niagara Camp
in August.

The situation is, then, that we have
of young Canadians offering as offi-
cers, hundreds more than needed. At
the same time recruiting for the ranks
is' painfully slow.

Is 'it the ambition of democracy,
or the spirit of independence in the
Canadian bred, that produces this sit-
juation? Is it not the ‘supreme duty
{of the hour’ to enmlist in this cause,
in the capacity in which we are most
urgently needed, as privates, unless by
experience or training we are already
qualified for leadership?

Toronto’s Foremost.

We read the honor rolls of the first
contingent, now in Flanders, and we
see there the names of some of To-
ronto’s foremost young men—lawyers,
business men and others—among the
privates, in the list. Young Canadians
who are willing to really and truly
serve; to take upon themselves an or-
ganized discipline necessary in this
crisis—have ‘they all gone with the
first and second contingents? let us
| hope not.

Lord Dundonald once said “There
are no ‘common soldiers’ in the Bri-
tish army.” There are private soldiers,
and the man who enlists as a private
soldier in this war, is doing his duty
just as much as the field marshal.

I had the privilege of serving as a
private in the second Canadian con-
tingent in South Africa. Since then
I have held a commission in the Can-
adian militia. But for the encourage-
ment of young Canadians who are
hanging back because they cannot get
commissions, let me say with all sin-
cerity, that if I were in a position to-
day to follow my own inclination and
go to the front, I would consider it
my duty not to seek an overseas com-
missicn, in the present condition of
things, but would gladly enlist ase a
private.

Future generations will require to
know, from the young and eligible
Canadian of today, not “Did you serve
as an officer or as a private in the
great war?” but “DID YOU DO YOUR
DUTY AS IT CAME TO YOU IN THE
GREAT WAR?” and, if not “WHY

NOT?”

U.S. LEATHER G0ODS

Offer to Lift
Hides

Embargo on Raw
Made — Flour
Also Desired.

WASHINGTON, July 11.— France
has offered to lift her embargo on raw
hides in return for a supply of Ameri-
can leather goods for military pur-
Doses, according to advices received
today. The plan, if worked out, will
release for manufacture in tlis coun-
try a vast quantity of raw hides
which accumulated in France as a re-
sult of the embargo, and because -f
the extensive ' slaughter of French
cattle for food.

Paris despatches also contain re-
quests for American wheat flour for
the use of the civilian bakers.

The French flour supply, not only
for troops in the field, but in the de-
partments where the econcentration
and the entrenched camps are iocated,
has been taken over by the govern-
ment. It is sold to private bakers at
the prevailing market price, subject
to a rebate of two francs, about forty
cents per sack, if the bread is sold at
Prices prevafling before the war.
Commercial agents in Paris are pre-
pared to markY 100,000 tons of
American fldur If it can be delivered’
in France, and American miilers have
been asked to furnish that amount.

100,000 Germans Lost.

Upwards of
100,000 Germans fhave fallen or been
eaptured- in these trenches, according
to the French official count, since the
second week of March. Tahe French
losses, the correspondent was confi-
dentially informed, while serious, have
been much smaller than those of the
Germans. There are thickets of little
crosses made of twigs tied together
marking the graves between the
trenches. Some of these graves have
been torn up’ by the shell fire.

ost every square yard of this
region is marked by miniature craters,
caused by exploding shells. Spots
ere shells enetrated the earth
without exploding are indicated by
signs bearing the words, “live shell.”
Grenades by Basketful.

One line of the German works was
Just below the summit of a steep slope
which, from the nature of the ground,
could not be shelled without danger
to the French position a little higher
up. The Germans were sheltered in
dugouts under the hillside and their
French assallants, sliding or jumping
down into the trenches, were shot or
bayoneted from caves. The line fin-

In the party which went over this
ground and into the firing trenches
within calling distance of the German
lines with the Associated Press cor-
regspondent were Owen Johnson, Arn-
old Bennett, Walter Hale, the artist,
and George H. Mair of the British
foreign office. As they approached the
lines, one shell from a four-inch gun
burst within 25 yards of them, while
oig:m exploded only thirty or forty
vards away, This incident seemed to
greatly amuse the soldiers in the
mg?zu’le: who laughed heartily at the
em ssment of the civilians.

The visitors were Invited by the sol-
diers into thelr shelters . which ars

caves with narrow entrances and
with clay floors covered with matting
or sacking and faintly illuminated by
the light which filter® in front of the
entrance or by bits of candle on the
ingide.

Price of Strawberries Kept
Firm, as Supply and De-
mand Were Equal.

The strawberries on the market Satur-
day were not as wet as they have been,
and as the quantity did not exceed the
demand, the prices remained nearly sta-
tiopary at 7c to 9c per box, a few of the
poorer quality going at 6c.

The first black raspberries of the sea-
son arrived on the market Saturday
from W. F. Wylie, Niagara, to Manser
Wiebb and sold at lzcmper bolx. ; .

Raspberries were shipped in in sma
Quantities, and sold at Friday's quota-
tions, 16c¢, 16c and 17c per box, a few of
inferior quality going as low as 12%%c
per box.

There were some choice black cur-
rants sent in Saturday, .selling at 75c to
$1 per 6-quart basket, and $1.50 to $2
per 11 guarts. Wm. E. Woodruff of St.
Davids shipped some ‘fine ones to Stron-
ach & BSons.

Black cherries are quite scarce and
those on the market Saturday were not
of good quality, eelling at $1.25 per 11-

uart basket. There were some splendid

rk red sweet cherries sent in, and
these brought 756c per 6-quart basket; the
sour variety were again plentiful and
sold at 40c to 50c per 11-quart basket.
(There is practically no demand for the

Lettuce and green onions are a glut
on the market, as the retailers are en-
titely supplied by local gardeners, and,
therefore, the wholesalers cannot obtain
enough for this produce to even pay ex-
press on shipments from any distance.
