This extract or summary of one of the earliest accounts

of Magellan's memorable voyage round the world in 1519-7.2, was translated by a cer-

tain Jacques Antoine Fabre, from an original manuscript in Italian, presented by Piga-

fett.i, who was one of the survivors of the expedicion, to Louise de Savoy, the mother

iil
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of King Francis i. of France. The geographical descriptions, including the accounts of

Brazil and the Fatagonian giants, arc very curious, and exhibit some strange inaccura-

cies. The leaf following folio 76 contains vocabularies of "isle de Bresil, des geans de

Pataghone & du peuple More de Tadore." I'igafctta's first written account of the

voyuge was a brief diary of occurrences ; but he afterwards wrote, in French or Italian,

a more complete and full narrative. In a petition to the authorities of Venice, dated

August 5, 1524, he says :
" ho coinposto un librcto de tutto el ditto viazo, qual dcsidero

far stampir." A privilege for twenty years was granted to print this /ibretto, and it may
have been published ; but no copy of such a book has yet been found. Pigafetta died

in 1534, and the earliest Italian edition extant—that included in "II Viaggio fatto da

gli Spagnivoli aturno al Mondo," 1536 (our No. 47042, Vol. xi.)—appears to be a

translation, somewhat abridged, from the French of Fabre. This was reprinted in

Ramusio, Vol. 1.

Four early manuscript copies of the complete narrative, including a treatise on the

sphere, and accompanied by curious maps and designs, are still extant. These manu-
scripts, three of which are in French and one in Italian, were written apparently in the

early part of the sixteenth century. The French copies are very minute in details ; but

the Italian, which is carelessly written and full of errors, seems to be only an extract or

paraphrase.

Of extreme rarity, being the first edition of the Book of Common Prayer printed

in America. The only perfect copy known was discovered in 1870 and is now in the

library of the Historical Society of Pennsylvania. A copy lacking the frontispiece and

title-page was sold at the Brinley sale in 1880 for $340.
Although arrangements had been made with Bradford by the officers of Trinity

Church, New York, to print "Comon Prayer Books" as early as August, 1704,
there is no evidence that the work was undertaken before 1710; and a reference in

the church records, under date of April 26, 171 1, to "the great loss he [Bradford]

has sustained in printing the Common Prayer and New Version of the Psalms,"

shows that it was not remunerative. The type and paper used in the "Prayer Book"
are somewhat different from that in the appended "New version of the Psalms,"

which was evidently printed with improved facilities several months afterwards, and

perhaps also issued as a separate work. The paper of the four leaved "Calendar" is

also of a different kind.
