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CONSTITUTION

Article 1.—ThU Society shall be known by the name of "The Nelson Agri-
cultural and Industrial Association.

Article 2.—The objects of this Association shall be the advancement of
the interests of agriculture, fruit-growing, stock-raising, and the industrial
interest of South Eastern British Columbia.

Article 3.—The officers of this Association shall be a President, a Vice-
President, a Secretary and a Treasurer, who, together with sixteen members,
shall constitute a Board of Directors and shall hold office from the date of their
election until the election of their successors. Eight members of the said
Board shall constitute a quorum thereof.

Article 4.—The President shall preside at all meetings of the Association.
He shall vote only on the occasion of the election of officers and in case of a
tie. He shall sign all financial and official documents emanating from the Sec-
retary and not otherwise provided for. He shall have a general supervision
of all matters pertaining to the interests of the Association and its annual ex-
hibitions. In the absence of the President, the Vice-President shall act; and
in the absence of both of them, the Association may choose a Chairman by
open vote unless voting by ballot be requested by two or more members, when
the vote shall be taken by ballot.

Article 5.—Tht Secretary shall preserve the minutes of a!l meetings of the
Association and of its Board of Directors in a book or books to be kept by him
for such purposes; and shall conduct the correspondence of the Association and
of the Board of Directors; record the names and receive the entrance fees of
all persons who are or who desire to become members of the Association, giving
to each a receipt for the same, and shall pay to the Treasurer without needless
delay all monies that shall have been received by him; and he shall furnish
such Information to the members of the Association at its annual meetings and
oftener, if required by the Board of Directors so to do.

Article 6.—It shall be the duty of the Treasurer to receive all monies
payable and all donations made to the Aasoclation, and to deposit them in some
Bank for safe-keeping; to pay all orders drawn upon him by the Secretary and
countersigned by the President of Vice-President; to keep a correct account of

all monies received and disbursed by him; and he shall make a yearly report to

the Association at its annual meeting, and oftener if required by the Board of

Directors so to do.

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CONSTITUTION (Continued)

Article 7.—The Board of Directors shall have the management of the affairs
of the Association in the Interim of its annual or other more frequent meet-
ings. It shall fill all vacancies occurring between the annual election and make
all necessary arrangements and preparations for all meetings and for the
annual exhibitions of the Association. The Board shall have power to make
By-Laws (not inconsistent with the Ccnstltution) and arrange the times and
places for the holding of its own meetings. It shall cause an audit to be made
at least once in every year of the books of the Treasurer, S'hortly prior to the
annual meeting of the Association to be presented thereto.

Article 8.—The names of the men.bers of the Association shall be regis-
tered m a book to be kept for that puipose by the Secretary. The annual
memlbershlp fee shall be two dollars, payment of whi<-h shall entitle each mem-
ber to compete for any or al prizes of the Association free of charge and shall
likewise entitle such member to free access to all exhibitions of the Association
which shall be held during the year for which he or she is a member.

Article 9.—The Association shall hold its annual exhibition at Nelson and
at such time In each year as may be aetermined by its Board of Directors.

Article 10.—The annual meeting for the election of officers and for the
transaction of the usual business of the Association shall be held in such place
In the City of Nelson as may be announced, at 2 o'clock, p. m., on the first
Thursday in November In each year, and such election shall be by ballot.

Article 11.—Special meetings of the Association shall be called by giving
notice thereof in two consecutive issues of a paper published in the City of
Nelson. At least ten days' notice of such meeting shall be given from the first
publication of such notice. They shall be called at the written request of not
less than ten members of the Association or at the request of the Board of
Directors.

Article 12.—At any meeting of the Association ten members thereof shall
form a quorum.

Article 13.—All amendments to this Canstitution shall be presented In writ-
ing at an annual meeting, when, if agreed to hy two-thirds of the members
presant, they shall be adopted.

Sub-section "A"—There shall be elected at each annual meeting an Hon
President, two Hon. Vice-Presidents, and fifteen Hon. Directors, five of the
Hon. Directors to be ladles, and the Hon. Officers or Directors need not be
members of the Association.

13.—Exhibits can be sent to the secretary by parties not wishing to attend

the ahow.

14.—Judges will be appointed by the Board, and will receive a circular In-

rormtng them of the fact and Inviting them to act.

15.—The Judges will report to the Secretary on the grounds.

16 —No person shall act as Judge In any class In which he Is an exhibitor.

In the different classes of Live Stock all awards shall be made by ballot and

without consultation. It shall be the duty of the Judges, before eaving the

grounds or city, to ascertain whether any protests have been filed against

their awards In any class they have Judged, In order that explanations may be

duly presented to the Board.

17.-In addition to the stated premiums offered for exhlblte enumerated In

the list, the Judges shall have the pewer to recommend premiums not enum-

erated, as they may consider worthy, and the Directors will determine whether

any premium be awarded, and the amount of such premieum. The Judges

may also distinguish such animals or exhibits as they may consider deserving

of notdce. but which have not received prizes, by ticket with the words * Highly

Commended .

"

18 -In judging Live Stock, regard will be had to the purity of the breed,

established by pedigree, size form, action and general statistics of the vartoas

breeds, making proper allowance for age.

19.—In the Fine Arts and Mechanical Departments, diplomas will be

awarded, in addition to the money prizes, lo any specimen evincing great skill

in Its production, or deemed otherwise worthy of such distinction, on Its being

recommeded by the Judges and approved of by the Committee, to whom all

such matters shall be referred.

20.-In the absence of comp€tition in any section, or If the stock cr articles

exhibited be of Inferlous quality, the Judges are Instructed to award only such

premiums as they think the articles deserving of. They will exercUe their dis-

cretion as to whether they will award the first, second, third, or any premium.

21.—If there are not enough funds on hand to pay prizes in full they will

be paid pro rata.

22 -The morning of the first day will be set apart for awarding ipremlums.

Ail Live Stock will be judged on th.» first day. The grounds will be open to

the public at 12 noon, the first day of the fair.

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Hints to Fruit Growers.

Preparations for Planting.

Plow and suIjsoII, so as to ihorouKhly pulverizp to a depth of 12 or 18 Inches.

Be sure the land In well drained, as no kind of fruit trees will thrive where the
soil l8 saturated with stagnant water, except cranl)erries. New land requires

no fertilizing, but old land should be so fertilized as to be in a condition U)

grow a good crop of corn or wheat. When planting uponthe lawn or grass

plots, remove the sod for a diameter of 4 or 5 feet, and keep this space well

worked ap and free from weeds. Dig the hole deeper and larger than is nec-

essary to admit all the roots in their natural position, keeping the surface and
subsoil separate. Cut off broken and bruised roots and shorten the tops to

half a dozen good buds, except for Fall planting, when it is better to defer top

pruning until the following Spring. If not prepared to plant when your stock

arrives "heel in," In by digging a trench deep enough to admit all the roots

and setting the trees therein a^ they can stand, carefully packing the earth

about the roots, taking up when required. Never leave the roots exposed to

the sun and air, and "puddle" before planting.

Planting.

Fill up the hole with surface soil, so that the tree will stand about as it

did when in the nursery after the earth has settled, except Dwarf pears, which

should be planted deep enough to cover the quince stock upon which they are

budded, 2 or 3 inches. Work the soil thoroughly among the roots, and when
well covered tramp firmly. Set the tree as firm as a post, but leave the surface

filling (of poorer soil) light and oose. No staking will be required except with

very tall trees. Never let manure come in contact with the roots.

Mulching.

A covering of coarse manure, straw.marsh hay or loose chip dirt, during the

first season, will effectually prevent injury from drought, and is a benefit at all

times.

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How to Winter Trees Procured in the Fall.

The practice of pnxiirlnK aupllPH of tree* In the Kail la bpcoming more and
more general ai« each seajH)n denion:itrct«« its wisdom. To Inaure aucceig, you
have only to get the trees before freezing weather, and bury them In the fol-
l()wing manner: Chooae . dry »pot where no water will stand during the Win-
ter, with no gra«H near to Invite mice. Dig a trench, throwing out enough dirt
to admit one layer of root* below the 8urfa<>e. and place the trees In It. Inclined
at an angle of 45 degrees or more. Widen Iho trench, throwing the soil among
the roots In position; place another layer In the trench. recJining the tops on
the others, and soon until all are In the trench; then rtnlsh by throwing up
more soil until the tops of the trees are nearly or quite c<iverea. It U also well
lo bank up the earth around the sides to Insure more thorough protection. The
exposed tops should then be covered wit); pine liougha. which Insures them
against any possibility of injury. Care should be taken to till solid all the in-
terstices among the roots. In the Spring the roou will be found to have
formed the granulation neiessary to the production of new siKJngiole.s, and
when planted at the proper time will stars to immediate growth.

Pruning.

I'se the grea .St care in digging and pat-king. t)ut the loss of some small
r<x)ts and fibres ar unavoidable, and to preserve the natural balance between
roots and top. a proper and judicious pruning is in most cases absolutely nec-
essary. All token or bruised roots should be cut oft with a sharp knife, as a
smooth ( . h.-ais m.ich sooner than a bruise. The tops of Fruit ffrees should
be cut back to the extent of one half the growth of the previous season, tak-
ing care I., .irune n such a manner as to secure a head properly shaped and
«ufn( iently open to the sun and air. Evergreens and other Ornamental Trees,
the beau rv of which depends on preserving their natural form, should be
prune, bur little. Hence great pains should be taken In planting an" caring
for them.

Plant Young Trees.

select young trees, especially for orchard planting, Instead of selecting the
largest than can be had. to serure more Immediate effect. They can be taken
up wizh more perfect roots, and will l>ecome sooner established In a new loca-
tion. They can also be more readily trained to any desired shape. The largest
and most successful planters invariably select young, thrifty trees, as the surest
in Liie euu t ogive t.norougn satisfaction. For small grounds, or street plant-
ing, wh«n it is neces^ry to make show as soon as possible, large trees are
often desirable, and w^n handlf-d with care should not fail to do well, but with
tae seneral planter, th* average of loss will be much less, and both time and
mooey will be aaved if young trees ar** selected to commence with.

Grapes rows 9 to 12 fet apart, 7 to 12 feet in rows
Currants and Gooseberries 4 to 5 feet apart each way
Raspiberries and Blackberries 3 to 4 by 5 to 7 feet apart

Strawberries, for field culture 1 to 1^ by 3 to 4 feet apart
Strawberries, for garden culture 1 to 2 feet apart

Note—'A most excellent way in planting an apple orchard 30 feet apart is

to plant peaches or plums in between. By the time the apples require the

ground the peaches will have passed their prime and cane be removed.
