MeNichol, the expert appointed by
Comimissioner Pringle to investigate
onditions at the Canadian mills, con-

ed a large part of the time this
He was called by Mr. H. A,
K.C.,. government = counsel,

ort Frances Mills. He testi-
fled thl}\%ﬂ%lu years' ex-
perience in ufacture of paper.

Dealing with the Fort Frances Mills,
Mr. MeNichol said that they were
not running at full capacity when he
vigited them. One of the mills was
on the Canadian side of the boundary,
the other on the United States side.
The Canadian mill had a capacity of
3,600 tons of newsprint a month. The
other mill, at International Falls,
was much larger, but he could not
state definitely its output. In his
opinion there was not sufficient
water power to run both milis.

The increase of cost at Fort Frances,
said Mr. MeNichol, was due to short-
age of water and the necessity for
purchasing ground wood.

Wants Rates Reduced.

Commissioner Pringle asked the
witness what remedy he would sug-
gest for the present situation, “I
want,” he 'sdid, “to get the govern-
ment to decrease the freight rates on
ground wood. and I think there is a
good possibility of this being done.”

Mr. George F. Henderson, K.C., de-
clared that a decrease in ~freight
rates would not by any means meet
the situation.

The drawback in duty received by
the Fort Frances Company was ques-
tioned. Mr. Clarkson said that this
company was in a different position
from any other mill in Canada in this
respect.

“It is the only mill in Canada using
sulphite manufactured in the United
States,” he said.

Differences which appeared in the
lnventory set forth in . the official
auditor’s report were explained by
Mr. MeNichol as having beén due to
materials purchased some time ago
which had not been charged up at
the time. Spread over the newsprint
tonnage they amounted to from twelve
to thirteen cents per ton. He said
such differences in inventories were
quite usual occurrences. -

Question of Capital.

Mr. Pringle turned to the question
of how much capital was required by
the mills on a tonnage basis. The
ovinion of Mr. McNichol was that it
should be $30.000. Mr, Clarkson also
thought such a figure was about the
amount required.

BRITISH GIVE PURSUIT
TOWARDS STRUMNITZA

Cavalry Advances Along Sole
Remaining Road for Bul-
garian Retirement.

London, Sept. 24—British forces
are now operating along the northern
shores of Lake Doiran and their cav-
alry is pursiing the retreating Bul-
garians along the road toward Strum-
nitza. This is the only available iine
of communication remaining to the
enemy, according to advices received
here,

Farther west and northwest the
situation of the enemy is becoming
daily more difficult, The Bulgarians
are retiring along the road from Veles
to Ishtib. There is a railroad running
as far as Ishtib, but beyond that point
they will depend - on wagon roads,
against which the Serbians are ad-
vancing.

On the western side of the bLattle
zone some of the retreating Bulgar-
ians may escape to Albania, where
they will join Awustrian detachments,
but they must first cross a difficult
country, and the Albanjans are not
friendly to the - Pulgarians. Aitho | sa
there are still German officers with
the Bulgars, it is ‘believed there are
no defirite German units with them.

Thorobreds Prove
Best for Cayalry

’

New York, Sept. 24,—Cavalry has play-
ed an important part in the great war,
even if it has not been so conspicuous
as other branches. Last week American
cavalrymen had an opportunity to vindi-
cate the worth of that branch when they
did conspicuous work in cutting up flee-
ing German infantry and in riding down
hostile batteries. Their work was - of
suth high military worth that corre-
spondents sacrificed other interesting
episodes to tell how the cavalrymen on

their superb mounts helped inflict dam-
age on the Huns. For many months
cavalry outfits have been 'dismounted

“and brigaded with the infantry, but Gen-

erals Foch and Pershing did not let slip
by an opportunity to utilize them and
their mounts when speed and dasi were

needed to get results. France and Eng-
land have never lost interest in hm'qcs

and have encouraged the race track as |
one of the means to improve the breed
and to supply the remounts that are ne-
cegsary for the army. It is no exaggera-
tion to say that-the. closest co-ppera~
tion exists betweefi.the turf and the
government, owing to : the hfopu!ar es-
‘teem in which racing is held as a pro-
moter of good horses, and as a4 “testing
ground “upon which will be discovered
‘the sires that will produce horses’of ap+
proved stamina for wiar work. As a re-
sult of this intimate relation between
the government and the -horse-breeding
industry England was able to obtain
170,000 from the race course:shortly af-
ter the war broke out. They formed
the backbone of the branches to which
they were asgigned. British agénts soon
came to the United States in large ndm-
bers, and the country was scoured for
horses adaptable for ecavalry, light ar-
tillery and trangport services, the result
Being that most of the animals of qual-
{ty and a dash of blood in their veins |
