(1) ' No one man should ‘be put in
charge of a bank without check or
inspection. He should not himself
permit. it, and the directors should
¢ not permit it.

(2). Every general manager and '
other important officer should have
associated with. him some men—
or one man at least—to divide his
responsibility, to' ald him_ with 'ad-
vice, and capable, at a moment’s no-

. tice, 'of taking: his place, if neces-
sary.

(3) While the directors cannot be
expected to count the cash or attend
to many details, they are respon-
sible for the way in which and the
persons to whom they delegate their
authority. They should not abdi-
cate thelr functions, but should
keep in touch with the affairs of
the institution. And their powers
should mot. be turned over to any
one man, responsible to nobody. but |
to dn organization whose members
should be men of undoubted charac- ;
ter and ability and who will check ~
one another. There should be a
double check oh every transaction.

The above guiding principles for the
conduct of every bank were gleaned
from Byron E. Walker, general man-
ager of the Canadlan Bank of Com-
merce, who has just returned from a
six weeks’ tour thru the Canadian west.

Thewe s a
great army at work, but this again has
made a great scarecity of labor in tle
fruit and othér outlying districts. But
every train is :bringing people, and
workmen in specific trades for which
very high wages are paid, are actually
coming in numbers from Australia.

Dr. Seath, superintendentcof educa-
tion, has returnéd from two weeks
spent in New York and Massachusetts
in observing methods adopted there
in the professional-graining of teach-
ers.

PROTECT STATE RESOURCES,
Commenting on the consummation of
the deal which handed over to the steel
trust the iron lands on the Mesaba con-
trolled by the Great Northern Railway
and allied interests, The Milwaukee

of the board of directors, at 750,000,000
tons. “At the royalty to be pald the
owners of these iron lands will derive
over a billion. dollars for the right of
mining the ifon that they contain, And
none of this wealth has been created
by them. They merely have gotten
title to it thru the stupidity of the peo-
ple, combined with the craft and cor-
ruption of their public servants.”

“If the public’s interest had been
consulted,” proceeds The News, the
billion dollars that is to be paid
into the pockets of Mr. Hill and his
assoclates would go to the public.
Not only is the:.publlc deprived of
_this princely revenue to which in -
justice it is entitled, but it must
‘proceed to pay into the pockets of
