“/REAL AND PERSONAL PROPERTY
ASSESSED AT ITS ACTUAL VALUE

Assessment Commission Reports That the Scrap-lron System
Should Be Abelished and Drafts a Bill That Will
Be Introduced by the Government.

" The' report of the Assessment Commis-
sion was presented to the Legislature

e| yosterday afternoon by Premier Ross. It

gives the Government a slap by calling for
immediate abolition of the scrap iron &s-
sessment and the enactment of a new law
respecting the assessment of corporation
plant. 'To avert any fear of loose legisia-
tion the commission took the precaution
¢o draft the bill, The Government, under
the circumstances, could wot do otherwise
than acoept the legisiation so prepared, and

the commissioners’ bill will be introduced

by Premier Ross to-morrow.
Only a Partial Report.

The commission report that they were
appointed on BSept. 10, 1000, The repory
proceeds: ‘‘Many anomaltes and inequal-
ities in taxation and defects In the existing
law have beén pointed out to us, to which
we .are now giving consideration, but the
questiony raised are o numerous.and com-

plex and the whole subject of enquiry so
large, that we haye found it impossible
to report fully at present.

Scrap Iron Asséssment.

“Ome matter, however, relating to the as-
sessment of land, has appeared to us to
be so impontant as to require immediate
action by the Leglslature. It arises ou¢
of the decision of the Court of Appeal in
re the Bell Telephone Company and the
City of Hamilton, in which it was held
that in assessing poles, wires, etc., of a
telephone company, such propenty cannot
under the Assessment Aet be justly valued
as materials, according to its actual value,
having regard to the purpose for which it
is used, but must be valued as materials
which, If taken in payment of a just debt
from @& solvent debtor, would have ‘to be
removed and taken away by the ereditor.”

This legislation “has been In force with-
out great attemtion having been called to
its true meaning,and when originally pass-
ed the Legislature probably had not in
view any property of the description in
question. Assessments of such property
had, prior to the above-mentioned decision,
been generally made at the cost of repro-
ducing and replacing the property in situ,
and we are of opinion that the latter prin-
ciple of valuation is the fairer. Eminent
counsel, who represented before us some
of the larger companies operating public
franchigses, were constrained to make the
admission that the ‘sctap iron case,’ as it
has been generally fermed, s one which
shows that the law is not in a satisfac-
tory state. .

“Since that decision ¢the primciple it estab-
lished has been successfully Invoked by
other companies,* who are relleved of n
large. share of taxation which they should
justly bear, and had previously borne with-
out complaint, but which has now been
cast upon other ratepayers of the munici-
palities concerned,

Injustice Should Be Removed.
“Belng of oplnion that the Injustice

should be removed without delay, we have

drvafted and appénd ¢o this report a bill
to effect that object, the passing of which
we respectfully recommend as a remedy
until we can completely report upon all
the matter submitted to us.” The report
is dated Jam. 30, 1901, and signed, James

What the Bill States.

The bill to abolish the scrap lron sys-

- tem enacts that except in the case of
mineral lands, herelnafter provided for,
real and personal property shall be as-
gessed at thelr actual value, and the
assessment shall be the sum | of such
values,

The value of lamd apart from the
buildings thereon,but Including all other
fmprovements, shall be its actual value,
regard being had to its condition, situa-
tion and other advantages and the use
to which it ls or may be applied, ‘and
the value of the buildings shall be thelr
actual value,regard being had to the state
of repair and cost of reproduction there-
of, and any other circumstances affect-
ing their value.

Assess at Actual Value.

The assessor or assessors of a manicl-
pal corporation shall éssess all build-
ings, structures, sub-structures, areas,
superstructures, fixtures and other things
existing, erected  or placed upon, in,
over, under or affixed to any highway,
road, street, lana or public place or
water within the muncipality, and shall
value the same, for the purpose of such
assessment, as real estate of the person
owning, operating or using the same,
at the actual value Rhereof, regard
being had to the .cost of reproducing
and replacing the same for the purpose
for which the same are owned, operat-
ed or used, and ¢o their state of re-
pair.

Such assessment and valuation shall
also extend to and include all poles,
wires, attachments and Instruments,
being the property of or operated or
used by any such person planted in,
extending over or wholly or partly be-
tween two munieipalities; the assessors
of the respective municipalities shall
make a joint assessment, one-half of
which shall be apportioned to each muni-
cipality.

Whe to Arbitrate.

In case of a disagreemént a county
judge is to be selected to act as arbi-
trator.

SHABBY TREATMENT ACCORDED
SOME OF THE “C” BATTERY MEN

Canadian Government Withheld

Some of the Pay Claimed, and

Mr. E. F. Clarke Said it Was “a Very Picayune Act”
—Indignation Expressed in the House.

Ottawa, Feb. 18—(Special.)—S8ir Wilfrid
Laurier's Government is getting. stronger
every day on English precedents. There
are certain London restaurants where the
waiters live upon their tips alone, and
there are others agaln where the proprie-
tors, besides paying no wages to their
waiters, claim a share of the tips them-
selves. Hom. Dr. Borden, Minister of
Militia, to-day laid it down as policy and
law that the Government of Canada should
get a share of the tips which the men of
C Battery, Canadian Artillery, recelved
from the Rhodesian Government while serv-
ing In South Africa,

On Mr. Clarke’s Motion,

Mr. BE. F. Clarke had moved for all pa-
pers respecting the pay of the men of C
Battery and eny part of that pay de-
ducted from them or any of them. He
said: *“Great dissatisfaction exists among
the men of the Battery. They allege that
they have not been treated as generously
as they were entitled to be treated. When
they volunteered thelr gervice to the Em-
pire they did not haggle over the terms
of the engagement, They expected that
the Government of Camada would liye up
to the spirit of the contract, As fir »5
I can learn from Interviews which they
have had with me, a large percentage of
the men of the Battery assigned = their
pay before leaving Canada to relatives or
friends. The men who did so received
the full pay to which they were entitled.
But the men who did mot make such an
arrangement did not receive their full pay
under the following circumstances:

“C Battery served with Gen, Plumer’'s
force in Rhodesia, where the climatic con-
ditions are most unfavorable, malaria and
fever being very frequent.
Government offered to give to each of the
men a grant of land, but this gratuity
was afterwards changed to a lump sum,
which was not paid until two or three days
before they reached Halifax. It amounted
to about $130 or $140 for each man, When
the Battery arrived at Halifax they were
informed that a cheque had been deposited
and that they would be paid off upon dis-
charge. It was then the full intention of
the Government of Canada ¢o pay the men
the whole sum to which they were entitled.
But it would appear that this intention
was changed a¢ the last moment. Amnd it
the change was decided upon for the rea-
son which has been stated to me, 1 maust
say that the Government has been gulity
of a very picayume act. They deprived
these men, whose pay had not been as
signed, and which was then held by the
Government, of a pontion representing the
difference between the echedule pay which
they were to receive and the gratuity given
them by the Rhodeslan” Government. The
officer of the Militia Department was on
the spot and withdrew the cheque which
was intended for the payment of the men.

“Now, the Australians and New Zea-

landers also served with Col. Plumer, but

the Rbodesian Government.”
The Minister’s Reply.

Hon. Dr. Borden replied: *It is bardly
fair of ¢he hon. gentleman to use the
words “ungenerous treatment,’”” and ¢o say
that these men ‘‘were deprived of a por-
tion of their pay.” The statute passed at
the last session prescribed the manner of
payment and the amount which wounld be
paid. The matter was fully discussed In
the House, The sum of §2,000,000 was
voted by Pariiament. Now, the statute
explains that the word ‘pay” shall include
the Imperial pay allowed to these volun-
teers. So far ag C Battery is concerned,
the pay of those mem was limited to Tic
a day, and the difference between the Im-
perial pay and the.75¢ was to be paid
by this Government after the return of
the men from service. Now, it ¢urned
out that C Battery had served in Bhodesia
and received Imperial pay for that ser-
vice. The vital guestion is: Wag that
Imperial pay? I have asked this question
of the officials in my Department and I
have been informed by them that the five
shillings per day which these men received
for their service in Rhodesia was Imperial
pay, Iam also advised by the officers of my

Rus-
sia has had its eyes opened to the rapa-
city of the United States,’anq has already
retallated. A short time ago the United
States Imposed a discriminating duty
against Russian sugar.

The amount of Russian
sugar imported by the United States is
only $360,000 per annum, but such Is the
commercial rapacity of the United States
that it could not bear to see a friendly
- | country get the benefit of even this insig-
nifieant item of trade. In discriminating
against this paltry ¢rade in Russian sugar,
the United States over-reached itself. Rus-
sia has retaliated, and in a way that does
aredit to the business acumen of Finance
Minister De Witte and to the patriotic
instinets of the Russian people. In trylng
to deprive Russia of $360,000 ‘worth of
trade, the United States risked a busimess
of $11,000,000, for that is the value of iron
and steel imported by Russia from the
United States. The 30 per cent. discrimin-
ating duty will transfer the whole of fhat
business from the United States to Ger-
many, Great Britain and other countries.
Canada ought to profit to a considerable
extent. Within the course of a few months
or a year we ought to be in a position to
supply a goodly part of the iron and steel
that hitherto has been sent to Russia by
the United States.

Belgium, which has also been affected

‘poses to follow Russia’'s lead. The New
York World says it is feared in manufac-
¢uring circles that Belgium .will retaliate,
and in a most effective way.

Germany, ' too, Is preparing to retaliate
against United States tariff selfishnes.
The Agrarians are clamoring for a much
higher tariff on imports of food, and at the
great Agrarian convention at Berlin last
week, attended by 8000 delegates, one re-
solution demanded special diserimination
in tariff rates against the United States.
They want a return to the policy of Bis-
marck, who put the tariff on corn imports
up to $11.50_per ton. His successor, Capri-
vi, favored a cominercial policy that tend-
ed toward free trade, and negotiated a se-
ries of veciprocity treaties with all the lead-
ing European nations save France, Those
treaties expire in 1903, and the Agrarian
party, if it carries the day in the battle
now. pending in the Reichstag, will not al-
low them to be renewed. 'Their success,
therefore, would mean the Caprivitariff tax
of $7 per ton on imports of American corn
and wheat would be greatly increased, pos-
sibly doubled.

The result of Burope's policy of retalia-
tion against the United will be
watched with interest in Camada. There
is good reason to believe Russia’s coup
will have the effect of compelling the Unit-
ed States to withdraw its hostile sugar
tariff. President McKinley is being im-
portuned by the manufacturers’ associa-
tions of the United States to revoke the
Russian sugar order, as its enforcement
means a loss of $11,000,000 worth of busi-
ness a year. It is understood they will
keep up the fight until a rescinding order
has been secured. S
The policy just adopted by Russia Is
the one that Camada should have adopted
years ago. It is only by the adoption of
such a pollicy that Canada can ever hope
to receive fair play from the United
States.

If we do not insist on
Goverrment ownership or control then we
must have competition. The C.P.R. wiil
not submit to effective regulation, and nn-
til the Government is prepared to assume
the management of the mailways it has no
recourse bat to adopt the principle of com-
petition. But it is not on general prin-
ciples alone that the building of rallways
in British Columbia should be encouraged.
This railway will be the means of develop-
ing our mines and of finding a market for
our coal and coke. "The. Crow's Nest Coal
Company will undoubtedly be greatly bene-
fited by the new line, but if the rallway
wil] be in the Interests of the people and
of the country the fact that the Crow’s
Nest Company will be also advantaged
should not weigh with us in coming to a
conciusion in the matter. We must not in-
iure ourselves in order ¢o get even with a
company, however mopopolistic that com-
pasy may be. What" we have to consider
alone is the welfare of the people. The
sale of coal to the United States 1s good
business, provided it does not involve a
‘shortage for Canada. The question of such
a shortage does not arise in this case, ne-
cause all the evidence is to the effect that
the Crow’s Nest country hads coal enough
to supply all possible demands for genera-
ticns. The United States sells coal to any
nation that seeks it. The quantity of b'tu-
minous coal exported from the United
States to Canada last year was five and a
half million tons. Our neighbors are uy-
ing their best to obtain a market for their
{ coal in Europe. There is mo reason in the
world why we should not follow the ex-
ample of the United States in this respect.
Our policy should be to endeavor to sell
back to our neighbors as much coal as they
seil to us. The balance of trade, as far as
coal is concérned, 1s largely in their favor.
We should try to equalize the trade and, ir
rossible, to secure the balance in our fa-
| vor. ‘I'he sale of coal to the Untted States
means the employment of Canadians to
mine and ship it. While the Crow’s Nest
Company will undoubtedly get a big profit
on every ton sold a much larger sum will
be distributed among the men employed at
the mines and on the railways, In addi-
tion to Increasing the production of coal in
British Columbia, the proposed line will de-
velop the part of the province thru whicn
{it passes and thereby heip in the rettle-
| ment of the country. It is hardly neces-
fsary to adduce further arguments to prove
ithat it is a good poliey on the part of the
| Government to encourage competition in
fra-llways. In regard to the Kettle River
‘nuuway, there was some excuse for the
opposition of the C.P.R. That company
undertook to build a line thru rpractically
the same terrvitory as that which it was
proposed to serve by the Kettle River ‘ine.

tory. With the C.P.R. it seeins to be mgse
or less a dog-in-the-manger policy that it is
pursuing. While the Great Northern's line
will not directly benefit the C.P.R., but
rather injure it, the Imdirect benefits of the
new line will son more than counterbalance
the C.P.R.'s present loss, "1he more the
country is developed the better will it be
for all- concerned. There Is business
{enough in British Columbia for the C.P.R.
and all the other railways that desire to
locate there. Looking at the questiom from
a broad standpoint we do not see how the
Government can refuse to sanction the con-
struction of such railways as are necessury
to the opening up of .the country. If the
raiiway wasn't needed there would be no
proposition to build it. If it Is needed we
ought to have it. The country has too long
studied the interests of the C.P.R. Instead
of the people in rallway matters. Here-
after our railway policy should concern it-
self merely with the people. Let the com-
panied® look out for themselves.

We have every advant-
age for securing it at the start, and turn-
ing it so thoroly into American channels
in its beginnings that no other nation will
ever be able to dislodge us. At this critical
moment the Administration deliberately
hands over this splendid prize to our com-
mercial rivals.

It would pay us well to circulate a sub-
scription list and raise the $300,000 de-
manded by the Sugar Trust for the sake
of having the magnificent potentialities of
our Russian commerce left undisturbed.

The only agsistants he employed
are the clerks on his office staff and two
or three ushers in the Grand Stand. They
would, therefore, see that the general im-
pression which prevails that he employed
all the men at the Exhibition was er-
roneous.
Mr. Thorne Speaks.

Mr. J. O. Thorne, in addressing the com-
mittee, said he did not wish it to be under-
stood that he was making charges agaiust
Manager H. J. Hill personally, but against
the management of the Exhibition. He
asked for permission ¢o read a number
of letters of complaint, but as he refused
to give the names of the writers. the chair-
man declined to allow him.

Continuing, Mr. Thorne wanted to kmow

how it was the salaries paid to the artists

in front of the Grand Stand were not made
public.

Mr. Hill answered that if they were he
would bave great difficulty in gefting any
one to perform if they kmew that the
amoung they received for their services
was to be published broadcast.

 Premier Ross Presents His Estimates,
Calling for $59.114 Additional
Expenditure.

QUEEN’S STATUE WILL COST $i0,000.

Pan-American Exposition to Bene-
fit by a Grant of $2000
for Exhibits.

To the Legislature, which was siimly at-
tended yesterday. Premier Ross presented
his estimates. ‘They place the expenditure
at $3,782,406.78, compared with §$3,723,-
2u2.61 estimated a year ago. This Is an in-
crease of $50,114. There is a decrease in
estimated current expenditure from $3,426,-
556 to $3,408,648, or $17,908. The expendi-
ture on capital account is placed at $254,-
432, compared with $198,479 last year, and
for other purposes, $119,325, compared with
$103,256.

Among the new items are: Statvue to Her
late Majesty the Queen, $10,000; Pan-Am-
erican Exposition, $2000; experiments in
sugar beets, $500; experimental fruit solp-
ments, $600; cold storage and inspection
of buildings, $3000; equipment winter show,.
including. $2348 unpald accounts, $4000;
‘Yownship of Eima, for drainage, $4000; al-
Jjowances in cases of Government offices
abolished, $3778.

Among the increases are: Surveys in
townships of new distriets, from $10,000
to $20,000; technical education, $2500 to
$10,000; forest reserves, $750 to $2500;

model schools, London, $8530 to $10,050;
continuation classes in Public and Separate

which had been deposited in Canadian
banks by Daniel Scotten,-the Detroit mil-
lionaire tobacco manufacturer, shortly be-
fore his death. Mr. Scotten had made the
deposits during the scare created in the
United States by the partisans of the silver
standard.

The eourt held that ¢the money was pro-
periy liable to pay a succession duty, hav-
ing been made payable in Ontarie, and
being property which an Ontario court
alone could take cognizance of.
