' Ottawa, Aug. 17.—~The houss today,
after a brief discussion, pasded the
income tax bill. Several Liberal mem-
bers objected that the tax was not
sufficiently high upon large incomes,
and complained that it was iptended
to take the place of the business tax
on war profits, Sir Thomas  White
and Sir Robert Borden, however, both
protested that the government intend-
ed in the future, as in ‘the past, to
levy abnormal taxation  upon abnor-
mal profits, and the prime minister
practically promised that. a- Jarger
tax upon 'inicomes would be leyied at
the next session.

There was also some discussion in
committee of the Canadian Northern
Bill, and the Liberals continued to
pursue a policy of obstruction. They
insisted they could not go on without
more information, and further con-
sideration of the »ill was finally
postponed until Tuesday, Several no-
tices of amendment were given by
Sir Thomas White. One of these re-
quires the .arpitrators, in fixing’ the
value of the common stock, to esti-

mate the reproduction cost of the road
not -upon a war-time basis but upon
the prices of labor and material which
prevailed before the war,
White’s Amendments.
When the house went into commit-
tee on the Canadian Northern raflway

bill Sir Thomas White gave notice of
several amendments. One is to sec-
tion three of the bill, which gives the
government wide powers to pay off
and adjust all claims against the Can-
adian Northern. The proposed amend-
ment restricts such payment to $25,-
000,000 unless further authority is pro-
cured from parliament.
Sir Thomas sald, would be sufficient
to ‘pay 'interest charges falling due,
and to take up some of the short-time
obligations which would soon ‘mature.

Another amendment to section four
requires the arbitrators, in computing
the reconstruction cost of the road,
to estimate such reconstruction cost
upon the average price of material and
labor prevailing before the war. This
meets an objection urged with great
force to the bill at yesterday’s sit-
ting by Mr. Bennett, of Calgary.

Another amendment provides for the
payment to the stockhoiders of whae-
ever award they may obtain from the
board of arbitration in cash out of
the consolidated revenue fund, instead
of by issuing to them government se-
curities.

This action was taken owing to the
situation which has developed since
the board of  grain supervisors for
Canada set a maximum price for No.
1 Northern wheat of $2.40 per bushel,
Fort William,” on August 1, tp cover
the- balance of the old crop. While
the price was .fixed in Canada, in
Minneapolis. it has since reached $3.10
for No. 1 Northern spring wheat with’
a corresponding increaseé in the price
of flour.” With Canadian wheat at
$2.40 and the price of flour not fixed,
certain of the Canadian millers have
been shipping to 'the American mar-
kets to get the benefit of the higher
prices over there.

U. 8. to Follow Suit.

In order to secure as much as pos-
sible of the balance of ‘our’' Canadian
wheat and flour for our consumption
and that of Great Britain and our
allies  overseas, the food - comntroller
has prohibited the shipping of Can-
adian flour during the period of pro-
hibition of wheat export. The effect
of this- is to bring wheat and flour
on a par to the Canadian consumer
and the allies overseas.

The action taken by Canada will be
followed by the United States. - There
will be close co-operation bétween the
two food -administrations.

‘While 1 directed the firing of the gun
in thLe rear, I was amazed to see what
our gunners could not see.

“At the jumping-off hovr, which
was 4.45 o’clock, the British batteries
dropped a barrage in front of our in-
fantry for the advance. It ‘'was as
tho a solid curtain of steel had been
droppped before our men. Tt moved
forward with the mechanical eci-
glor of clockwork. All our guns
broke over them with such a hurri-
cane of fire that I was stunned with
the effeect.”

“I tried to.gay something to a com-
panion standing beside me, but could
not make him hear my loudest shouts,
80 deafening was the thunder from
the breaking shells.

GERMANS SET FIRE TO .
*  ST. QUENTIN CATHEDRAL

Great Pile Was Never Hit by
French Shell in Siege.

Paris, Aug. 17.—"At nightfall Wednes-
day,” telegraphs a Havas correspondent
on the French front, “we saw from our

lines, which at places are less than half
a mile from the suburbs of St. Quentin,
that the catheéral was surrounded by
smoke. Soon fire was visible, increasing
each moment, until at midnight the im-
posing monument was a mass of flames,
visible for twenty miles around.

“It is imposcible at this time to de-
termine the origin of the fire, The Ger-
mans cannot lay it to our shells, for St
Quentin is s0 near our lines that not a
single French projectile has fallen into
the city. The high towers of the ca-
thedral gave the Germans an observa-
tion point unique in the region, We can-
not yet undersiand what erful mo-
tives induced them to destroy it. Thru
field glasses it cpuld be seen the next
afternoon that thé entire superstructure

Mine  of Artiotic Treasures
Embracing Every Branch
of Effort.

FROM THE LUXEMBOURG

'Sculpture by Rodin and
Legros, and Contemporary
Italian Paintings.

If the Germans had gotten to Paris
in 1914 it is quite probable that many
of the important pictures 10 be seen
at the Canadian National Exhibition
this year would never have crossed
the ocean. They would have been
packed up and sent across the Rhine
to adorn various royal palaces of Ger-
many. The directors have been ex-
tremly fortun in sécuring for To-
ronto a collection of paintings, sculp-
ture and medallions from the Muse-
um of the Luxembourg. These are
the properiy of the Government of
France, and were selected to repre-
sent the history of painting in that
country from 1870 to 1910 In edu-
cational importance the Art Gallery
will rank higher than ever in the past.

The collection is iiterally a mine of
artistic treasures signed by the most
famous artists of the nineteenth cen-
tury—and embraces every school,
every branch of effort, and every im-
portant and imnfluential movement.
Criticat historians ¢f French art have
pointed out the manner in which en~
thusiasm for landscape has overflow-
ed into all the ancient branches of
painting. ‘Of this impuilse the exhibi-
tior. is replete with examples. There
is,' for instance, Dagnan Bouveret's
“1n the Forest,” which shows that
masterful painter’s characteristic
handling, while contrasted with it is
a piece by the highly orizinal painter,
Paul Cezanne, thowing a village near
Marseilles, The great innovators of
the impressionist school are all re-
presentcd. Claude Monet, their lead-
er, is shown in two of his most fam-
ous studies, one a picture of Rouen
Cathedral and the other of a ‘zacred
edifice ot Vetheuil. - His associate,
Faul Avguste Renoir, in addition td
reveral figure pieces, has a notable
landscape, ‘‘Le Pont due.Chemin dec
Fer a Chaton”; while Alfred Sisley’s
“The Banks of the Loing,” and Cam-
ille Pissaro®™s “The Red Roofs” are
brilliant examples of dtmospheric
treatment.

“Antwerp"’ Felix Zeim,

“Antwenp,” by Felix Zeim 1is a
painting which has a tragic signifi-
cance at the pruent time, while the

open-air studies of the great military
painter, Alphonse de Neuville,  have
gn additional interest in that they
deal with the Franco-Prussian war,
Another famwous painter of soldiers,
whose work was inspired the same
tragic events, is Edouard lie, and
thousands will be fascinated by a
first sight of his wpicture, “The
Dream,” which has been many times
reproduced, and which shows a sleep-
ing soldier dreaming of victory. The
military feeling is also present in
“Cuirassiers at the Wine Shop,” by
Guilllaume Regamey, who has been
described as one of the few military
painters gifted with the epic sense.

The spirit of patriotism, which has
always burned ardently in the French
artists, is exemplified in the original
drawing of one of Puvis de <Cha-
vannes’ monumental compositions for
the Pantheon in Paris.
