AUSTRIA.—In the postscript of our last paper
we guve a brief account of another insurrection
that occurred at Vienna on the 26th ult. The fol-
lowing are more detailed particulars taken from
the villgemeine Oesterreichische Zreitung, of the
27th of May. It appears from this journal, that
on the morning of the 25th,a ministerial proclama-
tion, signed by Count Montecuculi, nnnpnncml
that, it conseqitence of the lawless proceedings of

persons who had clandestinely insinuated them-
selves into that corps, the University Legion w
disbanded. The University buildings are to re-
main closed. All parties improperly enrolled in
the University Legion are to deliver up their arms
within twenty-four hours, &c. I'his  proclamation
excited a terrible indignation among all classes.
The city gates and the suburbs hud been before-
hand occupied by the military. At half-past ten
citizens ond students thronged to the hall of the
University ; the students were armed, and obvi-
ously under the influence of a desperate resolu-
tion. By eleven o’clock, all the shops were shut,
the principal places of the city in posseesion of
the troops, the national guard nowhere 1o be seen.
A ciuizen, who, in pursuit of his avocations, at-
tempted to pass through the gate of the red Tower,
was shot by a soldier. * Barricades! barricades!”
was the cry ; and men, women, ond children aided
in raising them. The vlarm was beaten, and the
bells rung out. The working classes broke open
some of the gates ; the national guard assembled.
At twelve o'clock the mounted nations! guerd an-
nounced thut the University Legion was not to be
disbunded. The contest was, however, continued
At one ¢'clock the goldiers
were in part withdrawn from the gates, and the
national guards took their place. At half paet two
o'clock the whole city was full of barricades. Te
repeated intimations that the University Legion
wns not to be disbanded, the only answer was—
“I'he eoldiers must leave the city in twenty-four
hours, the concessions of 15th May be secured,
and the Bmreror return” At half-past five the
ministerial intimations of concession were torn by
the enraged assemblages of armed citizeng, stu-
| dents; and workmen., At half-past six, Count
toyos, in his tniform of a nationul guard, de-
ivered himself up as a hostage at the University.
At seven, Hafner was liberated from prison.  'The
night was passed in quiet; bul by ten o'elock in
the morning of the 271l the fight began again.
T'here was no plundering of private property. The
men fought desperntely, and the women carried
provisiuns to them throagh the thickest of the fire,

In the eourse of the torenoon of the 27th uit, a
ministerial notification appeared intimating the
formation of a committee of citizens, national
guards, and students, to preserve order, ond again
pledging the Government to the concessions ati-
nounced the dny before. The Government subse-
quently ratified the resolutions sgreed to by that
body.

‘J'lyese resolutions declare that the city shall be
evacuated by all the troope, except those necessary
1o goard the war office : that Cotint Hoyos shall
renmin asa hostage for the observance of the
promises made 1o the people ; and that those im-
plicated in the ottempt on the people’s rights on
the 206th ult, shall be prosecuted. ‘T'he ministers
also undertook to urge the Bmperor to return, or
appoint a prince of the imperial family as his re-
presentative, and requested the new cowmrmittee of
safety to inform them what pledges could be given
to the Bmperor for the safety of’ himself and the
imperial family. In a second circular, which has
since hieen nddressed to the inhabitants of Vienna,
the ministers urge the necessity of affording them
support, and declare that they will maintain uli the
liberties of the constitution of the 25th of April,
accede to all subsequent concessions, powerfully
oppose anarchy, disorder, and every renction,
acknowledge the Diet alone as empowered organi-
cally to regulate the laws of the country, re-
establish peace in the capital, maintain union in
the provinces, and use their vtimust exertions to
effect the return of the monarch to his capital.
