THE Eighteenth Session of Queen's College will hagir on the first Wednesday of
October (5th October), 1859, at which date &Il Intrants and regular Students in the
Faculiy of Arts are required to be present.

The Divinity Clasces will be opened on the first Wednesday in November.

Candidates for matriculation as regular Students of the first year will undergo an
examination before the College Senate in the first three books of the Zneid of
Virgil; the first three books of Cmsar's Commentaries ; Mair's Introduction; the
Greek Grammar; the first book of Euclid ; and Arithmetic, asfar as Vulgar and
Decimal Fractions, and the Extraction of Roots, inclusive.

The only charges are £1 for Matriculation Fee ; £2 for each class per session, to
be paid on admission to the classes; and £1 additional in the Natural Philosophy
Class, for expenses of Apparagus. ,

Each Student on enterin;.}zl must produce a certificate of Moral and Religious Char-
acter frora the Minister of the Congregation to which he belongs.

Intrants becoming candidates for Scholarships, will be required, in addition to the
ordinary Matriculation Examinations, to undergo an examination on the ‘reek Gram-
mar and the first ten chapters of the Gospel of John. For Students of previous
years the subjects of examinations for Scholarships wil' be those prescribed at the
close of the session. —_—
