TROBZKY HITS

Loadon. Nov. 24—The Daily Mail
prints a despatch from Petrograd which
reports the salient features of a “violent
demogogical speech” by Leon Trobsky,
Bolsheviki foreign minister, to the
workmen’s and soldiers’ council. The
speech, says the correspondent, . was
made possible only by the level of in-
justice of the foreign minister’s audi-
ence. Trobsky gave indications of how
the Allies and (the enemies had received
the peace proposal note. He dealt blqws
all around, his only bright hope being
Italy, whom he considered out of action
owing to her loss of artillery. England,
who, he said, was the ringleader of the
whole movement, merely continued the
war for what she could get. France’s
reply was in the form of Clemenceau’s
middle class imperialistic cabinet, but the
French ‘people were looking for’ only a
reasonable excuse to emerge from the
war with some claim of victory in order
to_justify their entrance into the war.

British Army Headquarters in France,
Nov. 28—(By the Associated Press)—
The main attack on the opening of the
offensive Tuesday was along the western
bank of the Canal du Nord, which runs
almost due north and south from a pou_lt
a little west of Havrincourt. The main
Hindenburg line trenches were built
along this waterway and the.Brit'ish had
to fight their way up the big ditch.

There was intense, hard work almost
from the start, as the Ulsterites, who
undertook this task, got in among the
German defence. Because of the secret
nature of the attack, no artillery could

be used to cut the tremendously strcir;lg
e

ing in this section. Therefore, it was
necessary for the Irishmen to charge the
entanglements and bomb them to pieces
in order to force their way through.

It was a big undertaking, for the Irish
came under concentrated rifle and ma-
chine gun fire so soon as they began to
advance, but they maintained their re-
putation for valor and bombed their
way with such grim determination that
they drove an entering wedge into the
trench system near. Havrincourt,

native but to eharge the position up the

Lslopes and this they did. The crest was

gained in the face of a heavy fire and
desperate bayonet fighting followed.
The Fighting Irishmen.

The Ulsterites urged themselves on the
Germans with such fury that the latter
were compelled to desert their machine
guns and abandon the hill, and many of
them were shot down as they fled north-
wurd along the canal. A large number
of prisoners were captured in the dug-
outs on the hill and beside the canal.
This fight occurred at eight o’clock on
Tuesday ‘morning.

In the ‘meantime German machine
guns on the eastern side of the canal
were giving much trouble, and as soon as
the high bank was captured British en-
gineers began building bridges over the
waterway in order to give a crossing to
the infantry.” They undertook to have
these bridges completed.by three o’clock
and by a remarkable piece of work, the
task was accomplished. Previously,
they had repaired a causeway in the
same vicinity and the troops were able
to get over the canal to the east of the
bank. The Irish infantry was then ad-
vancing northward on both sides of the
canal with the main Cambrai-Bapaume
highway as their immediate objective.

A fire which caused = loss estimated
at $100,000, or more, started in the Rob-

ertson, Foster & Smith building in
Dock street a little before nine o’clock
last night. THe building was gutted
from roof to cellar. Three alarms were

i rung in. The wind was light, and de~nse

smoke hung around the building and, to-
gether with heavy rain, drove ‘many of
the onlookers from the street.

Owing to the efforts .of the firemen,
the blaze was well confined to the one
building, although the adjoining prop-
erty of Estey & Co. was afire on the
top story for a short time. By eleven
o’clock the fire was in hand. At an early
Four this morning, however, it was still
smouldering

Robertson, Foster & Smith’s stock is
said to have been a total loss, and lhe
damage to the ‘three ‘story building own-
ed by the Small estate and managed by
Walter Gilbert, put at from $20,000 to
$80,000. The Robertson Foster & Smith
stock is reported insured at £70,000 and
the adjoining properties carry enough
insurance to cover any damage by smoke
or water.

Started About 9 O'clock.
The fire was first discovered about

: 19 Oclock, when smoke was seen to 'is-

sue from the right-hand corner of the
top story of the Robertson, Foster &
Smith building. An alarm was im-
mediately rang in from box 5 at the
corner of Mill and-Wnion streets. The
fire department made a very quick re-
sponse, but by the time the firemen ar-
rived the smoke had begun to belch out
It was

that they had a serious task ahead of

25c, them, so a second alarm was rung in

about ten minutes after 9, and a third
alarm was sent in almost immediately
afterwards. At first it was thought
that the fire had its origin in. the top

: story where the first smoke was seen,

but when the salvage corps men were

25¢, | able to make their way inside they found

that the fire had started some place in
the cellar and that it had worked its
way up through the building by the
elevator shaft, which is situated at the

| rear at the right-hand corner..

Efforts were made by the firemen to
confine the fire to the right-hand corner
of the building, but in spite of their gal-
lant struggle the flames gradually gained
ascendency and kept continually creep-
ing to the right, so that soon half of the
top floor was seething mass of fire.

The stock in' the upper story of the
building consisted mainly of farming
tools, light hardware and wooden goods,
so that ample fuel was provided for the
devouring flames. In spite of the heroic
efforts of the firemen the flames kept
continually gaining ground until shortly
after 10 o’clock the whole upper story
the Robertson, Foster & Smith building
was aflame.

Four streams were playing on the
flames from Dock street and two were
being used from the rear, and under the
combined attack the fire was held in
check and toward 11 o’clock it began to
be subdued.

The roof of the Estey building and
upper story of this building caught fire
toward 10.30 o’clock, but the hose was
immediately turned on it and it was soon

extinglished. When the Estey building
caught fire members of the firm watch-
ing the flames, rushed in and removed
the books and other valuables from the
vault into Willett’s for safety.

So many streams had been playing on
the fire that the water soon began to
rush down the stairs of the Estey store
in torrents into the cellar from whence it
leaked through in small quantities fhto
the Willett cellaxs.

A Total Loss,

The splendid stock of Robertson, Fos-
ter & Smith, wholesale and retail hard-
ware merchants, was practically totally
destroyed. There was no opportunity to
make a detailed survey, but members
of the firm were convinced that it was.
About $100,000 was the value placed on
the stock, while the insurance is only in
the vicinity of $70,000. The building was
gutted, and little but the walls were left
standing. ‘Thé “ddthage to the building
is estimated to he between $20,000 and
$30,000. The damage by water and
smoke ~ to ' the-<‘adjacent ' 'properties
amounted to sevéralthousands, but still
is small in comparison with the main
loss. Estey & Co. and the Willett Fruit

'Co., Ltd., had” sufficient insurance to

cover the loss thus sustained.

A slight accident occurred to one of
the firemen about 10.80 o’clock. -Hector
Little, of the salvage ‘corps, was going
up one of the ladders and when he reach-
ed a height of about fifteen feet, he
stooped to fix a foot strap, and in some
unaccountable manner missed his foot-
ing and fell to the pavement, striking
his head and shoulders, but fortunately
not seriously injuring himself. = Little
was helped to his feet by some of his
comrades, and was able to walk away
from the scene. His injuries amounted
only to a bruised leg. ,

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“HE WAR SITUATION.

There was a pause in the British ad-
vance at Cambrai, in order to bring up
more guns and supplies, and to consoli-
date the ground gained. If last night’s
cables are correct, however, the struggle
has been renewed, and Gen. Byng is
making heroic’ efforts to capture Cam-
brai. Fontaine was given up because it
could be enfiladed by the enemy from
both sides, and pressure was exerted to
the left of that point, advancing the
British lines. If the next few days
should witness the fall of Cambrai it
would be a very great victory.

The news from the Italian front is
more hopeful. The Italians are resisting
with splendid courage the enemy at-
tacks, though the fighting is of the most
desperate character.

The Russian situation remains un-
changed and there is no immediate fros-
pect of a change for the better. On
other fronts nothing new is reported.

The attention of the world is centred
won the western front, for there the issue
will be decided. Whatever may happen
dn Italy, the front where the British,
French and Americans will struggle for
supremacy over Germany is the real
‘battlefront.

ONLY ONE ISSUE.

There was no referendum in 1914. Can-
ada went into the war because it was a
war for civilization, and for the very
existence of Canada and the British Em-
pire. The people, always excepling
Bourassa and his little group, were of
one mind. We all cheered the lads as
they went overseas. There was a three-
lyears effort to get more and more men
to follow them. But the voluntary sys-
#tem broke down. No need to argue now
The fact is
there to be faced. There was nothing to
do ‘but adopt the Military Service Act,
which was only another form of a com-
pulsory lew that has been on the statute
books of Canada for nearly fifty years.
There was no time for delay. There is
now ¥ss time for delay. We have de-
layed too long. Doing our best we can-
not keep our divisions at the front up
to fill strength unless fighting ceases
on the front held by the Canadians. All
the talk about the people’s rights is
mere subjerfuge. The only issue is. the
soldiers’ rights, the rights of the men
we have sent overseas. They néed help.
1f we fail to do it, and do it quickly,
we deserve to be set down In history as
a nation of poltroons who deserted their
own sons. Vote for union government

and the lads in the trenches.

THE VICTORY LOAN.

Whoever can afford to buy Victory
Bonds ought to do so, for the reason
that the money is needed to keep busi-
ness active and labor well employed, as
well as to help win the war.

HON. DR. ROBERTS' ADDRESS

The Times today prints in full Hon.
Dr. Roberts’ address on medical inspec-
%ion of the public schools, delivered this
week before the Associated Charities.
cha.ders of the Times will do well to give
a thoughtful perusal to the address, since
this province, and especially this city,
must deal with the metter so ably pres-
ented.

The leading article in the Dominion
Medical -Monthly for November deals
with this subject. It was written by Dr.
C. A. Patterson, of Forest, Ont, and
includes the following:—

“When we consider communicable
diseases, we must also consider school
inspection, as the two .are inseparably
connected. In an epidemic of any sort,
measles, scarlet fever, diphtheria,®etc.,
nine-tenths of the trouble originates
from contact of school children with
each other, and as a consequence some
measure ought to be taken to control the
spread of these diseases from a carrier
to others. There are various quarantine
laws, ete., for preventing spread, but
they do not get to the root of the
trouble. It can only be done by some
means of detecting the disease in the
early stages, as once it is astablished one
child may have infected .dozens before
he is quarantined, and the. damage is
done before you even know about your
ease. The only way to do this is by
school inspection, and I maintain that
no health officer can control an epi-
demic, or rather prevent one, without
school inspection. A graduate nurse
trained in this work will detect the
_trouble on the child’s arrival at school,
mnd on suspicion will send the child
ame. to reporr either to the health of-

ficer_or_to his own physigian before Ix
has a chance to infect the whole school,
and this ‘helps to nip your epidemic in
the bud. Now in cities and large towns
school inspection is established and has
proven itself.” !
St. John has not established medical
inspection. It will be noted that Dr.
Patterson deals only with communicable
diseases, but if he can make so strong 2
case in that regard, how much stronger
must the claim be for medical inspec-.
tion when we remember that in Halifax |
sehools last year more than one thous- |
and children were suffering from physic-
al defects needing correction in order
that they might become more intnlligent?

STOOD ON THE GRENADE.

Among a list of nine new V. C.
awards notified in the London Gazeile,
appears the name of Sergeant John Car-
michael (No. 84795), North Staffordshire
Regiment, whose mother resides at

Greenwood Terrace, Glenmavis, near
Airdrie.

The V. C. is awarded him for most
conspicuous bravery. When excavating
a trench, Sergeant Carmichaels saw that
a grenade had been unearthed and had
started to burn. He immediately rush-
ed to the spot, and, shouting to his men
to get clear, placed his steel helmet
over the grenade and stood on the hel-
met. The grenade exploded and blew
him out of the trench. Sergeant Car-
michael could have thrown the bomb out
of the trench, but he realized that by so
doing he would have endangered the
lives of the men working on top. By
his splendid act of resource and self-
sacrifice, Sergeant Carmichael undout-
edly saved many men from injury,
though it resulted in serious injury to

The Westera Front

Of all the stories that have come from
the western battlefront, none, perhaps,
has given such a concise and enlighten-
ing account of the technical details of
a “wave” attack, which official and un-
offiial reports mention in every despatch,
as the one published in the December
npumber of Popular Mechanics Magaszine
under this head. But it gives much
more tham that. tf is full of dramatic,
not to say tragic, human-interest anec-
dote.
The story was told to the anonymous
writer by the sole survivor of one of the
incidents related, and every word of it
bears evidence of its truth.

of mental aberration in the heat of bat-

tle, the story goes on:

“Somehow or other an incident like
that brings home the hideous reality of
/

war stronger to me than even the ear-
breaking thunder of heavy shells, for it
emphasizes the strain that we all are
having to bear. One sees every detail,
while in the more active moments of
conflict the mind is blessedly oblivious
to most everything but the footing and
the aim.

“And the worst of it is that these
weak ones that go under often take
others with them. Ches Wight finished
himself and Carney, and I thought for
two hours that I was gone, too. The
three of us went over the top one night
—Monday morning about 3 o’clock, to
be exact—to determine whether or not
the Germans had evacuated. their first-
line trench. . . .

“Wight, Carney, -and I crept out.
Heavy, clouds covered the whole sky, ont
even letting the glimmer of a star
through, so the time was ideal for recon-
noitering: We had covered about 40 of
the 70 yards, affd were beginhing %o
hear gutturals now and then, when sud-
denly I smelled garlic—not garlic cook-
ing, but the stench that comes from the
breath of a person who has been eating

it.

“I touched Carney on the leg and he
signalled to Wight, who was just be-
yond. That same instant we saw the
Hun, a hulking shadow, creeping toward
us and very near. The three of us put
an end to his scouting duty quickly and
without much noise. We just made
sufficient, however, in choking him, to
arouse the trench ahead of us. Stealthy
sounds came up of many men scrambling
to the edge.

“We could have no further doubt that
the trench still was occupied, so Carney
and I started back without more ado.
We could not see Wight, but thought,
of course, that he was at the side of
us. Just as .we were twenty feet from
home, however, we heard a blood-curd-
ling yell behind us. Outlined roughly
against the lesser blackness of the sky
came Wight, running and waving his
arms.

“A commotion arose in our trench. As
Wight charged on, our sentries, evident-
ly mistaking him for the van of a Ger-
man surprise attack, opened fire and
brought him flown. Carney and I both
lost our heads for a second and started

“For the next two hours I remained
without moving, afraid to attemptVMto
make the trench before the dawn guard
was-posted. I tried to call the attention
of one of the earlier sentries, but to no
avail. I knew that the barrels of thirty
rifles and two machine guns were hang-
ing over the edge, pointed in my general
direction, waiting for more Germans.

“With the first streaks of dawn I
gathered all my courage and called my
captain by name ,and then each of the
officers in turn. Then I crawled in,

| fications, and the enumerators should
!pl:ce upon thé voters’ list every woman
who:—

(1) Is a British subject by birth or
naturalization,

(2) Is twenty-one years of age.

(3) Has resided in Ontario for one
year prior to the writ of election.

(4) Has resided and is domiciled in
the electoral district (Ottawa) for thirty
days prior to the writ of election.

(5) Is the wife, widow, mother, sister
or daughter of any person male or fe-
male, Jiving or dead,, who is serving
or has served without Canada in any
of the military forces of Canada or of
Great Britain or within or without Can-
ada in any of the naval forces of Canada
or of Great Britain, in the present war
(but not those members of the naval
forces of Canada who are engaged with-
in Canada and who became members af-
ter the 20th September, 1917.)

Note the words “male-or female’ and
, For ex-
| ample, the person serving in the military
i forces without Canada may be a man
 who is a soldier or a woman who is a
| nurse; and such person may not now be
! living or may not now be serving in the
]military forces. Also note the words
“without Canada.” The person, either
man or woman, serving in the military
forces must have been at some time in
service outside of Canada during this
war, but in order to entitle his or her
wife, widow, brother, sister, or daughter
Ao vote, it is not necessary that the sol-
dier or sailor or nurse, as the case may
be, serving or who has served on the
British or Canadian military or naval
forces should have ever been in Canada.
It is sufficlent if his or her female re-
latives live in Canada.

But the above mentioned female re-
latives shall not be entitled to be
placed on the voters’ list or to vote if
the person who has served in the army
or navy and through whom they claim
to vote is no longer serving as above
mentioned unless such person has died,

in or has been honorably discharged from

or has otherwise honorably quitted snch
service. L .

If 2 woman is Gualified as above she
is entitled tobe placed on the voters’
list and to vote, although she is within
the class of maturalized enemy aliens.
Soldiers Votes.

Soldiers who are twenty years of age
and under are entitled to the same vot-
ing privileges in the coming elections as
those twenty-one, and over, provided
they are on active service outside of
Canada. This is the interpretation placed
upon the Military Voters’ Act by W. F.
O’Connor, of the Department of Justice.
Female relatives of such soldiers have
no vote unless the soldier is out of Can-
ada and on active military service.

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CANADA'S MAIMED FARE
BETTER THAN ALLIES

England and France Cannot Give Dis-
abled Men the Thorough Training

Dominion Offers

Canada is doing more today to rehab-
ilitate her soldiers industrially than any
country in the world, according to the
correspondence between the Military
Hospitals Commission to which this

work is entrusted in the dominion, and
the organizations in England and
France engaged in the work of healing
and reeducating maimed soldiers.

In France and England only four out
of every hundred soldiers discharged as
unfit are estimated to need instruction
in new trades to enable them to carry
on, whereas in Canada ten per cent of

the disabled men are being granted this
advantage. :

The Length of Coutse.

The course which Canada gives a
man in a new trade s governed in
length by his need. Sometimes it is six
months, sometimes eight, and in ex-
ceptional cases even a year. In France
the course is limited to three months.
There is no over-intensity of effort
brought on by pressure in Canada. The
hard pushed Frenchmen appreciating
the fact that this is the last chance
which a struggling country burdened
with difficulty can give them, must
strain every nerve.

The Canadian is expected to be in-
dustrious, but the course is usually
started before his convalescence is com-
pleted, and he is given time to acquire
the new knowledge under normal con-
ditions. His mind is freed from worry
for the work, since the government main-
tains him and his family during the re-
quired period, and there is no danger to
his newly regained health.

The Canadian soldier realizes that his

make him independent will not decrease
his pension. He knows that his pension,

fixed before he undertook his course by
the measur€ of his disability at that time,
will not be reduced in any way. In Eng-
land the pension is fixed after he has
been re-educated.

In France and England only bed pa-
tients are given training in hand crafts,
as occupational treatment, but in Canada
every convalescent soldier is given oppor-
tunity to take some vocational courses in
order that he may improve himself and
gradually ease Into civilian’ life and
routine.

Although the next baseball season is
far away the enthusiasts are much in-
terested in the discussion that has been
aroused by the suggestion of Charles
Comiskey, owner of the Chicago White
Sox, that:the big league clubs should
pool their interests next season. As we

| understand it the suggestion is that the

players be drawn for the various clubs
and that the financial receipts be pooled
as well.

While such a plan might tend to aid
the weaker teams it seems very doubt-
ful if the proposition is a feasible one.
The prime reason for the hold that base-
ball has upon the American public is
the uncertainty of the game. While
there is no reason that the
should not be played on the level if the
managements pool their interests, it
would probably be difficult to prove this
to the public. Again the fans in the
various cities have their favorite play-
ers and if these were drafted to other
nines a loss of interest would be very
likely to follow.

To maintain the public appreciation
of the game it is necessary for each to
stand upon its own merits, but the big
leagues might take a step for the ad-
vantage of the national pastime if they
should make more drastic rules to pre-
vent financially strong teams from pay-
ing fancy prices for players. Last sea-
son the New York and Chicago teams,
the winners in the two big leagues, be-
came almost certain of victory when
they strengthened their nines in the
spring by acquiring some stars from
other league teams that were unable to
refuse the golden bait that was offered.

The various plans that are now being
suggested show that the baseball mag-
nates realize that the attendance next
season is likely to show a very consid-
erable decrease. The ten per cent war
tax on the gate receipts will be one fac-
tor in cutting down the attendance.

Canadians Win High
Praise of Commander

Lieutenant General Currie Eulogizes Army
That Has Not Known Defeat; Mixture of
Races Makes Fine Soldiers; Says War Will
End “When There are no More Boches”

Paris, Nov. 28—(via Reuter’s Ottawa
Agency)—The newspaper Excelsior pub-
lishes an interview with Lieutenant Gen-
eral Sir Arthur Currie, commander of the
Canadian army corps in which he pays
the highest tribute to his men. In the
course of the interview General Currie
said: “It is the mixture of the two races
which gives us such fine soldiers. They
have got the dash and irresistible elau
of the French and the tenacity of the
Anglo-Saxon. It is ‘furis Francese’
coupled with bull-log grit. When my
boys have got their teeth in they do not
leave go.”

General Currie recalled with legitimate
pride that the Canadian army did not
know what defeat was. From its first
appearance on the battle fields to its re-
cent capture of Passchendaele Ridge for-
tune had always rested on its valor.

«That is one of the reasons of the

army’s morale,” said General Currie. “An
army that has never known defeat can
be led to the end of the world. But there
are other reasons for the army’s fine,
sturdy spirit. They are fighting with
full consciousness of the justice of their
cause. These 450,000 volunteers did not

join up and leave the comforts of their| 8ot

homes in order to hurl themselves into
a war of conquest and lust. They have
resolutely descended into the furnace of
war in order to defend the cradle of their
common ancestors and the civilization
handed down by past generations. And
they will not give up until the fire is
quenched.”

of the officers under his command and
of the French army, which he
watched in action. Asked when the war
would end, he replied: “When there are
no more. Boches.”

Harry Lauder In
~ Montreal Recounts
Fearful Tales of War

Harry Lauder prought the atmosphere
of the trenches to a packed Canadian
Club gathering at the Windsor Hotel,
Montreal, on Wednesday afternoon. It
was a “we-are—going-to~win—the-war" at-
mosphere, and as the great comedian
clenched his fist and leaned forward
over the chair he had to stand on, he
said, “Yes, we’re going to win. Our
progress is slow, but it’s awful sure—
as sure as death.” Then just because
he wanted to let his audience know that
he had learned the language of Britain’s
latest ally, he added, “Yes, it’s a cinch.”

Lauder’s black arm band told the
story of this great comedian’s war trag-
edy. Only once did he refer to his only
son, the late Capt. John Lauder, and
that reference brought tears to the eyes

The sixty
naked men harped across No Man’s
Land, and when they were half-way
over the Germans opened their machine
guns and killed every one of them.

Sixty
brave, defenceless, naked men! I know
it, because I helped to bury them.”

Harry Lauder then told another war
story with all the horror and pathos .of
one who has been in the trenches him-
self and seen.

10 CRITICISM BY
SR WILFRID LAURIER

St. Marys, Ont., Nov. 24—At a meet-
ing yesterday afternoon in support of
the candidature of Dr. Steele in South
Perth, Sir Robert Borden dealt with Sir
Wilfrid Laurier’s criticism of his state-
ment at Sydney that the Liberal leader
had twice declined when asked to assist
in voluntary recruiting, and the reply
of Sir Wilfrid to the effect that he had
been asked only once that he could re-
member. “I know of very little effort
that Sir Wilfrid has made to aid recruit-
ing in the last three years, especially in
his own province of Quebec,” declared
Sir Robert.

In the fall of 1916, he said, he had de-
clined to join the premier in recruiting.
He had ignored the invitation of the
Hamilton Canadian Club.

While Mr. Rowell and the premier
had both given an endorsement Sir Wil-
frid had replied: “I am sorry that I
cannot send you at once an affirmative
answer. I will look into the matter,
but will keep it under advisement.” The
Liberal leader had had it under advise-
ment ever since. .

“Isn’t that an inspiring answer? Is
that the sort of action with which he
proposes to help military service act-
If so then God help the Canadian
forces,” declared.the premier.

GLORY WON BY IRISH
TROOPS IN OPENING
OF GREAT ATTACK

(Cotninued from page 1.)

During the afternoon the Irish were
held up temporarily Pecause of the short-
age of ammunition near a sunken road
southwest of Graincourt, where the Ger-
mans were established in considerable
force. 'This position was rendered
doubly strong by a machine gun con-
centration north of Graincourt, which
could sweep the British lines near the
canal. The ammunition came up, and
the British charged forward again. They
overcame the resistance south of the
Cambrai-Bapaume highway.

The Germans then were firing with
machine guns down the Cambrai.road.
Hand-to-hand' fighting occurred at posi-
tions below the road, but the Germans
finally were forced to withdraw. This
was the situation here at the end of the
first day’s fighting.

The Second Day.

On Wednesday morning the British
pushed forward, this time having the
support of a certain amount of artillery.
Moeuvres was strongly held, but the
Irish stormed the defenses with bombs
and forced their way half through the
village. Here they came up against a
heavy. barrier, which they took with the
bayonet and for a time drove the Ger-
mans out of the village. In the after-
noon._the Germans approached from the
east side of the canal for a counter-
attack, but this was smashed by mach-
ine gun and rifle fire.

Later in the afternoon the German
artillery opened up and heéavily shelled
the trenches held by the British south
of Moeuvre.

An elaborate battalion head-
quarters fell into British hands.

During Tuesday night the Germans
counter-attacked Anneux with troops
which had just been brought from the
Russian front. A strong battle took
place and the British withdrew, On
Wednesday morning the British again
attacked Annenx and recaptured it.

There was heavy fighting to the north
in the region of Bullecourt. The main
objective here was the famous tunnel
trench, an underground fortification of
great strength and about 2,000 yards
long. The entire trench was mined, as
the British well knew, and behind it the
Germans had dug 1,000 yards of support
trench. Many concrete pill boxes also
reinforced the trench defenses.

For a month the British had been
keeping the Germans nervous by put-
ting down smoke barrages and employ-
ing gas. The enemy had become so ac-
customed to this that when the British
started a flurry 6f gun fire at dawn
Tuesday the Germans thought it was
more of the same thing, and they were
caught unawares. The greatest danger
which the attackers faced was the pos-
sibility of the mines being blown up,
and they knew this must be avoided.
Accordingly, they took a long body of
By good fortune
they mastered the secret of the mines
and cut the lead wires. This enabled
the British infantry, which swarmed in-
to the trench, to prevent the enemy from
setting off the explosives.

A hot fight took place in the tunnel.
Many Germans battled with bayonets
to the death, and 400 enemy bodies were
counted after the conflict. In addition,
more than 700 prisoners were taken.

The Germans have called upon every
possible source’ to get troops to with-
stand the British attack. By raking

In the summer of 1915 the schools of
cookery .were established in each com-
mand, and the effect was soon apparent
in the better use gnade of the ration.
Great savings' Wele effected, enabling
further reductionsdto.be ;made: Before
the end of ~the year the allowance of
flour in lieu of bread was reduced from
1 1b. to 1% lb., the allowanece of mus-
tard was first brought down from 1-20th
oz to 1-50th oz, and fipally mustard
and pepper were cut out altogether. In
1916 the salt ration was reduced from
14 oz to % oz. During the same period
an experiment was being made in sev-
eral commands of reducing the allow-
ance of fresh meat from 1 1b. to % 1b.
This proved so successful that early in
1916 the fresh meat ration was reduced
to % lb.,-though it was still left to the
discretion of G. 0.5.C. Commands to in-
crease it to 1 b, in special cases, where
the reduction involved any hardship to
the men. When general attention was
recently called to the necessity for econ-
omy in food, it wag found that the feed-
ing of the army was being conducted
on such economical lines that practically
no further reduction could be made.
However, early in 1917, the bread ration
was reduced from 1 lb. to 14 oz. The
savings effected by reducing the ration
have a double value to the nation as a
whole. First, as the total supply of
food in the country is limited, the less
used by the army, the more remains for
general consumption. Secondly, the

ing Post, and even comforts, progress
on the same lines of cutting down con-
sumption and preventing waste has been
made in the armies in the field and yin|
all other departments of supply. In the.
matter of food the army has given the
lead to the whole country in reducing
the daily ration and in utilizing to the
full all waste products. The great sav-
ings thus effected have been mainly due
to the remarkable enthusiasm with.
which those who are responsible for the|
soldiers’ messing have devoted their best,
energies to the prevention of waste.

So far from suffering by the reduc-|
tion of the ration, the food of the army!
has actually improved, owing to better |
cooking, greater variety of diet, and more
economic mrethods employed. This has

cooks' at the schools of cookery, where
they are taught to get the best possible
value out of the ration, and where over
40,000 cooks have been trained. On mo-
bilization the ration consisted of the fol-
lowing items: 1%-lbs. fresh meat, or 1-
1b. (nominal) preserved meat; 1%-lbs.
bread, or 1-1b. biscuit, or 1-1b. flour; 4

tables, Ssths-oz. tea, \%-lb. jam, 8-o0z.
sugar, Y-oz. salt, 1-20-oz, mustard, 1-
86th-oz. pepper. As these allowances
have to be multiplied by several millions
to give the daily amounts issued, it will
readily be seen that, though some of
the items appear trivial, the total
amounts concerned are enormous, and a
very slight reduction of any item means
a very great saving to the public.

In September, 1914, in order to give
greater variety of diet the issue of bacon
was cut down from 4-0z. to 2-oz,
cheese, from 8-0z. to l-0z., tea from
S4ths-oz. to Y-oz., jam from 4-oz. to 1-
oz., and sugar from 3-oz. to 2-o0z.; the
item of Y%-lb. fresh vegetables was omit-
ted; and to make up for this reduction
a cash allowance of 4d. a day was is-
sued for every man. The cash allow-
ance was to be expended by the com-
manding officer in buying for the men
such articles as are not included in the
ration, e.g., potatoes, fruit, milk, etc.
During the winter of 1914-15, many com-
plaints were made in different parts of
the country of serious waste of food,
of untouched joints of meat and whole
Joaves of bread being thrown into re-
fuse tubs. Consequently, in May, 1915,
a more drastic reduction was made. The
allowance of fresh meat was brought
down from 1%-lbs. to 1-1b., and of bread

from 1%-lbs. to 1-lb, and jam and
cheese were omitted from the ration. At

value of the food saved means a net sav-
ing to the public of a very large sum,
amounting to many millions a year.
Apart from these purely material con-
siderations, the institution of economic
methods, by checking carelessness and
waste in the cookhouse and bringing this
department of regimental life under a
more effective discipline, has promoted
the general efficiency of units.

This glycerine is obtained for
the government at a cost of £59-10s. per
ton. Its present price in America is
nearer £350 than £59 10s. The profits
accruing to the army -from the sale of
refuse are also on a large scale. In the
first six months of 1917 nearly £300,000
was obtained from the home forces alone
by selling bones and dripping, and over
£50,000 from the local sale of swill,
which still continues. At the present
time the total revenue from the sale of
by-products and swill is at the rate of
over £900,000 per annum. The result of
these economies has been a very consid-
erable contribution to our wartime re-
sources. The tallow and grease refining
trade has always had its centre in Eng-
land, and our resources at the com-
mencement of the war enabled us to
maintain our output of munitioms in ad-
dition to that of soap and similar com-
modities, during the early months of the
campaign. For our supply of grease we
relied to a large extent on foreign coun-
tries, and the curtailment of these sup-
plies, in conjunction with the enormous-
ly increased demand made by the war
industries, might have led to a very ser-
ious situation. That it.has not done so
is due in no small degree to the fore-
sight which promoted, comparatively
early in the war this rematfkable system
of economy in the utilization for na-
tional purposes of the residual products
of army catering.

SKIPPER CRISP, HERD,
GETS VICTORIA CROSS

London, Nov. 28—The list of honors
to naval officers and seamen just pub-
lished includes the posthumous award of

the Victoria Cross to Thomas Crisp, R.
N. R., skipper of the smack Nelson and
the Distinguished Service Medal to his
son; Thomas William Crisp, RN R

The story of the bravery of Skipper
Crisp was alluded to by the prime minis-
ter in the house of commons last Mon-
day as an illustration of the way in
which British fishermen have faced the
perils of the war. The following is the
official account of the action in which
Skipper Crisp died giving orders up to
the last minute:

On an August afternoon the trawl
was shot from the smack Nelson and the
smack was on the port tack. The skip-
per was below packing fish; one hand
was on deck cleaning fish for the next
morning’s breakfast, and then the skip-
per came on deck, saw an object on the
horizon, examined it closely, and sent for
his glasses. Almost directly he sang out
“Clear for action. Submarine.” And
he had scarcely spoken when a shot fell
about a hyndred yards away on the port
bow.- The motor man got to his motor,
the deck hand dropped his fish and went
to the ammunition room, the other hands
at the skipper's orders, “Let go your
gear,” let go the warp, put a dan on the
end of it; meanwhile the gun layer held
his fire until the skipper said, “It is no
use waiting any longer; we will have to
let them have it.” .

Away in the distance the submarine
sent shell after shell at the smack, and
about the fourth shell went through the
pért bow just below the waterline, and
then the skipper shoved-her round. There
was no confusion on board, not even
when the seventh shell struck the skip-
per, passed through his side, through
the deck and cut through the side of the
ship. The second hand at once took
cherge of the tiller, and the firing con-
tinued. All the time water was pouring
into the ship and she was sinking.

was the message:

“Nelson being attacked by submarine.

heard him say, “Abandon ship. Throw
the books overboard” He was asked
then if they should lift him into the
boat, but he answer was: “Tom, I'm
done; throw me overboard.” He was too
badly injured to be moved, and they left
him there on his deck and took to the
small boat, and about a quarter of an
hour afterward the Nelson went down

.by the head.

I- was just drawing into dusk then,
and the crew of the boat pulled all that
night. Toward morning the wind fresh-
ened and blew them out of their course.
They pulled all that day, and had a pair
of trousers and a large piece of oilskin
fastened to two oars to attract attention.
Once a vessel was sighted and once a
group of mine-sweepers, but they passed
oul of sight.

Convincing Proofs of the Need and An Outline
of a Plan for Better Conservation’ of Public
Health in the Province of New Brunswick—
Address Delivered Before the Associated

Charities

The following is a full report of a
very important address by Hon. W. F.
Roberts, M. P., at the annual meeting of
the Associated Charities a few evenings
2g0.

rific world war, we found the attention
of those occupying places of authority
taken up with the building of the great
arteries of commerce, both provincial and
federal (some wise and some otherwise) ;
arranging terminals for the exporting
and importing of raw materials and
manufactured articles; legislation ar-
ranged for and being arranged re the pro-
tection and preservation of our forests,
our game, our fish and many other na-
tural resources.

since the war began, “necessity being
the mother of invention,” we have been
and are seeking out the best and most
modern methods of tapping the habit-
at of the various minerals—results thus
far suggesting surprises regarding our
heretofore practically unknown mineral
wealth; the question of increased pro-
duction of food stuffs, preservation of
certain varieties of food materials in or-
der to better provide for our soldiers
overseas—and now conscription of man
power,

Now, Sir, while we have spent valu-
able time, brain power and mints of
money in the investigation and carry-
ifggiout all of the above, with good re-
sufts in the majority of instances—and
very wisely so—remember we would not
curtail one jot or title from anything
that has been or is being done since the
inception of this world conflict, but on
the otker hand would trust and pray
that it may go on in leaps and bounds
until our monster enemy has been
crushed and crushed for all time, but we
would like to draw the attention of the
inhabitants of the province, the constitu-
ents of the municipalities and the citiz-
ens of the large centres of population and
those who represent them, and especial-
ly would we direct our words to the
civic government of the City of Saint
John and the trustees of our St. John
School Board, to the fact that they are
leaving unattended to possibly one of the
most important of all, viz.,, medical in-
spection of public schools.

" In delivering an address upon this sub-
Jject about a year ago, I, to some extent,
offered an apology for introducing a
topic before an audience at this peculiar
epoch of our world history, such as med-
ical inspection of public schools. The,
fact, I said it might possibly be consid-
ered a sacrilege for so doing, because of
its. not having some direct or indirect
relation to war conditions. Mr. Chair-
man, I need not further offer any ex-
cuse for speaking upon such a question
—for of all general subjects that might
be discussed, this is by far, to my mind,
‘the one par excellance.

f we will for the moment stop and
consider the tomorrow of Canada, do
we not conclude in sorrow and in tears

i that we are today jspending the very
flower of our nationhood—then what will
be left if we do not take care of the
bud? ;

We must absolutely put forward every’
effort in our power to conserve every life.
Even I will go so far as to say, while it
is still embryonic, from the Atlantic to
the Pacific, in every city, town, hamlet
and country side, if we would anywhere
near make up for inroads made upon our
bruin and brawn by this terrible war.
And the only time to begin is when the
little plant makes its first peep and is
beginning to grow.

Public health has no sub-division more
important to the "nation than that of

medical  inspection of public . schools.
Two of the most important corner
stones on which to erect a successful
career are health and education. They

seem to be inseparable when considered
from this particular standpoint. A man
is crippled physically without the.one,
and intellectually when not in posses-
sion of the other.

In order to insure ourselves that
everything is being done that can be to
have this important patt of the founda-
tion of the lives of the generation which
is just entering upon the threshold of
lifs, and of those that are to come ar-
ranged for, it will become necessary that
our- public schools be thrown open to a
most thorough and rigid medical inspec-
tion.

Sane Reasons.

When mustering an army of men to
go out to do battle for the nation, is it
not required';of the volunteers to under-
go rigid physical examination, and for
what reaSon? Is it not that they . may
be the better able to withstand hard-
ship and disease, and as a result have a
larger. percentage ready for service when
called upon? If this is of necessity in
fighting the active battles of our coun-
try, is it not even of greater need that
the youth of our land enlisting them-
selves in the great army of ‘the citi-
zens of tomorrow” should be freed from
any physical ailment that would in any
way militate against the success of their
educational career?

The constiution of the man is de-
termined in childhood when tendeneies
to disease can be recognized and offset
by suitable treatment.

In additioni let us give a few other
reasons why medical inspection is of
such vast importance. From a national
standpoint we annually expend large
amounts of money at the various ports
in the examination of immigrants, mak-
ing ourselves sure that they possess a
clean bill of health, in order that they
may make from this standpoint the
highest type of citizen, yet we close our
eyes to the need of equal care for our
children. ' Would our immigrant officials
admit a foreigner who has a crippled
hand, impaired sight, or in any way a
weakened physique? No. . Why? Because
he is in the possession of one of these
or some other malady which would pre-
vent him from being his best physically
as a citizen of Canada, and therefore
undesirable; but what of our children
who under existing conditions are per-
mitted by the board of education, in
this enlightened age, to enter the public
schools handicapped by pathological or
diseased conditions, some of which per-
haps are easily recognized, while others
lie latent only to be revealed by the
closest scrutiny on the part of a well

trained medical inspector; which con-
ditions, if neglected, ‘gradually become
worse, and as a result of such neglect
the child eventually becomes maimed,
either by the partial or total loss of
sight or hearing, or the development of
some physical or mental deformity, or
as a “weakling” from a sickly parentage
permitted to prosecute his studies with-
out the red light of danger being ex-
hibited, until finally he goes over the
precipice of disease, and death puts an
end -to his career; whereas had it been
compulsory for this child to have un-
dergone a thorough medical examination
before entering school, it is very prob-
able theSe defects would have been de-
tected and a remedy offered - and the
child’s future been a brighter, happier
and a more healthful one.

Anything that tends to increase the
value of this asset is constructive states-
manship and of the highest order and
worthy of a prominent place in the de-
liberations of our legislatures.

The Spartans used to expose their
new born infants, that only the hardiest
might live, which was a crude effort to
improve the physique and stamina of
their race. While we do not approve of
their methods, they were at least try-
ing, which we have thus far failed to
de.

'Frgm Social Standpoint.

So much for some of the national rea-
sons. From a social standpoint we owe
to one another protection from disease.
Why should my child infected with
diphtheria or scarlet fever germs be per-
mitted to attend the public school, the
Sunday school, the church or the theatre,
and while there associate with your chil-
dren, and as a result of such contact
the others may go to their several
homes and possibly, owing to the pres-
ent condition of their health being a
little below par, they succumb to the
malady and die. All of this is possible,
and if so, why not let us awaken and
make use of the curative and preventive
methods justly - considered by medical
authorities to be the most effective.

The leper from time immemorial has
been ostracised from society, yet we per-
mit equally virulent diseases to exist
with little or no restraint.

At the present time we placard our
houses in which contagious diseases ex-
ist; this is wise, but is it not often done
after the child or children so affected
have been sent home from the public
schools sick with the case fully de-
veloped, to some extent this is “locking
the barn door after the horse has es-
caped.” Medical inspection might have
nipped the case in the bud, and the pos-
sibility of contagion lessened thereby.
We must protect society from infection
and contagion.

Health Bill Before Marriage.

There is another side to our social duty
in this respect. Has it ever occurred to
you that governments of today expend
large. amounts of money annually in the
improvement of stock, and even in our
registry office in this city there exists
a registry or pedigree of the best horses
and cattle, but sentiment and custem
prevent the powers that be paying an
equal amount of attention to the welfare
of the human family along these lines;
but why should sentiment and custom
deter us from facing and dealing with
the truth? Along these lines the ques-
tion of intermarriage of those having
tendencies toward crime, insanity, tuber-
culosis, etc., presents itself, and it is my
firm belief, as well as that of others who
have spoken on this subject before, that
the day shall soon arrive when it will be
as necessary to have a clean bill of

this splendid stomach preparation, too, \
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means compulsory infection, because the
child on -the one hand under the exist-
ing law of compulsory education is com-
pelled to attend school, and on the other,
should there be an unrecognized case of
any contagious disease, such as diph-
theria or scarlet fever, he is necessarily
exposed to infection. And further, it is
possible from that one unrecognized
case. of either of the above diseases, to
have same carried into the homes of
thirty or more children in that one day.
Advantages of Medical Inspection.
Investigations conducted by well train-
ed experts have demonstrated again and
again that many children attend school
suffering from contagious disease. In
the first month of medical school inspec-
tion in Boston 487 sick children were
found at school, 87 being ill with diph-
theria and 104 with scarlet fever. Such
children are as capable of infecting the
things with which they come in centact
as if they were suffering from severe at-
Medical inspection would at once
exclude these from school and have the
rooms disinfected.

Investigations regarding the eye-sight
and hearing of children show that there
are many in the schools who are handi-
capped in their progress by defective
sight, or hearing, or both. The mild
forms and early stages of these ills often
escape the unskilled observation of the
teacher—a thing not to be wondered at
when it requires special skill on the part
of the physician to discover the defect.
In the majority of cases of defective
hearing neither parent, teacher, nor child
is aware of the defect. When it is.un-
derstood that defective eyesight, imper-
fect hearing, and growths in the vault
of the naso-pharynx are all too often
the causes of abnormal stupidity and go
hand ir hand with poor talents, surely
parents and school boards will see to it
that these causes of imperfect work,
wasted effort and failure to have ade-
quate returns for legitimate expendi-
ture, to say nothing of the effect upon
the future progress of the country, will
as far as possible be removed.

Admitting all of'the above to be true,
what is our present attitude towards it?
One of absolute inaction.” -

What should it be? One of immediate
dction. An action which should be in-
telligent, systematic, aggressive, -all-in-
clusive, compulsory and governmental.

Intelligent—Only as knowledge of this
subjcet becomes general and scientific
methods adopted in treatment can any
action be effective. This means medical
research, training of school teachers, and
the whole question treated in a liberal,
popular and accurate form in the cur-
riculum of the school.

Systematic—Not in a haphazard, spas-
modic, undirected plan, but one which
combines with simplicity and practical-
ity, a definite policy, so-that all classes
may have sufficient knowledge to know
their relationship to and-’ responsibility
in the matter; also that the data and
knowledge’ derived by experience may be
tabulated and registered for future refer-
ence and guidance, thereby constantly
increasing the effectiveness of the work
and justifying its existence.

Aggressive—Progress is the keynote
of the world today. No profession has
made greater effort than the medical to
ameliorate the various ill conditions of
mankind, and in this matter of medical
inspection they again take the lead. No
policy in its inception can be perfect,
but adopting the principle we can en-
large upon it until it attains within a
measurable distance of the standard.

All-Inclusive—That from the Atlantic
to the Pacific and from Hudson Bay to
the 49th parallel every city, town and
rural district should have a thorough
medical school inspection. It must bé
borne in- mind that the importance of
this inspection is not a question of large
or small population ,but a vital prin-
ciple in our national life.

Compulsory—This matter should not
be left optional with school districts but
should be enforced with rigor with com-
pulsory school attendance, if the latter
is necessary the former is equally so;
if one is to be insisted upon so should
the other.

Governmental—The authority that
creates and governs our system of edu-

Health Department,

The organization of a department of
health in each province, in which mat-
ter we would be proud to see our own
province take the lead, whose duties
would be governed by acts of the legis-
lature, and would, generally speaking, be
along the lines suggested by this paper,
modified to suit provincial conditions. -

The following I would humbly sug-
gest as suitable provisions to be included
in such an act:

The appointment of a medical inspec-
tor for each incorporated city or town,
and in the rural districts, one for each
municipality.

In all districts throughout the prov-
ince each child making application for
first entrance to school be required to
undergo special examination by inspect-
ors, which examination would decide
whether or no the child was free from
any physical handicap.

In incorporated cities and towns regn-
lar examinations would be made =ach
week or two to each school and as muck
oftener as the occasion demanded.

In rural districts at least once a month
and oftener if required, by the medical
examiner.

The insertion in the normal .school
curriculum of a practical course suffi-
cient to make each graduate proficient
in the recognition of abnormal health
conditions in school children.

Lectures to teachers, in order to make
thera the more proficient in the recog-

nition among -the children of pathologi-

cal condition, thus supplementing the
work of the medical inspector.

That special attention be given to <hil-
dren between the ages of eleven and fif-
teen, both as regards their health and
the number of studies allotted.

Some provision must be made for the
medical and surgical care of those stu-
dents requiring attention whose parents
cannot afford to provide for it.

The medical inspector shall report any
case requiring attention to the child’s
parents, and they shall immediately pro-
vide adequate medicine or surgical at-
tention as the case may require, under
penalty, the child to be received back
into scheol only on presentation of a
certificate from the family hpysician.

The remuneration of medical inspect-
ors would be by salary, and fixed by the
respective municipalities, subject to the
supervision of the department of health.

Washington Recognizes Urgenc

Work en New Vessels

Washintgon, Nov. 24—Premier Lloyd
Georges’ utterances before the American
War Mission and the British War Cab-
fnet, impressing the urgent need for
rushing American troops to France and
hurrying the 6,000,000 tons of shipping
promised by America, did - not create
any surprise in official quarters here.
The necessity for getting men to France
has been realized by’ the administration
ever since the day that America went to
war. Equally has officialdom recog-
nized the urgency of getting the ton-
nage for the transportation, not only of
the soldiers, but of food for them and
for the Allies. i

The administration has been exerting
every enetgy for the last six months up-
on getting an army of at least 1,000,000
men to France in the quickest possible
time, and also of putting upon the ways
the 6,000,000 tons of shipping that Amer-
ica has promised as her part in the ship

mme for 1918.

1t is difficult to give an accurate idea
of the precise number of men that will
be put upon the fields of France within
the next twelve months. Administration
officials are not inclined to reveal thelr
military plans, and will enter into %o
discussion of the actual preparations
under way. In some quarters the opin-
fon is expressed that the war depart-
ment will be able to take enough men
over to France by the middle of next
summer to make up the quota of 1,-
000,000. But this opinion is not gener-
ally shared by army officials, most of
whom believe it will be well into next
winter before the 1,000,000 will be on
French soil.

The war department has
already sent an appreciable number of
men to France. Others will be as soon
as they are trained and equipped. It is
not going too far to say that America’s
contingent upon . the battlefields of
France is already a substantial army.
When the French mission visited
America last summer no hesitancy was
felt by them in impressing the necessity
for getting as many fighting Amerieans
to France as quickly as they could be
made ready. The French mission spoke
of the moral effect of sending a big
army over, as well as the actual mili-
tary aid they would give upon the fir-
ing line. Not long afterward the Persh-
ing ‘expedition sailed for France. Sev-
eral other contingents have gonhe since

that time.

As to tonnage, the administration has
exerted its full energy in the last six!
months, and tangible results are already
at hand. Aside from the work going on|
in the, various American shipyards, the
government has entered into negotia-
tions with Japan for as much tonnage!
as can be spared. More than 150,000
tons of American shipping is being
moved from the Pacific to the Atlantic,|
and other tonnage leaving the ways at,
Atlantic and Great Lake yards will swell
the aggregate of tonnage appreciably |
within the next few weeks. With ample
tonnage available, the war department
will send over more men as fast as pos-
sible. ,With them will go food for their
own sustenance while on the battle-
flelds.

Rushing New Ships.

The most determined efforts are now

being made by Chairman Hurley of the
shipping board and other officials of
that organization and the emergency
fleet corporation to surpass, if possible,
the 6,000,000 mark set for the end of
1018. It is believed that at least 1,000,-
000 tons of new shipping will be on the
seas by March 1 ready to carry sol-
diers, munitions and foodstuffs,
9 The reorganization of the emergency
fleet corporation, which brought into
the service Charles A. Piez, the new
vice-president; Henry Ford, and other
organizers and efficiency experts, was
accomplished because the need of rush-
ing ships wag realized more keenly as a
result of developments in Russia and
Italy. :

ing soon, and after another sixty days
it is believed that the great fleet will
begin to come off the stocks with a
rapidity that will make itself felt.

Plans for the extension of shipbuild-
ing yards ,for increased shipments of
steel, lumber, and other supplies, and
for putting on two and three shifts of
workmen are part of the programme as
it is now being put into effect.

The programme, it has been stated re-
cently, was gaining momentum day by
day, with the promise of the most grati-
fying results.

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AMERICANS TRAIN

FOR AMBUSH DRAFT

Germans Wary in N; Man's Land;
Enemy Patrol is Wamed by
Cough

With the American Army in France,
Nov. 24—Only the fact that the Ger-
mans failed to venture into No Man’s
Land on a recent night saved them from
an American surprise. One hundred and
sixty men of the first battalions to enter
the trenches for a week were given spec-
ial training and, after being transported
to the front, crawled across .No Man’s
Land and took positions in front of and
in the German wire entanglements at a
point where it had been discovered the
enemy came out every night.

\ Each man had been trained in a spec-

ial task, and the entire unit had re-
hearsed the part it intended to play
under conditions similar to those in
front of the German lines. The Amer-
jcans reached the position soon after
dark and remained in waiting -all night,
but not one German appeared either
there or, as far as is known, at any
place in No Man’s Land.

The plan was to allow several groups
of ten to fifteen Germans each to emerge
and meet at a rendezvous. Then the
Americans would fall upon the enemy
and repay them fully for recent trench
raids.

A cold which a soldier had caught in
the trenches brought him a wound in
the hand and gave warning to a German
patrol of an ambuscade on another
night. An American patrol had ar-
ranged an ambush near a shell-ruined
farm house in No Man’s Land. Several
of the Americans had colds and coughs,
but managed to control them. Finally,
when the shadowy forms of an enemy
patrol were seen approaching, one of
Americans coughed. The enemy
patrol promptly disappeared toward its
own lines, from which there soon after-
ward came a hail of machine-gun bul-
lets, one hitting the man who had
coughed.

Two staff officers recently had a nar-
row escape while walking along a road
in the rear of the lines, They heard the
whizz of an enemy shell and jumped,
thinking it was close by, when the pro-
jectile came down in tlie centre of the
road on each side of which they were
walking.

The first American regimental colors
to be carried on the battlefront in France
has been returned to regimental head-
quarters, Written on it in ink over
the signature of the French commander

American flag to reach the front lines.
.The flag did not fly at the front, as no
flags are exhibited there. It actually”
was carried, however, to a dugout in
the rear of the second line, remaining
there several days. !

The war morale of Quebec was high
on August 1, 1914, One remembers pa-
rades of Frencl young men, the;sihging
! of La Marseillaise and the insistent in-
i quiry “whether or not Great Britain
would march.” The 4th of Augustcame,
and Great Britain marched. For a week
or ten days Quebec and Ontario were
in accord. Then Mr. Bourassa came
; home from Europe, having escaped from
! Alsace by the skin of his teeth. His
i newspaper had expressed, up to this
i time, no opinion on Canadian participa-
! tion in the struggle. It was an omin-
i ous silence, followed by an ominous ut-
| terance that Canada had no right to
isend a single soldier overseas. From
i that moment Quebec cooled into indif-
| ference, and more lately, into hostility.

| Rabid With Race Madness.

It is no secret that Bourassa appeals
' mainly to the people who think they
| are intellectuals—to seminarists and
! priests, to law students, to intransigeants
of every sort, and particularly to young
men rabid with race madness. His news-
! paper sparkles with epigram,  glitters
with polished satire. For poetry, for
art and literature it always has a place.
His writers are stylish and lingual ex-
quisites. Yet under this exterior ele-
gance, narrow, flercely unfair, Mr. Bou-
rassa, consciously or unconsciously, can-
not “play straight.” In an argument he
cannot quote authorities without color-
ing them. He has carried on against
Ontario and Ontario government a cam-
paign of slander and vituperation which
savors of the gutter rather than of the
salon, and always he has maintained
towards England such a spirit of hos-
tility and desperate hatred as Revent-
low himself might envy.

“What do we owe to England?” is his
incessant and satirical inquiry.

Brought Bourassa to Fury.

One may understand the unspeakable
anger Mr. Bourassa and his associates
had for Sir Robert Borden long before
the military service act was promul-
gated. The war temper of the govern-
faent and of the majority of the public
brought Mr. Bourassa to a state of cold
fury. In his opinion both parties had
gone mad. (It is always the opinion of
Mr. Bourassa that one who disagrees
with him is insane.) In this temper he
saw the enactment of compulsory ser-
vice, and of the war-time election act.
In this temper he saw the determinatiog
to consolidate the war-spirit of the eoun-
try in a union ministry. In this temper
he saw that ministry established, and the
consequent disintegration of the Liberal
front bench deputation.

WIRELESS SYSTEM FOR
DETECTION OF U-BOATS

To assist naval airmen in detecting the
presence, and then determining the posi-
tion of enemy submarines, a delicate in-
strument of considerable ingenuity has
been produced. An adequate conception
of its character is afforded without neces-
sarily discussing its technical details.
which for obvious reasons are withheld.
Roughly, it consists of a compad buoy
that carries a receiver which converts
the sound waves from a submarine’s pro-
peller into electrical energy. Whenthrown
overboard by an airman, it floats on the
surface of the water. Upon the ap-
proach of a submarine within a certain
radius of it, the antenna attached to the
buoy sends out wireless signals which
are in turn picked up by receiving in-
struments installed in the air craft.
The presence of a boat within this area is
thas announced. Its general position in
relation to the buoy, as well as its
movements, are indicated by the intens-
ity of the signals Gratifying
tests of the device, which is described
and illustrated in the December Popular
Mechanics Magazine, have been made.

Saving

Food Contre ler Makes Public Re-
port of Special Committee of
Which Commissioner Wigmore
is Member

—

Ottawa, Nov. 24—An annual saving
of more than $38,000 in the cost_of milk
distribution in St. John and an aggre-
gate annual saving of more than $1,500,~
000 in seventeen of the principal cities
throughout Canada is contemplated un-
der a plan recommended by the 'milk
committee appointed by the food con-
troller. ;

The report which was made public to-
day contains a recommendation that the
maximum “spread,” or difference be-
tween the price paid to the producer and
the price charged to the consumer,should
not be allowed after December 1 to ex-
ceed five cents per quart in the Masi-
time Provinces, Ontario and Quebec, and
five and a quarter cents per quart in
Manitoba, Saskatchewan, Alberta and
British Columbia. These maximum
“gpreads,” or distributors’ margins, rep-
resent the present charge for distribu-
tion under average conditions and are
intended to allow time for the adjust-
ment of the milk-distributing business.

The committee makes it plain that its
recommendations do not involve sanction
of an increase in the distributors’
“gpread” in any municipality where it
is lower at present than the proposed
maximum “spread.” In the case of Ot-
tawa the committee recommends that
the present “spread” of 3%, cents per
quart should not be increased. 'A plan
is outlined for the subsequent reduction
of such maximum spreads, wherever it
may be found upon investigation that a
saving could be affected by a reorgan-
jzation of delivery and elimination of
the heavy waste resulting from unneces-
sary duplication of services. The com-
mittee estimates that, under present con-
ditions, there is an average loss of 1%
cents a quart which could be prevenied
under a single or local zone delivery
gystem.

In making public the report, Hon. w.
¥. Hanna said that reorganization of
milk distribution, as recommended by
the committee, would require action by
the provincial governments if it were to
be put on a permanent basis. He ex-
plained that certain powers were vested
fn the food controller under the War
Measures’ -Act, and that when that act
was repealed there would be no mach-
Inery for the permanent reorganization
of milk distribution which the commit-
tee outlined, unless it be provided by
provincial authority. The provincial
governments, he said, if they should
deem it desirable to do so, might pass
legislation to bring about such reorgan-
ization and to allow control of local milk
distribution to be exercised by muni-
cipalities or private companies, under the
plan proposed by the committee. '

The report states that the price paid
for milk to the producers is not exces-
sive, in view of present conditions. An
average increase in the price of milk has
been less than 30 per cent while the
average cost of cows, feed and labor has
advanced 50 per cent, 75 per cent and. 75
per cent respectively. It is pointed out
that, in order to secure an ample supply
of milk, a resasonable profit must al-
ways be allowed to the farmer. Any
price whieh did not allow a reasonable
profit would result in decreased produc-
tion and the necessary supply of milk
would be endangered. :

Taking an average for representative
cities of Canada, the farmers are receiv-
ing from 6 to 8 cents per quart while
the consumers are paying from 10 to 13
cents per quart. The increase in price
added by the distributor ranges from
23, to 6% cents per quart, and varies in
about the same ratio as the number of
distributors operating in the different
cities. The committee reports that this
“spread” is excessivg and that the chief
cause in an excessive number of dis-
tributors.

Provision is made in the report for the
appointment of provincial committees to
investigate the cost of: distributing milk
in any city and to recommend any ad-
justment of the distributors’ spread
which may be found advisable. Where
it is decided that economic waste could
be reduced by reorganization of distribu-
tion a local commission is recommended
to deal with such reorganization. The
results expected under the committee’s
plan are:

(1) A reduction in the price of milk
to the consumers or an increase in the
price paid to the producers, or an ap-
portionment of the saving between the
two classes.

(2) The release of a considerable num-
ber of men for military service or other
important war work.

(8) Economies to both producers and

distributors by the co-operative purchas-

ing of supplies and by standardizing of |

equipment.

Confesses He Slew
His Brother-In-Law

Catalene Clears Mystery of Dis-
membered Body Feund Scat-
tered in Paterson Suburbs |

. |

Paterson, N. J., Nov. 28—The murder
mystery which has kept the Paterson
police busy since Nov. 5, when a man’s
torso-was found in a vacant lot on the
outskirts of the city, and the head in
the mud of the Passaic River two days
later, has been cleared. Manuel Cata-
lone of 77 East Twelfth street confessed
that he had killed his brother-in-law,

Stephen Cassa,wha lived at the same ad-
dress, and had cut his body to pieces
with a cleaver. Catalone was arrested
when the body was identified as that of
Cassa. Mrs. Catalone and Mrs. Cassa,
sisters, were also held on a charge of
murder.

According to the story Catalone told
the police, on Oct. 31 he and Cassa, both
of whom worked at the plant of the
Royal Piece Dye Works, were on their
way home to luncheon when they be-
came involved in an argument. Cata-
lone said they went to his apartment,
on the second floor of the house, and
that he prepared lunch for both of
them. While the men were eating the
quarrel was renewed. Catalone said he
caught up a hatchet and struck at
Cassa’s head. Cassa, he said, raised his
arm and received a deep gash in it. A
moment later he succeeded, he said, in
striking Cassa on the back of the head,
so that he crumpled on the floor and
died almost instantly. He said he then
dragged the body into the bathroom and
covered it with rags and old newspapers.
He said that both Mrs. Catalone and
Mrs. Cassa were at work at the time.

Catalone said that night he told his
wife what had happened, cautioning her
not to tell her sister. He said that the
next day he did not go to work, but
after his wife and her sister had gone,
went to a store and bought a large suit-
case. Returning to his home, he said,
with & butchers cleaver he cut off the
head and legs of the body, so that it
would fit the suitcase. The body re-
mained in the bathroom over that night.
The next day, he told the police, he
packed ‘the body in the suitcase, and
wrapping the head in paper, went to
the Passaic River and threw the head
into the water. Then, Catalone said,
he went to the vacant lot and threw the
contents of the suitcase into a clump of
weeds, leaving the suitcase nearby. |

Catalone told the 'police that Mrs.
Cassa began to worry about her hus-
band, and he told her that Cassa had
gone to Luxor, Penn, where they used
to live, to visit friends. This appeased
her until Nov. 5, when the newspapers
told of the body being found. Two days
later she insisted that Catalone and his
wife accompany her to the morgue.
There the body was identified as that
of Cassa, and Catalone, his wife and
her sister were placed under arrest.

The police went to the Catalone home
and found blood on the bathroom floor.
Then they began to question Catalone.
He persisted that he knew nothing
about the case, until Mrs, Catalone con-
fessed to the police that Catalone had
told her something about the death of
Cassa. The police have obtained a suit-
case which was a counterpart of the one
Catalone was known to have purchased,
and when they showed it to him and
told him they knew he had used it to
dispose of Cassa’s body, he confessed.
