The sale of space pays 
for telegrams, cables, wages, rent, taxes and machinery, and tjie thousand and 
one items of the cost of production. Every line of type costs so much money 
to produce. The paper that gives away a large proportion of its natural pro­
duct will soon find itself in the bankrupt court and will cease to exist. The 
Herald then goes on to make the announcement that “hereafter notices of any 
gathering, relating to future events, or to the receiving of iponey for funds, 
whether local or general, religious, philanthropic or patriotic, qr acknowledg­
ments or contributions, or subscriptions of any kind, will be Inserted in the dis­
play advertising columns of the Herald at the wholesale flat rhte of forty-two 
cents per Inch. Special reading notices for all societies, clubs, churches, religious 
philanthropic, and patriotic purposes, where the purpose is not the receiving of 
money may be inserted at two cents a word, in either the Herald or Mail, pre­
paid.”

He said further that nothing since 
the dvil war had caused such a shock 
to patriotic Americans as the discovery 
that they were not a united people, but 
that there existed among them a body of 
so-called Americans who spoke “alien 
sympathies,” and forgot their allegiance 
to the government under which they 
lived. This, of course, was a reference 
bo the German-American.

Commenting on Mr. Churchill’s speech, 
the*Toronto World quotes the following 
from the New York World:—"It may 
be Improbable, but It Is not impossible, 

i that soon or late the duty will devolve 
upon tile United States of making the 
last stand for democracy and free gov­
ernment." The Toronto World very 
pointedly observes that before such a call 
would come to the United States the de- 
struction of. Britain and her democrac­

ies must be accomplished, and it would 
then be too late for the United States 
to make a stand. As Mr. Churchill says, 

’ she should have made the stand when 
• Belgium was invaded, although it is not 
yet too late for her to make a stand for 
what President Wilson has termed “the 

•rights of humanity.” Mr. Churchill looks 
forward to a time when there will be “a 
closer affiliation of the Anglo-Saxon 
people, bound together by ideals, not 
merely of common Interest, hut of loy­
alty to truth and frank dealing, and to 
all that liberty and self-government 
mean to humanity." Such an Sffiliation 
has been the dream of very many Brit­
ons as well as -Americans, and if 'it has 
seemed to fade of late it was because 
the United States government did not 
appear to realize that liberty and self- 

rgovernment and the common interests of 
free nations were threatened by a cruel 
military autocracy Which sought worid- 
dominkm. As time goes on, however, it 
Is made more and more apparent that 
the great mass of the American people 
are in sympathy with the Allies, and the 
•destruction of the steamship Ancona, 
with the loss of more American lives, 
will bring home still more forcibly the 
realization that the sooner Germany is 
crushed the better for “the rights of 
humanity.” As the Toronto World well 
says:—“The democratic nations must 
range themselves together against the 
embattled hosts of tyranny, autocracy 
and militarism; for against militarism 
triumphant, nothing can prevail but the 
struggle of thirty more generations.”

The London Standard, referring to 
the destruction of the Ancona, declared 
that in avenging this great crime the 
Allied fleets should have the sympathy 
of the American government and the 
friendship of the American people; and 
it points out how small a thing is the 
stoppage of trade by British cruisers 
compared with the crimes committed by 
the German and Austrian pirates who 
destroy the lives of inocent women and 
children. The Pall Mall Gazette's com­
ment is. to the same effect. It says :—

to get a supply of food? The New York 
Evening Post says:—

“The Frankfurter Èeitung can only re­
commend drawing one’s belt tighter and 
hacking a way through. But hacking 
through to what? The west is out of the 
question. The hacking process in Rus­
sia ‘4BS come to an end, and the con­
quest of the Czar’s grain lands has not 
relieved the situation. There is only 
Serbia now to hack through. When 
Gen. Mackensen opens the way to Con­
stantinople he has come no nearer to a 
source of food supply for the beleaguered 
German people. Asiatic Turkey is 
hardly in a position to feed the German 
Empire. Hence that very grim jest by 
the Frankfurter Zeltung, when it foresees 
the necessity of tie German people 
‘nourishing’ itself on hate.”

Hate is a poor substitute for food and 
drink, but there is now no doubt what­
ever that Germany's boast that she was 
self-contained, as far as food supplies 
are concerned, was without foundation.

MILLINERY SALON — SECOND FLOORtranslate all the legends inscribed on 
the numberless banner., German le­
gends were most numerous, but mottoes 
and the names of societies in almost 
every civilised tongue were displayed to 
the enormous crowds that filled the 
streets.

There was a confusion of tunes as 
well as of tongues. “Wacht Am Rhein” 
and “Tipperary’ ’mingled often when 
two bands were lined close to each other. 
Italian airs, Hungarian melodies, Scan­
dinavian marching songs, Serbian, Rum­
anian, Irish and even Belgian airs, filled 
the city streets for miles, and as each 
strain appeared to thé martial ardor of 
the throngs, noisy outbursts were echoed 
from the high buildings.

In all the «Hiring scenes down Michi­
gan avenue, along which the impressive 
thousands swung, ongiman was most 
conspicuous. He was Alfred Wild, mar­
shal of the West Side Division, a veter­
an of the German army. All he did was 
to hit up the “goose step,” the step the 
Kaiser’s troops kick out when they 
march on aprade.

“The goose step! The goose step!" 
women and men shouted at sight of 
Wild and almost split their lungs yelling 
applause.

From the reviewing stand at. Jackson 
boulevard, all the way to Randolph 
street, great flags of many nationalities 
floated in the breete. All but a few of 
thousands of automobiles and wagons in 
line were decorated with the American 
flag only and the shield qf the United 
Societies, with its motto, “Home rule 
and personal liberty for Chicago.”

One spectacle of the flags was out­
standing. Election Coihmiseioner Au­
gust Lueders. marshal qf the Northwest 
Side Division, conceived this. As his 
division swung into thé boulevard at 
Randolph street the thousands—perhaps 
10,000—who jammed the street sides, 
even those peering over the gargoyles 
on the twenty-storey buildings, saw 
forty large silken .flags representing 
twenty nâtionalities and with a great 
group of the Stars anjf Stripes at the 
head, came fluttering up the avenue. Thé 
inspiring sight moved everyone. Men 
bared their heads and cbeer-d, not the 
“goose step,” but the United States.

After passing the reviewing stand this 
division turned into Grant Park and 
formed in a hollow square on the high 
ground, with the standards in the centre 
and in a flood of Sunshine the band 
playing a pot-pourri of national airs.

Mayor Thompson refused tojromment 
on the parade. The police furnished thé 
usual escort and guard along the line 
of march after being assured, that thé 
parade was to be an expression in favor 
of home rule, not a demonstration 
against the enforcement of the laws.

The chaplain of the ship asked 
me to preach on Sunday and I did so.

| the Resurrection as we passed it in full 
j view—the island on which John wrote:
' “There shall be a resurrection of the 
jùst and the unjust and the sea shall 
give up its dead.’

“There is loneliness arid discomfort 
here, but at times great opportunities 
and privileges which comfort. It is pos­
sible the Cairo people may insist on my 
going there or again our unit may go 
north, one cannot tell.- 

“Letters at last—I received them on 
my return here on October 11.”

John A. Willis of the 26th, writes to 
his mother, Mrs. C. J. Willis of Sussex, 
telling of the crater fight and says:—

"The 26th were under very heavy 
shell fire on October 18. The boys be­
haved finely, doing their work coolly,' 
helping comrades, laughing at their 
wounds md swearing at the Germans 
alternately. One man who was wound­
ed walked from the firing line, stopped 
at head quarters, got his mail and then, 
went on to the dressing station. We 
had two officers and several men wound­
ed. As for myself, I was not in it, being 
on fatigue duty, that is, carrying ammu­
nition, provisions and water to the firing 
line. I had just come out when the 
scrap started and, did not go in again 
until evening.

“If you know Lemuel Harrison, of 
Newtown, tell Mr. Harrison that I saw 
his son just before he went Into action 
and assisted to lay him away in his last 
resting place. Allison’s comrades say 
he did splendid work and died game. His 
mother; father and friends may well be 
proud of him, as his chums here are. 
He was a good boy and we miss him 
very much.”
A Challenge to Men

Private John A. Willis, of the 26th, 
writing to his mother in Sussex, says:

“Tell the boys that 'if - they Could see 
the ruin and.havoc pdjt only, to property 
but to human life in this district they 
would realise that there is only one 
place to beat Germany, and that is right 
here in Europe. It is all very well tot 
those left home to1 say that they will 
fight the Germans If they ever come to 
Canada, but you may rest assured that 
if ever they get there (which they will 
not) it would be asolutely no use to 
fight. We feel here in 'the trenches that 
at least two . Canadians should volun­
teer for every oçe man killed or Wound­
ed in Europe. I have never regretted for 
one moment the fact that I enlisted, 
and more than that when Germany is 
beaten to a finish, which she surely will 
be, I do not envy the slackers who have 
remained in Canada when we ' come 
back.”
Got 500 or 600 Germans
