REDERICTON, N. B. Jan. 8—
(Special) The official record of
evidence taken before Chief Justice
McKeown in 3937 in the inquiry.

The senate elections sub-committee in-
vestigating bribery _charges against
Senator Gould, Republican, Maine, was
called to meet again this afternoon
after having heard a lengthy defense
plea from the senator himself in which
he testified that his New York agso-
ciates, without his consent, paid the
much discussed $100,000 to the cam-
paign fund of the Conservative party
of New Brunswick, while he was en-
gaged in building a railway in that
province.

He testified that Premier Fleming
and his successor, Premier Clark, both
solocited money from him with threats
that unless it was forthcoming, his op-
erations would be stopped. After be-
ing held up repeatedly at a cost of
hundreds of thousands of dollars, by
violations of agreements and prom-
ises, he testified, his partners finally
“got enough” and withdrew, while he
himself was “driven out,” when he re-
used to pay $50,000 for former Pre-

CIVIC BUSINESS
SAINT JOHN is fully alive to the fact that the

Mayor and Council have on their hands two
extremely weighty matters in addition to the
ordinary administrative work as Commissioners.

+ Only the other day Saint John’s rightful aspira-
tions with respect to harbor development wsgre
in danger of receiving a setback from which
recovery might have been long and tedious. At
whose door is to be laid blame for the situation
which then arose is not at the moment under
discussion, but the fact is driven home with
srresistible force that not until port nationalization
is in eficient operation shall we be safe in this
respect; and it is of supreme importance.

Scarcely, if at all, less urgent are the matters
disclosed in the Brittain report. The city desired

_ an expert survey of its affairs, and the city has
obtained that suryvey. Now comes the question of
setting the municipal house in order, and the
urgency lies in the fact that legislation for the
Provincial Assembly must be prepared if certain
portions of the Brittain report are to be acted on.
Are we, for instance, to have a change in form
of civic government? Are we to separate from
“the county and absorb the suburbs? Local interest
has been diverted to matters touching the individual
taxpayer directly through the rumor that the tax
‘rate this year may reach $3.60. Are we to be
allowed to pay this by instalments? Is the real
. estate assessment to be revised? Is there to be a
close and intelligent scrutiny of the sworn state-
ments of income and property, and application of
“existing machinery to deal with suspected evasions?

The Mayor and Council have much on their

PUTTING AN END TO IT

HE Minister of Customs decided recently that

the cargo of the ‘Chris Moeller,” detained at
Vancouver, should be impounded, thereby furnish-
ing a reading of the customs regulations the oppo-
site of what is understood previously to have been
held. Hitherto liquor in bond was shipped with
clearance papers for Mexico or South. America,
when it was common knowledge that it was
‘destined for the United States by transhipment
at sea; that the clearance papers were eyewash;
‘that the documents furnished in. due course to
prove landing at the alleged destination, so redeem-
ing the shippers’ bond were fakes; that, in short,
the whole proceedings were farcical and evasive.

The official mind is curious. So often it hap-
pens in the course of official duties that matters
of private knowledge must be excluded in the
consideration of cases that an official is prone to
conceive his duty fully accomplished when docu-
_ments purporting to prove fulfilment of conditions
“are produced. He does not admit it part of his
duty to test the truth of those documents. From
this it is only a step to blinding himself to the
“known falsity of papers. In the case of liquor
.shipments out of Canada in bond it appears that
he felt that, so far as he as a Canadian official
was concerned, all that mattered was that the
liquor left Canada. Before the Customs Enquiry
at Vancouver an employe of an export company
. frankly admitted manufacturing false documents.
He declared his belief that he was justified in so
doing on the grounds that the essential require-
ments of Canadian law were met by the removal
of the liquor from Canada, and cited a former
Minister of Customs in support of this belief.
These ethics are bad enough for exporters, but
much worse if they really were accepted in official
‘circles.

However, the main thing is that the present
Minister of Customs evidently does not intend to
allow casuistry in his department. It is probable
that no very great harm in the ordinary sense was
done by connivance at irregularities and worse, but
the harm to' the public and official conscience of
:Canada was immense. Ethical laxities have a way
of becoming snowballs, rolling and gathering bulk.
Fortunately the public conscience of Canada has
shown a remarkable awakening with regard to
smuggling, whether into or out of the United
.Btates; and Mr. Euler will find solid support be-
hind him in his intention to effect a similar change
-of conscience in the department under his control.
It is certainly the business of the United States
4o see that liquor is not smuggled into that country,
but it is not the business of Canadian officials to
make easy the operations of those who are in
comflict with the United States law by accepting
as true documents they have every reason to be-
lieve false. If the liquor had really been landed
in Mexico or South America, any subsequent tran-
shipment would have been no concern of our
sustoms. But the blind acceptance of fraudulent
focuments comes perilously near connivance at
-perjury. The main thing is, however, this is to
cease.

THE MANGO

HE newspapers of the United States have
spparently discovered that the mango is a suc-
culent fruit. They would like to see more mangoes
eaten in the United States, and the New York
Herald-Tribune goes so far as to describe how
it thinks mangoes should be stuck on a fork,
peeled and consumed. Doubtless a mango might
be. so demolished, but with dire and splashy re-
sults in the way of stained napery and clothes,
unless the custom of certain Anglo-Indian devotees
of the juicy fruit were followed and mangoes
eaten only in seclusion and when sitting naked
in a bath. And in that case fingers were made
before forks. In polite tropical society people
usually content themselves with taking two elices
on either side of the large mango stone, eating
those slices with a spoon and losing quite a third
of the flesh. It is tantalizing, because nobobdy
wants to lose any mango, but a concession to the
decencies of a civilized table.

It is, however, problematical whether the mango
can be popularized far from its native heath. A
good mango is delicious, but one inferior or poorly
ripened is worthless. Rich landowners in India
remove all but a dozen fruit from a large tree
and instal watchmen to guard these against the
birds by day and thieves by night. Consequently
the best mangoes are expensive. They should be
picked almost exactly three days before complete
ripening, and laid in straw and touching nothing

L
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else, in'a dark place, until they reach perfection.
That is the epicurean way, though worthwhile
mangoes aré obtainable with less care—but not
much less. Under the circumstances it is evident
that the mango is one of the mountains that will
not go to Mahommed, and it therefore behooves
those who would redlly enjoy mangoes to go
where they grow.

THE ALLISON PLAYGROUND

HERE should not be any misunderstanding
hetweén the City Council and the Saint John
Playgrounds Association regarding the cost of up-
keep of the playground at the entrance to Rock-
wood Park. After the Rotary Club had provided
a pavilion for those grounds the Playgrounds
Association took over its care, with the under-
standing that the city would provide the necessary
funds apart from the regular grant from the city
to the Association. Even under that arrangement
the Association year before last utilized a portion
of its grant to supplement what was paid by the
city. - Last year it paid the whole cost out of its
own grant. It now makes the entirely reasonable
and fair request that the City Council live up to
the original understanding. Mayor White is quite
right in his contention that the bill should be paid.
The Playgrounds - Association starved some of its
other grounds to keep the Allison Playground
going, and members of its executive assumed the
responsibility for oversight. If it had not pursued
that cotrse the city would have been called on to
take care of this playground or let it run down,
with probable serious damage to the pavilion pro-
vided by the Rotary Club.

Sir
James would probably, had he gone in for a civi-
lian career, have rivalled Carter Paterson or W.
H. Smith. He would have made more money, but

had less fun.
An Early Bird.

It is rumored that Sir Herbert Warren will
shortly be retiring from the Presidency of Mag-
dalen, Oxford. It is a rumor which has been cur-
rent for a year or more, but of late it has gained
force and circumstance. Sir Herbert, who is
seventy-one, is still one of the most vigorous of
men. He is at chapel every morning at eight;’
almost every morning he has two or more under-
graduates at breakfast. For that is the way he
chooses of keeping in touch with the-life of the
college. The undergraduates come straight from
their baths, half awake, in a great hurry, usually
ten minutes late. They find the president, who
has been up for two hours at least, very wide
awake and spruce. He knows everybody and every-
thing that is going on in the college, and is prob-
ably more au fait with affairs than the youngest
Fellow. He was a friend of Tennyson; and loves
to tell anecdotes about him. He was President of
Magdalen when the Prince of Wales was for two
years a resident there.

Blow to Reds.

There have been, in the comedy of human ad-
venture, some queer ramifications of cause and
effect. But I think few of us could have foreseen
that the general strike would imply the abolition
of our Southern railwaymen’s familiar red ties.
But so it has befallen. An official decree has gone
forth that, on and after New Year’s Day, the
Southern’s staff will no longer wear red ties, but
blue ones, of which there will be a “free issue” to
every man and boy. Sic transit gloria Cooki.
Originally the red tie was adopted onf the sugges-
tion of a bright director, who thought in case of
sudden emergency these gawds might-serve as
danger signals. The modern directorate of the
Southern have resolved that they shall no longer
serve as political danger signals. The “Moscow
touch” is to be removed, and henceforth Cambridge
undergrads will be tipping Southern porters with
Oxford ties! We shall perhaps have a wail from
the Communist “pals” of Mr. Oswald Mosley and
Mr. Oliver Baldwin, but the majority of the
Southern’s “comrades” will be pleased enough.

Maritime Population

(Manitoba Free Press)

'‘HERE is no doubt that it is constant loss of
jpopulation, as well as the economic situation,
which has made the Maritime Provinces feel their
position so keenly and seek desperately for some
means of improving conditions. While the other
provinces have been going ahead, they have been
almost standing still. The population in any part
" of the country should at least double in fifty years
from natural increase. But the increase in the
three Maritime Provinces between 1871 and 1921
was only 33 per cent. Immigration was very light
and two-thirds of the natural increase was lost
through emigration to the United States, and
through Maritime people leaving for other parts
of Canada. The population of Prince Edward
Island actually fell, in the fifty years, from 94,021
to 88,615. Nova Scotia also suffered more severely
than New Brunswick, gaining only 35 per cent.
The city of Saint John between 1901 and 1921
grew only from 40,711 to 47,166.
And the exodus from the Maritimes has been
particularly heavy since the census of 1921.
* % *

As against this record which has been dis-
couraging to the Maritimes, we have the province
of Quebec almost doubling its population in the
fifty-year period, in spite of a steady exodus to
the New England States and ‘to Ontario and the
West. This was due to the large natural increase
in population in that province. There was much
less immigration into Quebec than into Ontario,
yet the latter gained only 81 per cent. in popula-
tion between 1871 and 1921. There was a great
drain on Ontario through emigration to the South
and settlement in the West, and yet the increase
of population in that province was at a rate about
two and a half times that in the Maritimes. And
in the West the population had grown from almost
nothing to about two and a half million.

The constant witnessing of their young people
leaving the Maritime Provinces has been very de-
pressing to Maritime people. But the exodus has
been common to the other provinces in varying
degree. The difference is that they have gained
largely by immigration, except Quebec.

* = %

If the whole of Canada had received no higher
immigration than' the Maritime
Provinces, it would have had much the same slow
increase of population, because of the exodus; and
it would have been about 5,000,000 in 1921 instead
of 8,788,483.

Surely that is the complete answer to the sug-
gestion sometimes heard that Canada should sus-

nd all immigration effort until the means have
been found to stop emigration. A -certain amount
of emigtation is inevitable because of our position
beside a country like the United States. Policies
should be adopted that are at least calculated to
keep our people at home, but without immigra-
tion Canada would make slow progress. With
land settlement and the encouragement of develop-
ment in all lines, more opportunities and employ-
ment will also be provided for our people and
fewer of them will leave the country.

Among its striking and wonderful fea-
tures are the two long powerful biting
claws or arms, which measure. 15 feet
and are capable of inflicting a danger-
ous wound.

Four pairs of long legs, terminating
in points, reach out from the body,
which is about a foot and a half across,
resembling a rough stone.

When stretched out on the ground
the great crab has a radial spread of 30
feet. It is called the spider crab be-
cause when held up by a man, it bears
a marked resemblance to a huge spider.

It is not possible to catch them in
the same manner as an ordinary crab,
ind instead of one man half a dozen
alert and skillful fishermen are required
to capture and handle a specimen.

TELLS OF VEaIT
OF WALES HERE

W YORK, Jan. 7—The first |
news despatch received by
the Associated Press over the
_newly-inaugurated radiophone
commercial service between
London and New York came
from its London Bureau *this
morning and furnished further
confirmation in regard to the
visit of the Prince of Wales -to
Canada next summer.
The despatch follows:
“I,ONDON, Jan. 7 — (Associated
Press)—Official announcement that the

Prince of Wales will visit Canada and
the United States next summer is ex-
pected to be made at Ottawa soon.
The Prince of Wales desires to accept
the Canadian government’s invitation
to attend the jubilee celebration in
July. The Prince is expected to visit
New York and the Middle West.”

VISIT FORESHADOWED

The Prince’s visit was foreshadowel
in a Canadian Press despatch from Ot-
tawn shortly bhefore Parliament opened,
and confirmation was contained in thc
Speech from the Throne. Announce-
ment that the United States will be
included in the Prince’s overseas trip
is “news.”

The New York headquarters of the
Associated Press obtained a connection
over the wire and redio circuit of the
American Telephone and Telegraph
Campany operating in conjunction with
the British post office.

“TO VISIT ALBERTA RANCH

Shortly after the radiophone conver-
sation was concluded the following
cable despatch was received from L.on-
don bv the Associated Press:

«Onlv urgent demands for the pres-
ence of the Prince of Wales in England
on official duties, it is understood, will
prevent an American visit this year.

“After the Prince attends the jubilee
celebration in July he plans to spend
a vacation on his ranch in Alberta,
then to revisit mid-western United
States and later to go to New York
for the Anglo-American polo matches
before returning home.”

While today's despatchr was its first
to be transmitted over the Atlantic
ncean by commercial radiophone, the
Associated Press received the first news
despatch transmitted by voice through
tbe air from London to New York on
March 7, 1926.

The westward: route |
carries the voice from London to the
Rugby transmitting station over 2,290
air-miles to Houlton.

RIGHT OF APPEAL
j ALLOWED [N
BATHURST GASE

Chief Justice Hazen Gives
Judgment in Compensation
Board Matter

In a judgment delivered in Chambers
this morning, Chief Justice Sir Douglas
Hazen allowed a right of appeal to the
Supreme .Court of New Brunswick,
asked for in the petitions of the Town
of Bathurst and Mrs. Helen Crosby,
widow of David Crosby, who lost his
life recently while engaged in diving
operations for the Town of Bathurst.
The appeal is one from a decision of
the Workmen’s Compensation Board,
the latter having refused the claim of
the widow for compensation under the
act.

The Compensation Act, sec. 85, al-
lows a right of appeal to the Supreme
Court from a decision of the board
where there ijs a question of law and
not purely one of fact involved. The
board maintained that David Crosby
was not a “workman” within the
meaning of part 1 of the act and there-
fore no compensation could be allowed.

In the course of his judgment, Chief
Justice Hazen pointed out that much
hinged on the question as to whether
David Crosby was working on a “con-
tract of service” or a “contract for
service,” one condition making him an
independent contractor and therefore
not entitled to compensation and the
other placing his tase within the scope
of the act. The interpretation of this
phase of the matter was one of law
and not of fact, and consequently a
right of appeal was allowed.

Halifax Performance Refer-
red to Was Under William
Nannary’s Management

MORROW will mark the

50th anniversary of the first
appearance of William S. Har-
kins in theatricals in the Mari-
time Provinces, as on January 9,
1877, he played juvenile man in
Halifax in a stock company
managed by the late William
Nannary of Saint John.

The Academy is now known as the
Majestic Theatre. At the time refer-
red to, Mr. Nannary was manager of
the house and he provided the people
of Halifax on that occasion with an
excellent stock company. It was with
this organization that Mr. Harkins,

NAVAL STANDING
OF U. S. IS GIVEN

Would Have to Build 21 Cruisers
to Attain Parity With Great
Britain, is Report

Canadian Press

WASHINGTON, D. C., Jan. 8—To
attain a_ parity with the British, the
United States must build 21 cruisers,
aggregating 207,200 tons, said a state-
ment today by the Navy League of
the United States, which added that
Japan also was ahead of this country
in cruiser strength.

The league claimed that unless the
United States replaces in the next four
years its “obsolescing” destroyer flo-
tilla an dbuilds up its cruisers to an
equal strength with Great Britain, it
will enter the 1931 arms conference
stipulated under the 1921 conference
treaty with a fleet inferior to both
the British and Japanese.

No nation is violating the 1921
agreement, the league said, but it
added that while Great Britain and
Japan are maintaining their fleets at
the 5-5-8 ratio, the United States has
fallen far below the quota in nearly
every class of vessel.

MONTREAL, Jan. 7—Isaie Cura-
deau, 88, farmer, living at Gaspe, Que.,
is under arrest here, charged with at-
tempted murder, and Jean Baptiste
Tapp, 67, also a farmer of Gaspe, is
at the Gaspe Hospital, in a critical con-
dition, as a result of drinking iodine
and caustic. Curadeau is alleged to
have been a party to the placing of
iodine and caustic in a bottle at
Tapp’s house on the night of October
8, 1926. Doctors say that Tapp is alive
because of an overdose.

Detective Beauvais of Quebec is tak-
ing the prisoner to Quebec this af-
ternoon. i

The alleged poisoning took place at
the Tapp homestead, following a
gathering of friends, during which a
bottle of gin passed. When the zath-
ering dispersed, the bottle, not quiie
empty, was put aside.

HOUSE BROKEN INTO

to the house by the skylight and after
draining the gin bottle refilled it with
water, iodine and caustic. The elder
Tapp in the morning took a drink
from the bottle and within a half hour
was unconscious at the Gaspe Hos-
pital, suffering severely. !

eared from Gaspe, an'd his arrest Lere
followed. According to Detective
Beauvais, Tapp, who owned a large
farm, had turned the care of it over to
Cureadeau. The latter’s management
of the estatee was not satisfactory,
and Mr. Tapp removed him from the
responsibility.

Government, to be good, must be
efficient. It.must achieve the greatest
effort. If there be wastage of labor,
duplicatien, overlapping or lack of co-

ordination then there are serious de-
fects in the government machinery.
There must be unity of policy, unity of
responsibility and unity of direction.
Without these, government becomes a
slip-shod, ' haphazard, hit-or-miss busi-
ness, able to continue only because it
can demand tribute from the entire
nation.

A private business must be efficient
or die. It has no reserve on which
to call unless it has created that re-
gerve itself. It must sustain itself by
its own merits. Its manager must
avoid wastage, duplication, overlapping
and must co-ordinate all the parts of
his organization in a smooth-running
machine.  He is responsible and held
to-strict account for its success. He
.| directs it with a single aim and single
policy, his policy.

The United States presents to the
world numerous examples of gigantic
successful business organizations,
which to arrive at their great achieve-
ments must have been governed by
these principles. There was one di-
rection, policy and responsibility cen-
tered in one man, on whom the whole
operation of the immense organization
depended. The giant steel, oil, copper,
transportation and other industries
were developed under these geniuses,
who in their way, were veritable dic-
tators, whose words were law through-
out their respective realms. They cre-
ated smooth-running organizations of
human units finally reaching a degree
of efficiency which has been the marvel
of the world.

I have under my immediate supervis-
jon the administration of seven minis-
tries, the presidency, interior, foreign
affairs, war, navy, air and “corporaz-
ioni,” the latter being an entirely
fascist creation designed especially to
deal with the relations between cap-
ital and labor. I also supervise the
command of the fascist militia, of
which I am commander-in-chief. The

The work is that of directing
Ttalian foreign relations, of examining
and answering correspondence, receiv-
ing ambassadors and  ministers, and
holding numerous imperative confer-
ences and audiences.

We have settled our debts with Eng-
land and America, stiffened Ttalian
Finance, strengthened the lira and now
have consolidated the public debt by
the launching of the Lictoral loan. For
our sea commerce, we built the
“Roma,” the biggest ship in the Medi-
terranean service, and will built two
new liners, “Rex” and “Dux,” the fast-
est in the world, forty knots an hour,
taking only four to five days from Italy
t:i New York and seven to Buenos
Aires.

Fundamentals of Canadian

Market Are Sound

MONTREAL, Jan. 8—That there is
nothing essentially “wrong’’ with the
present condition of the stock markets
in Canada is a pretty well accepted
fact, yet in the last few days the trend
of values has been slightly downward,
concurrent with a cessation of the broad
demand which has featured the situa-
tion for some time past. Discussing this
particular condition, one of the most
competent judges of Canadian Stock
Market conditions emphasizes the
thought eXpressed in the opening sent-
ence of this article. At the same time
he draws attention to the fact that
prices of a number of securities have
risen quite sharply during the past two
years, and states that the present is
a time when buyers of stocks must ex-
ercise a reasonable degree of judgment
‘before deciding upon definite action. He
.expresses thc idea that from time to
time, -despite the fact that prosperity
may be the rule in the Dominion, there
‘must be stock market readjustments.
‘These, he says, are always to be en-
couraged and -are for the best. It Is
by such processes that the market can
preserve its proper balance and tempor-
ary corrections of too definite swings
in any one direction. can advantageous-

ly be availed of by the market fol-
lower,

This same authority believes that the
development of greater prosperity in
this country ‘over the next few years
is {nevitable, and he also holds the view
that this condition must react most
favorably upon all basic industry. For
this reason he holds to the idea that
while investors and long-hold traders
must scrutinize stocks with the greatest
of care, there are, nevertheless, many
opportunities at hand for the safe and
advantageous placement of funds. Con-
cluding his summary of the situation he
stresses the belief that success breeds
success and that one cannot have basic
industry steadily catching up in its pro-
d tion to meet an ever growing de-
mand, w.thout finding a reflex of such

AGILITIES FOR
URB MARKET

‘Tickers to be Made
-Soon

MONTREAL, Jan. 8—The Montreal
Curb market has entered a further era
of development and usefulness when,

for the first time, member brokers were
afforded clearing house facilities. This
development is a very important one for
the new Exchange, inasmuch as it
greatly facilitates the delivery of shares
bought and sold each day on the mar-
ket, and makes for a greater despatch
of © business as between members
through the Exchange. The new clear-
ing house for the Montreal Curb Mar-
ket has been placed under -the admin-
istration of the National Trust Com-
pany, which has organized a special de-
partment to take care of the work. The
new clearing house arrangement will
give members of the Montreal Curb
Market the same ‘‘clearings’” advantage
as that which members of the Montreal
and Toronto Stock Exchanges have had
for a great many years, and which has
long since become actually a part of the
fabric of all stock exchanges on this
continent. .

NEW CURB “TICKERS”

Quickly following the clearing house
development wil be another equally im-
portant one for the Montreal Curb
Market, the installation of quotation !
tickers, which will carry to the offices |
of member firms in Montreal a record !
of transactions on the floor as well as
the ever-changing bid and asked quo-
tations. The switchboard for the new
ticker service has already been installed
on the Exchange 'and placing of the
tickers in the various offices is now be-
ing carried forward with all possible
despatch. As wiring arrangements are
virtually completed, the work of start-
ing the service has been greatly simpli-
fied. The hope is that the first quota-
tions on “Curb’” stocks will be trans-
mitted either tomorrow or Thursday.
In any event the instruments will be
in full operation before the end of the
current week.

With these two developments carried
to a head the new Montreal Curb Mar-
ket takes its rank as a full fledged
stock exchange—and one that has al-
ready in its brief existence established
a quite real growth.

Besides there
was a depreciation reserve of $1,021,790,
bonds of $1,360,000, and bapital and sur-
plus of $2,167,737. Thus, current assets
of $2,829,264 contrast with current lia-
bilities of $1,914,813, leaving net current
assets, in the, form of working capital,
of $914,451.

Of the $3,000,000 of bonds authorized,

STARS WILL BF

BANIGHED IF
FOUND GUILTY

Investigation Ends With Sur»
prising Suddenness—The
Testimony

HICAGO, Jan. 8—Investigation of
the 1917 baseball scandal ended
with surprising suddenness last night
after two days of hearings. ¢

Kenesaw Mountain Landis, $65,000-
a-year commissioner of baseball, who
acted as judge, jury and inquisitor in
the dramatic trial, announced he would
give his decision involving the fate of
some of the greatest stars in the game
at 10 o’clock next Wednesday morn-
ing.

If found guilty, these players will be
banished from organized baseball, as
was their accusers, Swede, Risberg and
Chick Gandil, cast out of the game
for their connection with the crooked
world’s series of 1919.

RISBERG CHARGE.

Risberg charged and Gandil today
substantiated his story, that the White
Sox pooled $45 apiece to pay the
Tigers for “sloughing” the four-gamgy
 series to the White Sox, September 2
and 3, 1917, so the White Sox could
edge out Boston in the race for the
American League nant.

Branding these charges an “absolute
lie,” 34 players of the past and present
members of those teams, declared the
pool was a present for the Tiger vic-
tories over Boston. In support of this,
Bill James, the Detroit pitcher, who
received the money from the Sox—
Risberg and Gandil, testified they told
him it was for the Tigers’ good work
in beating Boston.

James denied vigorously Gandil’s
story that they two had framed the
1917 Labor Day series.

According to James, Gandil made
him an offer of $200 for each Detroit
pitcher who would beat Boston, and
nothing was said about Tigers tossing
games to the White Sox~

Bob Hasbrook, a former Sox in-
fielder, startled the commissioner with
his testimony that the Sox pool was
discussed at the Boston ball park, a
point that had never been mentioned
by any previous witness. Landis call-
ed on each of the former Sox, and
each denied it. Hasbrook was exclud-
ed from the meeting, he said, but
Gandil had told him a pool was be-
ing spoken of as a present for the )
Detroit pitchers. : !

Landis left this apparent contradics
tion unsolved, when he brought his
fnquiry to a sudden close.

James, taking the witness chair, told
a story that tallied génerally with that
of Risberg and Gandil about the pass~
ing of the money. He said Gandil
and Risberg came to him in the Al-
dine Hotel in Philadelphia and handed
him $850.

In connection with the grain ship-
ments of the port of Sajnt John dur-
ing the present season, orfe of the larg-
est grain exporters of Canada writes &
very interesting letter to an official of
these newspapers. It would seem from
his letter that he is confident that
Saint John will not suffer from con-
gestion that may have taken place this
season and that he normal trade can
be handled here without difficulty ‘or
disadvantage to any of the shippers.

«The entire difficulty is trying to put

The committee met this week and
commenced the work of despatching
the follow-up cards, and already some
of those who have received the cards
have acknowledged that reminder by
promptly forwarding the money to pay
| for the seals.
i It is believed that many of those
| who received the seals have merely
i overlooked the duty of making a re-
{ turn and that the follow-up cards will
i be the means of bringing in the hoped
for sum in order that full support be
given to the work of the local Society
for the Prevention of Tuberculosis.

"The statement of the activities of the
society during December, as set forth
in the monthly report, gives some idea
of the splendid work it is accomplish-
ing in the community. During the
month there was a total of 847 names
on the society’s register and 22 of
these were discharged, three being ad-
mitted as patients at the County Hos-
pital, five having left the city, 12 being
found to be non-tubercular and two
being handed over to other care. There
were eight clinics held during Decem-
ber, at which 57 patients made a total
of 68 in attendance.

] Milk was being given to seven pa-

tients and two patients were receiving
medicine. Twenty X-rays were taken
and 18 fluoroscopes. The two nurses
made 449 visits to homes during the
month and reported one case to the
Board of Health. There were 11 con-
tacts examined.
